and his doctorate in divinity in 1891.
He was made deacon in Christ churchin his native city of Houston, Tex
£Vl,. 5, 1882, by Bishop Gregg, who ad-
vanced him to the priesthood in thesame church the following August.
His early ministry was spent in Gal-veston, Tex., and Memphis, Term. In
ISS7 he became rector of Christ churrh
>.few Orleans, wher c he remained until
las election as bishop-coadjutor of
Louisiana. He was consecrated bish-op June '21, 1891. and on the death ofi>isnop Gafleher, the same year, he be-came diocesan of Louisiana.
