The entire lower floor wiil be
rented for stores, and Mr. Feldhauser
says the annual income to the library
frem this source alone will be at least
25,0C0.

The library board intends to
the remodeling of the building with-
out delay. Lennon & Co. will advance
the money necessary to remodsl that
portion of the building to be ocecupled
by them. The improvements will b>
marked. It is intended that the Wa-
basha strecet front shall be as hand-
suome as any building in the count.y.
The store front will be almost entirely
of plate glass and will be modeled af-
ter a store in Chicago. The corners
{ will be of rounded glass.

Immediately in the rear of the cloth-
ing store will be a space rese:ved by
the library for the juvenile department
where children may read and ent:r-
tain themselves without getting in the
way of older persons. They will have
no occasion to use the stairways

The assembly hall, on the west sgide
of the building, will be retained, but its
entrance will be changed to the north
corner on St. Peter street. The fluor
of the hall will be slightly raised, and
the stage will be greatly improved.

Committees will start immediately
to solicit subscriptions for the library
building fund, with which to make the
repairs and alterations contemplated.
The new building for the Manufactur-
ers’ association will cost about $16,000,
which the members of the association
wiil undoubtedly raise, but about $25.-
000 more will be required for the bal-
ance cf the work. The library board
does not intend to spend a dollar of
its present Income from the city for
these changes in the building.

The building committee has appoint-
ed Walter Stevens architect, and h=
will proceed immediately with his
plans. It is proposed to have all the
alterations completed by Sept. 1. Len-
non & Co. will move in about Aug. 1.

The new firm is composed of George
E. Lennon, of this city, and William
M. Gibbons, of Chicago. Financially,
it will be one of the strongest in the
Northwest.
