The total number of votes cast for each
, party is to be arrived at then by add-
ing the total vote of cach nominee, and
this total,is to be divided by the unit
of representation, the party then be-
ing entitled to as many aldermen or
assembiymen or councilmen or what-
ever they may be termed, as the vote
thereupon shows.

Similar arithmetical problems are to
be solved in connection with each of
the other parties, and then the remain-
ing places in the council. one or more,
as the case may be, shall be beslowed
upon the parties in the order of their
respective surplus. The highest men
{ in each party on number of votes poll-
ed are to be the nominrees elected.

It is the first time that so sweeping
an effort at minority representation
i has been thrust inio the Minnesota leg-

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LOSERS GET A CHANCENEW TWINE SYSTEM

HOUSE ACTS FAVORABLY ON THE
SUBSTITUTE REPORTED BY
PRISON COMMITTEE

SALES TO CONSUMERS FIRST

That Is the Germ of the New BIIlIl,
Which Is Drawn With the Hope
of Giving the Farmers a Chance
to Evade the Trust—House Was
Industriocus, Sitting

Time.

Till Supper

The house did not meet wyesterday
until 2:30 o’clock, but to make up for
lost time it continued in session until
nearly 7 o'clock. With thirty bills on
general orders and a holiday approach-
ing, Wednesday, the motion to adjourn
at 5 o'clock was voted down and the
members settled down to business.

All the twine remaining on hand
on the first day of May, and for which no |
order has becen glven by farmers or actual
consumers, except 500,000 pounds that shall ba
reserved by said warden or board to fil. or-
ders direct from consumers, may, after said |
date, be sold and disposed of by the wa:den !
or beard of managers of the state prison to
dealers in twine on such terms and condl.

may prescribe, one of the provisions of which
chal! be that the person purchasing the twine !
for sale as aforesaid shall, before delivery of |
twlie go purcha=d, enter into a contrset with |
sald warden or board of managers to n:t
charge more than one (1) cent per pound
prefit upon the twine so.d by him t) actual
consumers.

IOWA AUTHORITIES REFUSE TO
TAKE BACK LOUIS RUWE, A
HAWKEYE LUNATIC

CIVIL SUIT MAY BE BEGUN

In Order That the:lowa People May
Be Brought to = Réalizing Sense
of Thelr Obligation to Care for
Thelr Lunatics 4mw Their Own
Hospitals—Attorney General to
Determine Course to Be Taken.

Patience has ceased Yo be a virtue
with the state board of torrections and
charaties in the case of Louis Ruwe, a
non-resident insane man, who was
dumped upon the Minnesota authori-
ties two weeks ago by the sheriff of
Scott county, Towa.

Ruwe was brought to Jackson, Minn.,
“February 3, bound hand and foot, and
after hoodwinking the local police offi-
cials at that place the Iowa sher ff
and his three deputies left town sud-
denly, leaving their man behind.

Since that time State Agent Gat-s
has been in constant communication
with the Iowa state board of contrel,
and he has been unable to get any sat-
isfaction whatever from that body.

The matter was yesterday referred
to Attorney General Douglas, who will
determine upon what course to pu sue
for the Minnesota board today.

In the past there has always been a
spirit of co-operation between the state
charitable and correction boards of the
several states in the exchange and de-
portation of non-resident insane and
dependants,

The Ruwe affair has caused an es-
trangement betwesn the Minnesota and
Icwa boards which may make further
dealings between the states somewhat
difficult.

State Agent Gates -has given the
Iowa authorities all the time necessary
to fix the matter up. Immediately after
the difficuity between the sheriff at
Jackson and the sheriff of Scott county,
Jowa, he wrote the Iowa board of con-
trol, explaining the situation and offer-
ed to submit the matter to arbitration
if the board had any reason to believe
that Ruwe's residence was-in the state
of Minnesota. On the other hand, if
there was nothing to prove this, Mr.
Gates asked that the board immedi-
ately take the derelict off his hands.

In the meantime Ruwe has been com-
mitted to the St. Peter insane asylum,
and from the attitude of the Towa au-
thorities it is quite’ likely that he wiil
stay there until legal proceed’'ngs are
instituted to determine his residence.

I have nct yet seen the annual report for
1897-8 of my predecessor, and am not advised

CONTEMPT OF LAWMAKERS.

It Annoys Some of the Chamber of
Commerce Folik.

“ Some opposition to the creation of the of-
fice of state fire marshal developed at the
chamber of commerce meeting yesterday.
Peter Berkey queoted President Bigelow, of
the St. Paul Fire & Marine, as opposed to it,
and Gen. Bishcp thought the companies
should be able to protect themselves, ®. H.
Morphy was piqued at the little respect
shown by legisuators for chamber of com-
merce recommendations.

.Some of the provisions of the 1ill werc
again read. and it was found that the stute
fire marshal could, under the bill, enter a
man’'s home at will, when he considered
there was occasion, and could hold star
chamber sessions for investigation.

Gen. Sanborn moved that the general pro-
position, the creation of a fire marshal. be
approved, with the reservaticn that the bill
needed changing in meny details, especially
in thcse bestowing authority on the marshal.

A rising vote was taken, with 11 yeas and
10 neys, and the general's motion was there-
fore carried.

Maj. Espy. of the special committee, ap-
rointed to report on the subject of the tele-
phone companies and lines, made a report
signed by himself and F. B. Doran. _

He quoted a lettcr from Ambrose Tighe,
counsel for the American Telegraph acd Tele-
phone company, peinting out that the council
provided that the company should never
charge for comvenzation a rate above the
lowest rates charged by any local company;
also, thet should the company estabiish a
local telephone service the city counell rhiu’d
be at liberty to impose such termz as they
think best; also, that the company shou'd
never discriminete.against the people of St
Paul in its charges for long distance tele-
phone service. The report racommends that
the word ‘‘highest’” be inserted in place of
the word “lowesnt,”” fixing a maximum in-
stead of minimum rate, which would make
that provision acceptable to the company.
Since the company does not operate local
exchanges the provision concerning a local
estahlishment might be stricken from the
franchigse. The committee is informed and
believes that these changes will be made by
the common council.

The report of the committee clomes with
the following resoiutions:

““That we d&o hereby reauest the commeon
council to order an investigation to be made
to determine if the Miss's:zippl Vslley Tele-
phcne company has forfelted any of its charter
rights and privileges, and to what extent addi-
tional leginlation ocught to be enacted to pro-
tect both the city’s and company’'s rights.
That we recommend that the common coun-
cil request the American Telegraph ard Tele-
phone company to make known its objections
to the franchise offered by the city, and that
special efforts shoud be made to adjust pres-
ent difference:x. That we favor the passage
of a law by the legislature declaring tele-
phone companies to be common carrlers, and
to place them under the jurisdiction of the
state railroad and warehouse commission.’”

The repert and resoluticn were adopted.

Gen. Sanborn moved that a committes of
three be appointed to work in harmony with
the legisiative de.egation, to wait on legls-
lative committees and see that blils of in-
terest to the city be not neglected.

Secretary Talimadee was appolnted chair-
man of the commitee. The other members
are Messrs. Durment and Chapin.
