Mr. John Caulfield, representing the
Commercial club, was the first speak-
er. He said that the Commercial club
had passed upon the matter and was
agreed that a new site was a neces-
sity, but had no site to offer and wo-.ild
take no stand on location, the only-
thing the club objected to was the Idea
of the city issuing any bonds to raise
money to purchase a site.

J. H. Tenvoorde, of the Retail Gro-
cers' association, 6aid that the grocers
had paid much attention to the loca-
tion of a market, and as far as they
were concerned had decided on the site
between Minnesota, Ninth, Tenth and
Robert streets, and for a second choice,
the site offered between Chestnut,
Franklin, Eagie and Exchange streets,
although they knew the latter was un-
desirable on account of the tenants of
adjoining buildings. Ifthe council was
hampered by want of funds, they
would be satisfied if the lowest bid
was accepted, but the size must have
some weight In the selection. The re-
tail grocers preferred that the new site
should be as near the commission men
as possible, as the commission men
would not move toward a market and
it was particularly desirable that they
should be close together.

R. E. Cobb, representing the board
of trade and commission men, said the
commission men preferred the Eagle
street property, as It contained more

!space than any other site offered. An
objection, however.^jvas that Eagle
street was too steep.

George Benz said he had always tak-
en an interest In the question of a
market site and he had made a study
of the subject. He had not made a
bid, but had a plan he wished to sub-
mit to the crmmittee. It was a strip
of land 625 feet long, from Washing-
ton to Eagle street, along West Third
street, which he thought could be
bought for about $50,000, and staging:,
platform and covering, which would
shelter 268 teams and at the same time
be permanent and ornamental, could
be erected for $60,000 to ?75.000. He
had no scheme for the sale of the
property, but. had the interest of the
town at heart.

John Rose, a market gardner, said
the market gardeners wanted a site
near the Central high school building
and wanted at least two blocks, one
Mock wast not large enough, and es-
pecially InJune, July and August, some
days there were fully 600 teams In the
market. They did not want it near
Eagle street, but above all things they
wanted a market, that nearly half the
gardeners now go to Minneapolis, and
where they sold they bought, and It
was a great loss to St. Paul.

John Jenson, a gardener, was op-
posed to the Eagle street site.

George Benz again took up bis plan,
and Mr. Thompson raised the point thxt
they were discussiong bids only. Mr.
Benz said Thompson was no gentle-
man, the chair held with Mr. Thomp-
son, which ended that Incident.

Mayor Kiefer was called on and said*
he came to listen, not to talk, as he
was satisfied that the committee
would give the matter the best atten-
tion.

Mayor Kiefer appeared as a Mentor
at the meetlnfe oi! the board of county
commissioners yesterday morning and
delivered a forceful and impressive lec-
ture on a habit he declared to be In-
creasing among the county officers of
ordering supplies without reference to
the board.

The mayor commenced his harangue
with the announcement that he intend-
ed hereafter to have all matters of ex-
pense submitted to the board of county
commissioners. There had been nu-
merous instances of the general disre-
gard for the board brought to his n-..-
--tice, and one in particular that he was
engaged in investigating. Only a few
days before he had been asked to sign
a check for books and supplies ordeied
by former Abstract Clerk Bazille but a
short time prior to going out of office.

iThe bill called for $425, and the matter
ha d never been submitted to the b ard.

"The supplies are enough to last two
yeais," declared Mayor Kiefer impres-
sively.
It appeared that the billIn question

had been O. X.'d by the committee on
Iclaims, but had never come up for con-

sideration.
Commissioner Quehl said he thought

the bill should be paid, but it should
not be allowed to occur again. Com-
missioner Hardick suggested that pos-
sibly the commissioners might be per-
sonally liable for money Illegallyspent,
and Mr. Quehl chimed in with a remi-
nscence of a grand jury livery bill that
had once been turned down by the
county board.

This reminded the mayor to suggest
that the members of the board should
be more careful in hiring livery rigs
at county expense for tours of inspec-
tion.

County Attorney Bigelow told the
board that he had been under a mis-
apprehension about the bill submitted
by Sheriff Wagener for the Januaiy
fees and that the bill should be paid.
Hereafter, the county attorney de-
clared, all bills would have to be sent
first by the clerk of the court to him
for approval.

REV. DMIEL HAD ONE
VERIFICATION OF THE SCRIP-

Tl'ltAL DECLAMATION ABOUT
VISIONS AND DREAMS

EXPERIENCED BY MR. MORGAN

The Bethel Preacher Tells the Meth-
odlHt ClerKjinen Abont llrcnmI uK

That He Attended Six Ministers'
Me«tlnKn In One Day, Which Wr»
ConNtrned to Menu a Great Inak-

iiiiiiKor Spirituality.

The Methodist ministers held a
dream meeting yesterday afternoon in
the rooms of the Y. M. C. A. with Rev.
David Morgan as the star dreamer.
Some people don't believe in dreams,
but Rev. David Morgan does, and hi3
was the subject of a spirited and pro-
tracted discussion by the members of
the local clergy at their regular
weekly meeting.

Some time ago, the night following
one of the breezy discussions of ortho-
dox subjects by the clergy, in which
Mr. Morgan had become much involv-
ed, he dreamed that he attended six
ministers meetings in one day ami that
there was a gTeat awakening of spirit-
uality, and that the ministers attend-
ing shared the same Ideas with him
upon subjects of the church's useful-
ness among the great masses of the
people.

At all times the members of the clergy
have not Just agreed with Mr.Morgan
in his views upon many subjects, butyesterday's meeting resulted in a sort
of reconciliation between himself and
the brethren of the cloth after he had

Icompleted the story of his dream.
Mr.Morgan recited his dream a week

ago at the Merriam Park church, and
after a consultation wijjiDr. Cowgill
it was decided to ask him to repeat it
for the benefit of the ministers at their
meeting. As a result the meeting vot-
ed to print Mr. Morgan's story of hia
vision in full.

Mr.Morgan has always believed that
the church did not touch the great
masses of the people. As an institu-
tion of the nineteenth century he

Ithought that more work should be done
among the poor of th« city, as therewas a tendency twards a coldness
on the part of the church to the out-
side world. Mr. Morgan pictured the
poverty and distress which had come
to his notice and asserted that th«
clergymen did not know how the othei-half of the world lived. He told of
the laboring man's long hours, of his
struggle for an existence and the ad-
junct to every poor man's household alarge family.

As a larger field for the church's ac-tivity Mr. Morgan urged a greater
work among the poor people within th=-
limits of the city. Ifthe church was noplace for the poor man It could not be
wondered at that the laboring man
went to the saloon to spend his even-
ings. The church as an institution of
the people should be placed on a com-
mon level, so that all might be wel-
comed. Mr. Morgan said while It was
a fact that every man was welcome
within the sanctuary, yet It was the
especial duty of every clergyman to
bend his best efforts to reach the great
masses of the people.

Mr. Morgan's talk stirred up an in-teresting discussion, which was per-
haps the most productive of any that
has been had by the ministers since
their organization. In the past Mr.
Morgan has stood alone in the minis-
ters' gatherings, as his ideas on many
subjects were considered quite radical.
The clergymen have always asserted
that the church did its best to dis-
charge its duty to all men in the face
of Mr. Morgan's declarations that the
church only reached a certain class.

Before the meeting broke up there
was a general feeling among those at-
tending that the church should do more
along the lines suggested by the speak-
er inhis remarks.

After all Mr. Morgan's dream of six
ministers' meetings brought up an in-
teresting and vital question to the
churches, and was generally taken
home by the clergymen.
