FAITHFUL NEED SUPPORT.

Nor can we leave out of consideration the
truth that those who &re striving afier per-
fection, since by that fact they walk in no
beaten or well-known path, are the most
liable to stray, and hence have greater need
than others of a teacher and guide. Such
guldance has ever obtained in the church:
it has been the universal teaching of those
who throughout the ages have been eminent
for wisdom and sanctity—and hence to re-
ject it would be to comimit one's self to a
path at once resh and dangerous.

thought and action lies open to each one.
But such reasoning is evidently fauity, sinee,

if ye to come to any conclusion from
the infallible teaching of the church, it should
rather be that no one should wish to de.

part from it, and, moreover, that the minds
of all being leavened and directed thereby,
greater security from private error would
be enjoved by all._ And, further, those who
avail themselves of such a way of reasoning
geem to depart seriously frem the overruling
wisdom of the most high—which wisdom,

i it was pleased to set forth by most
solemn decision the authority and supreme
teaching rights of this aposiolic see—willed
that decislon precisely in ord:r to safeguard
the minds of the church’'s children from the
dangers of these present times.

These dangers, viz., the confounding of 1i-
cense with liberty, the passion for @ scussing
and pouring contempt upon any possible suba
ject, the assumed right to hold whatever opin.
ions one pleases upon any subject and to set
them forth in print to the worid, have so
wrapped minds in”darkness that there is now
a greater neced of the church's teaching ot~
fice than ever before, lest people become un-
mindful both of conscience and of duty.

We, indeed, have no thought of rejecting
evervthing that medern industry and study
have produced: so far from it that we wel
come to the patrimony of truth and to an
ever-widenlng scope ‘of public well-being
whatscever helps foward the progreis  of
learning and virtue. Yet all of this, to be
of any solid kenefit—nay, to have a real ex-
istence and growth, can on!y be on the con-
ditlon of recognizing the wisdom and au-
thority of the church.

SCRIPTURAL ADMONITIONS.

Coming now to speak of the conclusions
which have been deduced from the above
opinions, and for them, we readily believe
there was no thought of wrong or gulle, yet
the things themselves certainly merlt some
degree of suspicion. First, all external guid-
ance is set aside for those souls who are

striving after Christian perfection as being
superfluous, or in not useful in

any

those as his outfit, man becomes both more
xe;id); to act and more strenuous in "action.

L Is not easy to understand how rsq
possessed of Christlan wisdom can eiﬂ]n:r: spjrli's-
fer natural to supernatural
tribute to them a greater efficacy
fulness. Can it be that nature,
with grace, is weaker than when left to
herself? Can it be that those men f{lius-
trious for sanctity, whom the church dis-
tinguishes and cpeniy pays homage to, were
deficlent, came short in the order of nature
and its endowments, because they excclled
In Christlan strngth? And although it be
nHowed_m times to wonder at acts worthy
of admiratlon which sre the outcome of
natural virtue, is there any ono at all en-
dowed simply with an outfit of natural vir-
tue? Is there anyone not

and fruit-

_ tried by mental
anxiety, and this in no light degree? Yet to
er such, as alzo to nreserve in its en-

tirety the law of the natural
an assistance from on high.

These single notable acts to which we have
ailuded will frequentiy, upon a closer Inves-
tizat'on. be found to ¢xhibit the appearance
_rnthor ‘than the reality of virtue, Grant that
it is virtue, unless we wouid “run in vain’’
and be unmindful of that eternal bliss which
& good God in His mercy has destined for us
of what avail are natural virtues unless sec-
onded by the gift of divine grace? Hence St.
Ausugstine well savs: “Wonderful is the
strength and swift the ccurse, but outside the
true path,: for as the nature of man, owing
tq the primal fauit, is inclined to evil and
dishonor, vet hy the help of grace is raised
up. is borne along with a n w greatness and
strength, so, too., virtue, which is not the
product of nature alonme, but of grace also,
is made frultful unto everlasting life, and

(ul{es on a more strong and abiding char-
acter.”

ACTIVE AND PASSIVE VIRTUE.

This esteem of natural virtues finds a
method of expression in assuming to divide
all virtues into actlve and passive, and it ig
allezed that, whereas passive virtues found
better place in past times, our age is to be
characterized by the active. That such a di-
vision and distinction cannot be maintained
is patent, for there is not, nor can there be,
merely passive virtue,

"\_'Irtue." says St. Thomas Aquinas, “‘desig-
nate the perfection of some faculty, but the
end of such faculty is an act, and an act of
virtue is naught else than the good us:= of
free will,” acting, that is to say, under the
grace of God, If the acts are of supernatural
virtue. Everyone could wish that such su-
pernatural virtuss could be adapted to cer-
tain times and different ones for other times,
who is unmindful of the apostle’s words:
‘“That these whom: He foreknew He predes-
tined to be made conformable to the image
of His Son.””—Romans viil., 20. Christ is the
teacher and th= exemplar of ail sanctity and
to His standard must all those conform who
wish for eternal life. Nor does Christ know
any change as the ages pass for “‘He s ves-
terday end today and the same forever.”—
Hebrews xiil., 8. To the men of all Ages was
the precept glven: ‘“Learn of Me, becsuse I
am meek and humble of heart.'’—Matt.
xii., 29.

To every age has He be:n made manifest to
us as obedient even unto death. In every
age the apostie’s diotum has its foree: “Thoss
who are Christ’'s have crucified their flesh
with its vices and concupiscences.” Wouid
to God that more nowadays practiced these
virtucs in the degree of the saints of past
times, who in humility, obedlence and self-
restraint were powerful “in word and in
deed”’—to the great advantage not omly of
reiigion, but of the stats and of the public
welfare. From this disregard of the evan-
gelical virtues, erroneously styvled passive, the
step was a short one to a contempt of reli-

order, rquires

virtues or at- |

gious life, which has, in some degree, taken
bold of minds.

That such a value !s generally held by the
upholders of new viewn we infer from certaln
statements concerning the views which rellg-
lous orders take. Thoy say vows are allen
to the spirit of our times, in that they limlit
the bounds of human liberty; that they are
more suitable to w than to strong minds;
that so far from mak} human perfection
and the good of hum organization, they are
hurtful to both, but' that this > as falee as
possible from the practice and the doctrine or
the church Is clear since she always has given
the very highest approval to the religlous
method of Hfe, nor without good cause, for
those who under the Divine call have freely
embraced that state of jite did not content
themselves with the observance of precepbs,
but, going forward to the evangelical counsels,
showed themselves ready and vallant soldlers
of Christ. Shall we Judge this to be a
characteristic of weak minds, or shall we say
that it {s useless or hurtful to a more per-
fect state of life?

NO LOSS OF LIBERTY.

Those who w0 bind themselves by the vows
of religion, far from having suffered a loss
of liberty, enjoy that fuller and freer kind,
that liberty, namely, by! what Christ hath
made us frec. And this fubther. view of thelrs,
namely, that the religious life is elther en-
tirely useless or of Iittle service to the
church, besides being injurious to the relig-
fous orders, cannot be the opinion of any
one who has read the annals of the church.
Did not your country, the United States, delve
the beginnings both of faith and culture from
the members of these religious families? To
oue of whom but very lately, a thing greatly
to your praise, you have decreed that a statue
be publicly ereoted.

And even at the present time, wherever the
religlous familles are found, how speedy and
yot how fruitful a harvest of good works
do they not bring forth? However, many leave
home and seek strange lands to impart the
truth of the gospel and to widen the bounds
of civilization, and this they do with the
srmles! cheerfulness amid manifold dangers.

ut of their number not less, indeed, than
from the rest of the clergy, the Christlan
world finds the preachers of God’s word the
directors of consclences, the teachers of youth
and the church itself the examples of hu-
manity.

Nor should any difference of praise be
made between those who follow the active
state of life, from thog= others, who, charmed
from collcitude, give themselves to prayer
and bodily mortiflcation. And how much,
indeed, of the good report these have merited
and do merit i{s known surely to all who do
not forget that the ‘‘continual prayer of tha
Just msn” avails to placate and to bring
down the blessings of heaven, when to such
prayers bodlly mortification is added.

But if there be those who prefer to form

i one body without the obligation of the vows

let them pursue such a course, It i» not
new in the church nor in any wise censura.
ble. Let them he carsful, however, not to
set forth such a state above that of relig-
lous orders. But rather, since mankind are
more disposed at the present time to in-
dulge themselves in pleasures, let those be
eld In greater esteem ‘‘who having left all
hings, have followed Christ.”

SCRIPTURE TEACHINGS.

Finally, not to delay.too long, it is stated
that the way and method hirtheto in use
among Catholics for bringlng back those
who have fallen away from the church should
be—left aside and another one chosen, in
which matter it will suffice to note that it
is not the part of prudence to neglest that
which antiquity in its long experience has
approved, and which is also taught by apos-
tollc authority. The Scriptures teach us that
it is the duty of all to be solicitous for the
salvation of one’s neighbor according to the
power and exposition of each. The faithful
do this by religicusly discharging the duties
of their state of life, by the uprightness of
their conduct, by their works of Christian
charity and by earnest and continuous prayer
to God. On the other hand, those who be-
long to the clergy should do this by an en-
lightened fulfillment of their preaching min-
Istry, by the pomp and splendor of cere-
monles, especially by setting forth that sound
form of doctrine which §t. Paul inculcated
upon Titus and Timothy.

But, if among the different views of preach-
ing the Word of God that one sometimes
seems to be preferable which is directed to
non-Catholics not in churches, but in some
sultable place, In such wige that contro-
versy is not sought, but friendly conference
for such a method is certainly without fauit.
But let those who undertake such ministry
be set apart by the authority of the bish-
ops and let them be men whose science and
virtue has been previously ascertalned. For
we think there are many in your country
who_are separated from Catholic truth mare
by ignorance than by ill will, who might,
perchance, more easily be drawn to the one
fold of Christ if this truth be set forth to
them in a friendly and familiar way.

CANNOT APPROVE AMERICANISM.

From the foregoing it Is manifest, beloved
son, that we are not able’'to give approval

to those views which, in their collective
eense, are called by some ‘‘Americanism.”
But if by this name are to be undrrstno\

certain endowments of mind which belong to

the American people, just as other character- ;
Isties belong to various other nations, and |

if, moreover, by it is designated your political
condition and laws and customs, by which
You are governed, there is no reason to
take exception to the name. But if by this it
is to be understood that the doctrines which
have been adverted to above are not only
indicated but cxalted there can be no man-
ner of doubt that our venerable brethern,
the bishops of America, would be the first
to repudiate and condemn it as being most
injurious to themselves and to their coun-
try. For it would give rise to the suspi-
cion that there are among you some who
conceive and would have the church in Amer-
lca to be different from what it is In the
rest of the world.

But the true church is one as by unity of
doctrine, so by unity of government, and she
s catholic alsa. Since God has placed the
foundation of unity of this church on blessed
Peter, it iz rightly called the Roman church,
for wher: Peter is there is the church,
Wherefore, if anybody wishes to be c6nsid-
ered a real Catholic he ought to be abl
say from his heart the selfsame words h
Jerome addressed to Pope Damasus® 3 &
acknowledging no other leader than Chrfst,
am bound in fellowship with your hojiness;
that is, with the church of Peter. I know
that the church was built upon him as its
rock, and that whosoever gathereth not with
you scattereth.'’ .

We have thought jt fitting, beloved son.-in
view of your high offlce, that this letter
shculd be addressed specially to you. It will
also b: our care to see that copies are sent
to the bishops of the Unlted States, "testi-
fying again that love by which we embrace
your whole country—a country which In past
times has done £0 much for the cause of re-
ligion, and which will, by divine assistance,
continue ;o do «till greater things. To wvou
and to all the faithful of America we grant
most lovingly, es a pledge of divine assist-
ance, our apostolic benediction.
