Chief Finally Compelled to Call for
Chemicals and Fight the Blaze
With Those — Fire Record for

I'ebruary Shows Heavy Losses—

Machine Shop Partly Burned——

MINNBRAPOLIS, March 5.—A portion
of the fire department had an exciting
time early this morning with a fire
which broke out about 1 o'clock in the
handsomne residence of Charles H. Wal-
lis, at 4242 Queen avenue south, just
across the street car tracks from the
Lake Harriet pavilion. Engine com-
panies No. § and No. 17 responded to
the alarm. PBoth companies are locat-
ed several miles from the box, and the
excitement of the individual who turn-
ed in the alarm was shown when he
pulled the box several times in sue-
cession, failing to see anything of the
fire department after several minutes
had pessed. The fire apparatus drove
aut on the Calhoun boulevard to a
point  where a
across to the residence referred to.

On this road steamers No. 8 and No.
17 got into trouble. The road is broken
only by sled tracks and the heavy
fire engines sloughed about in the snow
until they finally stuck where the
horses were unable to move them an
inch. Eight horses were attached to
one steamer, but no progress was made
and the attempt to get the engines
through had to be abandoned.

Assistant Chief Hernlund sent in spe-
cial czlls for two chemical companies,
and water lines were attached to the
nearest fire hydrants. With these the
firemen fought the fire, but were unable
to subdue it until both buildings and
contents had been practically destroy-
ed.

During the progress of the fire there
was a loud explosion of what firemen
term “hot air.” It blew out every win-
dow in the house, shattered furniture
and threw it out of the burning build-
ing, while articles of wearing apparel
were afterwards found hanging on'
trees.

MINNEAPOLIS, March 5.—The report of
the secretary of the fire department for Feb-
ruary shows a total of 101 fire alarms re-
celved during the month, the largest number
in any one month for several years. Janu-
ary was also prolific in the number of alarms
raceived, and, taken together, both January
and February show a larger number of
alarms than for any corresponding two
months in years past. March has already
taken a good start.

The report shows the value of buildings
involved to have been $1,381,265, and the

value of contents $1,605,930. The total {in-
surance on buildings was $674,350 and the
total insurance on contents was $794,465. The
loss on buildings for the month was $14,-
208.73, and the loss on contents was $15,909.69.
These figures, however, do not include the
Tribune fire, where a total loss of some $185,-
000 was sustained on the Tribune and ad-
Joining buildings and their contents.

Hoth Feet Irozen.

MINNEAPOLIS, March 5.—E. Erickson, a
woodsman in the employ of a Stillwater firm,
was breught to the city today with both
feet badly frozen. The police took him from
the union depot to the city hospital. Erick-
son said he was taken ill while at his work
and started for the camp. Becoming tired he
]sut down to rest and fell asleep, freezing
iis feet.

Machine Shop Damaged.

MINNEAPOLIS, March 5.—A large two-
story frame structure at 336 and 338 Fifth
street northeast was badly damaged by fire
today. The building is occupied by the Cen-
iral Machine Works. The department has
been called to this place on other occasions
and the men were somewhat familiar with
the structure. They were unable to extin-
guish the fire, however, until a total dam-
age of some 31,500 had been done.

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SAMOA AND

ITs KINGS.

Monarch-Making at Apia Is Not Without Its Droll Humor.

The man who is now engaged in the
task of determining who shall be king
of Samoa is William Lea Chambers, of
Alabama, present chief justice of the
islands. The Berlin act provides for
a chief justice of Samoa and sets apart
$6,000 a year to pay him for performing
judicial duties which are undoubtedly
the highest in that kingdom, but yet
would not prove an Inordinate task
upon the time and skill of many a
rural magistrate in this country. In
fact, many a country justice of the
peace has more to do and much less
money for doing it. By the terms of
the act this chief justice must be a
Caucasian, says the Chicago Inter-
Ocean,

Judge Chambers had been the law
partner of Secretary Herbert up to the
time when that gentleman became sgec-
retary of the navy in the Cleveland
cabinet. The nomination of Judge
Chambers to be chief justice was al-
mecst the closing act of Mr. Cleveland’s
term. The powers had been engaged
in correspondence on the subject for
several months, and the assent of Great
Britain and Germany to the nomina-
tion of Mr. Chambers had been receiv-
ed. All that remained to do was for
the president of the United States to
notify King Malietoa Laupepa that the
three powers unanimously nominated
Mr. Chambers and asked him to make
the appointment. This called for an-
other of those letters in copperplate
caligraphy on gilt-edged paper begin-
ning with the formula “Great and good
friend,” which became fairly well
known during that administration,.
This letter was signed by Mr. Cleve-
land on the morning of the inaugura-
tion day before he accompanied Mr,
McKinley to the capitol, Apart from
the temporary annoyance of feeling
that his life is under threat, as it is
said to be in the present dispute, the
office of chief justice is worth seei{lng.
The salary is $6,000 a year and the
duties light.

HUMOR IN THE SITUATION,
An American in such a place, if he
has any sense of humor at all, must
appreciate keenly the absurdity of the
situation in which he actually makes
a king to rule a monarchy. In the case
of Samoa the absurdity is heightened
by the opera bouffe character of the
monarchy. Thus the news dispatches
out of the south seas which report
that tribesmen have threatened to Kkill
Chief Justice Chambers say it has been
deemed advisable to place a guard
about his residence. Now the propor-
ticns of this guard may bhe inferred
frem the fact that the standing army
of the kingdom consists of three men,
and the municipal police of Apia of
four patrolmen, who go off at 8 o’clock
every evening and leave the duty of
keeping the peace to the lamplighter.
Furthermore, the king of Samoa draws
as royal wages $48.60 a month and lives
in a palace of three rooms and a de-
tached shed kitchen, which Samoan
royvalty owes to the republican generos-
ity of the United States. .
Three times in the last decade this
little group of Polynesian islands has
absorbed the attention of America and
of Europe. They are of small intrinsic
importance, these patches of coral reef
in the midst of the vast Pacific ocean.
They might sink into the sea and the
rest of the world would not know of it
for ten days. They only become of in-
terest when their neutrality is threat-
ened. Any nation which possesses ex-
clusive coaling and harbor privileges
on these islands has that much ad-
vantage over her rivals. Coaling sta-
tions in the great ocean wastes of the
They are doubly
precious now to this country since the
acquisition of the Philippines, with the
near prospect of a Central American
ship ecanal.

of England, Germany and the United
States as the favored protecting pow-
ers. From time to time German con-
suls have made attempts at dictator-
ship. These attempts have always
been disavowed by the German govern-
ment. It is not probable that the ac-
tion of the German consul a few days
ago will be ratified by the authoritles
at home. It is asserted often that the
present state of affairs cannot con-
tinue. Should the triple control be
abandoned, the United States would be
the logical protector of the islands, by
reason of the location and history and
by the choice of the natives themselves.

LAST HOME OF STEVENSON.

Outsidesbf its politics, which are in-
ternational, Samoa has clalms to dis-
tinction as the home of Robert Louis
Stevenson in 1889 and as the scene-of
the most terrible of modern shipwrecks,
in the harbor of Apia, March, 1889.

The indolent life of the brown people
of the Pacific attracted Stevenson, who
so loved the unusual and the pictu-
resque. Their struggles as a kingdom
also interested him, and he devoted an
unique volume to the subject of king-
making on these coral circlets. Stev-
enson lived the life of the natives, go-
ing about clad in a scant cotton shirt
and trousers, barefooted, and smoking
his irevitable cigarettes. Stevenson
died in Samoa, and so out of the world
are the islands that it was weeks be-
fore the first rumors of his death were
authenticated.

The largest of the nine Samoan isl-
ands is Upola, with 600 square miles
of territory and the town and harbor
of Apia. The islands lie 5,000 miles
from the western coast of the United
States. There is no ©able communica-
tion. but three lines of steamers make
the harbor of Apia. The Malay inhabi-
tants are easy, merry. and pleasure-
loving, the gayest, though by far from
being the most capable or beautiful of
the Polynesians. Fine dress is a pas-
sion. Song is ceaseless. The boatman
sings at his oar, the family at evening
worship. Song and dance go hand in
hand.  Junketing, gossiping, orating,
petty political quarreling, fishing, and
flirting make up their little Hves. T
people are beggars. Berrowing an

never paying back is a universal prac-
tice. Telling les. is considered quite
the proper thing. Truth is not inthe
average Samoan.

Commercially the islands amount to’
almost nothing. Germany holds about
half th® trade, with the other Hhalf
equally divded between Great Britain
and the United States. The islands are
extremely mountainous: and covered’
with luxuriant tropical vegetation. The
soil is rich, and the various products
of the cocoanut are the main articles
of export.

The prevalling untruth which marks
the current of Samoan life at all times
is not absent in the present crisis. In
the argument before Chief Justice
Chambers in support of the pretensions
of Malietoa Tanumafili, whose name,
appropriately enough, means “Buried
an ancestral curse which it was assert-
ed cut his rival, Mataafa, out from the
pcssibility of being king. Such a dec-
laration must have been concocted to
meet the emergency, for it is not found
in the most diligent examination of Sa-
moan history, even as handed down
by the Malietoa clan, who certainly
have no great liking for their hered-
itary rivals. Also, it is to be said that
Matsaafa was made king of Samoa only
ten years ago, with the consent of all
in Trouble,” his British advocate cited
the Samoans, including Laupepa him-
self,

In the last Samoan war, some six
or seven years ago, the battlefield was
not far from Apia. In fact, most Sa-
mean fighting is done within easy run-
ning distance of the protection of the
white men, who are counted on to
save the heads of many a vanquished
hero. That makes war a very familiar
affair indeed for the people of Apia,
and there, ag elsewhere, familiarity has
bred the usual result. Of course it is

war. All the people engaged are care-
ful to say so. They beat drums and
blow trumpets. In time they go so

rashly far as to shoot off guns. Some-
times a very few get hit by ircautious
shooting, and then a few heads get
chopped off, and it is a victory for the
new owners of the heads and a defeat
for the former proprietors. ¢

Here was a Samoan war abundantly
advertised in advance. Several thou-
sand men participated with arms, most-
Iy German Mausers, and yet the casual-
ties were less than one in a hundred.
A few heads only were taken and dis-
played before King Malietoa Laupepa,
His advisers could hardly induce him
to come out of his house to 160k at the
spoils of war, and when it wag discov-
ered that among the heads was that
of a girl he fainted dead away. It was
never explained to the satisfaction of
everybody just what was the truth
about the beheading of the girl, and
the Samoans are so ashamed of it that
they lie most artistically to prevent
the truth from being discovered.

The terrible hurricane in March, 1899,
destroyed six big warships in the har-
bor of Apia. Storles of heroism exhib-
ited by American and German seamen
in the crisis called out the admiration
of the word. Three American warships,
three German and one English vessel
were riding at anchor in the bay of
Apla. A hurricane of unprecedented
fury arose. The seven big ships strove
to reach the open sea. For thirty-six
hours they were beaten up and down
on the sands like toy boats. Only the
English vessel Calliope was able to
stuff her engines perilously and make
her way to deep water. As the Calliope
steamed out to safety an irrepressible
cheer broke from the lins of the sea-
men on the American Trenton, while
the ship was sinking and the band was
playing “Hail Columbia.”
