MUCH GOOD IS ACCOMPLISHED

NORTH DAKOTA PEOPLE SATIS-
FIED WITH THE WORK OF
THEIR LEGISLATURE

Amendment to the Divorce Law
Meets With General Approval—
C. B. Little, of Bismarck, Says the
State Is Prospering.

C. B. Little, president of the First
National Bank of Bismarck, was in
the city ‘yvesterday on business. Mr.
Little was one of the heaviest losers
in the Bismarck fire last fall, and has
long been a prominent citizen of the
North Dakota capital. When seen yes-
terday at the Merchants’ by The
G1lobe he said:

“Our legislature adjourned last Fri-
day after accomplishing a great deal
that will be of general benefit to the
people of North Dakota. A number of
curative measures were put through
which had been up for a number of
sessions, and 1 think the people and
business men of the state are very well
satisfied with the labors of the last
session. North Dakota being a young
and growing state, it is of wvital im-
portance that only good and merito-
rious laws should be put on her statute
books.

“The measure of most general in-
terest and largely discussed was the
amendment to the divorce law which
was passed. In the future a residence
of one year in the state must be prov-
en before an action for divorce can be
instituted. Every one is familiar with
the evil which this amendment cures,
and it meets with the approval of all.

““Another bill, which became a law
during the session, was the binding
twine plant appropriation bill, which
was strongly urged by the representa-
tives of the agricultural interests in
the legislature. The bill carried with
it an appropriation of $150,000 for the
establishment of a plant at the state
prison. When in operation, it is as-
serted that its output will save farm-
ers of the state anywhere from 1 to 3
cents per pound on the product.

“As soon as the warm weather sets
in work will be commenced upon the
military post, which was located a mile
south of Bismarck by congress at the
last session. A general interest is tak-
en in the new post by the people of
Bismarck, as it was only secured after
a long fight.

“The year has a great deal in store
for Bismarck people as well as the
whole state. We are expecting to se-
cure the location of a woolen mill at
Bismarck this spring, and have several
other manufacturing concerns figuring
with us for locations. There is but 1lit-
tle doubt that a number of important
industries will locate near us during
the next few months.

‘“Bismarck business men are sanguine
of success in securing a connection
with the Soo line this summer. If the
extension Is built it will give us another
connection with the East and a pos-
sible reduction in rates as a result of
competition.

“Several large buildings were rebuilt
just after the fire last fall, but this
work, of necessity, could not be very
extensive, as the cold weather set in
early. This spring, however, a great
deal of building will be done, both of
business blocks and residences.

“A large number of settlers are lo-
cating in Dakota, and the cattle bus-
iness is all that could be desired.”

PARK BOARD'S ANNUAL

WORK OF THE YEAR REVIEWED
AT THE MEETING HELD
LAST NIGHT

PRES. WHEELOCK RE-ELECTED

Commissioners Vote to Appropriate
$22,000 From the Park Fund lo
Be Used
Park—Fred Nussbaumer,

in Improving Phalen
After
Being Reappointed Superintend-

ent, Submits His Annuanl Report.

The board of park commissioners last
evening voted to appropriate $22,000
from the park fund, toward the pur-
chase of land surrounding Phalen lake
for the purpose of converting it into a
park, and to proceed by legal process
to condemn such property zs may be
required for the proposed park.

The money to be spent by the city
for this purpcse is not to exceed 60 per
cent of the whole, the balance is to be
raised by sassessment. If the $22,000
appropriated last night exceeds 40 per
cent the surplus is to be returned to
the park fund, and if it does not
amount to 40 per cent, then the differ-
ence is to be raised by assessment.
Only $22,000 is available for the work
from the park furd.

It was the annual meeting and the
first act of the commissioners was to
receive the credentials of President
‘Wheelcck and Commissioner Hamm,
the reappointed members whose terms
had expired. The election of officers
followed and Mr. Wheelock was unanl-
mously re-elected president, and Com-
missioner Hamm, vice chairman. The
old board of audit was reappointed by
President Wheeloek, and then Supt.
Fred Nussbaumer was reappointed for
the ensuing year, at a salary of $2,000.

Supt. Nussbaumer was authorized to
purchase 1,000 elm trees for $:00, from
a man at New Prague, Minn., for
planting in the parks, and then Secre-
tary Smith read his financial report of
the park department. It showed:

The department’s pay roll for the
month of February amounted to $934.56,
and the claims against the board to
$4,550.24,

President Wheelock announced that
he had written a letter to President
Mellen, of the Northern Pacific, to ask
kim to use his influence with the rail-
rcad company to induce it to donate
a strip of land between the tracks of
the Northern Pacific and the Great
Northern for parkway purposes.

Plans were submitted by Building
Inspector Haas for an office building
to be erected in Como park for the
superintendent, but they were not ap-
proved. President Wheelock asked Mr.
Heaas to design a building that would
be in harmony with its surroundings
in the park.

Supt. Nussbaumer presented his an-
nual report, which was accepted. The
dccument was voluminous, detalling
all improvements made in the various
parks under his jurisdiction and rec-
ommending others for the ensuing
year,

Mr. Nussbaumer says in his report
that the seating capacity of the pa-
vilion at Como park was greatly ap-
preciated by the public and that the
new waiting room at Como was also
welcomed by patrons of the street car
lines. The east shore of the lake was
greatly improved durlng the year by
the grading of border spaces and plant-
ing of trees, shrubs and flowers. Five
thousand yards of material. were used
in this work, and 1,200 trees were
transplanted.

During the summer a bicycle path
wag graded the entire distance along
the east shore of the laxe, but it is not
yet completed.

Mr. Nussbaumer recommends that a
strip of land forty or fifty feet wide
be acquired between Como avenue and
Ryde street for the parkway drive.

Among other things, Mr, Nusshaumer
SEYVS:

One of the reasons for the successful grow-
ing of trees and shrubs in the park is due
to its own waterwork plant. Without it the
sterile hills and slopes- would be without
vegetation, and Its beauty marred. During
last season we used 35,727,892 gallons for irri-
gation purposes and 224,196,500 gallons for
replenishing the lake. With this amount of
water the park grounds and all planting
was kept in flourishing condition. Consid-
erable extensions to the plpe system were
made during the year. A water maln was
also laid in the fair grounds, with the nec-
essary attachments for filling sprinkling
wagons. A two-inch pipe llne was also laid
through the picnic grounds skirting the
western boundary, connecting with the four-
inch main through Midway parkway on the
north and the four-inch main in the nursery
on the south. The total number of new pipes
laid amount in the aggregate to 9,934 feet.
During the coming season a watermaln will
be laid around the lake. The contract for
delivering the material is already let.

The large picnic grounds were well pat-
ronized during the season. There were thir-
ty Sunday school picnles and 214 family par-
ties, with an attendance of 12,700. A shelter
against storms is sadly needed. A large open-
sided pavillion would best serve the purpose.
A small room enclosed for a kitchen range
could easily be provided for the free use of
the public. This improvement should be
provided for these grounds, as there then
would be means of relieving the overcrowd-
ed condition prevailing at the pavilion.

The feature of floral decorations In the
park was quite elaborate, and its richness
and profusion, especially in Como park, at-
tracted much admiring attention. The num-
ber of plants used was 158,326, including al-
most all the leading kinds of flowering and
bedding plants in variety, of which 127,061
were planted in Como park.

Considerable improvements were made on
Summit avenue boulevard, especlally to plant-
ing. All the trees which were sodbound were
spaded around and good composite was
sgaded around for nourishment; 455 trees and
shrubs were planted, mostly to fill vacancies.
The new /ridge over the C., M. & St. P.
R. R. right of way was nearly completed
last fall; only the bridge floor, which will
be put on this spring, and some grading at
the approaches remains to be ne. The
bridge is 100 feet wide, seventy feet of which
is for roadway and fifteen feet on each slde
for sidewalk. Water connections and dis-
tributing pipes for summer use are badly
needed. It will require 2,625 feet of pipe
to cover the distance where such connections
can at present be made. An animal drink-
ing fountain should be established at the in-
tersection of Summit and Snelling avenues.
The driveway should be partially improved
and be kept in better condition.” The tws
blocks next the river are as yet unimproved.
It ie intended to use them in connecting the
river boulevard with Summit avenue boule-
vard as a ground work for the approaches
from the north and south in congruity with
the ratural rural scenery of this locality.

The work of grading roads, grounds and
walks in Indlan Mounds park is completed.
1,414 vards of loam were Eauled for grading
and topdressing lawn spaces; 158 trees and
shrubs were planted; 1,200 feet of one-inch
water pipe was laid; 48 feet of rustic seats
were built and a lavatory building was
erected, the total cost being $2,214.10. This
])ark is the chief polnt of interest to visitors
n the city, !s much too small for its im-
portance and at times is crowded to an ex-
tent detrimental to the park planting.

A total of 23,056 5-10 days of labor was per-
formed during the year. The total expense
for men, teams and foremen was $35.671.44.

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ELECTS KIRKE AGAIN

THE ASSEMBLY CHOSES HIM PRES-
IDENT, FOLLOWING AN OPIN-
ION BY MRi MARKHAM

MARKET  SITE - UNSETTLED

A Long Discussion on the Merits of
the Sites Follosved by an Equal
Division on "Two of
Other Locatioms Are Offered, but
None of Them Strikes the As-
sembly Favorably.

Theme—

The expected has:happened, and Wil-
liam T. Kirke is again président of the
assembly. It came about last night
and in so natural a way that to an
ordinary observey. it might have ap-
peared like a routine affair.

The assembly held an adjourned
meeting last night, and after talking
the market site to a complete stand-
still Assemblyman  Nelson moved to
elect a president by ballot. Mr. Al-
brecht, in seconding the motion, call-
ed for the opinion of the city attorney
as to the eligibility of Mr. Kirke to the
office. Mr. Markham, who was evident-
ly~cocked and primed ror the occasion,
delivered a very learned opinion, quot-
ing from the charter the provision pre-
tending to disqualify Mr. Kirke, which
he said was in conflict with the state
consgtitution

“There is ne question,” ne said, “but
that Mr. Kirke is eligible to an elec-
tive ofiice, and if that section of the
charter disqualifying him from an
elective office is void it is also void as
to an appointive office. I have con-
ferred with several able lawyers and
have arrived at the conclusion that if
you see fit to elect Mr. Kirke his ac-
tions cannot be questioned until he is
ousted by a court of competent juris-
diction. I say there is no question, in
my opinion, as to his eligibility, and
if T am wrong his official actions will
still be iega! unless he is ousted.”

A ballot was then taken, and Mr.
Kirke was unanimously chosen presi-
dent. He was very much affected, and
in taking his seat he said:

“I am sure I feel highly gratified for
this election to the unexpired term.
In view of the fact that  this honer
comes to me unsolicited and with no
strings on any of you, I accept for the
unexpired term. I assure you I will
always try to fulfill the duties of the
office to the best of my ability. I
thank you.”

Upon the assembly being called to
order by Vice President Dix, the Ben-
son resolution to adopt the Eagle street
property as and for a market site was
taken up. On motion of Mr. Benson,
the assembly went into committee of
the whole, with Mr. Benson presiding.

Mr. J. P. Eisenmenger was the first
speaker. He protested against the
FYagle sireet site, in that it was too
small, that no site containing less tha
150,000 saquare feet should be chosen;
aside from that the Eagle street site
was a aisgraceful place. He then spoke
in favor of the property bounded hy
University avenue, Viola street, Park
avenue and Rice street, which contain-
ed 185,000 square feet and could be had
for $137,000.

Mr. Larkin, of the firm of Barnes &
Larkin, advocated the site Inclesed by
Eighth, Ninth, Robert and Minnesota
streets, It contains 86,000 square feet,
but by building a platform so as to
make it a two-stroy affair, the area
could be doubled. He comsidered it
the, mcst central and easy of zccess,
and laying aside the cost, $147,000, it
was by all means the best. It could
be pald for in two years at 3% per cent
interest.

F. L. Bayard offered a new site in
West St. Paul, bounded by Fairfleld,
Fillmore, Starkey and -Custer sfteets,
containing 57,175 square feet at a cost
of $16,800. ;
]J. 8. Prince spoke on-the-Broadway
site.

There was a very strong feeling
manifested by a number of gardeners
present against the Es&gle street site.
John Rose, representing many garden-
ers, sald it was not central enough, and
because of the character of its sur-
roundings it was not desirable. ‘I, for
one,” he said, “will never go te that
site,” and statements were freely made
that if that site was selected, there
were 300 gardeners who would leave
St. Paul and go to Minneapolis, but
they had no preference of the other
sites offered.

At this point Mr. Albrecht put him-
self in evidence again, by raising the
question of finance and called upon
Comptroller McCardy, who was pres-
ent, for information as to the condition
of the treasury. Mr. McCardy said:

‘“The topography of the ecity is such
that it is difficult to locate a site. We
do not need a very large one now, as
in a few years we will need two mar-
kets. The city is the purchaser and is
in a position to dictate terms, and I
may say that all the offers so far are
too high.

“There {S no money in thetreasury at
present, and the only way a site can be
acquired now is by lease with an agree-
ment to purchase at the expiration of
the lease. Not over $50,000 provision
can be made for it in the next tax levy
and the money will be available by
next March. If you adopt that kind of
a plan, I agree that it shall be carried
out.”

An informal ballot was then taken on
the question of lease with an option
to buy at the expiration of the lease
and resulted as follows, eight votes be-
ing cast:

Bagle street site, 3; Constans, 3; Broadway,-
1; West side, 1.

Third ballot, Constans site, 4; Eagle street,

4.
Third balot, Constons site, 4; Eagle street,

Mr. Kirke then moved that the sec-
retary cast the vote of the assembly
for.the Constans site. The yeas and
nays were called and the proposition
voted down. So were similar motions
as to nearly every other site.

The committee then arose, and the
assembly adjourned without final ac-
tion.

A resolution by Mr. Dix, transferring
the Broadway bridge fund to the Wa-
basha bridge fund, was passed.

A preliminary order for grading Onei-
da street was passed.

In the matter of awarding a contract
to H. C. McNair for the sale of scrap
iron, the city attorney advised against
it as Mr. McNair was a city official, so
the contract- was canceled and his
clerk instructed to readvertise for bids.

LIBRARY MEN REPLY

PLANS REGARDING MANUFACTUR-
ERS’ EXHIBIT ARE FULLY
SET FORTH

WOULD REDUCE THE RENTAL

Members of the Building Commit-
tee of the Library Board Express
a Desnire to (Tonlérm as Far as
Possible With the Wishes of the
Officers of  the
Asscociation,

Manufacturers’

The building committee of the
library, composed of Maurice Auer-
bach, Burnside Foster, Edward Feld-
hauser and Harris Richardson, has
sent a reply to the officers of the
Northwestern Manufacturers’' associa-

tion, in which a hope is expressed that
the two bodies may eventually be able
to come to an understanding.

The reply, which is signed by all the
members of the committee, is as fol-
lows:

Your communication of March 3 relative to
roposition for lease of a portion of the
uilding to be erected on the Market house
site is received. Judging from your letter
and the account given of the proceedings of
your meeting, in the newspapers, we have
concluded that yomur body has acted under
misapprehension as to what our proposition
really meant, although we can scarcely un-
derstand how you could misconstrue the
language used.

We iIntended to say that you could have
the use of the floor space on the first floor,
55x150. feet, and on the second floor of 55x150,
which would amount in all to one-half of the
entire building. In addition to this, we pro-
posed to give you arcade entrance on both
Wabasha street and St. Peter street, in order
to make a thoroughfare through the build-
ing.  We reserved simply the small stores
at the Wabasha and St. Peter street en-
trances, with the offices above, to produce
revenue for the library. You, doubtless, over-
looked the fact that our proposition stated

that, if you would pay us $900 per year as |

rent for this space, we would furnish you
with light and heat. You know better than
we the cost of light and heat for such large
apartments as the ones offered you. We
calculated that the rental imposed would
gust about reimburse us for the expense of
ighting and heating and making the neces-
sary repairs. We judge that you are of the
oplnion that the rental price is too high,
and that you can get light, heat and 1e-
pairs for much less. If so, we should be
Pleased to have you make us a proposition,
stating what you can afford to pay, or what
you would think would be a fair rental, un-
der the circumstances. We have heard from
outside sources that you expected us to offer
you the use of the entire building free of
rent, but we can scarcely believe that you
could expect us to do as much as that.

So far as raising the $25,000 with which to
erect the building is concerned, we wish to
say that we did not expect that the mem-
bers of your association would necessarily
pay that sum out of their own pockets. We
presumed that a large portion would be
raised by subscription. We also contemplat-
ed assisting you in every way to raise the
amount by subseription, in case you wished
our assistance.

We are well aware that the Northwestern
Manufacturers’ association was organized for
the purpose of extending the manufacturing
interests of the city, as you state in your
letter. We are also well aware that its
members, individually, are numbered among
the most gemerous of our citizens. From
expressions we have had from your individ-
ual members we know that we can rely on
{our assistance in carrying on the work we
ave undertaken in building up the publlc
library of the city.

Thanking you for the appreciation you
have already shown, and with the hope that,
if you see fit to lay before us your wishes
with respect to the property in question, we
may eventually arrive at a conclusion which
will be of the highest benefit to your body,
the public library and the city of St. Paul.
