BULLET IN HIS BRAIN
AN UNKNOWN MAN POUND DYING

IN AN EAST THIRD STREET

HALLWAY

IT WAS A CASE OF SUICIDE

Early This Morning a Shot Was
Heard, and n Little Lnter the
Vletim of Hi* Own Destruction
Was Found Unconscious and
Bleeding

—
Taken to the City Hos-

pital
—

No Marks of Identification.

A man, whose identity had not been
established up to 3 o'clock this morn-
ing, shot himself in a hallway at t>9
East Third strest at 1:30 o'clock this
morning*. He was unconscious when
found, but continued to breath whe-m
taken to the city hospital an hour later.

About 1:30 Officer Newcomo heard a
pistol shot, but couldn't locate it. He,
however, went in the direction from
which he supposed the sound came.
Before, he had discovered anything Ser-
geant Joe Davis happened to be walk-
ing down Third street and heard
groans. An investigation showed it to
be tho unknown who was stretched out
in the hall entrance of the number
given, with his feet still on the side-
walk. Blood was running from a
wound ln the right temple just in front
of the ear.

The patrol wagon was called and the
coroner notified, although the man
needed a doctor, rather than the cor-
oner in his official capacity, at that
stage, because he was still alive and
groaning. Before the coroner arrived
the man was taken to the city hospital.

A hasty examination at the hospital
failed to discover any marks of identi-
fication. The only article found in his
pocket was an empty card case bear-
ing the stamp of the Graham, Ernst
Cigar company.

The man is over thirty, of medium
height and dark complexion. He wore
about four days' growth of beard. He
was quite well dressed in a dark suit,
but wore no overcoat, having a dou-
ble-breasted sack coat. He wore tan
shoes. The revolver was found at his
side.

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SHE IS FINED FOR NEGLECT
MRS. FANNY BERNSTEIN IS SUB-

JECT TO DEEP HUMILIATION
IN COURT

Judges Orr and Bazllle Both Had
'Her Case IHder Consideration '

Yesterday, and Her Children May
Be Taken Away Fom Her.

Probate Judge Bazille yesterday cited
Mrs. Fanny Bernstein, of 854 Payne
avenue, to apeßar in probate court and
show cause why he should not grant
the petition of Humane Agent Moak
for the appointment of a guardian for
her two children, Leah Bernstein and
Heine Bernstein, aged five and two
years, respectively. The petition asks
for the appointment of Rev. E. P. Sav-
age, of the children's home, who is tem-
porarily caring for the children.

Mrs. Bernstein achieved notoriety
several weeks ago by reporting the
theft of a large sum of money from
her home. A part was afterwards
found by the police concealed in the
house, and the whole affair is shrouded
ir. mystery.

Since the loss of her money Mrs.
Bernstein has, it is alleged, l«en in
the habit of closing her store and go-
ing away for long periods, leaving the
children locked up in the store. The
neighbors complained to Humane Offi-
cer Moak, who called on Mrs. Bern-
stein and cautioned her against a con-
tinuance of the practice.

Monday noon Officer Porter, of the!
Margaret street station, found the chil-
dren half dead from exposure, trying
to keep warm by huddling together on
the sunny side of the house. They said
their mother had gone down town to
see the chief of police and had locked
them out with instructions to go to theneighbors. Both of the children were
clothed in rags and unspeakably filthy
and the little boy had nothing on him
but a little torn dress.

Officer Porter attempted to Induce
the neighbors to take the children intemporarily, but they were both sodirty that no one would give them
shelter. Then they were taken to the
police station, and Humae Agent Moakwas notified of the circumstances. He
turned the little ones over to the chil-
dren's home and swore out a warrant
for the arrest of the mother on a
charge of neglect.

Yesterday morning Mrs. Bernsteinappeared in police court and was fined$1 and costs by Judge Orr, who inci-
dentally added a severe lecture.

After leaving the court room," Agent
Moak went up to the probate court and
filed his petition for the appointment ofa guardian. He was accompanied by
Mrs. Bernstein and the children, and
the mother shed copious tears 'when
the judge decided to issue the citationShe told the court that she had receiv-
ed a message from an attorney Monday
morning that the man who was arrest-
ed and afterwards released on thecharge of stealing her money had com-
menced proceedings against her forfalse imprisonment. She had been soupset by the news that she had gone
down town without taking the precau-
tions for the safety of the little ones
that she would otherwise have done.

Ross for Infringement of Patent.

Henry D. Lang, as special master ln chan-cery, yesterday decided two cases In equity
commenced in the federal court ba>- awarding
the plaintiff $1 in each case.

Suits werebrought by Nathan O. Ross, of Logansport,

Ind., against the city of St. Paul and the
city of Minneapolis to recover for alleged in-
fringement of a patent right on an apparatus
for releasing horses in the flre department
The contrivance ls an electric tripping andrecovery mechanism, which releases a drop-
weight and sets free the horses when a flre
alarm sounds. The -city of St. Paul has put
in twenty-five of the .machines from 1883 to
1891.

The case was referred to the master to
estimate the profits, savings and gains of the
defendants and thetidamages of the plaintiff.
In the St. Paul o»e the maximum of dam-ages, according to the* witnesses of the com-plainant, was $200,920. and the profits and
savings $6,657.fc0. The minimum estimate was$146,160 in damages and $6,657.80 in profits andsavings. The damages claimed In the Minne-
apolis case were $142,700. In estimating dam-ages the complainant took into consideration
the saving of time to the men and also the
salvage on property due to the shortening of
time In getting to the fires.

1.1Kl.*T. COL. GOTZIAN SAYS THE

FIFTEENTH WELCOME THEIR

DISCHARGES

HAD MONOTONOUS TIME OF IT

Order Issued for the Regiment to
Go to San Francisco, but It "Was
Countermanded Before It Had
Been Made Public Nine of tlie
Mutineers Have Been Tried by
Court Martial.

Lieut. Col. Gotzian, of the Fifteenth
regiment, who is home on thirty days
furlough, said yesterday that he be-
lieved the regiment would be mustered
out before the first of April.

"It would have pleased the men in
the regiment," he said, "could they
have been sent to Cuba or the Philip-
pines, where they would have seen
active service, but this staying in camp
is the most monotonous and demoral-izing life a man can live. Just before
Ileft camp the regiment was ordered
to be brigaded with the Tenth Ohio
and the Thirty-fifth Michigan, and It
looked as though the war department
intended to send us somewhere.

"Gen. MeKibben, of the First brigade,
visited Washington and while there
was handed an order directing the Fif-
teenth to go to San Francisco, the in-
ference being that we were to be sent
to Manila, but that order was counter-
manded before Gen. MeKibben had
made it public, ar.d immediately the
men became anxious to be mustered
out. It ls my opinion that regulars
will be sent to Maniia and volunteers
wiil be used to garrison the various
army posts in this country, and we all
know what that is.

"It may be of interest to know that
nine of the mutineers in our regiment
have been tried by court martial, but
the sentence has not been published,
and the fifty-three others who were
under guard have been released."

THIRTEENTH AUXILIARY.

Short and Harmonious Meeting Held
nt the Commercial Club.

A short and harmonious meeting of the
Thirteenth Regiment Auxiliary association waa
held at the Commercial club last evening.
President O'Brien presided, and Gen. Bunker
read a letter addressed to each of the mem-
bers of congress from Minnesota, urging them
to use their best efforts to secure the early
return of the regiment from Manila. It is
believed that definite information on that
point willbe obtainable in about a week, and
if the news is favorable a special meeting will
be called to consider ways to welco&e the
men when they arrive ln St. Paul.

Most of those present last night were ladles.
Maj. Espy entertained them with an account
of the most frightful night in his experience.
Itoccurred when he was adjutant general of
Pennsylvania, and during a coal miners'
strike, when coal breakers were set on flre and
fire bells were rung all over a county. He
said the regiment in Manila had a similar ex-
perience recently, when the attempt was made
by the Filipinos to burn Manila.

"My son and a friend," said Maj. Espy,
"were in a Chinese shoe store when the out-
break occurred, and they immediately ran to
the street, but the door was locked/ and they
had to smash in the door. Then they got out
and saw what was going on. They ran back
to the store for their shoes, and again the
door was locked and they had to break ln to
get their footgear. Then they ran to their
posts."

Mr. Hazenwinkle gave a graphic description
of the scene In Manila when the fires broke
out and the members of the Thirteenth con-
fronted fire and bullets and knives all to-
gether. He declared it was the most exciting
event of the entire, war.

Maj. Espy said he hoped the regiment would
soon be ordered back to St. Paul. He de-
clared that the Filipinos were the greatest
liars on earth and were not fit for respectable
white men to associate with.
"Is that the reason you do not want your

son to remain in their company?" asked Mr.
Hazenwinkle.

"I'm afraid he may fall ln with your son,"
rep'ied Maj. Espy, wittily.

President O'Brien suggested perhaps Maj.
Espy wanted his son removed from the temp-
tations of the handsome Filipino women.

"No," said Maj. Espy; "I'mIn favor of ex-
pansion."

OLD DRUGGIST GONE.
Dr. John F. Benezet, Who Kept a

Pharmacy Here for Years.

Dr. John F. Benezet, who for many
years in the early days of St. Paul
conducted a drug store as a partner
of Dr. R. O. Sweeney at 7 West Third
street, died at Duluth on Saturday last.
His remains were brought to St. Paul
for interment, and were buried yester-
day in Oakland cemetery under the
auspices of Ancient Landmark lodge,
A. F. and A. M. The remains of Dr.
Benezet were accompanied from Du-
luth by A.J. McNab, a special delegate
appointed by lonic Lodge 186, A.F.and
A.M.,of Duluth.

Dr. Benezet was a resident of St.
Paul for over twenty years, coming
here in 1869, and remained here until
1894, when he left to go to Duluth with
Dr. Sweeney. Several relatives survive
him in St. Paul.

KELLY ESTATE SHRINKS.

It Now Represents Less Than Half
of Its Original Value.

From the original valuation of $21,750, three
years ago, the estate of Patrick Kelly,,in-
competent, has shrunk until on Dec. 31, 1898,
when the St. Paul Trust company was ap-
pointed guardian, only $9,561.70 was turned
over. Yesterday, as a memento of the re-
peated attempts made by Kelly to have his
disability removed, claims for legal services
ln his behalf, aggregating $3,661, were filed
aganst the estate by Charles Butts and A.
G. Wedge, his attorneys.

The claim of Attorney Butts is for $250 for
Case No. 1. $1,478 for case No. 2. $404 for Ca^e
No. 3, $428 for Case No. 4 and $20 for Case
No. 5. There is besides a claim of $100 in
money advanced. Of this amount Butts claims
to have received $191, leaving a balance due
Of $2,471. Wedge claims to have performed
services worth $1,190, of which $50 has been
paid.

Threw Selina Out of Court.
Judge Otis yesterday finally ended the case

of Selina Clewett vs. The House of the Good
Shepherd et al., by filing an order denying
the plaintiff's motion to set aside the order
refusing to settle the proposed case for ap-
peal or to allow her proposed case and to re-
lieve her default.

Ina memorandum accompanying the order,
after calling attention to the fact that six
months have been needlessly spent In per-
fecting the appeal the court says: "The de-
fendant kas some rights In the premises and
ls entitled to at least ordinary diligence on
the part of its adversary. By reason of the
court's indulgence in granUng stays on ex-
parte applications, defendant had no oppor-
tunity to object to the di'.atory course pur-
sued by the plaintiff until the court of its
own motion refused a further stay, without
notice to the defendant, at which time the
defendant promptly and vigorously objected to
the course plaintiff had pursued against de-
fendants. Imust decide at thlß late day to
settle the case."
