Mercy inspired the senate yesterday to
favorable action on the bill which will,
if passed, permit the release of the
Younger brothers, the Northfield bank

robbers, from the Stillwater peniten-
tiary.

Senator Wilson (Rep.), Hennepin, sub-
mitted two amendments to the Younger

brothers’ parole bill, one changing
word “entitled” to “‘eligible,”
qualify the discretion of the board of
prison managers, the other to strike out
the clause permitting the paroled prison-
ers to leave the state. The second, he ex-
plained, he did not personally favor, but
introduced it in order to meet the ob-
jections of some of the senators who
feared that the Youngers might exploit

the
S0 as not to

their notoriety on the public platform.
He did not believe they would, but if it
would Influence the vote of one senator,
he would rather admit t, and let these
men see the light of heaven again here.

Senator Wilson referred to the story
that $45,000 or some such fund was in
existence for the passage of the bill. He
had no knowledge of any such fund, and
had not been promised or paid a singie

cent. He was opposed to the Lord
amendment, making the period neces-
sary to parole twenty-five vears. If there

was any merit in the parole idea, twenty
years was long enough. He read a letter

from the prison physician as to Jim
Younger's physical condition. Jim has
not been able to eat solid food.

Senator Lord's amendment was de-

feated, as was also the one striking out
the geographical llmit clause.

Senator Stockton (Rep.), Rice, offered
an amendment adding a provision that
no life prisoner should be paroled until

the parole had been approved and signed
by every member of the board of par-
dons. He asked Senator Wilson several
pointed questions invoiving matters of
penoclogical experience principally.

One thing he wanted to know was if
Cole Younger would tell who it was who
shot down the non-combatant Swede in
the streets of Northfield in cold blood.

Senator Wilson said he was informed
that Cole would not. He thought it
should be considered that he forbore kill-
ing another man down country.

Does the senator tell us that he did not
kill every one he had a chance to?” in-
quired Senator Horton (Rep.), Ramsey,

ironically.

‘‘Yes, the senator does,” replied Senator
Wilson, with evident bitterness, “and he
knows more about this matter than the
senator from Ramsey.

Senater Underleak (Rep.), Olmsted,
supported the amendment. He did not
believe in giving the prerogatives of a
board of pardons which had been limited
to the hizhest men in the state into the
hands of a board of politicians.

Senator Schaller (Dem.), Dakota, said
the bill was not logical. It should pro-
vide further that hereafter the penalty
for murder where there were exceptional
circumstances should be only twenty
vears to be logical. Punishment should be
looked to as well as reform.

Senator Thompson (Rep.), Fillmore,
favored the parole of the Youngers.

Senator Daly (Dem.), Otter Tail, favor-
ed it also. This was the greatest act in
Senator Wilson’s long public career. Mr.
Daly waxed eloguent In pleading for
mercy. He would write hope over the
door of every cell of every prison in the
world.

Senator Stockton said he saw Cole
Younger the day after he was lodged in
I"aribault jail. Cole was reading his Bi-
ble then, and he believed he was as peni-
tent and as much reformed then as he is
tcday.

Senator Young (Rep.), Swift, sald the
bill was aimed to aid the Youngers, and
aiter its aim had been accomplished he
would vote for a repealing act.

Senator Greer (Rep.), Wabasha, spoke
in behalf of the Stockton amendment.
Seven different governors sitting since
that crime had, with the possible excep-
tion of the first, been approached with
requests for the pardon of these men. He
believed, if this bill passed, within six
menths the men who voted for it would
have cause to blush when some dastard-
ly crime was committed by some visitor
to the state. He also opposed the usurpa-
tion by the legislature of the pardoning
rower vested in the executive depart-
ment, and, as to the Youngers, he could
not see how a man truly reformed could
help to block the wheels of justice by
refusing to tell who shot the Swede in
the street at Northfield.

Senator Stockwell (Dem.),
favored the bill.

The Stockton amendment was then lost
on a division, and the bill was recom-
mended to pass, 27 to 18.

When the committee rose, Senator
Stockton had the bill excepted from the

WAS IT INANITION?

One of the earliest bills of the session,
that introduced by Senator Stockwell
(Dem.), Hennepin, to provide for the In-
stallation of the initiative and referen-
dum, was indefinitely postponed yester-
day on the recommendation of the ju-
ciciary committee, which declared that
the senate had not time enough to devote
to a measure so important and far reach-
ing.

Senator Stockwell tried hard to get his
bill a place on general orders, but was
denfed it. Those who voted with him
were Senators Batz, Baldwin, Daly, Ev-
erett, Fitzpatrick, Grue, Johnson, Mec-
Gowan. Meilicke, Viesselman, Ryder, Sny-
der, Thompson and Wilson. Only the
Jast four are Republicans, so party lines
were closely drawn.

JUSTICES WON THEIR FIGHT.

Senator Horton’s bill to abolish the
jurisdictlon of justices of the peace in
communities where municipal courts ex-
ist and transfer the jurisdiction to the
latter courts went to its death without
a protest from the author.

TORRENS LAND TITLES.

Senator Snyder (Rep.), Hennepin, intro-
duced a bill for the registration of land
titles, which adapts the Torrens system
to conditions existing in Minnesota. The
Massachusetts and Ohio laws are follow-
ed to some extent.

INSANE HOSPITALS TODAY.

All of the insane hospital bills now
pending before the senate will come up
as a speclal order this afternoon.

TO ABOLISH LATE JUNKETS.

Senator Wilson called up his resolution,
providing that hereafter visits of legis-
latlve committees to state institutions be
made during the first three weeks of the
session. Tt was amended to read during
the first thirty days and was adopted.

NO SUNDAY FREIGHTS.

Senator Johnson (Dem.), Nicollet, intro-
duced a bill prohibiting the running of
all railroad trains in Minnesota on Sun-

days, except those used for passengers
and mails.
TEACHERS' LICENSE BILL.

The Staples (Rep.), Dakota, bill to pro-
vide for uniform state certificates in pub-
lic schools was discussed at some length
on general orders, Senator E. J. Jones,
Stevens, in the chair. Senator Knatvold
(Rep.), Freeborn, had two amendments
to offer, one prescribing branches in
which applicants for certificates should
be examined. This was defeated. The
other related to appeals from the verdict
of the examiners, and fared no better.

An amendment by Senator Batz, which
was consented to, makes the ldw go
into effect Aug. 1 next, and the bill was
then recommended for passage.

FIVE-SIXTHS JURY VERDICT

| Brusletten Bill for the Regulation
of Trust Companies Stirs Up Quite
a Lively Debate—Charges Are
Made That the Corporations Are
Dabbling in Current Legislation
——Routine of the House.

The house went ‘“‘down the line” on the
calendar yesterday until all the house
bills had been disposed of and then took
up general orders. Fifteen bills were
passed and then Mr. Jacobson suggested
that it would be well to advance the
house bills on general orders to the cal-
endar instead of taking time to pass sen-
ate bills.

This suggestion was adopted, but little
headway was made owing to discussion
on three of the bills in committee of the
whole.

Mr. Wheaton (Rep.), of Hennepin, gain-
ed a signal victory over Mr. Jacobson
(Rep.) of Lac qui Parle, in securing the
recommendation for passage of his five-
sixths jury bill.

The measure provides that after beinz
out twelve hours without reaching an
agreement a jury in a civil acticn can
bring in a verdict if ten of the dozen
Jurors can agree on one.

Mr. Wheaton made one of his oratori-
cal outbursts in support of the measure,
saying that it was badly needed in his
county, where a great monopoly had
stepped into the jury box and deflected
the course of justice. Justice had been
bilnded by money, and the passage of the
bill would prevent slurs being cast on tha
courts and prevent the influence of the
corporate money power being felt in the
Jury box.

Mr. Jacobson (Rep.), of Lac qui Parle,
protested against the passage of the bill,
The records, he said, showed that 95 per
cent of the civil actions brought in the
courts of the state were by the poor
against the rich. The only demand for a
change from the present jury system was
by attorneys interested in personal injury
cases, and these were but a small part
of the. litigation.

Mr. Yale (Rep.), of Winona, favored
the bill on the ground that the people of
the state had adopted a constitutional
amendment allowing five-sixths of a jury
to return a verdict, and if the people
wanted the law the legislature should
certainly stand ready to give them one.

Mr. Sander (Rep.), of Sibley, declared
that the bill would not only be a good
thing for the people, but it would also as-
sist materially in the disposition of cases.
Mr. Dunn (Rep.), of Ramsey, sald the
bill was needed, as the corruption of
jurors was appalling.

Mr. Wheaton informed the house that
the present system was “an ancient
heritage of antiquity.” A powerful and
glgantic corporation had agents to take
the views of the jury panel as soon as it
was drawn and see if some of the men
were not susceptible to influence.

Mr. Roberts (Rep.), of Hennepin, fa-
vored the bill, and took the ground that
the talk made by Mr. Jacobson might
have been all right 200 years ago, but it
would hardly do now. The bill was in the
interests of the poor man, and should
pass.

It was recommended to pass by a de-
cisive vote.

H. F. 24, by Mr. Wheaton, was recom-
mended for indefinite postponement. Tt
allowed exceptions to charges made by
Judges to juries within ten days after the
charge had been made.

ON BRUSLETTEN BILL.

Messrs. Roberty, Fosnes and Dwinnell
engaged in a warm argument over tha
Brusletten bill and Mr. Fosnes intimated
very strongly that undue influence had
been brought upon the judiciary com-
mittee to secure the defeat of the meas-
ure.

The bill provides that trust companies
when appointed administrators or guar-
dians eof estates shall file a bond or
surety bond thé same as individuals.

Mr. Fosnes contended that the trust
companies were no better than individu-
als and it should be passed. Since it had
been introduced the trust companies had
put in a couple of bills- with the purpose
of killing the one introduced by Mr.
Brusletten. The trust companies had
charge of estates valued at millions of
dollars and there was no reason why they
should not give bonds the same as indi-
vidual administrators.

Mr. Roberts insisted that the bill was
a1 unjust one and that it would work an
injury to trust companies. A bill which
had been Introduced by him, now on gen-
eral orders, was a much fairer measure,
and he suggested that the Brusletten bill
be postponed and his measure passed.

Mr. Fosnes caused some excitement by
saying “Both of your bills were drawn
by trust companies. There was no ob-
jection to the bill under consideration
when it was before the judiciary com-
mittee until after the attorneys for the
trust companies had heard the measure
and then as a result the bills introduced
by vou were drafted and presented.”

Mr. Roberts denied this, but Mr. Fosnes
insisted that his statement was correct.

Mr. Dwinnell then informed the house
that Mr. Fosnes had a poor recollection
of the proceedings before the judiciary
committee, as the records showed that
the Brusletten bill had been recommended
for indefinite postponement. The bill
would simply make business for foreign
bonding companies and as the law pro-
vided that officers of trust companies
could not give individual bonds they
would be forced, if the bill passed, to se-
cure surety bonds. The expense of these
would not be pald by the trust companies
but by the persons iInterested in estates.

Mr. Fosnes expressed surprise that Mr.
Dwinnell should attempt to state what
was not the fact about the action of the
Judiclary committee on the bill. - -The
committee, he sald, had recommended the
bill te pass and it was not until after a
representative of a Minneapolis trust
company had appeared was that action
reconsidered and the Roberts bills pre-
sented.

The contention of Mr. Fosnes was cor-
roborated by Mr. Wallace (Rep.), of Hen-
nepin, who informed the house that the
Judiciary cemmittee, of which he was a
member, had recommended the bill for
passage, but after Mr. Morton, a repre-
sentative of a Minneapolis trust com-

PASSED OR KILLED.

8. F. 284, fixing the salaries of probate
judges and clerks throughout ihe state,
was amended by the house judictary com-
mittee so as to apply to Judge Bazille
and his clerks in Ramsey county.

S. F. 20, by Mr. McKusick (Rep.), of
Pine, authorizing counties of less than
75,000 to issue bonds to cover floating in-
debtedness, was killed by the house in
the committee of the whole yesterday.

NEW GROSS EARNINGS IDEA.

H. F. 637, introduced by Mr. Laybourn
(Rep.), of St. Louis, provides for the dis-
tribution of the gross earnings tax from
rallroads among the counties of the state
in proportion to the value of the railroad
properties in the counties. The state re-
tains 10 per cent of the whole for its use,
and the remaining %) per cent is divided
among the counties.

The bill charges the railroad and ware-
house commission with the duty of ac-
curately computing the value of all rail-
road property in each county June 1.
Tke property to bas estimated and ap-
praised includes value of tracks, right of
way, machine shops, round houses, water
tanks, fuel sheds, stations, elevators,
warchouses, ore and coal docks, and the
land on which any of these improvements
are located.

LYDIARD OPPOSED IT.

Sald Street Commissioners Would
Abuse Dwinnell’s Snow and Ice Bill.

The Hennepin, Ramsey and St. Louis
delegations held a session yesterday af-
ternoon but practically nothing was done.

The bill of Mr. Lampe (Union), of Hen-
nepin, giving city councils in cities of
over 50,000 inhabitants the right to make
contracts for electriclighting for five
years, was laid over until the next meet-
ing.

The same actlon was taken on the bill
of Mr. Krayenbuhl (Rep.), of Ramsey,
providing for assgssing abutting prop-
erty in order to care for boulevards.

The bill of Mr. Deming, authorizing
park boards in cities of over 50,000 to con-
demn land along parkways and enforce
a building easement line fifty feet from
the parkway, was referred to its author.
Mr. Dunn (Rep.), of Ramsey, held that
it could not apply to St. Paul under the
present park board law, and Mr. Lay-
bourn (Rep.), of St. Louis, did not want
it to apply to Duluth.

The snow and ice removal bill of Mr.
Dwinnell (Rep.), of Hennepin, was laid
over.. Mr. Lydiard (Rep.), and Mr. Win-
ston (Dem.), of Hennepin, both contended
that it would increase the taxes of the
already overburdened Minneapolitans and
consequently should notipass. Mr. Dwin-~
nell endeavored to explain that it would
only assess the cost against the owners
of property that did not clean the walks,
but My. Lydiard, in a Qurst of vexation,
exclaimed: “Why, if the bill should pass
you would have street commissioners
who would sandpaper the sidewalks every
time there was a white frost.”

STATE FIRE WARDEN,

Aitkin County People Think He Is
a Uscless Luxuary.

The house committee on forestry met
last evening and listened to arguments
made by Gen. C. C. Andrews, Judson N.
Cross and Prof. S. B. Green, of the agri-
cultural college, against the repeal of the
forestry law of 1895 and the discontin-
uance of the office of chief fire warden.

Petitions protesting against the repecal
of the law were read from residents of
Olmsted and Itasca counties and a letter
from the C. A. Smith Lumber company
stated ‘‘that while the law had not ac-
complished as much as had been claimed
for it at the time it was passed, it had
done some good and_at a very small
cost.” -

A petition signed by sixty residents of
Aitkin county declared that the law had
not done any good and provided only a
pension office for some ‘one to live on,
and for this reason should be repealed.

Gen. Andrews, the chief fire warden,
pointed out that there had been no
serious fires in the ba’st_’_three vears and
that the cost was very small. The law
was in force in thirty-five of the counties
in the state and one-third of the expense
was sustained by the state. The state
auditor had said that the cost to the
state, about $5,000 per vear, was worth
all that simply for the protection it af-
forded the state lands.

Judson N. Cross, of Minneapolls, argued
that the law was for' the benefit of the
entire state and in’the interests of the
preservation of the’ forests. For this
reason the state had a right to impose
such a law on every county and town-
ship in the state. The cost to each coun-
ty was small, being less than $100 per
year, and it was money well invested.

The committee deferred action on the
bill until the next meeting.

RENVILLE MEN SEE GOV. LIND

A DELEGATION ARRIVES TO PRO-
TEST AGAINST ALLOWING A BILL
TO BECOME A LAW

In the Campaign the Republicans
and Democrats Alike Went on
Record, but Representatives in
Legislature Took Another Course.

A committee of citizens from Renvliile
covnty, consisting of P. O'Connor, bank-
er, Renvllle; C. L. Kane, attorney, Fair-
fax, and R. T. Daly, attorney, of Ren-
ville, waited upon Gov. Lind last even-
ing in his apartments at the Ryan.

The object of the visit was to protest
against allowing house file 502, changing
the salaries of county officials from a
salary basls to a fee basis to become a
L:;]w, and ask the governor to veto the

1.

The bill was rallroaded through the
legislature by Representatives Kinne and
Peterson, and Senator Nixon, all of whom
ran on the Republican ticket and were,
during the campaign, it is claimed, flatly
opposed to any change in the method of
paying county salaries. The Democrats
in their convention took a stand agalnst
any change, and the Republicans shortly
after issued a circular stating that they
were opposed to changing the law. The
circular was signed by every candidate
on the Republican ticket. The whole
county is very much exercised over the
passage of the bill, irrespective of party,
and a paper is being circulated through
the county and being generally signed.

The committee were met by Secretary
Rosing and Maj. Bowler, who accom-
panied the delegation to see the gover-
nor:

Gov. Lind was made thoroughly famil-
far with the situation, and stated that
if the committee could prove to him that
the circular issued the day before elec-
tion came from the Republican county
committee he would either veto the bill
or send It back with the recommendation
that the matter be submitted to a popu-
lar vote of the people of the locality.

The committee were highly gratified
with the reception given them by the
governor and will remain in the city for
a day or two until the petition has been
sent to all parts of the county.

Discussing the matter with The Globe
Mr. Daly said:

“There are not a hundred men in the
county who favor the change. Our pres-
ent schedule of salaries is adequate to
meet the demands of the county. Placing
the offices on a fee basis would tax the
people unduly, and make the court house
a spoils institution. A paper was cir-
culated in Bird Island, Renville, Buffalo
TLake and Sacred Heart today and with
half a dozen exceptions it was signed by
every one to whom it was presented. No-
body favors the repeal of the special act
unless the present officeholders, and a
very few others. The Republicans stand
in thelr own light in securing the repeal
of the law after they went flatly on rec-
ord the day before election as favorinz
the old system. The course taken by the
home delegation has been universally
condemned and we are here to see {f
there is not some recourse to be had.”

PUBLIC i‘L“XAMINER IS AT WORK ON
THE STATE TRAINING SCHOOL
AFFAIR

RECORD TO BE OVERHAULED

Deputy Examiner Will Go to Red
Wing Within a Few Days to Look
Especially Into the Expense of
Contract Work on the Clouded In.
stitution — Seeretary Willard
Paild a Visit to the Governor.

“Really, I never had anv experience
with reporters, and I don't know very
much about being interviewed, so I hope
you will excuse me this time. I really
must ask to be excused.”

This was the greeting of Miss Willard,
secretary of the state training school at
Red Wing, to a Globe reporter yes-
terday after a visit with Gov. Lind, about
the matter which so much concerns that
institution at this time.

Miss Willard visited the capitol yester-
day afternoon and called on Bank Exam-
iner Pope and Secretary Rosing, seeing
the governor as well, and assuring him
the training school board was anxious to
‘““have the fullest examination made of
the books and records of the institution.”

The investigation, which was started
by Gov. Lind, to be completed by the
public examiner, has stirred up the ani-
mals at Red Wing, and some of the higher
oflicials are making a great effort to get
their skirts clear of the accusation which
has been made in connection with the sys-
tem of letting contracts for the school.

The new administration went on record
right after the inauguration as favoring
the fullest publicity in the conduct of
public institutions and to bring about a
needed reform a state board of control
was suggested as a curativé measure.

The charge against the officials of the
Red Wing school is a serious one, and, as
stated in The Globe when the matter
first became known, if- proven, there will
be some radical changes made in the
management of the school.

Gen. Pope commenced the examination
yesterday. One of his deputies went
through the expense lists of the institu-
tion filed In the state auditor’s office and
made a compilation of figures upon the
cost of malintaining the school and other
details to be used during the investiga-
tion.

Gen. Pope stated yesterday that one of
his assistants would go to Red Wing
within a few days.

PARK IS ON TRIAL.

Attorney Who Is Charged With Re-
ceiving Stolen Property. :

The trial of Carl H. Park, on a charge
of recelving stolen goods, was commenced
yesterday before Judge Kelly in district
court and the forenoon was consumed in
securing a jury. The indictment charges
Park and one Hannah Idelett, a colored
woman, with receiving property stolen
from Mannheimer Bros., consisting of
four pieces of silk valued at $9.76.

Park and the woman are charged in a
second indictment with receiving goods
stolen from Schuneéman & Evans and a
third Indictment charges Park alone with
grand larceny in the second degree from
Mannheimer Bros. A fourth indict-
ment charges Park and the woman with
receiving property from ¥leld, Schiick
& Co.

Assistant County Attorney Zcllman
acted as prosecutor, and Park was rep-
resented by Henry C. James; F.

L. McGhee, representing the col-
ored woman iIndicted Jjolntly <with
the defendant, was on hand In the

interest of his client, whose trial will fol-
low.

tailed the circumstances of the arrest,
He identified the pleces of stolen silk,
which occupied a consplcuous place on
the attorney’s table.

The court room was crowded with
spectators, who followed the proceedings
with the same Interest shown at the pre-
liminary examination in munieipal court.

PRISON FIGURES LESS.

Population Statement Shows
crease in Number of Inmates.

Secretary Jackson, of the state board
of corrections and charitles, has just
completed a compilation of prison statis-
tics for 1898, showing the total number
confined in jails, workhouses and the
prison.

The effect of the revival in all branches
of industry is noticeable in the number
of workhouse cases. This class has so
decreased in numbers during the last
vear that it brings the totals down 109
under the number for 1857 %

The total number confined in 1897 was
1,308. For 1899 the distribution is as fol-
lows: Ramsey, 210; Hennepin, 237; St.
Louis, 110; all other counties, 642; total,
1,199.

The last item includes the prisoners at
the state prison and reformatory.
