butcher cattle we. have had none thatwere choice, and but few of the fair togood class, the bulk being of the half-fatorder; and our dally quotations from herehave been based altogether on sales of
this class of cattle, and this should be
understood by those having good fat
cattle.

We have a big demand for good fatcattle, and especially fat cows and bett-ers, and as the receipts of good to choice
cattle has been limited our packers and
butchers have paid little or no atten-
tion to the decline of 10®25c on fat cat-
tle in Chicago since Monday, and ship-
pers and feeders should not overlook
those conditions when their cattle areready to ship.
In regard to stockers and feeders, the

continuation of winter weather has ma-terially affected the demand and this,
together with the fact that very little
of this class of cattle above the verycommon order has been on sale this week,
nM given us a dull and draggy market,
with an apparent rather than an actualdecline In prices.

We are confident that good quality andgood weight feeders and all good quality
and good colored little cattle will sell
for as good a price as at any time sincethe lust of the year. There «an be nodoubt but that the opening of spring,
which must be close at hand, will bringa greatly increased demand for all
clastes of stock cattle, and a consequent
increase in price.

The expected early adjournment of the
New Jersey legislature was used as a
bull card among the Coalers, on the
ground that it lessened the prospect of
hostile k-glslatlon against the rumored
combine deal. Lackawanna made an
advance of %. There was talk also of
the lease of the Jersey Central to the
Reading company. People's Gas gained
2% In anticipation *>f the adjournment
of the Illinois legislature and of gossip
Of a possible consolidation with an elec-
tric lighting company. The dealings in
Burlington were even in excess of those
in Sugar, the late leader in point of
activity, and a gain of two points result-
ed in that railway security. A large
short interest was said to have existed
in Burlington, and the movement today
resulted from the covering of bear stop
loss orders.

The other grangers sympathized in the
movement to a lesser extent. Strength
appeared among such low-priced shares
as St. Louis & Southwestern and Kansas
City, Pittsburg & Gulf, but the latter
failed to hold its advance. Among the
usually neglected stocks Chicago & East-
ern Illinois became active and moved
up 2 points. Southern preferred made a
fractional advance on rumors that the
control of the Louisville, Evansville &
St. Louis railroad had been obtained.
Ooincldentally, the bonds of the latter
company ran off.

The Pacifies on moderate trading held
their own. Local transportation shares
moved narrowly, excepting Manhattan,
which lost over a point down, on gossip
that the most active bulls had liquidated
Air Brake recovered 11 points of its re-
cent decline, and the market left off
with a. fairly good tone.

Bond prices today showed improve-"
ment in many cases, with an exceptional
rise in Brooklyn Elevated ss. The mar-
ket in general moved Irregularly, but
losses were trivial.
