The bulls considered the holding
of wheat under such circumstances like
love's labor lost, and let some drop Into
the maws of the bears, who were short
nnd loo!.ins on the decline with which
the market started as the proper time
to feed. The reports or winter-killed
wheal from the country were numerous |
nnd fully corroborated previous adviee3
of a similar character. The action of the
market, however, during the early trad-
ing clearly indicated a well-spread be-
B< f that wheat was not nearly so serious-
1> damaged as had been claimed.

Chicago received 42 cars, of which five
graded contract. Minneapolis and Du-
luth got 492 against 310 the same day last j> <\u25a0;'!-. Atlantic port clearances for the I
day were 540.000 bu. Indications
were that the world's shipments to
Europe would be about 6.500,000 for the
week. St. Louis bought wheat freely on
the break, and orders from outside gen-
erallj were to buy. During the last half
of the session reports from Kentucky
said that fall wheat fields were being
plowed up and general comnlaints from
the Southwest were of an almost sensa-
tion;'.! character, claiming that damage
previously unsuspected had revealed it-
Belf. This sort of news started local
shorts scrambling to cover. Offerings
weii- found to be very scarce, however,
and aft.-r a vigorous climb after the last
hour of the session. May rested at 70%c,
with the buying demand still unsatls-
hoa.

Corn followed wheat, rallying sharply
at the close. Shorts and elevator peo-
ple were heavy buyers on the way up.
Claims from New York, of 100 boatlcads
being disposed of for export, exerted a
strengthening influence.
