CLOTHES AND CASH  GONE

JACOB

TUBIN REPORTS THAT HE
WAS ROBHYED BY HIS
FRIEND

Sam Goldberg Accused of Stealing
$400 and His Companion’s Stock
in Trade—The Men Were to Go
Into Business Together.

Jacob Tubin, a German Jew, and a
tailor by trade, reported to the central
station officers, late last night, that he
had been robbed of $400 and his stock in
trade by Samuel Goldberg, a whllom
friend.

The two came to the city about a month
ago from Chicago, where Tubin first mc@
Goldberg. They have been boarding at a
house on the West slde kept by Charles
Zelkmann, at 248 East Fairfield avenue.
Since coming here Tubin has been em-
ployed by the Eagle Manufacturing com-
pany as a tallor, making knee pants for
the trade.

He met Goldberg in Chicago, and was
persuaded by the latter to join with him

in the operation of a small tailor shop

at 189 De Koven street, where they made
garments for the large manufacturing
houses dealing in ready-made goods.
Early in the winter Goldberg puroposed
coming to St. Paul, and about a month
ago they left Chicago. Since coming here
Goldberg has been living with the Zelk-
mann family. He rented a sewing ma-
chine and began manufacturing  chil-
dren's clothes from stock which Tubin
had brought with ehim.

Yesterday Goldberg finished up several
dozen children’s pantaloons and took
them to the Hub clothing store, where he
sold them. He received his money, and
later In the day told Tubin that he had
dellvered the goods, but had not been
pald.

At the rooms on Fairfield avenue Tubin
kept sixteen dozen pairs of trousers,
which he had made up, waliting for a
chance to sell them at advantage. The
goods were packed in a sack, which was
kept in his room, and in the same sack
he claims to have had $400 in bills, money
which he had brought with him from Chi-
cago. Goldberg slept at the same house
and knew where the clothes were kept,
and also that Tubin had money.

Yesterday afternoon Goldberg visited
Tubin at the place where he was em-
ployed and asked him what time he in-
tended to go hame. The latter responded
that he would leave the shop at 7 o'clock.
Then he left and went across the river
and told Mr. Zelkmann that he had de-
cided to move out, because he wished
larger quarters. He explained that he In-
tended to secure additional machines and
set up a small shop. He paid his score,
and taking Tubin’s bundle of clothes from
his room, left the house.

Tubin returned at 7 o'clock and found
his clothes and money gone. When told
that Goldberg had taken them, he at once
went to Minneapolis in hopes of meeting
his quondam friend. His search was un-
successful, however, and he returned and
went to the Union station, thinking that
Goldberg would leave the city and that
he would find him there. After several
hours’ waiting, he went to the central sta-
tion and reported his losses.

When seen last night, Tubin stated that
he had Intended to go into business here
with Goldberg on a small scale as soon
as he accumulated a little more money.
He sald that Goldberg had gone by tha
name of Erlich in Chicago, and that he
had told him that he had formerly lived
in San Francisco, where he had become
entangled In a business failure and had
been arrested. He had asked Goldberg
why he changed his name when coming
here, and had received the answer that it
Wwas on account of the trouble he had be-
come mixed up in in San Francisco, and
that he wished to avold becoming known
by his right name. When asked if he had
sulsgected his friend of crookedness, Tubin
said:

“I thought he was a sharp man of busi-
ness, but not dishonest.”

THE MINNESOTA REGIMENT THAT
HAS BEEN IN CAMP NEAR
AUGUSTA

RETURNS TO ST. PAUL TODAY

Not Coming as an Organization as
the Men Were Mustered Out in
Georgin—=Some Plans on Foot to
Entertain the Boys Who Have Al.
ways Been Popular in St. Paul.

The Fifteenth Minnesota regiment will
arrive in 8t, Paul today. A part of the
regiment will arrive at 8 o’clock. They
arrived in Chicago yesterday and left
there last night. Col. Leonhauser does
not accompany the regiment, as he went
to Washington for a conference with
Adjt. Gen. Corbin.

It is expected that St. Paul and Min-
neapolis people will give the returning
soldlers a warm welcome, as they are
mostly from the Twin Cities. The Fif-
teenth did not go to the front, but was
anxious to do so.

To plan for welcoming the soldiers the
ladles of St. Paul are requested to meet
at 3:30 o’clock this afternoon at the Y.
M. C. A. rooms, 25 West Fifth, to make
arrangements for their reception. The
call for the meeting is signed by A. B.
Driscoll, Thomas H. Dickson, Charles
W. Eberlein, W. B. Geery, Ralph Alli-
son and W. J. Dean.

Despite the nasty fling made against
them by Gen. Young, the officers and
members of the regiment are popular in
St. Paul and will be heartily received.

The Litchfleld and Worthington com-
panies will arrive in St. Paul via the
Northwestern line about 7:46 a. m. The
company for Worthington will leave St.
Paul via the Northwestern line at 10 a.
m. These two companles occupy four
tourist cars.

WASHINGTON, March 29.—Col. H.
Leonhauser, of the Fifteenth Minnesota
volunteers, and captain in the regular
army, arrlved here today. He reported
a:t once to the war department. Col.
Leonhauser wanted to talk over mat-
ters pertalning to the Fifteenth and the
serious charges made against its officers
by Gen. Young in his report relative to
the O’Connell shooting affair. Gen. Cor-
bin is so busy with the Philippine cam-
paign that he could not give any time
to Col Leonhauser today. It i{s under-
stood, however, that an inquiry will be
ordered as to Col.. Leonhauser’'s individ-
ual connection with the unfortunate af-
fair.

A dispatch from Chicago yesterday
regarding the regiment says: “The mus-
tered-out Fifteenth Minnesota volunteer
regiment arrived in Chicago today in
three sections over the Monon, the Big
Four and the Pennsylvania, and left for
Minnesota at 6:30 o’clock by way of the
Northwestern line.

“The first section came in over the Big
Four, arriving at 1:30 o’clock, and the
men spent their time seelng the sights
of the town in the few hours they had
before leaving. Few of the officers came
with the men, and, as the latter had
been mustered out, they were at liberty
to spend their time as they pleased.”

MUSICAL AND SOCIAL.

The fact that Mr. Ffrangcon Davles,
the barytone who appeared Monday night
at the People’s church, sang the two solos
from “Elijah” without orchestral accom-
paniment was much commented on at the
time of the concert, the absence of the
orchestra detracting from the otherwise
fine rendition of the two numbers.

Mr, Davies, it appears, did not repose
a bland and childlike confidence in the
instruments whose harmonic utterances
are controlled by Mr. Ober-Hoffer, so the
singer refused to rehearse with the or-
chestra the day of the concert, and at the
concert itself the only accompaniment he
would allow for his flute-like tone was the
piano, played by Mrs. Hoffman. Rela-
tlons between Mr. Ober-Hoffer and Mr.
Davies were naturally strained, and that
is the reason, no doubt, why the soloist’s
voice was not heard to the best advan-
tage, the impression being very plainly
conveyed throughout his numbers that he
was out of sympathy with the spirit of
the occasion.

At the Schubert club musicale yester-
day afternoon Mrs. R. R. Dorr explained
that Mr. Davies singing without orches-
tral accompaniment was entirely his own
wish, and expressed regret that local
newspapers should see fit to comment on
the fact, for the management of the con-
cert especlally desired to avoid any of
what Mrs. Dorr termed undignified news-
paper controversy.

The Schubert programme presented at
Park Congregational church yesterday
afternoon was arranged by the first di-
vision, and was as thoroughly enjoyable
as those affalrs invariably are.

A number of unusual excellence was
Liszt's Rhapsodie No. 14, played by Miss
Zenzius. The composition Is one of the
most characteristic of the great master,
abounding as it does in odd, fanciful little
themes, verging often on the grotesque
and bizarre, then breaking into gushes of
purest melody with unexpected and ca-
priclous wanderings. The interpretation
of it yesterday was a finely sympathetic
one, with enough individual coloring to
lend it warmth. The player was heartily
encored, but refused to respond. Other
instrumental numbers were: Moszkow-
ski's ““Valse Brilliante,” an eight-hand
plece, played by Miss Zenzius, Miss Hart-
sinck, Miss Hall and Mrs. Curtis; two
numbers by Grieg, “Papilion’” and *Au
Printemps,” spiritually interpreted by
Mrs. B. H. Baker, and “Gavotte et Mu-
sette,” from Suite op. 200, by Raff, played
by Mrs. Curtls and Miss Hartsinck.

The vocal numbers were unusually
pleasing, including solos by Mr. H. E.
Phillips, the guest of the division; two
numbers by Mrs. Furness, an old French
song, ‘““La Charmante Marguerite’”’ and
a German lullaby by Dvorak. Miss Wil-
llams, who has a very sweet soprano
voice, sang Rodney's “My Dream of
You” and a Welsh melody, - “Spring
Time Is Returning.” Three dainty little
spring numbers were sung in duet by
Miss Charlotte Trott and Miss Helen
Trott.

GEN. FLAGLER DEAD.

‘Was One of the Most Popular Officers
in the Army.
WASHINGTON, March 29.—A dispatch
received here from Old Point, Va., says
that Brig. Gen. Flagler, chief of ord-
nance, United States army, died at the
Hygeia hotel at 5 o'clock this afternoon.

Gen. Flagler was torn in Naw oYrh,
nnd was appointéd tc the military acad-
emy from that siate July 1, 1856. He was
graduated No. 5 in the class of 1361, and
was appointed second lieutenant of ord-
nance. He served with credit throughout
the War of the Rebellion. His earliest
military service was in connection with
the drilling of volunteers at Washingtoa,
D. C.,, after which he acted as alde-de-
camp to Col.. Hunter in the Manassas
campaign, being engaged In the first bat-
tle of Bull Run.. He was afterwards
alde-de-camp to Gen. McDowell in the
defenses of Washington, D. C. Affer a
short service as ordnance officer at the
Allegheny arsenal, Pennsylvania, he ac-
companied Gen. Burnside's expedition to
North Carolina as chief of ordnance, and
was engaged in the battle and capture of
Roanoke island; also in the attack of
Newburn, N. C., the capture of Fort Ma-
con, the Maryland campaign with the
army of the Potomac, the battle of South
Mountain, battle of Antietam, the battle
of Fredericksburg, battle of Chancellors-
ville, and the battle of Gettysburg. In
October, 1863, he was assigned to inspec-
tion duty at the West Point foundry,
New York, and remained there until May,
1864, when he was transferred to duty
in the ordnance office at Washington,
where he served until June, 1865. He was
brevetted three times during the war,
first as captain for gallant services at the
battle of Newburn, second as major for
meritorious services at the slege of Fort
Macon, and third as lleutenant colonel
for distinguished services in the field and
faithful and meritorious service in the
ordnance department during the rebel-
lion.

Since the war he has served at various
stations on ordnance duties, and has ren-
dered most impertant service in the de-
velopment of the ordnance department of
the army. He served consecutively at
Watervleit arsenal,New York,Augusta ar-
senal, Ga.; Rock Island arsenal, Ill,; Fort
Monroe arsenal, Va.; Fort Union arsenal,
New Mexicp; San Antonio arsenal, Texas;
Frankford” arsemal, Pa., and Watertown
arsenal, Mass.

He reached the grade of llentenant col-
onel of ordnance in August, 1881, and tHe
grade of colonel:in September, 1890. While
In command of: the Watertown arsenal,
in January, 181, he was promoted to
brigadier general and chief of ordnance,
and has since served In that ecapacity
with conspicuous success. He was one of
the most popular officers in the army.

SON-IN-LAW SPANKED.

New York Woman Chastises the Boy
Who Eloped With Her Daughter.
MIDDLETON, N. Y., March 29.—Mrs.

Philo Conkling created a sensation in

Denton, a suburb of this city, by spank-

NEWS OF RAILROADS

ROADS AGREE ON A REDUCTION OF
RATES FROM SOUTHERN
MINNESOTA

NOTIFY THE COMMISSION

Of the New Schedule Which They
Agreed to Apply Rather
Than to Have Any Legal Contro-
versy Over the Subject—Twin
City Jobbers Do Not Like the Lake
and Ratl Tarifts,

Have

After two conferences between State
Senators Daniel Shell, H. J. Miller, J. H.
Shellbach and Charles Halvorson, the
rajlroad commission and the traffic man-
agers of the Southwestern roads, held on
Feb. 9 and 23, the railroads mentioned
in the schedule below yesterday report-
ed to the commission the reductions they
have agreed to in the wheat and flax
rates from the territory in the south-
western part of the state to Minneapolis
and Duluth.

Varlous complaints had been made that
those rates were higher than from other
portions of the state, and although the
matter has not been brought before the
rallroad commission in an official way,
the railroads, In order to obviate formal
complaints, which might end in a pro-
tracted law suit, have accommodated
themselves to the conditions and reported
a schedule of reductions of from a halt
to two cents, which, In most instances, is
equal to the reductions demanded. The
new rates will go into effect April 10. In
the accompanying figures the present and
proposed rates are shown, the new ones
being indicated by stars.

CANADIAN PACIFIC CHANGE.

Its Atlantic Terminus May Become
St. John.

MONTREAL, March 29.—Negotiations
are now being carried on in this city be-
tween officials of Intercolonial and Ca-
nadian Pacific railways, which are like-
ly to result in a cancellation of the run-
ning powers now enjoyed by the latter
over the Intercolonnial roadbed between
St. John, N. B, and Halifax, N. 8. By
reason of these powers, conferred years
ago by a political deal, the Canadian Pa-
cific has been running its through trains
between Montreal and Halifax over the
Intercolonial tracks, doing the bulk of the
business, on account of the shorter haul,
without paying a cent of rental, but re-
ceiving an annual subvention of $50,000
from the government for destroying the
revenue of its road. The government has
given notice that the agreement must
cease on June 30. On that date the offi-
clals of the government road want to re-
tain for their own road the large traffic
between these two points. Against this
the Canadian Pacific is making a hard
fight, and as the company wields a great
political Influence, it may prevent the en-
tire cancellation of the arrangement. In
the event of the government upholding
the officials of the Intercolonial in their
attitude, it will mean that the Canadian
Pacific trains will not run beyond St.
John, N. B., which will thus become its
Atlantic terminus.”

JOBBERS ARE COMPLAINING.

Do Not Like the New Lake and Ralil
Schedule.

The wholesale grocers and other job-
bers of St. Paul and M:nneapolis, who
are directly affected by the raise in the
lake and rail rate on fifth and sixth-
class shipments, are objecting, on the
ground that it is a discrimination in fa-
vor of Duluth and Chicago, as against
St. Paul and Minneapolis.

The schedule calls for one cent more
on fifth-class freight and two cents more
on sixth-class than Chicago and Duluth
will be compelled to pay, which will al-
low them to extend their jobbing terri-
tory into St. Paul’s district.

ALTON’S NEW OFFICERS.

They Will Be Selected at a Meeting
in Chicago Next Monday.

CHICAGO, March 29.—The formal trans-
fer of the Chicago & Alton to the syndi-
cate that has bought the controlling in-
terest will be made at a meeting of the
directors in Chicago next Monday. At
this meeting President Blackstone will
tender his resignation, and new officers
and directors will be elected. It is quite
probable that E. H. Harriman, who is
the leading member of the syndicate, will
be elected president to succeed Mr. Black-
stone, although Vice President Chap-
pell may be named for the place.
