MANILA WET SEASON.

*ot Half So Bnd as It Has Been
Pictured.

WASHINGTON, April 4.—War depart-
ment officials look upon the approach of
the wet season in the Philippines as like-
ly to be an Important, if not decisive,
factor in determining the character of
the military movements during the next
six months. This period of rains and
storm Is no new and untried danger, for
the United States troops were In the
trenches around Manila through much
of the worst part of the wet season last
summer.

Maj. Simpson, chief of the bureau of
military information, was then on the
staff of Gen. Greene and learned from
experience how far this wet season af-
fected the health and comfort of the
men and retarded military operations.
Generally speaking, he says, men were
up. to their knees in mud and water dur-
ing July and August, when our trencheswere drawn around Manila. But while
this was a great personal inconvenience,,
it did not cause any material Increase
in the sick, rate. About the worst fea-
ture was that the stretches of quigmire
made it next to impossible to executemilitary improvements on a large scale.

The wet season does not begin, as arule, until June, so that it is about two
months before its effects would be seri-ously felt.' The present months, April
and May. generally come under the head
of the hot season, which just precedes
the drenching rains beginning in June.
The hottest weather is in May, although
it never goes above 100 degrees. Grad-ually this merges into the heavy rains
and violent storms of June, the wet sea-son lasting for six months. The season
does not come abruptly, but is a gradual
transition until everything Is In a condi-
tion of soak.

WILD ASSERTION'S.

died at 5:54 o'clock this afternoon at the
Hotel Grenoble.

Cole was murdered,. Grandy was a sui-
cide, and Miss Rickey Is heartbroken.

Claude Cole and Herbert Grandy wore
the sons of respectable parents—one a
teamster in Endlcott, the other a farmer
on the edge of the village.

Almost since childhood they had been
together— schoolmates In their younger
days and boon companions In more ma-
ture years. Grandy passed his majority
a few weeks ago; Cole was nearly a year
his junior.

For over a year Grandy has been the
accepted^ suitor of Gertie Rickey, a pret-
ty, yivacious girl, sixteen years oM, thedaughter of John Rickey, of Endtcott.
It Is said the two were engaged.- :

Claude Cole, who missed the compan-
ionship of his friend by'reason of the new
attachment, was frequently thrown into-
their company and enjoyed the expert- :

ence. He was the handsomer of the two
Iyoung men, and Itwas not long until Miss
Gertie found her love for Grandy dimin-
ishing. She could not help showing a
preference for Cole.

Grandy did not complain. He relied on
the- girl's promise to be his wife. Only
once he mentioned the matter, and Cole
laughed at him. and chided him on his
display of jealousy. Outwardly the two
were as fast friends as ever, but

THE STORM CLOUD GATHERED.
On the day of the tragedy Grandy cblIU

ed at the Rickey house and had a long
talk with his .betrothed. He reminded
her of her promise, told her of his bright
prospects and insisted thf^t she have
nothing more to do wtth pole..

The girl listened patiently, and, it is
said, half promised to-do. as he wished.
She insisted, however, that she must see
Cole once more and explain her position.

That evening she accompanied Cole to
an entertainment at Endlcott. Grandy
was present and quietly followed the cou-
ple home. They lingered, long at the
Rickey gate, and he finally approached
them and asked what It rijeant.

Cole answered hi a joking way which
angered Grandy, and he loudly denounc-
ed the pair. Then John Rickey came to
the door and told his daughter to come
into the house.

She refused, and a moment later, Inthe
heat of anger, told Grandy that she pre-
ferred her new found lover, and that all
was over between them.. With that she
stepped between the two men and bade
Grandy goodnight.

Grandy was livid with rage.
"How long do. you two want to live?"

he asked Cole and the girl. Both re-
plied that they hoped to live for many
years.

Grandy drew from his overcoat pocket
a revolver, and, without another word,
threw his hand over the girl's shoulder,
placing the revolver almost against Cole's
shoulder, and flred.
BALL PENETRATING THE HEART.

Cole staggered through the gate to the
doorway arid fellinside.

John Rickey picked him up and asked
if he was badly hurt. He replied: "I
guess he's got trie this time,", and ex-
pired.

Grandy .in\u25a0 the meantime -grasped the
girl and hekl her. HeJwatched'Cole until
he felland then turned the girl roughly
around and two or three times snapped
the revolver In her face, but the weapon
was either empty or the cartridges failed

:to explode.
Letting her go, Grandy walked rapidly1

to his father's house, where he remainetl
but a few moments, when he was seen by
the night watchman to leave and start
west toward Fairbury.

The Rickey household gave the alaim
and parties were organized to hunt .down
the murderer. •

As an aid to the search a pair of blood-
hounds at Beatrice was sent for. They
arrived next morning and took the trail
at the Grandy home, but instead of com-
ing toward Fairbury started directly
south and finallycrossed the Kansas line.

The Grandy family was in a panic from
the time of the first news of the shoot-
ing. The father said he hoped his boy
would have nerve enough to end his own
life before he was caught, and when he
learned that the bloodhounds were sup-
posed to be on the trail he was driven
to a frenzy.

That afternoon a lady who was making
a short cut across the fields from Fair-
bury to Endlcott discovered the

BODY OF A MANINA RAVINE.
She notified the authorities, who brought

the remains to the city.
They were those of Grandy.
He had shot himself, and his revolver

was found lying by his right hand.
The elder Grandy, when he saw the

body, smiled and repeated over and over
again: "Well done, boy; well done!"

The coroner decided an. Inquest unneces-
sary, and the funerals of the murdered

Iyouth and the suicide were held the next
day, both being buried in the same ceme-
tery.

Shortly after the finding of Grandy's
body a report was received from Hallen-'
burg, K-an.. that the dogs had passer!
through that city on what seemed a "hot
trail." The authorities Intercepted them
by telegraph at Hanover, however, and
they returned.

The trainer of the dogs was at a los 3
to understand the mistake of the animals
until the Grandy family were interview-
ed, and it was learned that on the day
previous Mrs. Grandy had given a tramp
a pair of her son's shoes and an old coat
\u25a0which he had discarded, and thus attir-
ed he had furnished the trail which the
dogs were zealously pursuing.

Gertie Rickey, the sixteen-year-old girl
who was left desolate by the affair, has
caused unflattering comments by tha
coolness she displayed through the trag-
edy.
