WAR ON THE TRUSTS
STATE SENATE DECLARE!) IT »%'

PASSING THE INDER-

Ii:AIv BILL

STATE OIL INSPECTOR WINS

Billto Place Him tm a Salary In De-

feated After a Lively Contest

. Iacting Xearly Through the Ses-
sion Ramsey County Delegation

Split on the Elective As*essor»li!ii
Bill.

Two measures of vital interest -were act-
ed upon by the senate yesterday, on, the
Underleak anti-Trust bill, being passed by
a unanimous vote, the Democrats declin-
ing to permit the Republicans to carry
out their plan of using it for a political
plank; the other, the bill to place the
oil inspector on a salary basis, was killed
on a vote that mixed party lines badly.

When his anti-trust bill came up as a
special order at 2:30 Senataor Underleak,
(Rep.), Ol.nsted, demanded a call of the
senate, and after a fifteen minutes wait,
spoke eloquently in behalf of the bill. In
the animal and vegetable life alike there
•was apparent a contest between the
stronger and the weaker. The larger,
taller plant shut out its smaller neighbor
from the sun and air. Men found life a
struggle from the cradle to the grave,
but when men combined to control some
line of trade or industry, people declared
it a conspiracy. The evil of the trusts
had greatly increased during the last
year, and especially during the last seven
months. He predicted that the state
would have ultimately to protect Itself
against the corporations of New Jersey.
He took issue with the frequent assertion
that trusts reduced prices, and cited the
tin plate trust as an instance of the oppo-
site result. The question was not what
should be done with these trusts, but
how to do It. Th-2 trusts must be con-
trolled. There was no question of the
right of the state to regulate these con-
cerns. Save as It might pertain to inter-
state commerce, the federal government
had no power In the matter. Minnesota
cculd only govern such corporations as
were located here, and it was on these
lines that his bill was drawn. Ithad been
claimed that some of them could be
reached by the abolition of the protective
tariff. But this would not reach them
nil, like nails, barb-wire, on which prices
had only recently been advanced by the
trust. Copper wire was also In this class
of products. He offered an amendment
changing the verbhige of section 1.

The bill was read section by section,
fiiid Senator Young (Rep.), Swift, said it
was drawn on the lines of the national
anti-trust act. The bill was aimed at all
organizations which aimed to limit the
Bupply and production or to control the
price of any products. Senator McGow-
un (Dem.), Hennepin, said he had not
read the bill, and wanted the privilege of
offering an amendment when the billcame
up on the calendar. Seantor Underleak
consented to this. Senator MeGowan ex-
plained that he feared it would apply to
the labor unions. Senator Young said it
was a copy of the federal law, and that

The final section was then adopted,
after Senator McGowan's amendment to
strike out one word, "otherwise," had
been voted down.

No further objection was made until
the senate reached section 4, which pro-
vided that any contract made by a trust
or combination should be void. This it
was contended was not fair to people
who had contracts with the trust and it
was so amended as to apply to contracts
in violation of the law, depriving the of-
fending combination of the power to en-
force its contracts. Senator McGowan
offered an amendment excepting labor
organizations from the application of the
term trust.

Senator Ives, (Dem.), Ramsey, said if
the bill was capable of any such con-
struction, as Senator McGowan feared,
that would not only be the construction
put upon it by the courts, but he pre- I
dieted it would be the only section of
the billwhich would be enforced. He had
observed that laws against the poor man
were usually enforced whether those
against the rich were or not.

Senator Ryder (Rep.>, Polk, thought
the clause offered by Senator McGowan
was unnecessary.

Senator Young said it implied that
these organizations were unlawful.

The McGowan amendment, was voted
down.

Senator Ives (Dem.), Ramsey, offered
the following amendment:

NEW ANTI-TRUST BILL.

Provisions of the Snbatitute BUI
Passed by the Senate.

Be It enacted by the legislature of the
state of Minnesota:

Section 1. Any contract, agreement, ar-rangement or conspiracy, or any com-
bination in the form of a trust or other-wise, which is In restraint of trade orcommerce within this state, or in re-
straint of trade or commerce betweenany of the people of this state and any
of the people of any other state or coun-try, or which limits or tends to limit or
control the supply of any article, com-modity or utilityor of the articles which
enter into the manufacture of any arti-
cle or utility,or which regulates, limits
controls or raises, or tends to regulate'
limit,control or raise the market price ofany article, commodity or utility or inany manner destroys, limits or Interfereswith open and free competition in either
the production, purchase or sale of any
commodity, article or utility, is hereby
prohibited and declared to be unlawful. Sec. 2. Every persons who shall eitherdirectly or Indirectly make any such con-tract, agreement or arrangement or en-
ter into any such combination, conspiracy
or trust, as defined in section one of thisbill, shall be guilty of a felony and onconviction thereof shall be punished by
a fine of not less than $500 nor more than$5,000, or by Imprisonment in the state'sprison for not less than three months normore than fixe years.

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GAME AND FISH BILL
IIOI'SK IN COMMITTEE OP THE

WHOLE CONSIDERS PROPOSED
AMKSUMBNTS

TO RESTORE SPRING SHOOTING

Other Changes us to the Season and
the License Are Made Another
Street Railway BillPassed The
House Disposes of a Uirgc Num-

ber of Senate Bills Kills One of
Them.

There were but three house bills on the
house calendar yesterday, the other nine-
teen being senate flies. After the house
measures had been disposed of the work
of clearing off the senate bills was com-
menced and at 4 o'clock all of the senate
bills had been disposed of, eighteen being
passed and one defeated.

The house then went Into the com-
mittee of the whole and put In two hours
on the game and fish bill, which amends
the present law In several particulars.
There was considerable debate over the
bill, Mr. Foss (Rep.), of Giant, Insisting
that the "poor farmers" be given a
chance to catch fish all the year round If
they so desired.

The principal changes made In the law
are that spring shooting Is restored and
actual hunters are allowed to shoot ducks
and other aquatic fowl, but none can be
offered for sale or sold. The season for
deer Is changed from Oct. 25 to Nov. 15
to Nov. 1and Nov. 20 and no venison can
be sold In the first five days of the open
season. The license section limits the
shooting to elk, deer, caribou and moose
and makes the license $25 for non-resi-
dent hunters and 25 cents for resident
hunters.

As amended the bill was recommended
to pass.

STREET RAILWAY BILL.
Tho fifth of the series of bills relating

to proposed lnterurban street railway
lines was passed by the house yesterday
under suspension of the rules. The bill,
H.F. 372, by Mr.Hillary (Rep.), of Wash-
ington, reads as follows:

Section 1. "Any corporation organized
under the laws of this state, for the pur-
pose of constructing a street railway in
this state, whollyor partly without the

j limits of any city or cities shall have the
right to acquire and occupy private right
of way throughout any portion of its
route outside the limits of any city or
cities, whenever deemed necessary by
such corporation, and for that purpose
shall have the power to exercise the right
of eminent domain, including the crossing
of intervening highways when necessary,
and the provisions of section 2605 to 2616,
both inclusive, and section 2642, Statutes
of Minnesota 1894, so far as consistent

jherewith, shall apply to and govern the
j exercise of such right."

Section 2. Every corporation availing
itself of the provisions of this act shall
thereby become subject to the laws of
this state, relating to the board of rail-
road and warehouse commissioners, so
far as concerns the traffic which such
corporation is or may hereafter be au-
thorized by its articles of Incorporation
or by law to engage In.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.

TO GOVERN CHILDREN.
Bills by Senators Potter and Snyder, of

|Hennepln, were passed by the house yes-
I terday. The one by Senator Potter pro-

vides for the employmbent of truant of-
ficers in school districts, the official to

j be selected by the school boards at a
Isalary fixed by the boards.

The one by Senator Snyder provides
:for the appointment in each county with

\u25a0more than 50,000 inhabitants of a proba-
tion officer: The official is to be nomi-
nated by the state board of charities and
corrections and confirmed by the judges
of the district court In the county. Judges
In any court of record may stay execu-
tion of sentence in cases where children
under 18 years have been convicted of vio-
•lations of ordinances, incorrigibility or
vagrancy, for one year and commit the
child to the care of the probation officer.

The salary of the probation officer Is
to be $800 in counties of more than 100,000
Inhabitants, and $300 in counties of less
than that number, and i3to be paid -out
of the county funds.

NORMAL. BOARD SCORED.

ReqnMt for an Appropriation Dis-
pleases Mr. Jacobson.

The subcommittee from the legislature,
who are preparing the omnibus bill, con-
sidered yesterday the bill calling for an
appropriation for the normal school at,St. Cloud. The bill called for a deficiency
appropriation of $10,000 for last year. Two
years ago the managers of the St. Cloud
school asked for an appropriation of $35,-
--000 for a wing to the school. The com-
mittee only appropriated $25,000, cutting
the sum asked for $10,000.

This apparently made no difference
with the managers. The plans for the
building were carried out, and, as a re-
sult, there is now a deficiency of $10,000.
Mr. Jacobson, one of the members of

the committee, spoke very pointedly in
reference to the matter, saying:

"This is not the first time the normal
school board has taken advantage of the
state funds. Six years ago they asked
for a building to cost $30,000, on which
amount we gave them $10,000. 1 am
speaking now particularly of the St.
Cloud school. Instead of limiting their
improvements to $10,000, they laid out the
original sum asked, and then confronted
the legislature at its next session with
a demand for $20,000 deficiency.

"Mankato and Wlnona offer no excep-
tions in the conduct of their normal
schools. Two years ago they were voted
$8,000 annually in each Instance for con-
tinuance session, and In clear violation
of any authority possessed by them, ex-
pended $2,500 additional. The members cf
the legislature would like to know why
they bother us for appropriations at all.
Why do they not erect the structures
and make the improvements they desire
and then present us the bills, it Is an
outrage. Ispeak of it only because it
has been repeated so often that it has
become Intolerable."
