CANTON. 0.. April 6.-Seven Jurorswho had passed «xaminatlon as to Quali-fications yesterday, Mra. George, and herfriend, Mrs. Siddinger. were in theirplaces when court opened at 8:30 o'clock

this morning, and soon thereafter the
examination of other Jurors was resumed
The doors to the public did not open until
9 o'clock, and the room nllfd with a rush.
A man named Norris, of Hanoverton
who yesterday sat among the friends ofMrs. George, came into court and placed
a handsome bouquet in front of the pris-
oner evidently to her pleasure and de-light. Newton George took the flowersup and handled them, appreciating the
gift of the newcomer. The flowers re-
mained on the table, and then the ac-
cused turned her attention to the pro-
ceedings, apparently watching ©very de-
tail. Soon afterwards Mrs. Brown and
Mrs. Sinclair, sister and aunt of the ac-cused, respectively, and others fromHanoverton, tcok seats within the bar
enclosure.
