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A “constitution  and by-laws were
adopted by the boss plasterers’ union at
its regular meeting at Assembly halls last
night, and two members were Initiated,

making a union of twenty-nine out of the
thirty boss plasterers of the city. Filve
hundred cepies of a circular, on which is
to be printed the new scale of wages and
hours, which were somewhat modified at
last night's meeting, were ordered printed
and mailed to all boss carpenters in the

city.
The new scale, as modified. calls for an
eight-hour day and the following scale

of wages: Lime and sand wor

cents per square yard for two- ork
and 14 cents per square yard §or one-coat
work; all cross-back lathing, 14 cents per
square yard; up-and-down back lathing
work, cents per square yard; all hard
wall plastering, when sand is mixed at

the building, 20 cents per square yard;
when the sand work Is done and mixture
takes place at the factory, the sum of
24 cents per square yard will be charged;
all adamant plastering will be charged

for at the rate of 35 cents per square
yard.

After some general discussion it was
unanimously agreed that all members
should come to the next meeting pre-
rared to make a statement of all conh-
tracts on hand up to date, for the pur-
pose of placing the same on record, so
that no confusion should be occasioned

after the new scale goes Into effect,
April 10, and also for the purpose of pre-
venting the cutting of prices after that
date,

A committee of five, composed of John
J. Anderson, William O’Rourke, I. Mar-
riette, P. L.eo Sr. and President Willlam
Poppenberger, were appointed to call on
all the lime dealers and also the members
of the lathers’ union and that of the jour-
neymen plasterers and request them not
to sell goods to or work for any boss
plasterers who were not in good standing
with the boss plasterers’ union.

Another meeting will be held on Friday
evening next, when a regular meeting
night will be decided on.

Building Trades Council.

council, at Assembly hall last night. The
new delegates were J. M. Brown and J.

BEGINS HOLDING OUT,

First Claim of the State Allowed,
Minus About $3,000.

The state recelved from the United
States government yesterday the first
return of moneys expended by the state
In"providing Minnesota’s volunteers for
the war with Spain. The amount re-
turned was $1§8,93230 on account of a
claim for $21,000. This amount was paid
to the troops at Camp Ramsey for time
between the mobilization and the mus-
tering in. The difference between the
amount allowed and the claim Is due to
the fact that the government will
not pay those men who answered the
call of the governor, but afterwards re-
fused to muster. The men who were re-
Jected by the examining surgeons, how-
ever, are allowed pay, but ars included
in the amount held back until proof in a
detailed statement 1s furnished by the
government. The former number is very
small, but the government 1s cautlous
in the matter.

The work of making these settlements
naturally devolves on the attorney gen-
eral or the state auditor's department,
but by a tacit understanding, has -been
done by the adjutant general. This is
only one of several claims the state has
against the national government. It
means a lot of clerical work and it was
sald yesterday, when the state found
the government for a starter had held
back $3,000, that the request of the adju-
tant general’s department for an allow-
ance for another clerk to handle this par-
ticular work was reasonable and that it
would be a profitable investment for the
legislature to make on behalf of the
state.

BURGLARS IN A SALOON.

Thieves Break Into Joe Kill’s Place
and Rob the Drawer.

Burglars entered Joseph Kill's saloon,
‘Washington and Bixth streets, this morn-
Ing between 12 and 1 o’clock, and secured
a supply of cigars, $14 in change and a
small amount of liquor.

The work bears marks of having been
done by the same parties who have made
several other petty burglaries during the
past few weeks. As In two other cases,
entrance was cffscted " through a side
door. The entrance was locked, but the
burglars applied the heels of their boots
with the effect that they forced the panels
out, breaking in the door and leaving
part of it still hanging to the side on
which it had been locked. A cash register
was tapped and its contents abstracted.
Three boxes of cigars were broken open
and a handful taken from each. A small
amount of liquor was also taken.

The burglary was discovered by Officer
Govin, who found the side door of the
saloon open when he made his rounds.
There is no clue to ald the police.

Following the mayor’s order for the
strict enforcement of the city smoke or-
dinance, warrants were issued yesterday
for the arrest of Fred Stiefel, Jerry
Ring, P. J. Klomer and H. Wide-
mann, firemen of the Lowry Arcade,
Court block, Germania bank and Globe
bulldings respectively. Information of
the nuisances was flled with the clty
attorney’s office by A. S. Hervin, a police
officer of the first precinct, and the com-
plaints were made out by Assistant City
Attorney F. H. Griggs. The warrants
were Issued from the office of the clerk
of municipal court.

The ordinance relating to the smoke
nuisance was adopted by the city coun-
cil Oct. 7, 189, and afterwards ‘amended,
making it the duty of the chief of police
to see to ts enforcement. Acting on in-
etructions, Officer Hervin flled informa-
tion leading to the issuance of warrants.
The ordinace has a penalty of fines not
less than $25 or more than $i00, and in
default of fines, imprisonment for not
more than ninety days ~
