charitable impulses of unsuspecting peo-
ple. Ihave frequently warned the citi-zens against this and must now repeal
my admonitions. The boys with the holes
in their coat pockets, their sick mothers
and their fears of 'lie-kins* are getting al-
together too numerous and unless Iam
able to stop Itby threats and through the
medium of the newspapers Ishall becompelled to call upon the aid of the po-
lice."

New York Purveyors Not Eager to Compete for the
Honor of Furnishing the Bryan Jeffersonian Spread.

Written Before Last -Night's Banquet.
Who is going to cater for the dollar din-

ner of the Bryan Democrats?
New York is a city of curious feasts

and of great feasts.
(We have young mil-

lionaires who Invite their friends to a
Christmas feast costing anywhere from
$200 to $300 a plate, and an organization
of rich Republicans, who paid, itI was
said, a' plate for a sumptuous repast to
give Ambassador Choate a good sehdoff |
to London, says the New York Herald.

From the time of the first big dinner
here to Charles Dickens, in 1567, New
York has grown wonderfully in the or-
ganization of magnificent public dinners.
By all that implies money -plenty of it—
and the Bryan Democrats want a good
dinner for a dollar a head.

Who will supply it? It is announced
that at least three thousand persons will
attend. The feast is to be in. the Graad
Central palace, which will comfortably
accommodate them. New York never at-
tempted anything like this. When Iwent
to Delmonico's to see what sort of a
public dinner could be supplied to three
thousand persons at $1 a plate Iwas look-
ed upon pityingly.

"M'seur!" exclaimed the manager, with
a shrug of his shoulders that plainly said-,
"What sort of an idiot is this?"

At Sherry's a 'secretary carried my mes-
sage to the manager, who looked at me
solemnly for a fullminute, and then sent
word that he should be busy for the re-
mainder of the afternoon.

Mr. Boldt, of the Waldorf-Astoria, sim-
ply threw up hi3hands and fled.
Iwent to the Hoffman house, which in

days a-one by has probably fed more nota-
ble Democrats that any other hotel in
the city, and talked with J. P. Caddagan.
He listened attentively to the proposition
and then said, emphatically:

WILLLOSE MONEY ON IT.
"It can't be done unless the man who

furnishes the dinner Is prepared to loso
money on it, and the more persons he
tries to feed at that price the more money
he'll lose. In the first place, you must
allow 50 per cent for expenses before you
talk of fooa af all—lmean hall rent,
cooks, waiters, hiring of silverware,
crockery and linen, and men to see ttat
the aforesaid waiters do not carry the sil-
verware, crockery and linen away with
them.

"Now, mind you. the Hoffman house
would not touch this Rind of a thing, but
Iwant Herald readers to understand
what Itmeans to get up a bigdinner. You
must prepare for it weeks Inadvance, and
you must have plenty of money to pre-
pare with. Fifty per cent, of Hie dollar
dinner for unavoidable expenses, and you
must have a 50-cent dinner. What sort of
a meal do the Bryan Democrats expect

to get at that price? To get anything at

all to eat, they must scrimp on both food
and service.

"A bad dinner, and particularly a bad
public dinner, puis everybody wno par-
ticipates in it in a bad humor. You have
waiters enough to attend to the guests
properly—say one to every six persons.

If a waiter is expected to attend fifteen
or twenty persons the dinner Is spoiled.
The diners must not have to wa.lt for
first one thing and then another, and
have little additions brought In when the
plate to which they belong is half or en-
tirely finished. Whatever dish is placed
upon a table it should be preceded by
all minor adjuncts, and accompanied by
proper vegetables, quite hot, so that they
may be enjoyed entirely and at once.

"With a ten dollar dinner, such as I
understand the Croker Democrats are go-
ing to give, it is a very different matter.
As good a dinner as a man wanes to eat
can be supplied at $10 a plate, including
wines ,and cigars. When you go beyond
that sum you pay for luxuries and for
fine old vintage wines. There is practical-
lyno limit in that direction. Iam curious
to watch the outcome of the Bryan Dem-
ocrat $1 dinner experiment."

Finally Mr. Caddagan compressed his
expense estimate into 40 per cent, and
allowed his steward to arrange a bill of
fare of a dinner ihat he might be able
to supply to 3.000 persons at 60 cents a
plate, basing his estimate on the mere
cost of the food and no profits.-. Here it
is;

OTHER FAMOUS DINNERS.
To the average man who likes to at-

tend public dinners $10 a plate is not con-
sidered expensive. The Hotel Men's asso-
ciation's annual dinner always costs that
sum. The last St. Patrick's day dinner in
New York cost $12.50 a plate. The annual
chamber of commerce dinner here usual-
lycomes to $20 a plate. The great Reform
club dinner to former President Grover
Cleveland, at the Waldorf-Astoria, in
April,1897, cost $26 a plate. Mr. Croker
thinks, consequently, that his $10 dinner
is the embodiment of Jeffersonian sim-
plicity.

New Yorkers thought we were going
back to the days of Nero when, in 187:5,

Mr. Luckemeyer spent a small fortune
on the famous swan dinner at Delmoni-
co's. It was one of the most renowned and
expensive dinners ever given here. There
were only seventy-five guests. In the cen-
ter of the table was a lake In which
floated decorated swans. The memory of
that dinnpr was passed down to posterity
as the most famous of Its epoch. Then
there was the great dinner to the Grand
Duke Alexis, In 1871, at which 100 guests
were Invited—a very large number in
those days. The De Lesseps dinner, ISS9,
when he came over here in the heyday of
the Suez canal craze, was another land-
mark In the history of New York dlnner-
ology. Two hundred guests attended.

Now let us wait and see what the Bryan
