Lind, of Minnesota,

and Lee. of South Dakota, Caused
(he Administration to Decide to

Return Allthe Volunteers Now iv

the Philippines— Four Thousand

RrK"lurs May Be Included.

MANILA,April IS.—Gen. Benito Le-
Bardo said today regarding a conference
al prominent Filipinos which was held for
ihe purpose of cons'dering the situation
that twenty-two of the most Influential
men among the Filipinos met and dis-
cussed the various methods by which the
pacification of the island of Luzon might
be brought aiwut. The probable effect of
the various means considered was debated
at length.

A committee was appointed to confer
with the Philippine commission sent here
by President McKinley, that re-
cently issued the proclamation in the
island.

The Filipino committee was Instructed
to submit three proposals to the Ameri-
can commissioners. The first proposition
ftj to the effect that the Americans make
Sll concessions that are possible to the
Filipinos and Inaugurate a policy which
\u25bc.ill approach absolute autonomy as near-
ly as possible.

The second proposition to be made is
that a delegation of Filipinos be sent to

visit Aguinaldo after the Filipino and
American commissions have met and en-
deavor to effect a friendly understanding
between him and the Americans. This
delegation is to explain to the insurgent
chief the concessions which the Ameri-
cans willbe willingto make and the pol-
icy which willbe followed ln the future.

The third proposal will be to the effect
that the American commission assure the
Filipino committee that all government
positions which &re not all government
positions which are not held by Ameri-
cans will be given to Filipinos and that
representatives of no other race be given
any official positions.

REBELS WILL NOT SUE.
Arevalo, who was formerly Aguinaldo's

nld, regarding the effect the proclamation
Issued by the American commission was
having on the natives, said that he be-
lieved the Issuance of the proclamation
had been without effect. He said he did
not think the proclamation was reaching

the right class of people. ItIs Arevalo's
opinion that if the Americans sincerely

dc-slre the pacification of the Island they

should go under a flag of truce and con-
fer with the Filipinos. -In this way each
gide would be able to -convince the other
that good faith wotild goverri their ac-
tions. He said It was highly improbable
that the Filipinos would take the initia-
tive, because they were convinced that
they could hold their own against the
Americans, and believe that Ifthey made
the flrst move toward peace tho Ameri-
cans immediately would refuse to make
such liberal concessions as they would in
case the Filipinos appeared anxious to
continue the light.

Arevalo said that Agulnaldo at present
was at San Miguel, about thlrty-flve
miles north of Manila. He also claimed
that Gen. Luna had made his way back
to Bulacan.

A great deal of Importance Is placed
upon the meeting of the Filipinos. Le-
garda is one of Aguinaldo's most trusted
lieutenants. He has served as secretary
to the insurgent leader. lie Is said to
have a great talent for diplomacy. The
fact that he attended and took a leading
part in the meeting of the Filipinos has
led to the impression here that Aguinaldo

assented to, if he did not actually Insti-
gate, the meeting.

VOLUNTEERS WILLNOT RE-ENLIST.

Orders have been Issued discharging the
volunteers and regulars who enlisted only
for the Spanish war. The orders take ef-
fect within twe months. Itls more than
probable that all the volunteers practical-
ly will tatae advantage of their discharge
and refuse to re-enlist. There are now
only 9,(KM regulars here, and of this num-
ber 4,000 enlisted only for the Spanish-
American war. The majority of these
will not re-enllst, so that unless men are
•ent the army willbe greatly reduced.

BELLS MUST NOT RING.
An order was issued today prohibiting

the ringing of the church bells at night.
Of late the bells have been rung a great
deal, and the officials have concluded
that the chimes were being used for sig-
naling by the Insurgents. Hence the
order.

Gen. Lawton has returned to Manila.
Itis believed that he will be sent to the
north in an endeavor to capture Agul-
naldo.

AT RISK OF THEIR LIVES.
A branch of the committee will ap-

proach Aguinaldo with the terms, and
will endeavor to persuade him to accept
them. It is considered doubtful, how-
ever, if any members of the committee
will dare to personally confer with the
rebel leader. The committee Includes
several persons recently condemned to
death by. Agulnaldo for petitioning him
to cease fighting.

Maj. Gen. Otis has appointed a board,
headed by Col. Crowder, to deal with war
claims. Many such claims have been
filed, aggregating millions of dollars, par-
ticularly as a result of the Uoilo lire.
Maj. Gen. Otis, who has hitherto handled
those claims, ls unable to devote any of
of his time to them now.

Gen. Lawton has ordered Col. Whalley,
of the rWashington regiment, who Is. a
Itc-utenant in the regular army, to com-
mand Gen. King's brigade Ourlng the lat-
ter's illness.

THIRTEENTH TO COME HOME.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April17.-Secre-

tary Alger says, ln explanation of the
above cablegram from Manila, that it has
been decided to permit the volunteers ln
the Philippines to return home as fast as
transportation can be furnished. They

were enlisted for service during the war
with Spain or until their services were no
longer required, but upon the representa-
tion that they desired to remain as long
as there were actual hostilities no steps
were taken to hasten their muster out.
The action of Gov. Lee, of South Dakota,
Gov. Lind, of Minnesota, and other in-
fluential men has caused the administra-
tion to decide to return all the volunteers.
Permission was sent Gen. Otis a few days
ago to furnish transportation for the In-
dividual members of the varloxis volun-
teer organizations who desired to come
home and muster out, but Secretary
Alger announced tonight that this ords*'
has been enlarged, and that now all the
volunteers will be brought to the United
States as transportation can be furnished.
The secretary would not undertake to es-
timate when the last volunteers would
leave Manila under this arrangement, but
considered It a matter of only a few
months.

-When the regular army was being re-
cruited to its war force a number of en-
listments were made with the distinct un-
derstanding that service was to terminate
wih the war and that discharge could be
obalned upon the restoration of peace.
Secretary Alger was not prepared tonight
to state how many of the regulars In the
Philippines enlisted under this provision,
but it is the purpose of the department to
keep faith with all the war service men,
and such as may be ln the ranks of Gen.
Otis and desire to come home will have
every facility extended to them.

LONDON PAPERS COMMENT.

Say United States Cannot Now With-
draw From the Philippine*.

LONDON, April 19.— The morning pa-
pers all comment upon the situation in
the Philippines to the general effect that
it is now impossible for the United States
to draw back and that the Americans
must, from time to time, expect such ap-
parent reverses as Maj. Gen. Lawton's
retimement from the Santa Cruz district.

The Daily Mail,in an editorial entitled:
"Dare America Retreat?" says:

"We do not believe for an instant that
the wishful prophecies of France, Ger-
many and Italy will be verified and the
United States retire vanquished and hu-
miliated."

Comparing America's task to England's
in Burmah, the Daily Mall says:

TRIUMPH IN THE END.
"Pluck and doggedness will triumph In

the end. No true hearted American can
raise his voice to recall the troops or to
refuse reinforcements. That would be
cowardice and continental nations would
never cease to sneer."

The Daily Chronicle calls attention to
the fact that, even In the British service
there is a great outcry if the men are
kept In the tropics, but for a few months,
when they have completed their seven
years, although many may desire re-en-
llstment for twelve.

This journal does not see why the peace
commissioners and Aguinaldo should not
reach a permanent and honorable under-
standing, but it contends when this has
been attained the troops in the Philip-
pines must be regulars and not volun-
teers.

The Slandari, whose editorial ls sym-
pathetic, rebukes these who make politi-
cal capital out of Gen. Lawton's retire-
ment, after having brilliantlyexecuted a
strategic programme and out of the mis- :
chance Admiral Dewey records in an at-
tempt to fulfil an obligation of humanity.
It believes that "the volunteers them-
selves would resent the suggestion that
they are exhausted by hardships or are
prematurely homesick." :

The Dally News says: "We have al-
ways held that the settlement would be
found r.iiher ln compromise than In a
thorough defeat of the rebel foree 1?. The
Americans tare real'y ca'led uppa to solve
problems, which tho 'mlegovernmont _?

The Telegraph says: "IfImperialism is
to be madavthe shuttlecock of Repub-
lican and Democratic bosss, the "white
man's burden' will pieve too heavy for
American shoulders, hut such a failure
would redound to the discredit of the
genius < f the Anglo-Saxon race. '

LAWTON'S GOOD JUDGMENT.

Gen. Shafter Says ArmyPeople Have
Supreme Confidence in Him.

CHICAGO, April18.-Maj. Gen. Shafter
passed through Chicago today, en route
to his brother's home in Sycamore, 111.
He was much Improved in' health.Discussing the Philippine war, he said:

"IfGen. Lawton Etates that 100,000 men
are needed in the Philippines in order to
effectually end hostilities, and bring the
natives to terms, Ishould say undoubt-
edly an army of such proportions is re-quired. We, of the army, have supreme
confidence ln Gen. Lawton's judgment,
and It ls the practice to underestimate
rather than to exaggerate when passing
upon existing conditions. .
"Idon't know Otis—never saw him,"

the general added.
"Ithink Lawton had a right to criti-

cise the tactics of the commanding gen-
eral if he believed them to be unwise.

"The Filipino is a suspicious fellow,
just like the Cuban. He can't see the
good done by this government, and, we
will never subjugate him except with
powder and ball. Ihave said before that
it might be necessary to kill half thepopulation of the islands in order that
the remaining half may be lifted from
their semi-barbarity to the. civilization
we are ready to give them. And let me
tell you," Gen. Shafter continued im-
pressively, "that Ido not believe our
troubles inCuba are over by any means."

NOT TO BE SNEERED AT.

Filipinos Are Good Fighters and
Learn Quickly.

WASHINGTON, April18.-Maj. CharlesMcClure arrived in Washington today toassume duties ln the offlce of thejudge advocate. He was In Manilafrom August until March 10
when he returned to this country. Hesays that the country through which
Gen. MacArthur's division has been op-
erating is the very best in Luzon andhighly productive. Cavite is also a very
good province. Maj. McClure. speaks in
the highest terms of the fighting quali-
ties of the American troops, and says
that the reports about the anxiety of themen to get out on the fighting-line are
true. There might have been some dis-
content about garrison duty, but when
the firing began the troops seemed very
well satisfied, especially Ifthey could get
Into the midst of It.

He says that the Filipinos are not to
be sneered at as fighters. They put up a*very good resistance. They are armedwith Mausers and Remingtons, and when
forced back and obliged to run swing
the guns over their shoulders and load
and fire as they retreat, sometimes hit-ting a man ln this way.

They are Imita-

tive, and when they saw the" effect" Of
volley firing adopted It, and with effect
They also Imitated the bugle calls of the
Americans. Being very good musiciansthey picked up the calls quickly.

"West Virginia Offers Troops.
WASHINGTON, April 18.-Senafer-

elect N. B. Scott, of West Virginia,
called upon the president today, accom-
panied by Maj. C. D. Elliott, of the Sec-
ond West Virginia volunteers, to inform
him that West Virginia was prepared to
furnish her share of troops for service
ln the Philippines, in case it was decided
to call for volunteers, tp replace those
who desire to be mustered out. He told
the president that West Virginia would
furnish a regiment inten days whenever
called for, and "a regiment- that would

WASHINGTON, April 18.—The navy
department has given out the following
dispatch from Admiral Dewey:

"Manila, April 18.—Secretary of Navy,
Washington: Yorktown visited Baler,
Luzon, east coast of Luzon, P. L,April12, for the purpose of rescuing and bring-
ing away the Spanish forces consisting
of eighty soldiers, three officers and two
priests, which were surrounded by 400Insurgents. Some of the insurgents
armed with Mauser rifles. * * *

and captured. Fate unknown, as Insur-
gents refused to communicate afterward.

CAUSED MUCH EXCITEMENT.
WASHINGTON, April 18.—The dispatch

from Admiral Dewey caused much ex-
citement ln naval circles as soon as Its
contents became known. It was received
late ln the day and considerable delay
was occasioned by the blindness of some
of the cipher words. It was impossible
to completely decipher Itand the aster-
isks indicate the unintelligible words.

Lieut. J. T. Gilmore, the officer referred
to as captured, ls well known In Wash-
ington, having been- stationed here for
some time, and his wife and family live
here. He was born InPhiladelphia, July
10, 1894 and was appointed a naval cadet
from Arizona in September, 1871. He
reached his present grade of lieutenant
ln 1891. His main service has been on the.
Monongahela, Maron, Bancroft, Vesuvius
and Machias, besides considerable service 7
on the board. Just, a year ago he re-
ported to the St. Paul, then commissioned
as auxiliary cruiser, and served on that
vessel, under Sapt. S.igsbee, throughout
the war. On January 14 last he was or-
dered to the hospital ship Solace, which
was about to sail for Manila, and on arri-
val there was assigned by Admiral Dewey

VICTORIEN SARDOU AND ''ROBESPIERRE,'* HIS MASTERPIECE.

Vlctorlen Sardou, of whose new play,
"Robespierre," Sir Henry Irvinghas Just
made a tremendous success In London,
has written this, his masterpiece, at the
extreme old age of sixty-eight. Clement
Scott, the critic, cables that "Robes-
pierre" is the very summit of the drama-
building art. Sardou is probably the
greatest living playwright. For almost
half a century this French genius has
been writing plays, and although he has
turned them out by the score few have
been failures. His very flrst attempt,
"The Tavern of the Students," fell flat.
That was in 1854, and Sardou for a time
thereafter was miserably poor. He lived
in a garret and ate crusts. While thus In
poverty he was stricken with typhoid

MISFORTUNE KEENLY FELT.
WASHINGTON, April 18.—The capture

of the Yorktown's men : ;was discussed
with much feeling ln naval circles. The
misfortune was felt with added keenness
as the navy has prided itself thus far on
immunity from reverse*.

The admiral's dispatch of today was
the flrst knowledge the departihent had
had that the Yorktown had gone on this
special mission to relieve the Spanish gar-
rison at Baler. That the! capture should
have been effected white, the American
forces were on a mission of mercy to-
ward the Spaniards rather than in the
prosecution of a campaign, led to the
belief that Spain could have no further
ground for questioning the good faith
with which the Americans were seeking
to relieve the condition' of the Spanish

,prisoners.
Although the dispatch gave no Indica-

tion that Lieut. Gilmore and his men had
lost their lives, yet great anxiety was
aroused by the mystery surrounding their
fate ln the hands of an uncivilized
enemy.

This is the flrst capturp of any Ameri-
cans, military or naval, so that it is un-
known how the Insurgents will treat our
men. Ifcivilized methods were pursued
an exchange could be qufokly effected, as
Gen. Otis has a large nuhiber of Filipino
prisoners, but the insurgents have been
averse thus far. tor exchange Spanish pris-
oners, and this rais>es a question as to
what they will do with the Yorktown's
men. The purpose of officfals here ls to
spare no effort to'"secure Vhe.speedy re-
lease of our men-.

NEW YORK, April18.—By a decision of

B. F. JONES THEIR CHOICE

Break From Mr.Quay Was Started
"by Senator Crawford, hut Failed
to Gather a Sufficient Number of
Votes to Elect a Successor to the
Senior Senator From Pennsylva-

nia The Ballot In Detail.

HARRISBURG, April 18.-Fourteen
votes dropped away from Quay as the re-
sult of today's joint ballot for United
States senator. The anti-Quay leaders
and the followers of Senator C. L.Magee,
of Pittsburg, combined and cast their
votes for B. F. Jones, of Pittsburg.

The break was started by Senator
Crawford, of Allegheny, who switched
from Quay to Jones, and was followed
by Senators Magee, of Allegheny; Losch
of Schuylkill, and Scott of Lucerne. The
flrst break from the Quay ranks ln the
list of members was Mr. Clark, of Wash-
ington, whose colleague, Mr. McLaren,
went with him. Mr. Murdoch, the third
member from Washington, remained
loyal to Col. Quay. Others who changed
from Quay to Jones were Messrs. Ho-
sack, Klump, McFarlane, McWhltney.
Nisbet, Robison, Shaw and Srodes, of Al-
legheny.

INTENSE EXCITEMENT.
It was 12 o'clock when the house com-

mittee announced the president pro tern.
and the members of the assembly. The
most Important point of the senatorial
crisiß had arrived. The strength of the
opposition to Senator Quay was to be
finallymeasured. Nearly every member
was in his seat, and those absent were
paired. So Intense was the excitement
that it was impossible to preserve order,
and the whispered inquiries of visitors
disturbed the harmony of the proceed-
ings.
Mr. Jones is a member of the firm of

Jones &Laughlln, of Pittsburg, iron and
steel manufacturers. He was chairman
of tbe national Republican committee in
1884, and conducted the campaign for the
late James G. Blame for president. He
was Mr. Blame's personal choice for this
honor. He has been a life-long Repub-
lican and has never held any public of-,
fice, except that of presidential elector.
He was voted by Senator Magee and his
friends of the Allegheny delegation at the
caucus which nominated Mr. Quay for
re-election.

QUAY LOSES VOTES.
The ballot, the seventy-ninth of the ses-

sion, resulted as follows:
Quay (Rep.), 93; Jenks (Dem.), 85; Jones"

(Rep.), 69. Total, 247. Necessary to a
choice, 124. Paired and riot voting, 6. No
election.

After announcement of the ballot, Sen-
ator C. L. Magee, ln speaking of his ac-
tion in breaking away from ex-Senator
Quay today, said:

MONETARY LEGISLATION

Will Be Discussed ln the New Jersey
Legislature for Several Days.

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., April18.-Slx
hours were devoted by the house Repub-
lican caucus monetary committee today
to the consideration of monetary legisla-
tion. There will be morning and after-
noon sessions, and, If occasion demands,
night sessions wll be held. Today's two
sessions were marked by a general ex-
change of opinions rather than any at-
tempt to discuss given propositions.

The next few days will be occupied by
discussions Intended to define the atti-
tude "of the members on the establish-
ment of the gold standard, the retirement
of the greenbacks and abandoning cur-
rency. The committee is receiving nu-
merous requests for special hearings, and
the general Interest In the subject of
monetary reform Is Indicated by the
large number of plans that have been
submitted by experts of more or less
prominence. It is not expected that the
committee will finish Its labors for a
fortnight at least.

CHARGED "WITH CORRUPTNESS.

Nine Members of Pennsylvania Leg-
islature to Be Prosecuted.

HARRISBURG, Pa., April 18.—Tonight
the house adopted both the majority and
minority reports of the bribery Investi-
gation committee, which reports were
presented to the house yesterday, and
which named nine members believed to
be guiltyof corrupt solicitation of mem-
bers lnregard to the election of a United
States senator and the McCarroll bill.

A supplementary report was also pre-
sented tonight and adopted, which con-
stitutes Mr.Fow (Dem.), of Philadelphia;
Young (anti-Quay Rep.), of Tioga, and
Voorhees (Quay Rep.), a committee to
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commence criminal proceedings in the
court of Dauphin county against the per-
sons accused of corrupt solicitation.

The supplemental declares the accused
to be guilty of violation of the constitu-
tion and law of the state. The attorney
general of the state is also requested to
assist in the prosecution.

The nine men against whom the
charges are made are John J. Coyle,
Michael J. Costello, Charles B. Spatz,
Thomas M. Moyles, Monroe H. Kulp,
John R. Byrne, Parker Titus, Robert Ev-
ans and Frank B. Jones.

ELECTIONS IN ILLINOIS.

CHICAGO, April 18.— Town and village
elections were held throughout Illinois
today. Innearly all cases the issues were
purely local.

GUARDS WEEE OVEEPOWEEED

Governor Had Commuted the Sen-
tence of Will Hardin, Twice Con-

victed of Murder, and Each Time
Given the Death Penalty Cor-
oner Follows the Usual Southern

Custom lnRendering- His Verdict.

CLINTON, Ark._ April 18.— Yesterday
morning between 12 and 2 o'clock was en-
acted the final scene ln the terrible Pat-
terson tragedy which took place on Dec.
13, 1897, In which Hugh Patterson lost hl3
life and several other members of his
family were seriously wounded.
A mob of citizens took the law into

their own hands and shot Will Hardin,
one of the Patterson murderers, to death
ln the cage at the county jail.

Lee Mills, a prominent young man and
once a deputy sheriff of Van Buren coun-
ty, and Will Hardin were arrested,
charged with the Patterson murder. Sev-
eral attempts to lynch them were frus-
trated and an attempt on the part of
friends to take them from jailresulted in

a guard being killed.
Mills was convicted on Hardin's tes-

timony and he paid the death penalty
several months ago.

Hardin was convicted at the September
term of court, and the case was ap-
pealed to the supreme court, which
granted a new trial. At the March term
he was again convicted and sentenced to
hang May 9. No appeal -was taken, but a
commutation was asked of the governor
and granted.

BLEW HIS HEAD OFF.
When the people learned that execu-

tive clemency had been granted there was
much excitement.' About fifty well armed
masked men went to the jailer, com-
manded him to go and unlock the jail
which he did under cover of a shotgun.
The jailer and night guard were marched
Inside the jailwhen one of the mob who
had acted as spokesman emptied the con-
tents of a double barreled shotgun Into
Hardin's head, blowing it almost entirely
away. The mob then fastened ttye jailex

and guard ln the jailand left as silently
as they came-

No demonstration of any sort was made
and it was some time before the town
knew what had occurred.

The coroner returned a verdict that
Hardin came to his death by gunshot
wounds In the hands of unknown parties.

VOLCANIC CONDITIONS.

There ls a strained feeling existing to-
ward the Canadian officials as to the re-
sult of their assumption of the summit
as the boundary line, and It would not
take much to create an open demonstra-
tion and a resort to arms should the
Canadians attempt any further en-
croachments on American territory.

While there was no truth ln the re-
ported battle between miners and mount-

ed police on the boundary line on the
Porcupine district, itis staled that a for-
ward move was contemplated by the
Canadians, and all arrangements had
been perfected.to move the boundary line
far enough toward the coast lo embrace
the rich diggings of the Porcupine river.
The miners there, numbering about 700,
had determined leaders. Word was
sent to the mounted police that their
attempt io encroach on American terri-
tory would result in bloodshed. As the
Americans are In the majority the Cana-
dians reconsidered their Intentions.

A corresponding move from the summit
to Skagway was also planned, and it is
the knowledge of these contemplated
movements that has aroused a feling of
antagonism here against the Canadians
that will yet result In serious trouble If
the boundary question ls not settled upon.
