WILLSAVE THE COUNTY $4,000

But Hi.-Man Who Insists on Holding

tbe Position and the Republican
Coterie Back of Him Do Not Seem
to Want It That -Way What
Famishes the Holdover Grounds
for Hope.

Gregory P. Rltt, recently elected coun-
ty assessor under the law passed by tho
legislature, la making ready to take
charge of the office to which he was
chosen. Under the law the assessor Is,
before commencing his duties, to give a
borfd in the sum of 15,000, which is to
be approved by the board of county com-
missioners In writing and then filed, to-
gether with the oath of office In the
office of the register of deeds. The new
assessor took the oath of office yester-
day afternoon before Deputy Clerk Fitz-
gerald of the district court.

Mr. Ritt has retained Pierce Butler
as attorney, and as soon as the county
commissioners approve his bond and it
has been filed in the office of the register
of deeds, will commence legal proceed-
ings to secure possession of the office to
which he was chosen. Until this for-
mality is gone through with the office
will be in possession of Robert Seng,
the present incumbent.

The bill fixes the salary at J2.500 per
year, and already the leaders of the Re-
publican party and the politicians are
talking about the unconstitutionality of
the law and declaring that it is no
good. The claim is made that the pro-
vision of the act which allows the board
of county commissioners to elect an as-
sessor to serve until tne people at the
election in 1900 choose one is special leg-
islation. If this clause can be knocked
out, then the law, which would save the
county $4,000 each year, will be rendered
of no effect.

The law as passed and signed by thegovernor was introduced in the house by
Mr. Sehurman, of Ramsey county, and
ls as follows:

Section 1. There shall be elected in
each county in this state having a popu-
lation of not less than 100,000 and notover 185,000 Inhabitants, a county asses-sor, who shall hold his office for the twoyears from and after the first Monday
in January next succeeding his election,
and until his successor is elected and
qualified, and shall keep his office at the
county seat.

Sec. 2. Such assessor, before commenc-
ing his duties, shall take and subscribe
an oath of office and give bonds In the
Denal sum of $5,000, to the state of Min-
nesota, with sureties to be approved by
the board of county commissioners, con-
ditioned for the faithful discharge of the
duties of his office, which bond, with the
written approval of such board of county
commissioners and such oath, shall be
filed and recorded in the office of the
register of deeds.

Sec. 3. Such assessor shall have thepower to appoint one or more assistants
under him, each of whom shall be a resi-
dent freeholder and qualified elector of
said county, and to remove the same atpleasure, and for whose acts he shall bo
responsible. Each assistant assessor
aforesaid shall act under the direction of
the principal assessor, and may be as-
signed by such principal assessor such
district or portion of said county or other
duties as such principal assessor may
deem expedient, and shall receive such
compensation as such principal assessor
may deem advisable; provided that each
township and village shall be entitled to
Its own assistant assessor, who/«hall beappointed by the principal assessor.

Sec. 4. That for the faithful perform-
ance of the duties of the office of such
county assessor he shall receive out of
the treasury of such county the follow-
ing amounts, to-wit: In odd numberedyears the sum of $7,500. $2,500 of which
shall be the salary of such principal as-
sessor, and the remaining $5,000 shall be
for such assistant assessors and clerk
hire, and in even numbered year- thesum of $9,500, of which $2,500 shall be thosalary of such principal assessor, and$7,000 for such assistant assessor and
clerk hire; that no other or further sums
shall be allowed or paid to such asses-
sor, assistant assessors or clerk, except
as herein provided, and shall be ln lieu
of and in full for all clerk hire and as-
sistance of every kind in making com-plete assessments of all the property of
such county for taxation and perform-
ingall the acts necessary ln the perform-
ance of the duties of said office. That thesalary of such principal assessor shall bepaid to him in monthly installments, and
the salary of such assistant assessors and
clerks shall be paid to them in equal
monthly installments out of the treasury
of such counties.

Sec. 6. Said principal assessor, by him-self or with the aid of his assistant as-sessors and clerks, shall assess all prop-
erty übject to taxation within such coun-ty under the laws of this state.

Sec. 6. That the board of county com-missioners of such counties shall at their
first meeting after the passage of this
act nominate and appoint a county as-sessor, who shall fill such office and
qualify therefor and perform the duties
of such office as herein provided untilthe next general election to be held ln
the month of November, 1900, and untilhis successor is elected and qualified.

Sec. 7. All acts and parts of acts In-
consistent with this act are hereby re-pealed.

Sec. 8. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after Its oaasaca.

Judge Kelly,ln,ia decision handed down
yesterday, holds fchat the sureties on the
bond given by the; Minnesota Savings
bank to the county of Ramsey for funds
deposited is void '^nd^prders Judgment for
the defendant sureties. The action was
brought in the name of the county against
William Bickel as principal and Joseph
Ehrmantraut Jr., Qeftrge J. Mitsch,
Thomas F; Conroj', Herman L. Schade,
and Flora Dorlnden. as administratrix of
the estate of C. J. pbrinden. The court
lri# the decision :gives the following as
conclusions of fact:

That Fred C. Stevens was president
and Wm. F. Bickel casiher of the Min-
nesota Savings bank. July 27, 1896, Bickel.acting on behalf of the bank, presented
,° «

c,boar<iot county commissioners
in official session purporting to be a bond
of said corporation to secure the deposit
of moneys of Ramsey county. The writ-ing, as submitted to said board, was notsigned nor sealed by Herman L. Schade
and said Rhode's name did not appear
thereon or ln either certificate thereon.The board, consisting, of. Mayor F. B.Doran, Commissioners Wright, Keller-man, Moritz. McCfaron and Allen, re-
fused to approve or -accept said proposedbond, and referred the" same to a com-
mittee consisting of Moritz, McCaron and
Kellerman called the committee of pub-
lic records and reports with Instructions
to notify said bank of the board's ac-
tion and to demand that additional sure-
ties be had upon said proposed bond.
That thereafter Commissioner Moritz,
acting for said committee and said board,
returned said paper to* Bickel with noticeas above. Bickel thereafter procured
Herman L. Schale to sign and seal saidbond, and Bickel wrote with his own
hand the name of Schade w*herever Itnow appears In the body of said bond,
and in the certificates of the notary pub-
lic of the acknowledgment thereof andjustification thereon and above said no-tary's signature and seal.

That none of the. other persons whosenames are signed to said paper as sure-ties had notice of the addition theretoof Herman L. Schade's signature or of
the circumstances uri_er which said ad-
dition was had and made. Nor does itappear they had notice of the deposits
thereafter made in said bank upon thefaith of said paper.

That defendant; Joseph EhrmanntrautJr., signed said paper as a surety withan agreement made between the presi-dent and cashier of the bank that thesame should not be binding on him ordelivered to the" county commissioners
until he, Ehrmam-ttraat. should approve
Hle-,c£ther Bureties. That prior to Aug.17, 1896, plaintiff board had notice through
Commissioner Moritz of said agreementbetween Ehrmanntraut and the bank of-
ficers and notice also that said Ehrmann-traut denied his obligation under saidproposed bond. That after Ehrmanntrautsigned said bond" it was never at any
time presented to him for approval and
he did not approve the sureties thereonand did not at any time acknowledge trheexecution thereof before the notary
whose certificate is indorsed or beforeany ontary.

That on Aug.17. 1896, said bond of $10,000
was returned by the committee to theboard of county commissioners, while insession and was approved on recommenda-
tion of the committee with William FBickey, Joseph Ehrmanntraut, George J.Mitsch. L. J. Casserley, Christ J. Dornl-den, Thomas F. Conroy and Herman L.
Schade as sureties. That the county com-
missioners except as in the action takenby adopting the report of the committeeon the bond as recommended by the com-mittee, took no action which designated
or attempted to designate said MinnesotaSavings bank as a depository of the fundsof Ramsey county, '.under the proposal
land or otherwise; That the board ofaudit, as provided for by law did not atany time or in any manner designate orattempt to designate said Minnesota Sav-ings bank as depository of the funds ofsaid Ramsey county.

Relying on the bopd the county treas-urer deposited moneys belonging to thecounty ln the bank between Aug. 19, 1896
and Sept. 30, 1896, the sum of 14,688.14, and
withdrew amounts so that when the bank
made an assignment in January, 1897there was on deposit $2,688.14 of county
funds.

As a conclusion of law It is determined
that defendant sureties answering are en-
titled to judgment, that plaintiff takenothing by its complaint, and that de-
fendants recover costs and disbursements.

Tn the memorandum accompanying the
decision Judge Kelly,says:

The paper sued on never became theobligation of Joseph Ehrmanntraut be-cause the attempted delivery on Aug. 17,
1896, was in violation of the conditionsupon which said Ehrmanntraut signed
the paper, and the county commissioner
through Commissioner Moritz knew or
were put on enquiry as to those condi-
tions. The release of Ehrmanntraut Jr.
and the adding of Shade's signature
changed so materially the paper, as ori-ginally signed and seajed by the others,
that its effect ln law is to release all the
sureties. It was not, ln fact when de-
livered the bond that either of them sup-
posed he was executirtg. Whether or not
under the facts ifl this case the county
treasurer was authorized to deposit In
this bank any of the-funds of Ramsey
county is not necessary, and Ido not de-
cide. Perhaps the acy,on of the county
board on the bond followed by the de-
posit of money therein may be held as
between the county" and the sureties to
make the bond a de fagto depository. But,
however, that may beijby reason of the
attractions and irregularities in, and
authorized delivery of the bond as found,
Iam compelled tS hold the sureties re-
leased as a matter! of law.'

REPLENISH THE FISH SUPPLY

GAME COMMISSION SENDS TO VER-
MILLIONFALLS THIS WETK

FOB PIKE SPAWN

Pike Will Be Secured From the
SloiiKhi. Along: tbe River After
tlie Water Falls —An Immense
Amount of Stocking; Planned.

executive Agent Beutner, Supt. Mor-
gan, of the flsh hatchery, and a corp of
assistants will leave tomorrow for Ver-
million lake, where they will make the
annual harvest of pike spawn. The state
game and flsh commission expects to se-
cure In the neighborhood of 100,000,000
spawn of the pike variety from Pike
river. The females are stripped of their
eggs, and It frequently happens that a
female weighing ten or twelve pounds
willcontain several quarts of eggs. The
males are also stripped into the buckets
where the eggs are placed, and they im-
mediately become pregnent. The eg^s
are shipped to the Willow brook hatch-
ery with as little delay as possible, and
hatched by an approved artificial pro-
cess.

Mr. Beutner said yesterday that 95;
per cent of the eggs secured were hatch-
ed, and that 60 per cent actually fount!
their way Into the rivers and lakes of
the state. In the natural state with this
variety of fish Mr. Beutner say 3the fig-
ures are Just reversed, and that scarcely
5 per cent of the eggs are hatched when
not artificially treated.

The state commission as soon as it has
completed its labors on Vermillion lake
will transfer the scene of Its operations
to the sloughs along the Mississippi river.
Here it is that millions of black bass are
hatched, and captured by the commis-
sion's men in the sloughs after the waters
recced ln the spring. The young bass
run, during the spring, freshets Into the
sloughs, and when the water falls they
are locked in these little pockets all along
the river, and the state game and flsh
commission does the rest. No way has
yet

-
been discovered in which to strip

the black bass variety of their spawn.
The females care for their young just the
same as an old hen. They biuld nests in
the secluded parts of the stream and
guard zealously their young until they
have been nurtured sufficiently for them
to venture out unprotected, by parental
care. Last year the commission placed
the greater number of Its black bass in
White Bear and Minnetonka. This year
there will be a general distribution all
over the state, as these lakes have been
pretty well stocked. About a year and. a
half or two years from the time the
black bass are hatched they commence
to breed, and multiply with great
rapidity.

Trout ls the only variety which the
commission is obliged to breed. Nearly
3.000 breeders, are kept at the hatchery
all the time, and these supply the trout
fry that are distributed through the state.
At present the commission has on hand
about 3,000,000 young brook trout. The
commission has tried a great many ex-
periments with trout, and has come to
the conclusion that a cross between the
native brook trout and the Scotch is the
gamiest and hardiest of the speckled
species. The principal troust streams,
where the bulk of the trout are dis-
tributed are Winona, Houston, Fillmore
and St. Louis counties. In these counties
are located hundreds of small spring
water streams that are especially adapted
for the trout variety.

Besides trout, bass and pike the com-
mission puts out every year a large num-
ber of the commoner varieties, such as
catfish and carp that are captured along
with the bass in the Mississippi river
every spring.
It is estimated that the game and flsh

ccmmisslon will put out 125,000,000 young
fish during the season.

CALL FROM BURGLARS.

Samnel Sternberg's Clothing; Store
Visited, but Little Is Stolen.

Samuel Sternber's clothing store, IS3
West Seventh street, was entered by
burglars Tuesday night, and articles of
jewelry to the value of about $6 jtaken.
The burglars entered through a window
ln the rear of the store, facing on an al-
ley, some time between 6 and 8 o'clock,
but were not seen in the attempt, and no
clew was left to trace them with.

Several days ago Officer Picha notified
the proprietor of the store that the wood-
en bars guarding his rear window needed
repairing. There are five on the window
and two were cut off. The burglars re-
moved the other three and forced the

jwindow open with a chisel. After dis-
covering his loss, about 9 o'clock Tuesday
evening, the proprietor of the store re-
membered the advice of the officer and
concluded to say nothing. The matter
was reported to the police yesterday
morning, however, by the officer on the
beat.

VOLUNTARY LIQUIDATION.

Bank of Merriam Park and Bank of
Nicollet to Enter.

At a recent meeting of the stockholders
of the Bank of Merriam Park it was de-
cided to go Into voluntary liquidation, ln
accordance with the suggestion made by
Bank Examiner Pope, who advised this
course.

The stockholders will be paid ln full.
The bank officials have notified the public
examiner that they are ready to meet
the demands of the depositors at any
time.

Bank Examiner Pope yesterday received
a notice from the Bank of Nicollet, at
Nicollet, Minn., that a similar action had
been taken by the stockholders of that
institution.
