CHOYNSKI WAS DRUGGED.

Latest Story of the Buttle With Mc-
Coy at Sun Francisco.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., April 20
—

Startling disclosures are made in con-
nection with the recent McCoy-Choynskl
twenty-round fight. It was learned from
a person who knows Choynskl's family
well that the fighter was out of Ills mind
for two days after his battle, and that
boih he and his relatives were convinced
afterwards that he had been drugged. It
is said that Joe accuses one who was
supposed to be his bosom friend of
double-dealing.

The story was whispered around after
the fight among a certain few people, but
Choynskl succeeded ln having It sup-
pressed, as he foresaw that a "holler"
after defeat would not look well. The
yarn gained publicity today, however,
and It has caused a big commotion
among followers of the pugilistic game.

Just what part McCoy played ln the
alleged plot or whether ho played any at
all Is not known. Circumstances In con-
nection with the fight are a bit peculiar.
The day after ItMcCoy was examined by
a physician and declared to be unable to
stand the strain of a single round.
Choynskl was never in better condition.
Vat McCoy outpointed and outfought
him. Many critics" at the ringside said
Choynskl was not himself.

The story goos that Joe was drugged
with chloral put In his whisky flask. It
ls said that this drug when used moder-
ately is not dangerous, but that it has
the effect of making the victim "dopey."
He is able to work mechanically, but his
mental capabilities are blunted. So ln
this way it may be seen that Choynskl
could easily have gone through the fight
and spectators been none the wiser.

TRENTON, N. J.. April 21.—The Na-

tional Cycling association filed Incorpora-
tion papers in the offlce of the secretary
of state here today. The capital is $2,000,
and the object of the association, as stat-
ed in the papers, is to govern cycle rac-
ing, to prevent, detect and punish frauds
against honest racing on race tracks.

AVENGE THE CAPTURE OF

PLANNING PUNITIVE STEPS

Iftbe Members! of tbe American Par-

ty Are Alive They -will Be Res-
cued, and if Dead the Filipinos
Will ne Made to Sutler nios
Can Cast No Light Upon the
Affair.

MANILA,April 21.—Admiral Dewey is
determined to punish' the insurgents for
the affair at Baler and to avenge the loss
of Lieut. Gilmore and his party, If the
men are dead, or to rescue them If they
are alive. The admiral when questioned
regarding the matter said the plans for
the expedition to Baler were still Incom-
plete, but that he Intended to send an ex-
pedition there which would not only re-
lease the Spanish garrison, but which
would punish the Insurgents thoroughly
for the treatment they had accorded
Lieut. Gilmore and the men of the York-
town. •
Admiral Dewey would not say what he

believed had been the fate of Gilmore
and the sailors. He said he supposed
they had been either killed or captured.
It could easily be seen from his manner
that he believes the American sailors
are dead. It is probable that the puni-
tive expedition will start within a few
days.
During the Interview Admiral Dewey

talked of the expedition to Baler, which
is on the east coast of Luzon. He said
the Yorkton was dispatched to Baler on
a mission of mercy to rescue forty Span-
ish sailors and three priests, who were
beleaguered In a church. On arriving
at Balen Lleuts. Gilmore and Standley
took fourteen sailors ln a steam launch
to make soundings. The launch was
armed with a machine gun.

Lieut. Standley landed and ascended
a hill to reconnolter, and the launch dis-
appeared behind a bend ln the river, con-
tinuing the soundings. -Presently Stand-
ley heard a volley of musketry. Three
more volleys followed, and then loud
cheering. He did not hear the machine
gun at all. He tried to get to the scene
of the fighting, but could not locate the
launch. Over the brow of the hill he
could see a church in the distance. A
Spanish flag was floating over it. Notbeing able to see or hear more of the
Americans in the launch, he returned to
the Yorkton. A scouting party was Im-mediately sent out from the cruiser.

SEARCH IN VAIN.
For two days a search was continued

for the missing men. Not a trace could

be found of them. Then the Yorktown
returned to Manila and reported their
disappearance.

Admiral Dewey is unable to explain
Ithe fate of the party.- He said he sup-

posed they had been captured or killed
either by insurgents or Spaniards. He
could not say which.

Gen. Rios, who was ignorant of the fate
of Lieut. Gilmore and his companions,
is greatly surprised that the Americans
should have been attacked. Gen. Rlos
said that last January he had tried to
notify the garrison at ..Baler that the
Spanish- American war was ended, and so
arranged with Aguinaldo to send a lieu-
tenant in the Spanish army with the mes-
sage. He was to be' accompanied by Fil-
ipinos. He was never \heard of after-
ward. Gen. Rios said lie supposed that
the garrison at Baler had either refused
to accept the message as authentic, sus-
pecting treachery, or that the young of-
ficer had been killed by the Filipinos.

GEN. RIOS SURPRISED.
Gen. Rios was greatly surprised al

Lieut. Standley's story of seeing a Span-
ish flag flying over the church, and said
that the only explanation he could offer,
was that the garrison still believed Spain
was at war with America. If the Span-
iards attacked the launch he said it was
because of the Ignorance of the treaty oi
peace on the part of the Spaniards, and
because they were not aware of the York-
town's mission. Still, he said that he be-
lieved the launch had been attacked by
Insurgents, as the besieged Spaniards
were powerless to assume the offensive.

He claims
Aguinaldo and his followers do not want
money. All they are fighting for, Rios
says, is independence. He said he thought
they were holding back the prisoners
ln the hope that their retention in some
way might help the insurgent cause.
