All people may not agree that "music
hath charms to soothe the savage breast,"
but certainly no one can doubt its educa-
tional value. This particular muse plays
an Important part in the development of
all that is best in civic life, for music,
that Is the higher class of music, fosters
ambitions that would otherwise be dor-
ment; awakens energies that would oth-
erwise remain Inert.

That St. Paul is not lacking in this
educational factor, all who know of the
excellent work of the Schubert club, and

the results of that work are plainly
mnnifest, will admit. Through its agency
artists of the highest repute have been
brought to the Saintly City, and nearly
everything good in the musical line that
the East has enjoyed has also fallen to
our share. The good work that has been
accomplished by the orchestra and chorus
in connection with the club Is, perhaps,
not so widely known. The chorus had its
beginning in the ladies' chorus, which met
several winters ago every Wednesday
morning in connection with the Schubert
club. At the annual meeting in May,

1898, it was decided after much considera-
tion to establish a mixed chorus in con-
nection with the orchestra for oratorio
work. Mr.Emil Ober-Hoffer was chosen
musical director, and in spite of many
obstacles to be overcome and numerous
drawbacks, both orchesrta and chorus
have flourished and developed wonder-
fully. When it was ctecfiled last fall that
the Schubert club would Join forces with
the Library concert series, known as the
Schubert-Library concert series, the use
of both orchestra and chorus was given
up entirely to the large concerts given In
the series during the winter, and both
won enviable encomiums from musicians,

The chorus has
now over two hundred voices that have
been wielded together Into a unity sur-
prising considering the short time they
have sung together.
