The same condition applies to Minne-
apolis and Duluth, M)»i^lson says, and,
has resulted in a demoralization of the
scalrt t<> the extent of perhaps 30 per
cent, to say nothing of the injury to the
tailoring trade by* reason of the work bo-
ing done by those who are not tailors
by trade.

Olson are strongly opposed to the system,
and have made suggestions looking to-
wards stopping the practice in St. Paul,
but to little effect, aa it seems to be
thoroughly established here.

SIXTY MILLIONS SAPITAIi.

Union Steel and Chain Company of
Delaware Is Incorporated.

DOVER, Del., April 22.—A certificate of
incorporation of the Union Steel and
Chain company, with a capital stock of
$60,000,000, the largest incorporation that
has yet come Into existence under the
new state laws., was, filed tonight with
Secretary of State Hughes. One-half of
the capital stock is preferred, and one-
half common. The stock, it is said, will
be listed with options on all chain plants
and steel works throughout the country.

'Through the Corporation Trust Company,
under whose counsel It sought life, there
was paid into the treasury of Delaware
$1,500 fee, $9,000 state tax and the com-
pany will continue to pay about $3,650 an-
nually. The incorpora tors are: W. F.
Kaney, E. L. Harper and Maurice E.
Doran, all of New York.

COPPER 3IINES COMBINE.

Gigantic Trust Reported to Have

Been. Formed.
CHICAGO, April 22.—Deftnite informa-

tion reached Chicago tonight that a con-
tract has been signed whfclr finally trans-
fers to a single organization practically
all of the large producing* copper mines in
the United States. Details were meag3r

The figurehead was missing from the
steamer's bow, but Capt. Seely, of the
St. John City, could not see whether It
had been knocked away in a collision or
been removed.

ST. LOUIS MAN FOR AUDITOR

Road Mar Reduce It* Staff of
Clerks in the Auditing Depart-

ment by Introducing a. Plan of
Photographing* Monthly Sheets
Great Western Spending Money
in Road Improvements.

The Minneapolis & St. Louis road has
appointed a new auditor to succeed O. C.
Post, May 1. The new man is Frank
Nay, of St. Louis, at present chief clerk
tq the auditor of the St. Louis & South-
western, and has been known by General
Manager Day for a long time. JIo is
known as a very progressive man, and it
Is hinted that he will make some import-
ant changes in the routine of the Minne-
apolis & St. Louis auditing department.
Labor saving devices are constantly be-
ing Invented in the accounting systems
of big companies, and one of the latest
is a scheme which does away with the
necessity for several clerks in the audit-
ing departments. It is a plan, being
adopted by Western roads, of photo-
graphing the monthly balance sheets. On
the big roads these sheets have to be
made out many times in duplicates, with
great care to avoid mis-takes Incopying,
and this requires the services of a small
corps of clerks.

The new plan, which, by the way, Mr.
Nay is said to be interested in, is to
photograph the first and original sheet
and thus obtain as many copies as de-
sired without the corps of copyists.

Two other positions on the Minneapolis
& St. Louis recently made vacant, are
to be filed May 1. Mr. Jarrett from St.
Louis, will be the next superintendent of
bridges and buildings, and the new shop
foreman is Mr. Hicks, from Fort Dodge,
10.

"Our company willbuild a railroad Into
Spokane this summer from a point on
the boundary line in the upper Okanogan
valley. The Canadian Paciflc has a force
buildingacross EigMeadow to the bound-
ary line at a point about six miles from
where the Washington, Midland &South-
ern starts."

IMPROVING ITS ROAD.

Great Western Begins to Make a
Number of Improvements.

OELWEIN, 10., April 22.—The Chicago
Great Western Railway company, will
spend $500,000 dollars this year in improv-
ing its line between Oelwein and Chi-
cago. Work has already commenced and
will continue through the summer. Sev-
enty-five miles of line willbe relaid \u2666/ith
new heavy steel rails. Sixteen side tracks
will be relaid and the yards at several
points willbe entirely rebuilt.

The roadbed will be thoroughly bal-
lasted with gravel, between Oelwein and
Chicago, and six new steel bridges will
be built. An interlocking system willbe
put in at all crossings, which will enable
trains to make better time, as stops at
junctions will not be necessary when
such a system is in operation. The ten
new engines of the company are being
set up in Oelwein, and will shortly be
ready for service on the main line be-
ween Minneapolis and Chicago. No. 200
left today under Its own steam for St.
Paul on a trial trip.

Get Reduced Rates.
Fare and a third rates have been se-

cured for the biennial convention of the
Royal Neighbors of America to be held
in St. Paul, May sto 11. Tickets will
be sold at all points in the eastern com-
mittee territory good until May 17.

The same rates are announced from
Minnesota points to the Diocesan con-
vention of Episcopal churches to be held
at Faribault July 7 and 8.

Western Trunk Line Rate*.
ST. LOUIS, April 22.— The Western

Trunk lines freight committee, which has
been in session here several days, has
disposed of all the routine subjects on
the docket. The special committee to
which had been, referred the question of
advancing the rates on export grain, af-
ter a careful consideration of the matter,
announced that the executive officers
would-be informed that under existing
conditions It was not practicable to rec-
ommend any advance in those rates. Af-
ter the proposed joint conference of the
lines east and west of the Missouri river,
conditions might change but no advance
could be considered advisable at this
time.

Mr. Plotugh Returns.

eral manager of the St. Paul & Duluth,
who was injured in the Burlington wreck
at Aurora Thursday night, returned to
St. Paul yesterday morning.

While his injuries were not at all serious,
he will probably not be in condition to
attend to business for a week to come.

N. P. and O. R. &N. Conference.
NEW YORK, April22.— Tt Is understood

that although there has been several con-
ferences In this city recently between
representatives of the Northern Pacific
and the Oregon Railway and Navigation
companies, nothing has been accom-
plished towards a settlement of the dif-
ficulties between these organizations.
President Mohler, of the Oregon com-
pany, left for the West today, and Presi-
dent Mellen, of the Northern Pacific, also
left for Canada.

Five New Locomotives.
The Chicago Great Western has just

received five of the new ten-wheel loco-
motives ordered by the company. The
engines are of a slightly different type
from those used in this vicinity, being
longer and not so high. The boiler has
fifteen-foot flues instead of the usual
twelve-foot flue, and the tubes are 2%
inches in diameter.

Western Passenger Aw.tocialtion.
The reorganization of the Western Pas-

senger association will come up again In
Chicago next Wednesday.

The plan now suggested is a departure
from all previous agreements among the
lines, and at this distance would appear
to be an attempt to bond together those
who wish to unite to fight the roads that
do not join.

Car Famine Is Serious.
CLEVELAND, 0., April 22.—Railway

officials report that the present car fam-
ine is the most serious ever experienced.
The situation seems to be growing worse
each day. The Lake Shore company, it
Is stated, cannot supply 50 per cent of
the cars called for, and other lines run-
ning into this city are in practically tha
same position.

CHICAGO, April 22.—East-bound ship-
ments for the week were 84,662 tons,
against '83,11T tons for the previous week,
and 60,662 tons for tho corresponding
week last year. The Lake Shore led
with 15,525.
