KIRKSVILLE, Mo., April 28.—As a re-
sult of the tornado that swept through
the eastern pertion of this cify yester-
day morning, demolishing half of the re-
sidence and office buildings, two hundred

families are homeless, and nearly
jifty dead bodies and seventy injured
persons have been recoversd from the

ruins.

More than a dozen of the injured
die. Although rescuers have been
scarching the ruins ever since the storm
spent its fury, many are still missing,
and It is thought that a considerable
number of the unfortunates were con-
sumed In the flames that broke out soon
ufter the storm had ceased. The work
of rescue continues, but it may be days
before the total number of victims is
known. As far as known the names of
the dead and Injured are as follows:

The tornado struck the city last even-
ing—and most of the residents were at
supper at the tlme—cutting a clean path,
one mile long and 600 feet wide, through
the residence section, and leaving death
and destruction in its wake. Buildings
were demolished or twisted apart and
scattered to the four winds. A conserva-
tive estimate places the aggregate amount
of damage at $200,000, individual losses
ranging from $100 to $8,000.

The wind played many pranks and there
was some miraculous escapes. J. T. Coon-
field and his family were eating supper
when the tornado struck their home. The
house was picked up and carried across
a slough, and dumped up against a hill.
The building was not completely wreck-
ed, and the family escaped without any-
thing worse than a severe shaking up.
Hcuses on both sides of the residence of
W. T. Hull were blown into splinters,
but the wind was content with twisting
his house off its foundation, and leaving
it intact. The house was in the center
of the district, and it was used as a
hospital after the storm. P. J. Rieger,
a prominent attorney, ran right into the
path of the storm to save his family, who
were helpless with fear. Dashing into the
house he carrled his wife and children
into the cellar. As he stumbled into the
blace of safety the buflding was leveled
to the ground. He was just in time to
save his loved ones, and is happy, al-

though his loss by the cyclone amounts
to $3,000.

CUT LIKE A KNIFE.

Among the first of the buildings wreck-
ed was the elegant $10,000 residence of
Mrs. Mary Hensley, in the southeastern
part of the city. Not a vestige of it is
left. The Catholic church, a flne brick
structure in the northwestern part, was
urroofed and otherwise damaged. The
large dwelling of Judge Andrew Ellison,
in the same locality, was stripped of its
second story. He and his family, and
John Donoghy, took refuge In the cellar
and were saved. The residence of H.
Lowel, just outside of town, was twisted
into a heap of ruins, and three of his
children burfed In the debris and killed.
Other large residences were lifted from
their foundation, and literally torn into
kindling wood.

For a time the people in that por-
tion of the town not touched by the
storm were panic-stricken, but as soon
as they recovered their wits they Im-
mediately went to the ald of their un-
fortunate townsmen. Calls for help were
sent to surrounding towns, and were
qulckly responded to. The wounded were
carried to the homes of hospitable neigh-
bors, and glven Immediate attention.
Twenty-five doctors from Moberly, Macon
and other poinfs along the line of the
Wabash railroad came to Kirksville last
night, in response to urgent calls for
medical assistance. The visiting doctors
co-operated with the local physicans, and
the work of caring for the wounded was
expedited.

Hundreds of persons visited the strick-
en district today and a large number of
sightseers came from neighboring towns.
The special officers would not allow any
one without authority to go through the
ruined district. Kirkville streets have
been hub deep in mud ever since the first
spring shower, and the rain that followed
the tornado has made them impassable
for wagons. This state of affairs hinder
the work of gathering the dead, and
makes the compilation of a complete list
of victims impossible for the time being.
All business has been suspended, and the
only stores open are those dealing in
drugs.

HORRIFYING SCENES.

The scenes that met the gaze of the
rescuers were horrifying. An aged man
and his wife had evidently been eating
their evening meal . when the cyclone
struck and carried their home away.
They had clasped each other {n their
arms, and were found dead on the
ground some distance away from where
their home had been.. No trace of their
house has been found. Several of the
dead were found at spots which would
have been the.center of their buildings
had they not been blown to pieces. This
was the case with Mrs. Panschott, who
suffered a most terrible death. Her
headless body, with her arms clasping
her lifeless baby, was discovered on the
floor of the house, which was left as a
raised platform in an adjoining fleld.
The head was severed as if it had been
done with a knife, and was about twenty
feet distant. Two children had been ly-
ing in a cot In one of the destroved
houses. The house was carried away,
but the floor of the first stery and tha
foundations were left, the wind lifting
the house from the sills and tumbling it
a long distance. The cot on which the
little ones lay was lifted up, with them
on it, and carried fully a block and a
half and set down on the ground.
Neither of the children was hurt. Along
the railroad track betwen the depot and
Kellogg's Crossing, a distance of half a
mile, was a mass of debris. The wrecks
of many homes were scattered along the
ground, and trees were filled with bed
clothing and other household goods.

THOUSANDS HOMELESS.

Mayor Noonan, assisted by a number of
citizens, opened an intelligence bureau at
noon. Messengers were sent through the
stricken district in search of persons who
were known to have resided in that sec-
tion of the town. Every citizen made It
his duty to report at the bureau of infor-
mation all cases of death, injury and of
persons missing. In this way some .little
degree of order was brought out of chaos.
By 2 o'clock it was sald at headquarters
that the injured so far numbered seventy-
four, with about a dozen cases which are
sure to result fatally. The list is not

.complete, however.

There are two undertakers In Kirksville,
and together they had all they could do
taking care of the dead.

A meeting of citizens, at which thea
mayor presided, was held this afternoon
at the opera house. Committees were ap-
pointed to systematize the work of clear-

‘Ing away the wreckage, providing shelter

for the homeless ones, and raising funds
for their temporary care. There are at
least 1,000 homeless persons in Kirksville.

BABIES UNHARMED.

The freaks of the storm were many,
but one of the strangest occurrences was
the finding of a crooning baby in a field
far away from any house. The child
was scarcely scratched. The baby has
not been lidentified. Another baby has
been found brulsed to death by the vio-
lence of the wind. This baby also has
not been identified.

Among the horrors of the storm was
the finding of a corpse of a sixteen-year-
old girl, with a two by four scantling
driven through her body. The body of a
little child was found with the limb of a
tree sticking through its neck.

The district visited by the storm had
been recently built up and most of the
houses were new. Many had been put
up with borrowed money, and, as a re-
sult, scores are not only houseless, but
burdened with debt, for only a very few of
the buildings were Insured against wind.
The relief committee .secured donations
of over $1,000 within a short time this
afternoon, but the calamity is so over-
whelming that outside assistance will be
needed. The mayors of St. Louis, Kan-
sas City, Quincy, St. Joseph, Sedalia, Mo-
berly, Macon and several other towns
have already telegraphed offers of as-
sistance. There is some talk of petition-
ing the legislature for state aid.

No arrangements have yet been made
for the burial of the dead.

Every member of an entire family,
with the house they dwelt in, is unac-
counted for, and it is believed that all
have been killed. These are Franklin Mc-
Clay and wife and daughter, and Miss
Cora Miller, of Brashear, Mo., who re-
sided with the McClays.

DISTRESS AND DESOLATION.

Awful Fury of the Storm in the
Town of Newton.

CHILICOTHE, Mo., April 28.—Scenes
of utter distress and desolation were pic-
tured today In the little tornado-swept
burg of Newton, forty miles from here,
on the St. Paul road. A day of ceaseless
search among the rulns and ‘work for
the injured and suffering, followed a
night of gloom and despalir. Fifty fami-
lies are homeless, there being about fif-
teen dead and over thirty injured, while
half of the place is in ruins. A complete
list of casualties will not be known for
several days.

SLOANE FAMILY SKELETON DRAG-
GED FROM ITS CLOSET AND
PARADED TO VIEW

DIVORCE AND A WEDDING

HENRY T, SLOANE IS GRANTED LE-
GAL SEPARATION FROM HIS
WIFE, JESSIE

GIVEN CUSTODY OF CHILDREN

Proceedings Were Had Before a

Referee and Kept as Secret ns
Was Possible—Former Mrs. Sloane
Is Wedded to Perry Belmont Soon
After Granting of Divorce Is An-

nounced—Sequel to a Scandal.

NEW YORK, April 28.-Henry T.
Sloane, the well known and wealthy so-
ciety man, was today granted an abso-
lute divorce from his wife, Jessie A.
Sloane. The decree was handed down by
Justice Stover, in the supreme court, and
was based upon the report cf a referee
whose name was rot officially disclosed.
The name of the co-respondent was also
kept secret. The custody of the Sloane
children, Jessie, Emily and Eleanor, was
given to Mr. Sloane. He .was glso ac-
corded the right to marry, and defendant
in the suit, it was stated, should not law-
fully marry again until after the death
of Mr. Sloane.

‘“But,”” the decree continued, 'the re-
marriage of the parties to this action is
not hereby prohlbited.”

Mrs. Sloane is deprived of the right to
any part in Mr. Sloane’s property. The
separation of the couple was announced
last December.

Perry Belmont and Mrs. Sloane were
married at 8:30 o’clock tonight, at Green-
wich, Conn., by the Rev. Walter M. Bar-
rows, pastor of the Second Congregation-
al church of that city. Mr. and Mrs. Bel-
mont will go to Washington, where they
will be the guests of Mrs. G. Howard,
Mr. Belmont’'s sister, for several days.
Mr. Belmont will then take his bride to
Kentucky, to visit his stock farm.

Before leaving this city tonight, and at
Mr. Belmont’s request, the new Mrs. Bel-
mont conveyed her home, at No. 9 East
Fifty-second street, the house that had
been recently given to her by Mr. Sloane,
and all its contents, to the State Trust
company, with Instructions to convey it
back again to Mr. Sloane. The property
is valued at $650,000. If he shall refuse to
accept it, the Trust company is instructed
to invest the proceeds of the sale of the
house for the beneflt of the Sloane
children.

It is learned that the referee in the di-
vorce case was William I.. Turner, and
that he had been appointed by Justice
Francis Scott on March 25, last. The ref-
eree held two hearings. Mrs. Sloane did
not attend either.

DEFIED THE GOLONEL.

INlinois Soldiers Wanted to Go Home
and Would Not Parade.

CHICAGO, April 28.—Under decidely un-
usual conditions” the 'Beeond iInfantry is
expected to arrive home from Cuba at
any hour tomorrow morning. It was the
wish of Col. Moulton, the commanding of-
ficer, that the regiment should arrive in
Chicago at an hour that would permit
of a parade through the streets. The
various sections of the train bearing the
regiment became separated, and when
the two first sections had arrived at
Cedar Lake, Ind., about two hours ride
from Chicago, the twq rear sections were
six hours late. Col. Moulton thereupon
ordered the two leading sections side-
tracked, to await the arrival of those who
were behind time, and all of them to
remain at Cedar Lake until morning.

This action roused great feeling among
the men who were anxious to reach home.
Ma}. Willlam Dusenberry declared that
the colonel had no right to order tha
trains side-tracked, as each soldier had
paid for his'indfvidual ticket, calling for
through transportation. ‘He openly defled
the colonel, and sent messages to the
railroad. officfals, demanding that the
trains should be moved at once. He was
backed up by the men, who were be-
coming ugly at the prospect of standing
on a side track all night.

General Passenger Agent Reed, of the
Monon, on which the troops were coming,
finally dectded it would be expedient to
leave, and the trains were ordered ahead.
All the sections having arrived, the regl-
ment will arrive about 8 a. m., and as
many of the men have declared they will
not perade under any circumstances, the
event is off.

HONOR DECLINED.

Incident at the Funeral of the Late
Gov. Oglesby.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., April 28.—At the
funeral of former - Gov. Oglesby, at
Elkhart today, Dunham Post No. 441, G.
A. R., brought with them on a silken
pillow the flag which covered the casket
containing the remalns of President Lin-
coln when they were brought from Wash-
ington to Springfields with the request
that it be placed over the casket of Gov.
Oglesby. Mrs. Oglesby declined the hon-
or, however, saying ‘the "hardly thought
it proper for the fiag. which had been
honored by draping ILincoln’'s casket
should perform a like honor for one s
humble as Gov. Oglesby. The flag was
carried by the commander of Dunham
post, immediately aftér the casket, in the
procession from the house to the chapel.

PLEAD FOR PEACK

FILIPINOS HAVE HAD ENOUGH OF
WAR WITH UNITED STATES
" AND ASK QUARTER

' AGUINALDO IS SEEKING DELAY

WANTS A CESSATION OF HOSTILI-
TIES UNTIL FILIPINO CON-
GRESS CAN MEET

THIS CANNOT BE GRANTED

Washington Authorities, Confident
the End Is at Hand, Predicting
That Agminaldo Will Yield When
He Finds That He Can Gain No
Time for Parley From Gen. Otiz—
Rebel Officers Cause a Stir.

WASHINGTON, April 28—The end of
the Filipino insurrection is In sight, in
the opinion of army and navy officials.
A telegram received from Gen. Otis today
announced that Aguinaldo had taken
what is regarded as the first step towards
surrendering—namely, requesting a ces-
sation of hostilities, Becretary Alger
gald, as the department closed, that while
it could not be said that peace was as-
sured, he regarded the prospects as the
brightest, and felt confldent that the end
of the insurrection was near. To his
mind there would- be a repetition of the
negotlations which were nad before San-
tlago. The secretary left Washington to-
night for a ten days’ trip in the West,
and it gave him great satisfaction to
leave affairs in such promising shape,
Everybody is praising the volunteers, a

ed a few days ago, when it was under-
stood that the same men were pleading
to be brought home. Col. Funston came
in for the most commendation, even the
regular officers taking note with admira-
tlon of the fact that his achievements
were all strictly within the line of the
plans lald down for him by his superior
officer, Gen. Wheaton.

Gen. Corbin said that every volunteer
Who participated in the fighting In the
Phillppines since peace was declared
should have a medal of honor. By the
terms of their enlistments they were en-
titled to withdraw from the service, but
they had remained voluntarily, perform-
Ing more than was required of them,
which was more than the ordlnary duty
of a soldier,

It 18 expected that tomorrow there will
be further negotiations with the insur-
gent representatives. While the hope is
expressed that our commission will not
hold out terms so severeas to lead to a
renewal of the fighting or the withdrawal
of ‘the -insurgents to another stronghold
further north, it is reallzed that Gen.
Otis must®exercise care to make sure
they do not in bad faith take advantage
of the opportunity afforded by a sus-
pension of hostilities to secure whatever
beneflt to themselves may come from
the rapldly approaching rainy sgeason.
Campaigning on the part of the Ameri-
cans will be almost impossible at that
time. However, it is believed, that
Aguinaldo 18 now really in earnest, and
that his sole effort is to shift respon-
sibility for the surrender to the Filipino
congress.

Adjt. Gen. Corbin says the Filipino
peace overtures will not bring about any
change of plan in this country as to for-
warding ships, supplies and troops to the
Philippines. Transports are about to safl:
and a considerable number of troops are
under orders to proceed to Manlla.

It is sald at the navy department that
the developments of the day make it im-
probable that the Iowa will be sent to
Manila, according to the original pro-
gramme. In view of the state of affairs
in China, however, the American fleet
on the Amjatic station will be kept at a
high standard.

FILIPINOS SEEK PEACE.

Insurgent Officers Enter Manila and
Confer With Gen. Otis.

MANILA, April 28.—The Filipinos will
seek peace. Col. Manuel Arguelez and
Lleut. Jose Bernal, chief of Gen. Luna’s
staff, entered Gen. MacArthur's line
bearing & flag of truce. They are en
route for Manila by train to confer with
Gen. Otls regarding terms of surrender.

The Filipino officers walked down the
railroad track to the Kamsas regiment’s
outpost at 9 o'clock this morning. The
Kansas captain in command there es-
corted them to Gen. Wheaton’s head-
quarters, where they were provided with
horses and sent to the headquarters of
Gen. MacArthur. The latter invited the
Filipinos to sit down at lunch with him,
and conversed with them for some time.
He refused, however, to speak authori-
tatively on the subject of their errand,
referring all inquiries to Gen. Otis, The
Filipinos were then escorted by Maj.
Mallony, of Gen. MacArthur’s staff to
Manila, reaching this place at 8 p. m.
Gen. Otis’ alde, Lileut. = Staden, was
awaliting their arrival at the depot with
a carriage, in which they were driven to
the palace entrance. The Filipino of-
ficers attracted much attention. They
were dressed In uniforms of checked
blue and white cloth and wore straw
hats. They carried no side arms. They
were escorted directly to the office of Gen.
Otis. Jacob G. Schurman, president of
the Philippine commission, and Hon.
Charles Denby, a member of the com-
misslon, soon joined the party there. The
news of the arrival of Filipino officers un-
der a flag of truce spread through the city
rapidly and many officers gravitated to
the corridors of the place, while a crowd
of natives gathered In the square oppo-
site the palace. At § o'clock the two
Filipino officers, escorted by Lieut. Sla-
den and Maj. Mallony, left the
palace. They did not look at all elated
as a result of their talk with Gen. Otis
and the members of the Philippine com-
mission.

Aguinaldo is evidently selecting the
-armistice as a subierfuge for his con-
gress, hoping by subterfuge to overcome
Gen. Otlg’ consistent pblicy of ignoring
the Filipino congress. The army officers’
argument is that it Is impossible to ar-
range an armistice without the sanction
of congress. Gen. Otis punctured this
assumption by remarking that if Aguin-
aldo could made war without congress, he
could stop it without reference to that
body. One of the conferees afterwards
remarked they are shrewder than white
men in diplomacy, as the Malays are
credited with being. s

tired of war, the leaders are torn with
_dissensions. There is a suspicion that it
was hoped by means of a conference to
ascertain what they could expect. If

A Filipino proclamation replying to
the proclamation of the American com-
missioners has appeared. It is signed by
Madini for the president, and is dated
at Caniasdro, April 15. It 18 in the usual
grandiose style, and declares that Presi-
dent McKinley issued the proclamation
in order to force the American congress
to rafify the cession of the islands under
the treaty of Paris. .

‘“This contract of cesslon was made
with the Spaniards after Spanish domina-

troops,” the proclamation asserts. The
proclamation complains that the Filipinos
were not represented at Parls during
the negotiation of ti= treaty, and that
they are without assurances of the ful-
fillment of American promises. It dilates
upon the alleged Anglo-Saxon hatred of
blacks, and asserts a desfre to enslave |
them.. Deploring a lack of foreign aid
in prosecuting the war, the proclamation
ccncluded:

“We stand alone, but we will fight fo
the death. Coming generations will pray
over our graves, shedding tears of grati-
tude for their freedom.”

TO LAY A CABLE.

Transport Hooker Takes an Expe-
dition to Manila.

WASHINGTON, April 28.—Gen. Greeley
states that the United States transport
‘Hooker” will be placed under the or-
ders of Maj. Joseph E. Maxfield on Sat-
urday. She will sail on Monday carry-
ing with her Maj. Mazxfield, Lieut.
Clark and twenty-five men to replace
signal corps volunteers Iin the Philip-
pines. The ship carries 212 miles of deep
sea cable and all the gear necessary for
laying, recovering and repaliring sub-
mearine cables. The cables Is entirely of
American manufacture. The cable will
be used to connect such islands and such
points as Maj. Gen. Otis may deem neces-
sary for military administration.

BRITISH CONGRATULATIONS.

London Papers Rejoice in Amer-
fcan Achievments in Philippines.

LONDON, April 29.—All the morning
newspapers contain editorials congratu-
lating the United States upon the pros-
pects of peace In the Philippines, and
complimenting the bravery and endur-
ancce of the Aemerican troops, which
have produced the much-desired result.
All insist that the United States cannot
treat with the rebel government. All ap-
prove the demand of Gen. Otis for an un-
conditional surrender, and urge that he
should be given full powers and not be
hampered by instructions from Washing-
ton.

SPAIN WANTS MONEY.

BRAVE AS LIONS

COL. FUNSTON AND THE INTREPID
TWENTIETH KANSAS ACCOM-
PLISH WONDE?

FACED DEATH  FEARLESSLY

PRIVATES WHITE AND TREMBLY
SWIM A RIVER AND MAKE
POSSIBLE VICTORY

KANSAS YELL BRINGS PANIC

Col. Funstom, Added by Elght Men,

Drives Hundreds of Filipinos

From Their Trenches—Rebel Of-
ficers Vainly Urge Thelr Men to

Stand Against American On-

slaught—Complete Rout.

MANILA, April 28.—The taking of the
bridge over the Rio Grande at Calumpit
was a deed of astonishing daring. It was
the most strongly defended position held
by the Filipinos. Located on the north
shore of the Rio Grande, opposite Calum-
pit, it is the most valuable strategic point
in Luzon. The fact that it was guarded
by the most trustworthy and best dis-
ciplined regiments of Gen. Aguinaldo
made the feat the more noteworthy.
Army officers say the daring displayed
by the American troops is almost un-
paralleled in the annals of modern war-
fare.

It was a red-letter day for the Twen-
tleth regiment of Kansas volunteers,
commanded by Col. Funston. One hun-
dred and twenty men belonging to that
regiment crossed the river in the face of
a deadly fire from 3,000 insurgent Mau-
sers. Thig torrent of bullets was aug-
mented by the fusillade of a Maxim gun,
of which the Insurgents have obtained
possession.

AN INTREPID LEADER.

Col. Funston, with only nine men,
charged the trenches manned by thou-
sands of insurgents, discharging their
rifles as they ran up the embankmen:.
The American artillery on the south
shore of the Rio Grande poured shot and
shell itno the Filipino stronghold. The
rebels were stampeded. They went to the
north toward Bacolor.

Despite the extraordinary risks anl
chances taken by the Americans, our
troops suffered very few casualties. Only
one man was killed and the wounded do
not exceed a dozen. The Insurgents lost
heavily. Fully twenty-five were killed
during the mad charge of Col. Funston's
men on the trenches.

The Filipinos began a steady fire from
both their infantry and artillery.

It was during this fire that Co}. Funsfon
and his 120 Kansans performed the ex-
ploit of the day.

They marched down to the river, a iis-
tanee of 300 yards from the freight house,
in plain view of the insurgents. Tmme-
diately the Filipino fire was directad
upon the Kansas men. Col. Funston and
his men were prepared to cross the river
80 that they could make a flank attack
upon the rebels in the trenches.

Privates White and Trembly,, of Com-
pany D, of the Kansas regiment, stripped
off thelr uniforms, jumped into the river
and swam directly toward the Filipino
breastworks. Almost immediately they
drew the fire from the trenches of tha
insurgents, but evidently they had not
been noticed by the insurgents at the
end of the bridge. The latter were fully
occupled by the artillery and infantry
fire of the Americans.

WILD KANSAS YELL.

When White and Trembly reached the
shore they carried a rope to the bea~h,
tled it to an upright of the bridge, and
by making a tremendous noise frightened
the insurgants out. They had no arms,
but they °threw clods of dirt into the
trenches and kept up such a terrific yell-
ing that the Insurgents thought a whole
company was upon them. All this time
Col. Funston and his men on the south
shore of the river kept up a steady fire,
thereby protecting White and Trembly.
Two more Kansans followed in a small
boat with the clothes and rifles which
had been stripped off by Trembly =nd
White, but the boat capsized. Its con-
tents were lost and the two men In it were
obliged to swim for their lives.

Col. Funston In the meantime followel
on a raft with about twenty men. Close
behind him camea two more rafts on which
were thirty men. The appearance of this
number revealed to the main force of
the Filipinos the daring trick which had
been practiced upon them. TImmediately
they directed a wild fire toward the rafts.
It was ineffective. As soon as Col. Fun-
ston reached the opposite shore with his
fifty men he rushed down to the small
stream which empties into the Rio Grande
about 300 yards from the railroad bridge.
His men were yelling like demons. They
were pouring a terrific enfilading fire into
the main trenches of the insurgents
across this small stream.

REBELS PANIC-STRICKEN.

The Filipinos became panic-striken.
There was a regular stampede. When
Col. Funston saw them running he
searched for some place to cross, and In
s0 doing got under fire from several hun-
dred insurgents who had retreated some
distance from the smaller siream. A
Maxim gun was opened on them from a
different direction and this cross fire
compelled them to retire. When the
Maxim ceased the Filipinos returned.

Finally Ccl. Funston found a small boat
and with Capt. Orwig and eight men
crossed the small river, and with this
kandful of volunteers charged straight
into the heavy trenches held by the Fili-
pinos. They chased the insurgents out of
their protected position, and by the ‘time
Col. Funston reached the rallroad the
Kansas and Montana troops began creep-
ing across the bridge.

It was thought the insurgents had fled.
They were noticed, however, in a big
fleld to the rear of their Intrenchments
forming a long skirmish 1line. Several
hundred of them prepared to advance.
They appeared greatly demoralized, how-
ever. Two gcnerals on horses galloped
wildly back and forth endeavoring to re-
store order.

They finally got the Filipinos into fairly
good order as a skirmish line. The gen-
erals could be seen by the Amerfeans urg-
ing their men to advance. As the lino
moved forward the Kansas regiment
opened fire from the position on the north
bank of the Rio Grande. The insurgents
broke again.

- Again the generals whipped them into
battle formation. The advance had just
begun when Gen. Wheaton, who crossed
the bridge among the first troops who
had gone over under cover of Col. Funs-
ten’s men, ordered all available troops to
attack the enemy. Again the Insurgents
stampeded. As they retreated the Kan-
sas and Montana regiments followed
them, while Col. Kunston ordered the Ne-
