Land Slide at the Bottom of a lVnil-

lng I.i'khl Action.

GRAND FORKS, N. D., April 28.—Pa-
pers will soon be filed in the United
States circuit court at Fargo in the case
of the United States vs. the Northern Pa-
cific Railroad company. The railroad
company has found it necessary each
year to fillin its stretch of track border-
ing the river here. The weight, it is al-
leged has caused the heaving and eleva-
tion of the river bottom. The suit takes
the form of an injunction to restrain fur-
ther fillingand to compel the company
to dredge out the river channel to the
extent of 54,000 cubic yards of earth,
which is the amount of elevation claimed
to be due to the Improvements of the
company.

The legal point involved is that the land
slide is not superficial but subterranean,
and that the earth sinks at the place
where the track is located, rising in the
center of the river several hundred feet
away. There is no case of like nature
on record.

Ca.pt. Cro»nneld Clo»ed the
Arguments for Col. Le«nhanaer—
Read From the I/Juvm Wlini Con-

stitutes Mntlny.

The Leonhauser court of Inquiry fin-
ished its labors yesterday. It has spent
nearly three weeks taking testimony, two
fulldays have been devoted to arguments
and over 3,000 pages of manuscript have
been accumulated. That is the end of it
for the present.

When the arguments were finished the
court informed the counsel that they were
no longer needed, and then proceeded to
deliberate, the result of which will con-
sist of finding, as their opinion, whether
or not the strictures of Gen. Young were
justified. Those findings willnot be made
publicbut will, together with the evidence
be forwarded to the war department, by
which they willbe reviewed. The war de-
partment, after due consideration, will
render its decision. Ifit finds the famous
order of Gen. Young was justified, then
a court-martial for the trial of Col.
Leonhauser will be ordered. At any rate
nothing further will be known by the
public at present, as the Globe has no
pipe-line connections with the war de-
partment._

When the court convened yesterday
Col. Dv Vailresumed his argument. Sev-
eral times he pleaded sickness as an ex-
cuse for not making a better argument
until the court stopped him and informed
him that ifhe was really sick they would
adjourn to such time as he would again
be ready, but they didn't wish It to ap-
pear in the records that he was required
to proceed when he was not in a fit con-
dition. But Col. Dv Vail said he was
anxious to get away, and, with the per-
mission of the court, he would remain
seated during the rest of his talk.

Among other things Col. Dv Vail said
he had been treated since his arrival here
as icily as a St. Paul winter. He didn't
stand for that kind of treatment, so he
spent nearly an hour roasting Col. Leon-
hauser, his attorneys, his witnesses and
especially Gen. Sumner, who, having
acted as he did in Augusta, had dared
to come here and give the officers of
the Fifteenth a clean record, a clean
bill of lading, as it were. He concluded
by claiming that the testimony as itstood
warranted the court In finding that the
strictures contained in Order No. 22 were
fully justified, and that Col. Leonhauser
ought to be court-martialed.

Capt. Crossfleld made the closing ad-
dress and It was a splendid defense of
Col. Leonhauser and the volunteer offi-
cers and men. He quoted from United
States reports to show what constitutes
a mutiny. Mutiny, he said, consisted of
an intention on the part of the men act-
ing together to subvert authority and de-
prive an officer of his commend, and
must be accompanied by an overt act.
No such condition existed on the night
of Feburary 4, as the men had obeyed
the order to return to their company
streets and, as a mater of fact, there was
no technical mutiny on th-i morning of
the fifth, as Col. Leonhauser's authority
had not been subverted, nor had he been
derived of his command; as for his being
away from camp, he had no alternative
but to obey Gen. Sumner's order and Gen.
Sumner had so testified. .

Capt. Crossfleld dwelt strongly on the
point that at no time did there exist any
excuse, warrant or justification for the
shooting down of any of the ho'd :ers. Col.
Dv Vall's remarks that the men and offi-
cers of the Fifteenth were timid, coward-
ly, ineffectual brought the captain out
to say in clarion tones that he knew the
slandered men personally, they were the
peers of any man in the army and in a
test of courage would be found leading
those officers who animadverted upon
their character.

The captain concluded in a splendid per-
oration in which he said that ifnot arm-
ing and shooting down the men in cold
blood was cowardice then he wanted it
proclaimed that he was a coward; if the
use of physical force in preference to kill-
ing- was timidity then he wanted to be
considered timid.

PLAYED A GAME OF DRAW.

Got Into a Row and Finally Into n
Police Station.

A little game of draw poker, a horse
trade and a church are factors of a sen-
sational story of highway robbery given
the Ducas street station officers last night
by Moses Weiser, recently in the police
court on the charge of cruelty to animals.

He and Ed Temier, Who Is Also Sus-
pected of lluvliift Taken Part In
Some of the Recent Burglaries,
Are Under Arrest.

Detectives Werrick and Wells did a
quick piece of work Thursday aftteioon
in the detection and capture of Ed Tes-
sier and John Kelly, both young men,
the latter a Minneapolis man, wanted
for the robbery of a complete wardrobe
from rooms at 472 Sibley street, occupied
by J. A. Johnson and Alfred Thelander.

The burglary occurred some time dur-
ing the afternoon while the two men
were absent at their work. On their re-
turn they found their rooms in confu-sion, and a hasty Inspection showed that
thieves had made way with almost all
their good clothes. The havoc was at
Its worst in Mr. Johnson's room, and
drawers had been ransacked, a trunk
opened, and every receptacle for valu-
ables or clothing in the room thoroughly
searched. A report was made at once to
the central station officers and Detectives
Werrick and Wells' detailed to look up
the case. . About 9 o'clock, while walking
down Seventh street, the officers noticed
Tessier and Kelly leaving the Olympic
theater. They followed, and the twoyoung men had gone a block before
they noticed that they were being track-
ed. When they saw the detectives they
at once broke into a1run and tried to
escape, but after a short chase were cap-
tured and taken to the station.
Kelly was searched at once and a num-

ber of cuff buttons and other articles
found in his pockets, which were yester-
day identified by Mr. Johnson as a part
of the booty secured from his room. Tes-
sler had nothing of an rhcriminating na-
ture on his person. Both are confined at
the central station awaiting further de-
velopments In their cases.

Officer Carroll has identified Tessier as
the man who stood in ihe front of Moen-
nlch's tailor shop on the night not long
ago when It was burglarized and a valu-
able lot of tailoring goods taken. On
the appearance of the officer he gave a
signal to his companion, who is though
to have been Kelly,and the two escaped
after a long chase. He'has been arrested
many times before and has a bad rec-
ord.

At the reception tendered Gov. Lind at
the Ryan hotel on the -evening of Jan. 3,
Tessier was arrested by the detectives,
charged with attempted pocket picking.
He was arraigned In court, but
was afterwards discharged. Since the
burglary of the Moennlch shop, on Fourth
street, he has been livingin Minneapolis.

Kelly has served three terms for pock-
etbook snatching. He is known to the
police under the alias of "Monte." He
had $11 in his pockets when arrested, and
Tessier bad a like amount.

Mr. Johnson has furnished the police
\u25a0with a detailed list of the articles taken
from his room. A heavy ulster, two
fancy vests, four pairs of trousers, two
sack coats, and other articles sufficient
to clothe a whole family are enumerated.
Mr. Thelanders's list is not so lengthy,
but embraces suspenders, handkerchiefs,
underclothing, coats, vests, pants and
socks. Detective Hallowell is making an
Investigation of the pawnshops of the
city in hopes of recovering the stolen
property.
Kelly Is wanted in Minneapolis for

stealing a pocketbook from a lady who
was shopping in a department store, and
if a case cannot be' made out against
him here, willbe turned? over to the Min-
neapolis authorities. -Be is also suspect-
ed of complicity in* seVeral petty gurg-
laries which have ocrirfred here, includ-
ing Milton dairy burglary and several

CROWD IN COURT CHEERED

Fair Defendant In Famous Case Is

Showered With Congratulations

and Attentions
—

Grateful to the

Men "Who Gave Her Freedom
—

Plan* for the Future'— Attorneys

Congratulated.

CANTON, 0., April 28.— The verdict of
"not guilty." brought to the court at
10:45 a. m. today, which acquitted Mrs.
Anna E. George of the murder of George

D. Saxton, was reached after a trial of
twenty-two days of actual sessions of
court and after twenty-two and three-
fourths hours of deliberation in the jury

room. It set at liberay the woman who
has occupied a cell in Jail for several
months.
In less than an hour after the verdict

had been announced many congratula-
tory telegrams were received by Mrs.
George from sympathizers in many quar-
ters of the country. More were addressed
to her attorneys, with congratulations on
a professional victory.

During the afternoon and this evening

Mrs. George has been constantly engaged

at receptions.
Mrs. George entered the court room at

10:35. She was accompanied by her sister,
Mrs. St. Clair, and Mrs. Milligan, a
friend.

CROWD CHEERED.
Before the verdict was read the court

cautioned the audience that there must
be no demonstration. In spite of that
there were loud cheers as the clerk read
the verdict of "not guilty." A score oi
women rushed to Mrs. George and shook
her hand. Congratulations were also ex-
tended to her attorneys. She worked her
way to the jury box, took each .lurvman
by the hand and gave them a word and
a nod of thanks. Then the court said
she was discharged and released the jury.

Mrs. George remained in the court for
some time after the verdict was an-
nounced, acknowledging the congratula-
tions of her friends. She then went to the
hotel Conrad, a block from the court
house, in company with Mr. and Mrs.
McEltheney, her cousins, who have been
with her during the trial, and at 12:45
was eating dinner with them at the hotel.

The jury was out just twenty-three
hours and forty-five minutes, and during
that time twenty-two balolts were cast.

The interval between these ballots was
spent in reviewing the case and disucss-
lng its various phases.

MANYBALLOTS TAKEN.
After the jury reported it is said that

the preliminary ballot was taken at 12:30
o'clock Thursday afternoon, or a half
hour after they had been closeted. This
ballot showed four favoring a verdict of
guilty of mmrder, or acquittal. As the
story goes, the second ballot was taken
at 2p. m. and resulted the same. This
was also the result of the third ballot,
taken forty-five minutes later, at 3:15
o'clock. The fourth ballot was taken,
and the result is said to have been two
for guilty in the first degree and seven
not guilty,one for second degree and two
for manslaughter. At 4p. m. yesterday
the fifthballot was taken with eight for
not guilty and four for manslaughter.
This was the result of all the succeeding
ballots up to the fourteenth ballot at 2
o'clock Friday morning. The fifteenth
ballot was taken at 4:55 o'clock Friday
morning, resulting in nine for not guilty
and thre for manslaughter. The six-
teenth ballot was not taken until 6:15
o'clock this morning, when the vote stood
eight for not guilty and three for man-
slaughter and one for assault and bat-
tery. At 8:45 Friday morning the sev-
enteenth ballot waa taken, the jury re-
turning to the eight for not guilty and
four for manslaughter. Forty minutes
after the eighteenth ballot was taken,
showing ten men for not guiltyand two
for manslaughter. The nineteenths bal-
lot was taken at 10 a. m., resulting in
nine for not guilty and three for man-
slaughter. At 10:10 the ballot showed
eleven not guilty and one first degree
murder. The same result was obtained
on the twenty-first ballot. The twenty-
second and last ballot was taken at 10:22
o'clock, with a unanimous vote of the
twelve, being that of not guilty.

lars. Striking the eastern end of town, it
cut a clean swth 500 to 600 feet wide,
through the best portion of the place,
sweeping everything before it. Over thir-
ty houses were torn to splinters. On one
street alone a row of ten houses was de-
molished. Here scarcely any one escaped
death or injury.

The walls of buildings fell with a crash
that sounded above the roar of the storm,
burying people in the ruins. Frame
buildings were twisted and lifted from
their foundations; others were utterly de-
molished, pieces of them being carried
for miles. Others shifted in their posi-
tions, aparently unhurt. One was turned
squarely around, while another was
turned upside down.

Samuel Desper, at the apearance of the
black cloud, started with his family for
a neighboring cellar, but his house was
blown over them just as he reached the
front door. His two daughters were
caught with him by the timbers and
killed Instantly. His wife was seriously
lnjured, though still alive.

Mrs. William Hays was killed while
running up the street in search of shelter.
The mutilated trunk, with the head miss-
ing, was found in the street later. Mrs.
Hays' husband and two children met
death within a few feet of each other.

The storm lasted fiveminutes. When it
had ended the sun came out for a few
minutes and shone brightly over a scene
of ruin. Women and children ran shriek-
ing through the streets, while men
busied themselves at trying to restore
order. A thunder storm followed, and
darkness gathered quickly. The night
proved a most dismal one. Numbers of
citizens patralled the ruins incessantly,
answering the cries of the Injured from
this place and that, carrying the dead to
