—Three Other Case*) In Which

the Trial Courts Fared Less

Hh.ll>.

Judge Collins yesterday handed down
fix decisions in the supremo court, three
«>!' which wore brought against railroad
companies to recover damages. The
findings of the lower court were in each
case revel se«l.

In the suit brought by Lewis M. Olson
against ihe Minneapolis & St. Louis, the
court reverses a judgment for damages
given in the lower court. The plaintiff
v is a brnkerr.an- in the employ of the
company. At the end of his run one day
lie left his service clothing in the ca-
boose. The next day he returned to re-
Kam possession of the clothes and was
injured while jumping on the moving
train to which the way car was attached.
The court says that he was not in the
performance of his duties when the in-
juries * were received, and this claim
against the company is not valid.

The syllabus: / . .
Louis U. Olson, respondent, vs. Minne-

apolis & St. Louis Railroad Company,

Syllabus—From the evidence in this ac-
tion it appeared that on arriving at a
terminal yard as a brakeman on one of
defendant's incoming freight trains,
plaintiff, in accordance with a well es-
tablished custom among . brakemen,
changed his clothing, leaving his work-
ing suit in the caboose or way car, al-
though he knew that it was not at all
probable that said caboose would be at-
tached to the outgoing train to which
he would next be assigned for duty. As-
suming that because of such. custom
plaintiff would have a right as a licen-
see to return to. the yard and to the ca-
boose for the purpose of obtaining his
clothes, it is held that this license would
not justify him in going upon a caboose
attached to a moving train in search of
his clothing, or In jumping from one of
the platforms of said caboose when
through with the search. While engag-
ed in these acts he was not in the ser-
vice of the defendant in the line of his
employment,, nor was he acting within
the scope of his license. He had no
cause of action against defendant for an
injury caused by his coming in contact
with a defectively constructed switch
stand when jumping from the caboose.
Order reversed. —Collins, J.

• The syllabi of the other two railroad
cases are as follows:
Thor G. Reed, appellant, vs. Great North-

ern Railway Company, appellant.
Syllabus—l. When a railway company

has adopted a rule whereby any person
having transportation is allowed to ride
in the caboose of a certain freight train
if he first procure a permit from a sta-
tion agent, blanks being kept at such
station to be filled out on application,
the transportation and the permit must
be taken together and considered as a
freight train ticket. The right to eject a
person from such a train who offers his
transportation to the conductor, but had
no permit, depends upon the fact that a
reasonable opportunity has been given
the person to obtain this permit at the
station at which he takes the train.

2. At the trial of this action all evi-
dence as to plaintiff's attempt to secure
a permit at the station, and his inability
to do so, was produced by defendant's
counsel. Assuming that there was a fa-
tal variance between this proof and theallegations found in the complaint, it Is
held that counsel for defendant waived
the variance: and _ could not afterward
move the court to direct a verdict for
defendant on the ground thereof.

3. Held, on the evidence in- this case,
that whether a reasonable opportunity to
obtain a permit had been accorded plain-
tiff was a question for the jury. Order
reversed and a new trial granted.. <,h .:. - —Collins, J.

Dennis F. McGrath, as administrator of
the estate of Henry Gowenlock, de-
ceased, respondent, vs. Great Northern
Railway Company, appellant.
Syllabus—l. In an action to recover

damages for the death of plaintiff's in-
testate, a locomotive engineer in de-
fendant's employ, alleged to have been
caused by the negligence of another en-
gineer, also in defendant's service, it is
held that a case was made for the Jury
on the question of such negligence.

2. But it is also held that the trial
court erred when charging the jury, for
which error a new trial must be had.

3. When it appears from the evidence
In such a case that plaintiff's intestate
and the other engineer were double-head-
ing a train, the former having charge of
the locomotive in front and the latter of
the one in the rear, and it also appears
that through no fault of the engineer
last mentioned the locomotive in front
Jumps the track, but the claim is that
the death resulted from his subsequent
negligence in the management of the sec-
ond locomotive, the court must not as-
sume in Its charge to the jury that the
death would not have ensued had there
been no subsequent negligence. It is for

Minneapolis Sash and Door Company, a
corporation, appellant, vs. Metropolitan
Bank, a corporation, respondent.
Syllabus—l. For the purposes of col-

lecting a check or draft deposited, or left
for collection, a bank must employ a
suitable subagent if an agent be neces-
sary. It must transmit checks or drafts
.directly to the bank or party by whom
payment is to be made. No party upon
whom rests the obligation to pay upon
presentation can be deemed a suitable
agent in contemplation of law to enforce
on behalf of another a claim against it-
self.

2. This rule Is not affected by notice to
a depositor that the bank attempting a
collection limits its liability so that it
acts as agent, only, for the depositor and
in .forwarding item 3for collection is only
bound to select agents who are responsi-
ble according to its judgment and means
of knowledge and assumes no risk or ie-
spoiisibility on account of the omissions,
negligence or failures of such agents.

3. Nor will an established us.-tge and
custom existing among banks to s:nd
checks or drafts, payable by other banks
at distent points, to the drawee directly,
and by mall, in case thfcre is no other
bank of good standing in the same town,
excuse or justify such a course of pro-
cedure. In case of loss through the bad
conduct of the drawee the sender of the
check or draft must bear Jt.

of credits may give them a situs In this
state for the purpose of taxation heie, it
is held on the facts as certified up in this
case that the objector in these proceed-
ings, a foreign corporation, having resi-
dent agents for certain purposes only,
had not done so and that its notes due
from residents secured by mortgages on
real estate, situated in this state, were
not taxable in the taxing district in
which such local agents resided.

CROPS ALONG 11. P. RAILWAY

FIRST OF THE REPORTS FOR THE
PRESENT SEASON HAS BEEN

ISSUED

Conditions Not What They Should
Be In the Red River Valley—Seed-
ing on the Fergus Falls Branch
Is Almost Completed.

The crop revolting system of the
Northern Pacific railway has been inau-
gurated for 1899. Agents have been in-
structed to report the progress of stei-
ing and condition of ihe growing gran
on the 7th, 14th, 21st and last day of
each month throughout the season. The
following Is a summary of the reports
received for the week amling April 29:

Minnesota Division—Seeding 13 po-
gressing slowly and is irom two to four
weeks later than last year, but the
ground is in excellent condition. Some
plowing remains to be done. A very ia-
vorable report comes from Elk River 10
the effect that early sown wheat is up
and looking good. Some stations repot
an increase of from 10 to 30 per cent in
acreage to be sown, but the majority say
the acreage planted will be about the
same as last year. Some attention is
being given to flax this season and a
large increasj is expected. The feature
of these first reports is the almost uni-
versal statement that the ground is in
first-class condition.

Little Falls & Dakota Branch—The sea-
son is late, but farmers are actively en-
gaged in seeding, trying to make up 'for
lost time, and it is expected that seeding
will be completed by May 5. There will
be a slight increase In acreage generally
and more oats will be sown than hereto-
fore. Plowing is about all done. First
sown wheat coming up and shows a good
stand. As to pasturage, it is stated, that
.stock can "pick their own living" by the
middle of this week.

Fergus Falls Branch—Seeling is about
completed, a couple of weeks later th n
last year. The first sown wheat is up
nicely. Considerable new land has been
broken and is being seeded to flax. The
ground is In good condition and pros-
pects are encouraging. There will be an
increase of about 10 per cent in the acre-
age sown, chiefly wheat and flax. Same
trouble was experienced near Farming-
ton by reason of a strong v/ind, which
disturbed the newly planted s&ed, but
the results were not serious.

Manitoba Division (South of Canadian
Boundary)—ln the Red river valley con-
ditions are not what they should to.
Seeding operations have been interrupt-
ed by snow and rain, and in the low
lands the ground is still too wet. Farm-
ers did not get their plowing finished last
fall, and it is doubtful if it can be com-
pleted in time this spring, so that the
wheat acreage will hardly exceed that of
last year, although it is expected that
considerable flax will be sown later in
place of wheat.

In Manitoba—Farmers are busy plow-
ing and preparing the ground; and seed-
ing, which has been somewhat backward,
will be rushed with all possible speed.
The ground is, for tbe most part, in
good condition, but too wet in some low
places. Owing to the lateness of the
season the wheat acreage will probably
not exceed that of last year. There is
considerable plowing to be done, and
some of the land may be sown to barlay
in place of wheat. Many farmers believe
a late spring to be more favorable to
grain growing than an early one, and
are hopeful for a good crop.

Dakota Division—Favorable weather
and excellent condition of the erround
combine to make prospects very bright.
Farmers commenced seeding a little later
than last year, but will finish up in
about the same time, with a slightly
increased acreage of wheat and more
flax than last year. Very little plowing
remains to be done, except for corn ard
oats, which are usually planted on spring
plowing. Conditions are not so favorable
on the western part of this division, seel-
ing being very backward.

Fargo & Southwestern Branch—The
ground is in good condition and some
early sown wheat is already up and lock-
ing strong. Seeding progresses rather
slowly. An increase of 10 io 15 per cent
is expected in wheat acreage, and more
flax will be sown than last year. Rain
storms, high winds and frost are report-
ed in this district as detrimental to rarm
work.

Cooperstown Branch—Reports from this
branch indicate favorable conditions.
Farmers started seeding April 15, th«
weather has been favorable, and an in-
creased acreage is antlclpat2d. Very lit-
tle plowingremains to be done for wheat,
but quite a little ground will be prepared
this spring for flax and other grains.

Jamestown & Northern Branch—Seed-
ing began ten days later than last year;
not more than half the wheat has yet
been sown, and some think the wheat
acreage may be less than last year. A
large area of flax will be seeded on new
breaking. Weather conditions h.>*""» been
unfavorable for active iarm* operations.

Montana—Agents report season ex-tremely backward; seeding Just bsgun
and warm weather greatly needed to give
vegetation a start. In the Bitter Rootvalley conditions are aa favorable as
could be expected; season is somewhat
backward, but the abundant snows of
the past winter should leave the ground
In excellent condition for the growth ofcereals. Agent at Plains says the farm-ers will plant more oats and less wheat
this year.

Idaho, "Washington and Oregon—Along
the main line, west of Pasco. seeding is
about half completed; spring is back-
ward and weather has not been favora-
ble. Thirty to 40 per cent Increased acre-
age will be sown to barley and oats in
the vicinity of North Yaklma and Ellens-burg. East of Pasco, on the main line,
seeding is about finished. Ten to 25 per
cent more wheat will be sown !n the vi-
cinity of Rltzville, Sprague and Cheney,
balance of the district same as last year.
Along the Spokane & Palouse branch
the ground Is reported in better condition
than last year and seeding farther ad-
vanced. A much larger acreage is ex-pected in barley, oats and flax. Reports
from the Central "Washington branch in-
dicate a backward spring and la to seed-ing, but prospects are said to be good
and a larger acreage will be sown to
wheat; there will be no barley or flax
and very little oats. In the territory of
the Washington & Columbia River rail- ,
way seeding is completed, with 10 to 16per cent less wheat sown than last year,
and a slight Increase in barley.
