PINE MEN ARE ACTIVE

PROFOSE TO TAKE STEPS TO PUN-
ISH SETTLERS FOR ALLEGED
TRESPASS

MILLIONS OF FEET INVOLVED

Organized Band of Moonshiners Said

to Have Been Operating on an

Extensive Scale in the Vicinity of
Bemldjl—_&'rmed Guards to Give
Notice of Approaching Crulsers—
The News of the Northwest,

BEMIDJI, May 3.—(Speclal. )—Following
upon the visit of Attorney George B.
Edgerton in behalf of the state, last week,
to look after the trespassers upon state
lands, comes a report that the large pine
land owners have tired of ihe constant
trespasses of a certain class of settlerS
in this vivinity and have organized to at-
tach logs now on the banks or in the
channel of the Schooleraft river, and to
prosecute criminally the trespassers. It
is reported that in cne instance the tres-
passer on one tract held and owned by
C. A. Weyerhauser stripped from an eigh-
ty-acre tract over 200,000 feet of logs, tak-
ing only the butts of the trees and leav-
ing the top logs, and that the agents of
Weyerhauser have taken possession of
the logs and are about to arrest the tres-
passer.

The cruisers of the pine land men say
there is a regular moonshine gang or-
eanized within ter miles of Bemidji, and
that while operations are going on a reg-
ular armed patrol is maintained, gunshots
being the signals of warning to the chop-
pers and teamsters that a cruiser is ap-
proaching. The cruisers are very much
more aggressive than formerly and a
iarge number of logs have been taken
under attachment against settlers living
near town.

At Trempeleau, Wis,, a cloudburst
turned Main. street into a raging river,
flooding many business houses. Floating
debries and even horses were carried
down for blocks. No lives were lost,
though several narrow escapes are re-
ported. The greatest flow of water

“seemed to occur when the storm was sub-

siding, and investigation proved it to
come from a dam of fallen trees and
debries forming in a deep ravine at the
foot of Castle Peak. After filling the
ravine the water burst into bounds and
came down in torrents, and as it rushed
around the corner of Second and Main
streets, great excitement prevailed, which
was helghtened by vivid flashes of
lightning and tremendous peals of thun-
der that seemed to shake the ground like
an earthquake.

GREAT DAMAGE DONE.

Reports of Prairie Fire Losses in
South Dakota.

Perre, 8. D.,, May 3.—Definite reports
regarding losses caused by prairie fires
in South Daketa, which are coming in,
show hundreds of thousands of dollars
of damage was done by the flames in
various parts of the state. In Sanborn
county severdl dozen farmers lost every-
thing. From Jerauld county comes a like
story. South of Armour a large number
of farmers were burned out. In northern
Brule and southern Buffalo countles
nearly three townships were burned over.
Nearly 3,000 head of livestock was lost.
Damage in these two counties will
amount to thousands, and it is reported
two men lost their lives. Near Castle-
wood Mrs. Erickson was burned to death
while trying to save horses.

STORM IN WISCONSIN.

Wind, Rain and Hail Do Consider-
able Damage to Property.

LA CROSSE, Wis,, May S.—Nearly an
inch of rain fell In fifteen minutes today.
The rain was accompanied by hall, which
broke thousands of panes of glass in con-
servatories. :

At  Pittsfield, Wis, during a severe
storm of wind, hail and rain, several
buildings were blown down, including the
shingle sheds of the E. W. Ring com-
pany. Part of the roof of the Johnson
house was also torn off.

At Black River Falls, Wis,, the severest
storm in years visited that place. Hail-
stones an inck in dlameter fell. Sevcral
buildings were struck by lightning, and
bridges and dams were washed out.

PUBLICAN PLAN OF CAM-
. PAIGN FOR 1900

PAST DEEDS SHOULD COUNT

New York Senator Believes a Good
Servant Should Be Retained Until
a Better Can Be Found—Outlines
Bome of the Probable Planks That
Will Form the Republican Plat-
form—Trusts a Factor.

CLEVELAND, O., May3.—In an inter-
view here today Hon. Chauncy M. Depew
sald he favored the contiuance of Senator
Hanna at chairman of the Republican
national committee,

“In the election of 1886 Mr. Hanna
showed a skill in conducting the affairs
of the Republican party that has never
been surpassed In the history of the
party,” said Mr. Depew. ‘It is the pol-
icy of the Republican party never to get
rid of a good leader until it has found a
better one.” :

Speaking of the campaign of 1900, Sen-
ator Depew said the Republican party
prectically would have no opposition.

Bryan has read the New York Demo-
crats out of the party, and they will not
again get together.”

‘“What will be the Republican issue in
190?” he was asked.

“The platform will re-assert everything
the party has ever said, and the party
will declare in favor of expansion.”

“How about trusts?”

“Undoubtedly the XRepublican party
will adopt a plank condemning trusts,
and I also think the Democratic party
will adopt a similar plank. The Repub-
licans will re-affirm its declaration for
the gold standard, and there is no
doubt the Democrats will agaid take up
for silver.”

Further Rumors as to the Progress
Toward Combination.

NEW YORK, May 3.—Further progress
towards consolidation of the big steel in-
terests of the country was made at the
meeting heM today at the Holland house,
at which Judge J. W. Moore, of Chicago,
H. C. Frick, representing the Carnegie
interests, and other prominent steel men
of the country took part. After the meet-
ing there was a rumor that an offer of
$150,000,000 had been made for the Car-
negie interests, and that Mr. Frick had
taken it under consideration for consulta-
tion with Mr. Carnegie.

At the offices of one of the largest con-
cerns in the country, whose officers have
been for several days negotiating with
the promoters of the big combine, it was
stated that there were good grounds for
this report.
