MILWAUKEE, Wis. May 3.—(Special.)
—Experimenting with untried pitchers

cost the Milwaukee club another game
today, St. Paul winning by a score of
14 to 13 in a contest in which heavy bat-
tins and sharp fielding played an lm-
pcrtant part. Fricken began to pitch for
the Saints, but in the first inning he gave
way to Willie McGill, who was hit hard
enough to win any ordinary game, but
was effective in the ninth inning, strik-
ing out Waldron at a critical moment
when a hit meant the less of a game.
McGill also waded in with his stick at
three important stages of the contest, his
two-bagger and a brace of singles being
Instrumental n scoring seven out of the
fourteen tallies credited to the Saints.

Vollendorf made a poor start, five out
oi tli.- six passes he issued counting for
tallies, before ho was yanked from the
Blab at the end of the sixth inning.
