WOMEN WANT THE STARS AND
STRIPES TO WAVE AS A
PEACE EMBLEM

In an Elogquent Address at the Ex-

- ercises at Macalester College Last
Night, Where the Daughters of
the American Revolution Pre.
wented the College With a Large
Flag. ‘

At the Macalester Presbyterian church
last night the St. Faul chapter of the
Daughters of the American Revolut_lon
Presented Macalester college with a large
end handsome flag. -

A large audience, composed for the most
part of students of the college, wus pres-
ent, and the exercises opened with a se-
lection by the Macalester band, followed
by the audience einging the ‘‘Red, White
and Blue,” Prof.H. E. Phillips ¢inging the
solo,

Mrs. G. C. Squires then deliversd a very
masterly and enteriaining address with
““What Our Flag Stands For’ as the sub-
Ject. She said:

“It was with great pleasure and pride
that I learned or our good regent that I
was to have the honor of addressing you
tonight. I have never but once before
spoken to an assemblage of both women
and men, although I have been known to
make long addresses to an audience of
one man, and such are the laws of our
land that he has to llsten whether he
would or not.

“We.members of patriotic socleties be-
lleve that more and more we help to
make these good citizens, because we
have constituted ourselves an especial
guard, not only of that flag, but of the
principles for which it stands, conse-
crated to us by the blood of our forefa-
thers, the principles of true American-
ism. There can be nothing nobler in
the world than a iood citizen of the
United States. For fo be a good citizen
implies absolute unselfishness, to think
of one’s neighhor as oneself, It implies
absolute democracy, a reverence - for
eévery man as he stands before his God.
It implies absolute Christianity, for the
principles of our government are of di-
vine origin. While pulpits all. over .the
world preach the equality of man, Amer-
ica alone soclally and politically recog-
nizes it. And so the first thing for which
our fi stands is the cross of Christ,
Then if we have m who live by the
word of that Divine Teacher we have the
noblest type of manhood, and when we
have noble men next a ﬂag that stands
we have protected womanhood. Was it
not a portrait of the future, an augury
of what was to be that a woman designed
and faghioned the first stars and stripes?

“Her exultant heart forcsaw that be-
neath its shadow was the protected home
of her sex, and its greatest chanca for
future hapglness and consideration. Do
you remember the Frenchman, who after
a trip through our country, said: ‘Were
I not_a. citizen of France I would pray
that I might be born an American Wo-
man.’ We women may be fergiven if
we call it a woman's flag. And oh, whit
hope for the downtrodden and despalr-
ing of other countries has baen this %an-
ner! It pointed out to them a place
where they had a right to lve and
breathe freely and at ease. It meant to
them, when they were {ll, free hospitals;
when they were ignorant, free schcols,
free colleges, and to every one of us it
stands for the freedom of thcught and
our right to be what you choosa to be,
whether vou are men or women.

“But there is cne thing to which we
women can never be reconcilad. To see
this fl become a flag of baitle. That
every iresh generation shall drench it
with blood. 0 not misunderstand ma.
We know that no man can be brave who
has cowardly women behind, and as a
nation we must draw the sword, never
let us put it up till we can sheathe it with

onor. ~ But is it necessary that we
should teach our children that the manp
to be admired is a soldier? The hero a
warrior? What we women long to see
forver blazoned on our standard a
‘Is peace on earth, good will to man,” and
our flag floating not over bait'e fie'ds,
but sheltered homes filled with happy lit-
tle children, and our. flag ‘standing te-
fore the nations of the earth not by tre-
power of the sword, but by the power
of holy freedom granted from. on high.
But since it is the good fortune of socl-
ety composed of women to present to a
college of learning an emblem dear to
every American soul, it is not unfitting
that we should tell to you a few of the
thoughts with which we speed our giit
and a few of the aspirations which -we
would share with you.. The first h-pe
we have is that every man shall .be a
g00d citizen and every woman a helo,

Prof.” Philips sang Kipling’s “Rec:s-
sional” most acceptably, and Mrs. J. B.
Beals, on -behalf of the Daughters, pre-
sented the flag, saying in part:

“To cherish, maintain -and extend the
Institutions of American free, to foster
true patrictism and love of ccuntry and
to ald in securing for mankind all the
blessings of liberty are the mala obj cts
of the society of the Daughters of the
American Revolution, and we regard our
nation’s flag as the emblem of all true
clvil and religious liberty. Our country,
its free Institutions and its b'essed mem-
orles are all embodied and symbolized by
the these broad stripes and bright stars,
Was ever flag so beautiful? The em-
blem of liberty, it was borne bravely in
its infancy through our country’s da:-k-
est hours. A whole national history is
written on its radiant surfage. It is hon-
ored and respected among all the nations
of the earth on the land and on sea. It
is the emblem of the republic whose
power and prosperity, whose liberty and
enlightenment are the wonder and admi-
;at(on of the world. T.ooking into the
uture may we not indulge In the confi-
dent hope that in all things our country
will be deliberate, just and wise, that
our flag will continue to float in trivmph
and beneath its folds shall gather the
oppressed of every land.

“I regard it as an honor to be regent of
the St. Paul chapter of the Daughters of
the American Revolution, and one of ths
pleasant duties that has fallen to my lot
since I have held that office is that of
presenting this evening, on bshalf of
this chapter, this beautiful flag to- Ma-
calester college, and to every student I
would say as poor Philip Nolan, the ‘m=n
without a country,’ said to the sailor lad,
‘Never let a night pass, boy, but you
pray God to bless that flag.”

The presentation of the flag was fo!-
lowed by prolonged applause, and was
accepted on behalf of the college by Mrs,
R. W. Johnson, teacher of English liter-
ature, at Macalester,

Other speakers were Prof. Dickson ard
Dr. Davis.

The meeting was presided over by Mrs.
J. B. Beals, and among those occupying
seats on the platform with her were:
Mrs. Bachelder, Mrs. 8. P. Crosby, Mrs.
George C. Squires, Mrs. R. W. Johnson
and Mrs. A. P. Moss.

The flag presented was a large one, be-
ing twenty-five feet long and fourteen
feet wide and was displayed at length
upon the walls. A move ment is on foot
among the Sons of the American Revolu-
tion to present the college with a flag
staff.
