GOLD MINING~~
May Be Carried on Profitably in the

Philippines.

At this distance and with the slight ex-
ploratory work which has been carriedon in the Philippine islands, says tho
Engineering Magazine, the minerals that
can be profitably exported are best
known. Mr. George P. Becker in his re-
cent investigation has given a very clear
view of the present mineral exploration in
the Philippines, and has shown that gold
is found in a great number of locaHtisa
in the archipelago, from Northern Luzon
to Central Mindanao. Jn most cases th«gold is detrital, and is found either In ex-
isting water courses or In deposits now
deserted by the current. It is said that
in Mindanao some of the gravels are inan elevated position and adapted tohydraulic mining. There are no data at
hand which Indicate decisively the value
of any of the placers, but the fact that
they are washed largely with cocoanut
shells for pans, by the natives is an indi-
cation of either rich deposits or quite
coarse gold. In the Province of Abra, at
the northern end of Luzon, there areplacers, and the river Abra Itself yields
auriferous gravel. In Le Planto there are
gold quartz veins as well as gravels, and
hero also is the best developed deposit of
copper ores, although these are also re-
ported from a great number of localities
on the islands of Luzon. Mlndoro, Capul,
Masbate, Pfinay and Mindanao. The last
island is practically Unexplored and full
of possibilities.

The first case of executive clemency to
Je extended to a life comict by the pres-
ent state board of pardons was granted
pesterady. James Funk, Jr., who was
sentenced for life for the murder of his
wife thirteen years ago, was given a com-
mutation of sentence to twenty years,
which will give him his liberty at once.

The case, which was presented to the
board by Barton & Godfrey, is one that
appealed strongly to the board and was
continued from Thursday's meeting, that
the facts might be presented in detail.
The statement prepared and signed by the
board Is as follows:

The records and papers in this case
justify the following conclusions: The
petitioner is forty-one years of age. and
was born in Blair county, Pa. His fam-
ily is one of the most respected in that
county. His ' parents \u25a0 are of the age of
seventy-three and sixty-five years, re-
spectively. His father has been sheriff of
his county and is now one of its county
commissioners. The petitioner is • a man
of intelligence and ability, as a young
man he was, (the drink habit aside), of
good principle and honest instincts. Mr.
Justice Dean, of the supreme court of
Pennylvania, who has known him since
his boyhood, certifies that he was a young,
man of excellent character. \u25a0 •• - • .. •\u25a0

Other prominent officials and citizens
who knew him when he was living in
Pennsylvania testify to his good charac-
ter. When seventeen years of age he en-
tered the service of the Pennsylvania
Railway company. He made a good- be-ginning as a rail, nun. The road fore-
man of engineers testifies that when the
petitioner served as fireman under hissupervision., he "was a first-class young
man and of good habits. How or under
what circumstances he acquired the drink
habit, the record does not disclose, but it
does establish; the fact that he com-
menced drinking and as a result he lost
his situation, about two years later. He
then went to Michigan, where he obtained
another situation as a railroad man. He
married and was successful as long as he
refrained from drinking. He became a
conductor on the Grand Rapids & Indiana
railroad and was regarded as a kind and
true man, but again. he commenced drink-ing and lost his position. He then came
to Minnesota, here he was reasonably
prosperous for a time, and became freight
conductor on the Northern Pacific rail-
road, but commenced drinking again and
lost this position. This ended his careeras a railroad man, and on Dec. 5, 1887 heshot and killed his wife. She was aworthy woman, respected by all whoknew her. The petitioner from Nov. 15
to Dec. /5, 1887, was drunk nearly all of•the time. His wife became afraid of him
and refused to see him when drunk They
were living at the. hotel in Willmar atthis time and she was sick and in bed
He went to her room, the landlord andhis wife beingpresent: He then promised
his wife that he would quit drinking andgo to work. -This resulted in a reconcilia-tion and he then called- for his lantern say-
ing :lie would go to work in the railway
yard. The landlord left the room to findhis lantern and his wife to get some
medicine. The petitioner then shot his
wife dead, and turned the revolver uponhimself the ball passing through his ileftside. He recovered from the wound andwas tried February, 1888, before JudgeJohn H. Brown (now deceased), and aJury,'.upon-"- an indictment charging himwith murder In the first degree. His de-iense was insanity, but the jury-foundhim guilty and the judge certified of rec-ord, that by reason of exceptional cir-
cumstances the death penalty ought notto be inflicted, and on Feb. 10, 1888, sen-tenced him to imprisonment for life inthe. stae prison.
