Cannot Secure Street* Which Are
Necessary for the Improvements—
Immigrant Rate . Question Re-

ferred to the Passenger Agents

? for Settlement—Ocean Rates Are

In an Uncertain Condition.

All work on the new Soo line freight
terminals In North Minneapolis has been
suspended Indefinitely. There is a pos-
sibility that the whole plan may be drop-
ped permanently. - ;- "P'.Pppr

This is the situation in which the Soo
line finds Itself owing to the attitude of
the city council. After investing several
hundred thousand dollars in the venture,
the road finds itself unable to proceed-be-
cause the city council has not yet vacated
certain cross streets which are necessary
A Soo official said yesterday:

"I do not.see how we can do anything
but drop the whole matter. Those streets
are absolutely necessary to the establish-
ment of the terminals. We do not ask any
more than has been given to other roads.
These streets were cleared for the North-
ern Pacific, free of cost, but when the Soo
line wants them the privilege is refused.
I- am at a loss to understand the position
of the aldermen. This Is the first time It
has been intimated that the Soo ls not en-
titled to fair consideration by the city."

As a matter of fact the city" council has
not declared itself upon the petition.for
the vacation ofthe streets desired. At the
present writing the matter rests In he
hands of he joint council committee on
railroads and roads and bridges.

Some three or four weeks ago the joint
committee decided to recommend that the
petition be granted, but that report has
never been submitted to the council, al-
though several meetings have been held
since the committee, came to this decision.
It is understood that the joint commit--

tee is withholding its report for fear that
the necessary two-thirds vote cannot be
secured to vacate the streets wanted-. It
requires eighteen votes to vacate a street,-
and hose in favor of granting the petition
are' riot sure of more than sixteen, or at
the most seventeen.'. , ' .
