Thomas P. O'Brien, a lodger at the
Pittsburg hotel. 59 East Seventh street,
for the last month, was found dead In
his room at r> o'clock yesterday afternoon.
Death is believed to have been due to
morphine poisoning:, although it is a mat-
ter of doubt as to whether O'Brien took
an accidental overdose of the drug or in-
tended to end his lire. An inquest will
probably be held.

The last seen of O"Brien alive was
about (i o'clock yesterday morning. He
was taken to the hotel about v o'clock in
the morning by a stranger, and appear-
ed to be under the influence of -liquor. The
stranger informed Stephen Thompson, the
night clerk, that he had found O'Brien
in a helpless condition at Eighth and
Broadway streets. Thompson assisted
O'Brien to his room on the third floor,
and helped him into bed. O'Brien said
nothing about feeling unwell, and it was
supposed that he was merely under the
Iniluence of liquor. At 6 o'clock Night
1 lerk Thompson again visited O'Brien,
and says he was still sleeping with his
clothes on. Later in the morning groans
were heard issuing from O'Brien's room,
but he was believed not to be in a condi-
tion demanding assistance, and no par-
ticular attention was paid to him. When
Night Clerk Thompson went on duty
again yesterday afternoon he made a
round of the rooms according to custom
and found O'Brien dead.

O'Brien was known to be a habitual
user of morphine, and, as several cap-
sules containing the drug were found In
his room and the symptoms discovered
by Deputy Corner Ball indicated morphine
poisoning:, the probability Is that he died
from the effects of this drug: v;V-'v1

Little is known of O'Brien at the hotel.
He was a man of apparently twenty-five
years of age, of light complexion, quiet
manners and neatly dressed. He register-
ed at the hotel April 24 from Chicago.
He had no employment, but-paid his rentregularly. He spent considerable of theday time in his room, and was frequently
absent until late at night or early in themorning. He made no confidants aboutthe hotel, and was never heard to dis-cuss his home or family. Nothing tothrow any light. upon his history was
found on his person, and it would seem
that he had destroyed any letters orpapers which he might have had.

It is believed that O'Brien was In noway the victim of foul play, as he is said
to have possessed nothing that would
have induced an assault\,or an attempt
to "dope" him. He carried no jewelry(
and before he left the hotel Saturday
night borrowed a small sum. of money
from the proprietor. .. Several days ago
O'Brien and another guest of the hot»l"

MAN OF TARSUS THE CHIEF OF

THE MISSIONARIES OF

So !)<><• I Jin-* N. K. Grigs*, of Lin-
coin, Neb.,.- In an Addreu I.un<
Evening- at the Flrtt't Christian
Church.

N. K. Griggs, of Lincoln, Neb., poet and
author, delivered an address last evening
at the First Christian church on "The
Life of Paul."

"Occasions produce men," .mid Mr.
Griggs. "Whenever there is some great
occasion seme man arises to the emer-
gency. Mcses was called to save a na-
tiou; Joshua to establish a faith; Solo-
mon to exalt a people; Cyrus to crush
idolatry; Alexander to unlversalive the
Greek; Titus to destroy Pharisaism; Lu-
ther to restore the Bible; Wesley to de-
stroy formalism: Lincoln to wipe out
slavery. None of the other apostles were
capable of carrying Christianity to the
gentiles or making ft a world religion.
Matthew's imitation was his gospel. Mark
was too timid to be a missioner. Luke
was a mere historian and a writer of St.
Paul's gospel. John was a dreamer and
a mystic, riot a warrior. • Peter was
changeable; brave enough to walk the
waves and yet sinking; heroic enough to

cut off the soldier's ea,r, and yet too cow-
ardly, to admit his knowledge of Christ.
He was toe Jew-born to carry Christian-
ity to gentiles. With him alone Chris-
tianity would have been Judaized and lo-
calized. Therefore some stronger man,
some stronger individuality, was needed.

"Paul was the result of his ancestry

and environments. He lived at Tarsus,
where was one of the three threat schools
of learning in the world. He wa3 at the
point where the caravan or one hand and
the boats on the other came together for
commercial reasons. He w;is at the very
seat of commerce. He was brought into
contact with all kinds of peoples, iJis
subsequent career was to be with men
and for men. Hence his early training
had brought .him into contact and made
him acquainted with them. He loved and
sought cities. Christ loved and sought
the fields. His religion made him a J'i-
splser of the false barbarian rites of the
other religions of his environments. He
lived amid the mo3t corrupt people of
his time, which tended to make him all
the more Pharisaic. His teachings in the
schools were by discussion which made
him ready at repartee. As a rabbi he
had to know all of Bfblieal history and
prophecy. There beinpr no books he had
to have it of memory. This made him
able to show by prophecy that Christ was
the Messiah and its fulfillment. His train-
ing then made him able to cope alike with
his Jewish brethren, the pagan gentile
and the cultured Greek.

'To supplement the rower of the other
apostles Christ require* another:man of
varied accomplishments. He should ba
most learned; Paul was the greatest
scholar of his day. He should be patient;
Paul talked to the erring Christians as.
Httla children. He.should be humble; Paul
had himself been a persecutor. He should
be tireless: for twenty years Paul stayed
not for storm nor enemy. He should betactful; Paul was able to still the mob
In the temple and to preach a new relig-
ion at Mars hill. He should be brave;
though beater, and scourged times with-- out number;,:. Paul's death cry was one
