K-presentatives of the jobbing interests

of tiie Eaciflc coast, and the Important

commercial centers of the middle West,

met in a conference at the Ryan hotel
yesterday morning, the result of which

vull greatly affect transcontinental ship-
ping business. The subject of discussion
w.,s the recent transcontinental freight

tariff put into effect by the two Great
Northern roads on May 1, and which the

Western men claim, will ultimately cause
thtMn severe loss. Jobbers of th« middle
West, on the contrary hold that they

cannot afford to see the tariff changed,

and the opposing factions are arguing the

mutter before representative officials of

the Western roads. Two sessions were
held yesterday, an adjournment without

a decision, being taken at 5 in the after-
noon. A third session will convene this
morning at 10:30.

The freight tariff under discussion is
known as R. S. No. ISS, and the particular

part in question is the amendment No. 2.
to the westbound tariff No. 1, C, as ad-
justed to Northern Pacific coast ter-
minals. It went into effect May 1, and
lowered the less than carload rates on
hardware, woodenware, paints, oils, agri-
cultural implements, wagon materials,
farming machinery and similar articles.
These are goods belonging to a class
which annually represents a large share
of the shipments west from the Missis-
sippi valley and adjacent territory. This
fact makes the maintenance of the tariff
of vital importance to the wholesale trade
of the middle West, and it is claimed, re-
acts strongly against Pacific coast whole-
salers in their attempts to meet competi-
tion. The coast jobbers represent that If
the present tariffs are continued, it will
ultimately result in curtailing their trade.
They desire a greater difference between
car and less than carload rates, and the
prohibition of "mixed carload" shipments.
They maintain tha>t unless a greater dif-
ference is made in car and less rates, they

are certain to Jose trade in their imme-
diate territory, to which they hold, they

are justly entitled.
The contest, which, though entirely

friendly between the representatives of
the two interests. Is nevertheless close,
and is being waged in earnest. A strong
delegation was on hand at the opening
stssion of the conference yesterday morn-
Ing, from San Francisco, Tacoma, Seattle
and other coast points, to urge a change
of tariff, while St. Louis, Chicago, St.
Paul and Duluth were equally well rep-
resented by delegations intent upon se-
curing the maintenance of the present
freight rates. About eighty jobbers in all
were represented, and were met In St.
Paul by J. M. Hannaford, vice president
of the Northern Pacific; Francis B.
Clarke, traffic manager of the Great
Northern; Freight Agent Somers, of the
Great NortheVn, and other prominent of-
ficials, t

The morning session was called to or-
der by Vice President Hannaford, of the
Northern Pacific, who explained the pur-
jx.se of the conference. W. L. Martin,
general freight agent of the Soo line, was
chosen chairman and the larger part of
the session was given over to the pre-
sentation of the claims' of the Pacific
coast men, as set forth in a paper by W.
R. Wheeler, of San Francisco. He ex-
plained their postion, giving a resume of
commercial history of the coast and ex-
plaining the claims of the Western job-
bers to be proteected in their geographi-
cal position. He explained that the less
than carload rates were originally put
into effect to meet the all-water competi-
tion between the Atlantic and Pacific.
These rates had been met by transconti-
nental lines in car lots, but had been ex-
tended to less than car lots, working an
injustice. From their geographical posi-
tion Western men were entitled to "the
trade of a large territory, but were sure
to lose this unless greater differences
were maintained in the rates upon large
and small shipments. The present tar-
iffs enable jobbers in St. Louis, Chicago
and the Twin Cities to sell drectly to the
retailers of Washington and Oregon at
a profit, cutting Into the territory for-
merly controlled and belonging to the
Western jobbers and wholesalers.

The presentation of the case was fol-
lowed by a general discussion, after
which an adjournment for lunch was
taken. The conference met again early
in the afternoon and the discussion was
taken up by the representatives of the
wholesale and jobbing interests of the
middle West. They contended that West-
ern jobbers did not take advantage of
their position, which they had advanced
as their main argument, and that evi-
dence of this was found in the fast that
they receive only about 25 per cent of
the articles on which the less than car
rates have been lowered by the water
route, while the remaining 75 per cent
comes to them across the continent by
rail. They advanced the argument that
present rates on less than car lots are
from 50 cents to $3 per hundred pounds
In advance of the carload rates and that
this difference is, or ought to be, suf-
ficient for their complete protection. A
second argument, mainly to the effect
that New York and Eastern jobbers are
compelled to pay practically the same
rates to the middle West which the mid-
dle West pays to the coast on both car
and less than car lots, was advanced in
defense of their position. It was con-
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t«>n<led that it is a blanket rate applying
from the Mississippi to the Atlantic and
that when the fact is taken into consid-
eration that jobbers of the middle west
have to pay for bringing their goods west
before shipping them on to the coast it
would rapidly appear that they are the
ones who really suffer, as they are dis-
criminated against in favor of the East,
which has advantage of the same rates
to the Pacific as do Chicago, St. Louis
and other commercial points of the mid-
dle west.

The session adjourned at 5 o'clock, with
the understanding that it convene In the
ordinary of the Ryan again at 10:30 this
morning. Today's session will be a con-
tinuance of the arguments outlined yes-
terday, with a point-for-point "discussion
of the offending tariff. During the after-
noon session, R. A. Kirk, of St. Paul; A.
J. Vallandlngham. of St. Louis; F. N.
Johnson, of St. Louis; W. W. Dodge, J.
J. Wait and B. B. Dutton, of Chicago,
made addresses in favor of the Interests
of the Middle West. The Mississippi val-
ley merchants represented in the con-
ference yesterday were A. G. Cox, W. F.

TO SELL A ROAD.

the Pacific Short Line on Friday.

Master in Chancery to Dispose of

SIOUX CITY, 10., May 23.—At South
Sioux City, Neb., on Friday, May 26, a
railway is to be sold to the highest bid-
der. This line is the Sioux City, O'Neil &
Western, commonly known as the Pacific
short line—the road built by the late Don-
ald McLean, who recently met such a
tragic death in the Palmer house, in Chi-
cago.

This road and its sister, the Sioux City
& Northern, have been the cause of al-
most endless, litigation in the United
States courts in the last seven years.
Thousands of dollars have been spent in
attorneys 1 fees and costs to settle title
to the properties, and now it would seem
that at last the Pacific Short line is to
pass into the hands of others than Sioux
City people. The road runs.from South
Sioux City, Neb., to. O'Neill. Neb.—l3o

The road Is to be sold by E. S. Dundy
Jr:, of Omaha, master In chancery, and
will go to the highest bidder. It is ex-
pected that J. Kennedy Tod & Co., of
New York, will buy the property, as they
now hold three-fourths of:the-atorck o~f the
Sioux City & Northern line. The short
line is being sold Under foreclosure pro-
ceedings in the case of the Manhattan
Trust company, trustee, vs. the Sioux
City, O'Neill & Western Railway com-
pany. The mortgage on the road, In the
shape of bonds, Is about $2,400,000. It so
happened that whett this road was bond-
ed the Sioux City syndicate—A. S. Garret-son, James E.. Booge, John Hornlck and
Ed Haaklnson—sold the bonds of the
Sioux City & Northern Railway company
and the three-quarters Interest in the
stock of the Sioux City &Northern to the
Pacific Short Line' Bridge company.
These bonds and stocks were then pledg-
ed to J. Kennedy Tod & Co. to secure a
loan of $1,500,000. Finally, in the fall cf
1893, these securities were sold under the
provisions of the contract in case of fail-
ure to pay the debt, and Tod & Co.
bought them for $1,000, acting as trustees.

Should the Pacific Short line go to the
Tods It is likely that it will be sold as
soon as possible. The Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul company has been asked
to buy It by Sioux City men, but that
company does not appear to take any in-
terest In that part of the country at this
time.

SEW OMAHA TRAIN SERVICE.

Duluth Trains Will Leave and Ax-
rive Here Earlier.

The Omaha will put into effect on Sun-
day, May 28, a new time card, making
important changes in the present train
service of the road. Day trains for
Northern Minnesota, Wisconsin and for
Duluth wil leave St. Paul one hour and
thirty minutes earlier than under the
present time card, and returning trains
will arrive in the Twin Cities at a corre-
sponding earlier time.

A new line of service will be inaugu-
rated in the introduction of sleeping cars
and chair cars between Minneapolis and
St. Paul and Appleton, Oshkosh, Fond
dv Lac and Manitowoc. These cars will
be attached to the fast mail out of the
Twin Cities and carried to Merrillan,
where a new train will be made up, go-
ing via Marshfield and the Chicago and
Northwestern to Wausau, Eland, Cltnton-
ville and New London. The new schedule
is being made up as fast as possible, and
will be ready for distribution in a few
days.

WOULD NOT PAY.

Vice President Miller Says Moor.
head-Crookston Service Is "'Ajnijpi^.
The railroad and warehousa commis-

sion conferred last evening •with Vice
President Miller of the Great Northern,
concerning the protests against that
road's train service between Moorhead
and Crookston which have been lodged
with the commission.

The commission were of the opinion
that something ought to be done to
remedy the present service and so in-
formed the road. Mr. Miller explained
that business on the branch in the opin-
ion of the officials, would hardly justify
dally service and the cost of Improving
the road would be so great that the
labor of relaying the track could hardly
be undertaken this season. He gave
the members of the commission to under-
stand however, that the subject would
be taken under advisement and all that 'could be done consistently to better the
service would be done.

For the convenience of travel and pend-
ing the completion of its Clearwater,
Idaho, extension next summer, the North-
ern Pacific has decided to establish steam-
boat service on the Clearwater river, be-
tween Lewiston and Stuart, Idaho. The
latter point is seventy-five - miles above
Lewiston, and only fifteen miles from the
recently discovered mining; lands in the
Buffalo Hump'region. A new steamer,
the J. M. Hannaford, has been placed in
commission on the river, and is now mak-
ing- trips for the constitution department,
carrying, at the same time, miners and
supplies. The operation of the steamer
will make the trip a comparatively easy
cne, and does away with a long stage
trip. The Hannaford connects at Stuart,
with stages for Grangeville and the Hump
country.

RUILT IN A Hl/RRV.

Alloaez Bridge on the Great North-
cm a Notable Piece of Work.

DULUTH, Minn., May 23.—The comple-
tion of the Allouez bridge, on the Great
Northern line, that was smashed two
weeks ago, is notable as one of the most
rapid pieces of bridge construction ever
done. The broken portion of the struc-
ture was 1,150 feet long and from 60 to 110
feet above the foundations, and it was
rebuilt in better shape than the original

1 structure in thirteen days. ' i
Within two hours after the wreck 300 to

400 carpenters were at work and they
have been busy almost day. and.night
since, though the chief work has been to
get the material on the ground. The
bridge was of especial importance, as it
carried the traffic of the road from its
mines recently bought. /. ;

title role In a black costume and withblonde hair. MM. Mendes and Vanarengaged in a dispute as to whether Ham-
let should be fat or thin. This is Mendes'
fourteenth duel. He is not a -good
fencer, but walks towards his adversary
waving his sword like a fan. The en-
counter was stopped four times under the
belief that Mendes was wounded and the
fifth time It was stopped found him withan ugly wound in the abdomen. Vanarobviously tried to wound Mendes In the.hand or forearm, but the latter was de-
termined to advance and the result was, that he sustained a serious wound

Vanar expressed regret at the encoun-
ter, but Mendes, who was placed In a
chair, shook hands with his adversary
and treated the affair lightly, though Itwas evident he was suffering great pain.

Mme. Mendes came to the seene 7 with-
