Minneapolis. In the morning the place
for the next meeting will be fixed, and in
the afternoon the McGiffert case will
come up. In addition a spirited contro-
very brought out by the consolidation of
Presbyterian publications, carried over
from yesterday, will be given time. The
Winona Lake adherents claim that their
stock has looked up, and profess to be
very confident of getting the assembly
again. A popular mass meeting was held
last night, and devoted to the work of
foreign missions.

The meeting was brought to a close
by & cash collection of $300, to be used
in sending two missionaries to Asla. The
sum of $1,946 dollars will be needed and
an effor:. will be made to raise the entire
sgmount during the session of the as-
sembly. A lady who has given her whole
life to missionary work took the gold
band from her finger and placed it on the
contribution plate. Her action was seen
by & friend, who communicated the in-
formation to the chairman of the meet-
ing. He announced that the ring could
be redeemed for $100. A number of per-
gons contributed towards the redemption
of the ring last evening, and it is esti-
mated that the sum which will be re-
celved for this purpose will be more near-
ly $1,000 than $100.

Rev. Mead Holmes, of Rockford, Il
nged and bent, climbed upon the tribune
In the Presbyterian general assembly
yesterday afternoon and extracted from
& worn little pocket book a draft for
$1,000 on the Chemical National Bank, of
New York. Rents were terribly low,
he said, and money hard to get, but for
the Freedman's cause he would give that
draft, provided all stood by their pledges
and promises, and the more than $40,006
promised was actually delivered. Then,
while the assembly applauded loudly, the
gray beard painfully clambered down.

Dr. Charles Herr presented the amend-
ed _report of the Freedman's committee
as to the lyneh law outrages in the South.
The lurid language of the other day,
which caused some excitement, gives
place to this harmless paragraph:

“It (the Freedmen's) {s a cause that
appeals to us with particular insistence at
this time because of the development of
the mob spirit in our Christian land,
We join heartily with our fellow citizens
and fellow Christians of all sections in
their horror of those dreadful manifesta-
tions, and we believe it is an hour for our
thurch to pledge herself afresh in sac-
rifice and service to the redemption of the
pegro from his sufferings and his sins.”

George P. Birch, the ‘“heresy hunter,”
while Judge. Wilson, of Philadelphia,
president, was talking about the work of
the publication and Sabbath school board:

Rev. Dr. Meldrum, of
St. Paul, chairman  of the standing
board’s affairs, made a highly eulogistic
report, In which he called the attention
to many statistics previously given in the
board’s report. During the year books
to a value of $127,637 had been sold and
$226,750 had been realized from periodicals.
The net profits were $19,175, of which two-
thirds had been placed to the credit of
the Sabbath school department.

“So far as possible,” recommends the
report of the committee, ‘‘Presbyterian
money should be spent for the spreading
of a distinctly Presbyterian gospel. This
policy is in no wise Inconsistent with the
truest and most generous catholicity.”

The twentieth century movement which
contemplates signalizing the opening of
the new century with the addition of
500,000 children to the Sabbath schools,
was approved. Dr. E. R. Craven, sec-
retary, made an appeal to the assembly
for help.

DR. HUBBARD'S REPORT.

Rev. W. H. Hubbard, Auburn, N. Y.,
of the old Assembly Herald, which was
put to death by decree of the assembly
on December 31, made his final report
on the publication, showing that 1t has
ceased to exist with a balance on the
right side.

given into his management, followed his
report with a speech.

Then Dr. Knox, of the special com-
mittee that has been running the new
Assembly Herald, presented his report
and recommended that the periodical be
managed hereafter by a committee of
threé, one member to be appointed by
the foreign missions beard, another by
the home missions and the third by the
six other boards. In recognition of Dr.
Hubbard’'s faithful services the balance
was voted to him. But then Dr. Knox
made a speech in which he compared
the old and new Heralds in a way that
did not please Dr. Hubbard. = The latter
begged the assembly for a chance to re-
ply and the committee inststed that they
must have a chance to answer. The
prospect promised . a lively eontroversy,
but it was postponed until teday. The
developn:ents showed that a strong ele-
ment wiants the board of publication to
take charge of the official organ, and that
board is averse to taking the incubus.

"M'GIFFERT CASE.

The committee on bills and overtures
asked that it be permitted to report the
McGiffert case at 2 o'clock this after-
noon, Instead of 10 a. m., the time prev-
iously fixed. That is supposed to mean
that the committee {s still wrestling with
the case--that the extremists are labor-
ing to have drastic action taken with the
professor who does not believe-that the
sacrament of the lLord's supper is of
divine institution.

The judicial committee made the fol-
lowing reports: Appeal of Rev. James H.
Iaird from synod of Pennsylvania, not
sustalned; trial of the complaint of the
Rev. Charles A. Taylor against the Illi-
nois synod, ordered; appeal of J. Scott
Woods, of the synod of Nebraska, dis-
missed.

There Is a prospect that the committee
on bills and overtures will bring in a
report on the state of affairs growing out
of the Spanish-American war which may
be construed as an indorsement of the
administration’s Philippine policy. The
“antis” In the assembly will protest if
they can smell the least odor of indorse-
ment. Friends of the foreign missions
approve the expansion policy and Secre-
tary Brown practically said so yester-
day meorning.

The morning session was given over to
the board of foreign missions, the report
being presented by Dr. Harnes, of In-
c¢ianapolis. Rev. Dr. Arthur J. Brown,
corresponding secretary, addressed the as-
sembly In behalf of the board and i's
work. Dr. Brown, in words that alter-
nately moved his hearers to applause and
the verge of tears, he reviewed the heroes
who work for churches, forelgn mission-
aries, who, by land and sea, by road and
river, take in the four quarters of the
world, carrying the cross of Christ to all
peoples. A band of missionaries then came
forward, and each spoke for his own field
of work. Rev. Mr. McNace spoke for
Japan. Rev. Scott Willlams spoke for
Mexico, where the church now has 4,000
communicants.

The other missionaries who spoke were
Mrs. Melrose, from Hainan, and W. H.
‘Waddell, of Brazil. As a speclal favor
to the fereign board it was voted to take
a speclal collection at the popular meet-
ing last night to send abroad one mis-
sionary.

While the assembly was listening to Dr.
Brown’s eloquence and the talks of the
missionaries, a judicial commission—that-
assigned to the Warszawlak case—was sit-
ting behind closed doors laboring with
the vexed matter. One of the witnesses
called before the commission this morn-
ing was Dr. Birch, of New York. There
is now a marked tendeney -to-send the
case back to the New York presbytery In-
stead of to the session of the Fifth ave-
nue - church. -

GREETING TO QUEEN.

After the opening prayer by the modera-
tor, Rev. John Ingham, of New York,
addressing the moderator, said:
‘“We are dwelling in a day which has
marked a notable increase In friendship
between this couniry and Great Britain,
and T would remind, you that.this is the
eightieth anniversary 6f Queen Victoria's
birthday. I, therefore, move that the as-
sembly send to her majesty a communjca-
tion congratulatory on her successful
rejgn.”
