“So you've never been down In
Fhoenix?” said one fellow traveler on the
cars from Prescott southward. “Well,

partner, you're a-golng to see the gayest,
honestest and wholesalest gamblin® town

in the hull West. Ain't no town what can
touch her. Whopping big games been a-
runnin’ in Phoenix all winter. Seen many
a man drop or win $2,50 or $3,000 in one
evenin' at faro. Seen Chicago or Frisco

sports play roulette for hours with $
gold pieces. I've been all over the West,
Spring and fall, for twenty-five years,
and 1 tell you, friend, there's no town
that can touch Phoenix for wide open
ways."”"

There are about 15,000 people in Phoenix.
The population has doubled in four years,
and is growing all the time, says the
Dinver Times. Eastern capital has
wrougt: wonders in the town and its en-
virons. From a sleepy adobe pueblo Phoe-
nix has been transformed into a thriving,
up-to-diate community. In her adobe days

Phoenix was famous for her gambling
and now in her cityhood and prosperity
she is a southwestern prototype of Mon-
aco, on the shores of the Mediterranean.
Betting is as common as meal taking
and faro, roulette and lotteries are indi-
genous. Al

While there ang, perhaps, some hun-
dreds “of men in Phoenix who are never
seen imside the glittering gambling halls
of their town, there could not be a more
wide-open community. Men of all classes
frequent the gambling places for some
part of each day or night.

¢ NO SECRECY ABOUT IT.

The coming and golng is as free as from
a postoftice. No green baize doors bar the
view, There are no dark, secret stair-
ways to climb to upper gaming-rooms and
cards of introduction and passwords
through a hole in a door are unnecessary
to gain -admission to gambling in the
wide-open town. If the gaming were con-
ducted in the very streets it could scarce-
ly be more open and above board. At
any hour of the day or night one may
step from Washington—the main thor-
oughfare of Phoenix—straight into any of
the gambling saloons. Seven nights in the
week they are thronged with men, and
on Saturday and Sunday nights they are
crowded. Each game in the saloon is in
the center of a circle of spectators and
players, while as many more men stand
about. the place and chat and smoke.

The men are of all classes. Here is a
group of cattlemen just in from -the
range; over there are miners who have
come with swollen wallets down from
Jerome, Congress, Wickenburg and Pres-
cott; yonder are a dozen vaqueros in som-
breros and spurs, and a few loeal mer-
chants. There are alfalfa ranchmen from
Tempe and Mesa; tourists in the lat®t
London fashion and hailing from a dozen
northern cities, and elegantly garbed and
Jeweled gamblers from every city in
America. Day ‘and night the gaming goes
ceaselessly on from September to May.
Then, when the town settles down for
a-summer rest, the gambling proceeds
sixteen and eighteen hours. of the twenty-
four. Gambling -is licensed at PHoenix as
&t Monte Carlo, apd thousands of dollars
are ‘turned into the city treasury’ by:the
proprietors of the saloons -every year,

A GORGEOUS RESORT.

The glitter .and glare of several of the
gambling saloons are artistically created.
A lot of gold has been spent in the fur-
nishing and decoratfon of two or three
of the larger saloons. The Palace of Ari-
zof js by long 0dds the most gorgeous
gambling instifdtion of the Southwest, if
not in the West. Veteran gamblers, who
have sat about the green tables for long-
er than a generation in all states and ter-
ritories,” say the palace at FPhoenix Is
more ornate than John Morissey's Geoth-
am club at Saratoga Springs and more
attractive than the old Crescent club in
New Orleans. ‘At evening when the
throngs of visitors are thickest and the
gambling is in full blast there are few
more alluring and garish scenes than that
in_the 'palace at Phoenix.

Imagine a great room twenty-five feet
high. - A frieze of incandescent electric
lights run about the upper wall, and arc
lights sputter in the ceiling. The fres-
coed walls are set off here and there by
costly. painted copies of Venuses, Junos
and Eurydices galore, all in elaborate
heavy giit frames. A mammoth bar,
backed by great mirrors,” pyramids of
glittering glassware and a blaze of col-
ored-lights, is on the left as one enters.
A roujette game, about which young
men are packed four feet deep, is on the
right and opposite the bar. Close to
the bar on the left a heavy semicircle of
men—tourists, cowbeys, Mexicans and
professionals—is packed closely about a
faro table. No one speaks there and the
watchful faces: tell- the earnestness of
dealer and players. Often there are two
or more faro games in progress. Farther
to the rear on the left is a high counter
of polished oak and mahogany, where
several men sit and conduct policy and
lottery enterprises. A huge glass wheel
of the typical lottery wheel shape stands
at a corner of the counter, and three
times every. day of the weck the drawings
take place from fit.

PROFESSIONAL ENTERTAINMENT.

<The young women who are employed by
the proprietors of the gambling halls to
cheer the hearts of its patrons and at the
same time keep up the bar recelpts make
4 story by themsSeives. Thay are on duty
in the saloons from 7 p. m. until mid-
night, seven evenings in the week. Their
ranks are recruited from the comic op-
era choruses In San Francisco, ¢Denver
and Los Angeles. The pay varjes from
$5 to 88 a night. The Palace of Arizona
employs four and somefimes-six young
women .entertainers. They are usually
engaged for a season of a month or six
weeks, and sometimes a young woman
proves so' popular with tha patrons of
thé place that she is employed for several
months. Eevery evening at 7 the young
women appear at the salbon dressed in
gowns of most striking color,

There.is no programme of musie, The
entertainers—as they are professionally
known in the territory—sing soles, duos
or trios, as they feel inclined, and the
music takes. A soprano may sing airs
from grand opera, another singer may
give coon songs and a contralto may war-
ble a popular ballad. The tastes of the
mef all”about ‘the hall are carefully ob-
served by each entertainar, because the
period of her engagement depends upon
her art and popularity. The young woman
entertainer in the giittering gambling sa-
loon has other offices. When she is not
singing she must have an eye single to
the profits of the bar. During her rests
between music she mingles among the
men who stand about the Dbar. While
whisky, beer or wine do for the men, the
feminine singer tukes a seltzer, a pony
beer .or creme-de-menthe, for she sees
before her a long series of such libations
ere she has earnad her nightly salary.

TEMPTATION IN PLAIN SIGHT.

The display of money by the operators
of games in the gilded halls of fortune
fn-Phoenix is artistic and well considered.
Closé by each faro dealer’s right hand is
an' open drawer where $5,600 and $7,000
lies in plain view- to tempt the players on
to renewed betting to possess it all. Opn
the craps tables are stacks of. silver and
gold coin a foot high, while there is as
much coin in the iron safes across the

hall. The faro sames at the Palace are
backed by $25,000. i

From early evening till 0 or 11 o'clock
all the gambling halls are full of men:
As midnight approaches the thrangs be-
gin to grow thinmner. Th2 roulette and
craps games are gradually deserted and
the veteran gamblers—the men who make
as much a science of gaming and the
probabilities of certain cards coming up
winners or losers as an astronomer does
of his observations of the heavens—settle
down to trying conclusions with king faro
or king poker till daybreak. At all hours
of the night other players will appear
upon the scene, For gamblers know no
hours of sleep, and it is a wonder to the
neophyte where the new recruits in the
game come from with their pockets jing-
ling with coin at any hour ol the night.
Two games here are run in eight-hour
shifts and are never closed.

Roulette and ecraps are played in two
shifts of seven hours each. Stud poker
games are always played ten hcurs out
of the twenty-four, but will run longer
i{ there are players. Private draw poker
games have been known to extend over
three days and nights. Poker games of
twenty-four hours' duration are com-
mon. Three times a day—at 11 a. m. and
5 and 9 p. m.—the lottery drawings take
place, and tens of thousands of dollars
are spent in the three legalized lottery
{nstitutions in Phoenix every month. So
the gambling in every form proceeds ev-
ery day and every night in gay, glittering
Phoenix. There's never any rest.

Last month,
however, symptoms of fresh volcanic dis-
turbance were observed, and an indistinct
rumbling, which seemed to come from
the interior of the mountain, was heard
in the villages.
