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TICKLED OVER THE RUMPUS

PROHIBITIONISTS ARE PLEASED
AT THE RESULT OF THEIR
CRITICISM OF M'KINLEY

While Rev. Mr. Montgomery, the
Target of the Cold Water People,
Says It Is a Case of an Insignifi-
cant Socilety Axpiring to Fame.

The weekly meeting of the Central Pro-
hibition club took place at headquarters
last evening. Among other matters dis-
cussed was the stir created by the reso-
lutions of the Hamline Prohibition club,
regarding the staetmemt of Rev. Mr.
Montgomery, of Minneapolis, at the Ly-
ceum theater administration rally, to the
effect that ““the best man among us dces
not love peace, home, family and purity
more than does Willlam McKinley.” It
was claimed at the meeting,and with ap-
parent satisfaction, that neither Mr.
Montgomery nor any of his defenders had
atempted to deny the truth of the alle-
gation.

With reference to the resolutions, Dr.
Montgomery expressed the following as
his opinion on the matter:

“It is simply a case of an insignificant
and unheard-of soclety seeking for and
aspiring to fame and resorting to this
means of obtaining it. It is evident to all
unbiased and right-minded persons that
the attempt is too transparent to be
taken seriously. The whole affair is so
trivial that it cannot excite anything but
laughter, and I certainly do not intend
to dignify the affair by according to it
any appreciable quantity of my valuablec
time.” .

At a union meeting of the Methodist
ministers of St. Paul and Minneapolis,
held yesetrday afternoon in the Y. M. C.
A. building in this city, Dr. Montgomery
read a paper on ‘“A Study of Tennyson.”
After the reading of the paper the reso-
lutions of the Hamline Prohibition so-
ciety, reflecting upon the character of
President McKinley. and Dr. Montgomery
came up and caused a heated discussion.

Dr. Bridgman, president of the Ham-
line university, wanted it to be distinctly
understood that there 1s no connection
with the aforesaid society whatever on
the part of the University of Hamline. A
resolution was moved by Dr. J. B Hinge-
ley and adopted, declaring that Hamline
university had no conection with the reso-
lutions referred to, and Dr. Chaffee
moved an addition to the resolution to
the effect that the Methodist church at
Hamline had no connection whatever
with the prohibition society and con-
demned {its resolutions. This amendment
was also adopted unanimously.

CRASH AT OELWEIN.

Loss to the Rallroad Is Estimated
at $100,000.

Several 8t. Paul residents who were on
the Chicago Great Western train that
was wrecked near Oelwein, To., early Sun-
day morning, returned to this city yester-
day. They report that the damage caused

.by the wreck was placed by raillroad au-

thorities at Oelweiln at fully $100,000. Ac-
cording to the story of one of the pas-
sengers the wreck was a very disastrous
affair and the wonder is that more per-

sons were not killed or seriously hurt..

Said a wentleman who occupied a berth
in the compartment car, In discussing the
wreck last evening:

“l was awakened from a peaceful sleep
by the most awful jolting, jarring and
general shaking up that I ever recelved.
When ¥ gathered my startled senses I
realized that the compartment car was
bounding over the ' ‘tles . without any
wheelg.  Naturally such progress could

not last long and when the coach finally ]

stopped with a heavy lurch I hurrledly
dressed and got out.

‘““The porter In the first sleeper was
killed and the engineer and fireman badly
scalded, while the baggageman was
bruised and scalded. The conductor was
cut about the face by being thrown
through the glass of a car dqor when the
last sleeper left the track. A number of
passengers were more or less severely
shaken up, some bruised and strained, but
none seriously hurt. From the condition of
the cars after the wreck it seems almost
miraculous that more persons were not
kllled or iniured.”

OHIO REPUBLICANS QUARREL.

Indignation Meeting Is Held and
Contesting Delegation Named.

CINCINNATI, O., May 29.—A largely
attended Republican county mass con-
vention, called by the Republicans to pro-
test against the manner in which the
Republican county committee delegates
to the state convention at Columbus
were selected, was held at the Pike opera
house tonight. The convention selected
eighty-six members of a contesting dele-
gation to the state convention, and
adopted a resolution declaring that what
are known as the Cox county executive
and central committees were selected
under the Kemper law, that had been
declared unconstitutional, and were,
therefore, illegal, and then proceeded to
the selection of new county committees,
and a complete party reorganization in
Hamilton county. .Speeches were made
by Judge Goebel, Aaron Farris, Charles
H. Stevens, J. Chandler, Hopper, Francis
James, H. W. Wilson, Henry Brown, J.
Charles Smith and others. :

The resolutlons strongly indorsed the
Republican national committee and state
administrations, and strongly denounced
the county and city Republican adminis-
tration. :

MISHAP TO RALEIGH.

No One Is Censured bi the Board
of Inquiry.

WASHINGTON, May 29.—The court of
Inquiry appointed to investigate the re-
cent grounding of the cruiser Raleigh at
the entrance of the harbor at Charles-
ton, 8. C., has reported that the incident
was unavoidable, and was due mainly to
changes in the channel made by the
army engineers in operations for the im-
provement of the harbor,

“No further proceedings,” says the
court, “should be had against any offi-
cer or man attached to the Raleigh. In
the opinion of the court Capt. Coghlan,
considering the Raleigh’s- draught,
should have ployed a 1i d ' local
pilot before entering the harbor of Char-
leston, 8. C., because of the warning
printed on the chart that there are fre-
quent changes In the shoal at the en-
trance, resulting from improvements in
progress and strangers should not enter
without a pilot.

““The court, however, is disinclined to
disencourage in any way a commanding
officer from piloting his own vessel while
engaged in a cruise.”

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CHORUS FOR ST. PAUL

MEETING OF THOSE INTERESTED
IN MUSIC TALK OVER THE
QUESTION

HAD FAIR REPRESENTATION

A Long Discussion of the Subject—
‘Another Meeting to Be Held Be-
fore Any Decision Is Reached—
Complimentary Benefit to John
F. Gehan at the Grand Was an
Enjeyable Musical Event.

Whether enough enthusiasm ecan be
aroused in St. Paul to insure the per-
manent success of a mixed chorus

was the momentous question discussed
in the Y. M. C. A. lecture room last
evening by about 100 musically gifted or
musically interested people of St. Paul.
The existing Schubert chorus was well
represented at the gathering, so also was
the Schubert club and there were enough
representatives of the outside general
public present to render all decisions ar-
rived at a pretty falr expression of the
opinion of all concerned. But there were
other questions to be decided upon in ad-
dition to that quoted above. Was the
new chorus organization, if such a one
was to exist to be a part of the Schubert
club or an independent civic affair? What
was to be the limit in membership? Who
was to be director?

Mrs. Dorr was unanimously elected
chairman of the meeting. She said in a
brief address that patriotism was a good
thing, but it should not be confined mere-
ly to abstract principles or to the general
government alone. but should interest
itself in the city In which one lived.
Anything done for the benefit of the city
was patriotism, and a good choral or-
ganization was a benefit. She said that
neither she personally, nor the Schubert
club, cared whether the new chorus was
to be an independent organization or con-
nected with the Schubert club, but she
thought a city the size of St. Paul ought
to have an artistically and filnancially
successful mixed chorus and the Schu-
bert club was ready to help in any way
such an organization.

Those present agreed that St. Paul
should have a mixed chorus, and when
it was put to a rising vote it was found
that all were in favor of that chorus
being sheltered fer a year, at least, un-
der the wing of the Schubert club. A

preference was also unanimously ex-
pressed for Mr. Ober-Hoffer as direc-
tor. It was decided to limit the

membership to 150, all over that number
who applied for admittance to comprise a
waiting list, breaks in the chorus’ ranks
to be supplied from this list. An examin-
ing committee of eight members, two
tenors, two altos, two sopranos and two
basses, together with the conductor, will
sit in judgment on all applicants. In
this way it is hoped that a high standard
will be kept.

The meeting adjourned until Monday
evening, June 10, when it is expected
that plans will be fully matured for the
starting of a permanent mixed chorus. In
the interim a meeting of the executive
board of the Schubert club will be called
to discuss ways and means for insuring
the success of the organization.

It is desired that all wishing” to join
such a chorus will send in their names
immediately to Mrs. Dorr.

Though nothing definite has been de-
cided ‘yet, it is expected that. at least
three choral and orchestral concerts and
at least three recitals will be given dur-
ing the coming winter.

It would seem that, to the majority of
people, the light ballads, the pretty, dain-
ty serenades, the jolly, rollicking ditties
are by far the most popular and the
eweetest songs. At any rate the audience
that crowded the Grand last eévening
showed by its vigorous applause that the
programme was pleasing and that pro-
gramme was made up almost entirely of
old favorites. It was a testimonial con-
cert tendered to John F. Gehan by his
friends, under the auspices of the Cru-
saders’ Society of St. Paul. Mr. Gehan,
‘as’ director of the cathedral cholr, has
added his quota to the good musical ‘work
that has been accomplished In St. Paul,
though it would seem that muslcal people
here are llke prophets, not 2 warmly
*supported in their native city as they
might be.

However, Mr. Gehan could not complain
of the reception tendered him, for if was
enthusiastic to a degree, and not only
handclapping but flowers also testified to
the appreciation of those present at the
Grand last night. -

Mr. Gehan's two numbers on the pro-
gramme, ‘‘Infelice,”” by Verdi, and
‘““Mona,” Adams, were, sung with spirit
and expression, thougﬁ the singer was
suffering from a severe cold, which pre-
vented him from responding to an encore.
He possesses a naturally good baritone,
to which cultivation has added much, and
readily grasps the sentiment of a compo-
sition, and as easily expresges it.

Miss Zenzius was to have played Liszt's
“Fantasia,”” but lllness prevented her
being present. Mr. G. C. Zenzius
pleased everybody by his rendition of the
tenor solo ‘“‘Charity,” by Faure. Miss
Pottgleser’'s numbers were, as always;
carefully sung and Kkeenly appreciated.
Perhaps ‘““My Dearie’”” was a shade the
mest popular. It was written for and
dedicated to Miss Pottgieser by Emil
Btraka, and suits her voice admirably.
Her other numbers were, “Dreams,”
Bartlett; “Red, Red Rose,”’ Hastings;
‘““Kerry Dance,” Malloy. She was warm-
ly encored and responded twice.

Mrs. De Wolf has often been heard by
St. Paul audiences in more severe com-
positions than those sung by her last
evening, bufi when she sung ‘“Kathleen
Mavourneen” the most out and out class-
icist could not have caviled at the effect
produced on her hearers. Her other
numbers, “Saint-Saens,” *“My Heart at

NEW YORK, May 29.—A dispatch
from Paris, signed by M. de Blowlitz, says
of the new developments of the Dreyfus
case:

“I am happy to be able to declare with
absolute certainty that the official report
of M. de Beaupre, who will be followed
by a very large majority of the court of
cassation, will be in favor of revision,
with renovoie (retrial) before a court-
martial. Before the new courtmartial
Dreyfus will be acquitted. He will have
to answer only to the bordereau, and
nothing can prove that he is its author.
His accusers—Henry, duPaty, de Clam,
Gribelin, Lauth, Gonse and the others—
have disappeared, being either dead, pun-
ished, frrevocably compromised or
smashed to pieces. Seven soldiers who
will judge Dreyfus in thelr consclences
will not be able to condemn him.”
