Is dated Jan. 2, 1899, and recites that on
April 17 the board of directors authorized
the issuance of 5,000 bonds denominated
“second 4 per cent fifty-year+ gold
bonds,” to be secured by mortgage ol
$5,000,000, ‘&all to be executed and deliv-
ered to the Central ‘frust company, but
only $3,5600,000 of which are to be delivered
back to the railway company, the bpalance
to be certified from time to time in such
gmounts as the board of directors may
direct.

The mortgage I8 on all the railway ex-
tending from Sault Ste. Marie, by way of
Minneapolis and St. *aal, 1o Portal, with
rll extensions, branenes and property, in-
cluding income, tolls, franchises, now or
hereafter to be acquired.

It is expressly agreed between.the hold-

.efs, of the, bonds and ail yreseat and fu-

ture stockholders of tne railway com-
pany that every such stockhoider shall be
exempt from personal liabilily for the
payment of either principal or interest
on the bonds.

RELATES TO CHECKS,

Judge Kelly Straightens Out a Tan.
gle of Commercial Interest.

Judge Kelly flled an order in district
court yesterday, sustaining the demurrer
to the complaint in the ‘case of H. E.
Averill against the Capitol bank, but
leave is granted to the plaintiff to amend.
In the accompanying memorandum the
court says:

“On the face of the complaint the Na-
tional German-American bank was the
last holder and owner by indorsement of
the bank check, which is the subject of
this controversy. If defendant was ob-
ligated to pay the check at all it was
payable to that bank, from the - facts
stated as Indorsee of the payee. The de-
fendant is entitled to have determined in
this action what interest, if any, remains
fh the National German-American bank,
and In a way that will bind the bank.
The complaint shows no transfer to
plaintiff, by indorsement, or assignment
of the check, and is demurrable for that
reason. The vital question sought to be
raised is this: Does or does not the de-
livery of a check drawn in usual form by
a depositor upon a bank wherein he has
funds subject to check, and which check
has not been accepted or certified to be
good by the bank, operate to transfer to
the holder of the check any money in the
bank then subject to check .of the
drawee, or give said holder a right of
xtactlon against the bank in case of fallure
0 pay

NO JUSTICE IN AUGUSTA.

The Acquittal of Saloonkeeper Had
ley Caused Little Surprise.

The action of the jury at Augusta, Ga.,
in  acquitting Saloonkeeper Hadley,
charged with the murder of Private
O’Connell, .of the Fifteenth, caused no
surprise among the former members of
that regiment. They figured all along
that it would be useless to look for an
Augusta jury to punish Hadley. Capt.
Charles E. Bond, ‘of: Gampany I, com-
menting on the verdict, said yesterday:

“l can’t account for the verdict, ex-
cept on the theory 0f a packed jury. The
facts In the case in no way justified the
verdict. I investigated the matter
thoroughly under orders from the col-
onel, and I do not hesitate to say that
the shooting of O’Connell was one of the
most  cold-blooded, unjustifiable crimes
that has ever come within my knowl-
edge. All the evidence showed that
O'Connell’s head was turned away from
Hadley when the latter shot. One hand
rested on the counter, the other held a
‘glass of beer. Not one of the soldlers
was armed, not even with so much as a
Jack knife, and the shot was fired ab-
solule%y without warning.

‘‘Hadley was a heay: *drinking man
thin and dyspeptic, wit a- feather-edga
temper and a reputation in the commun-
ity as a bad man. - He had been drink-
ing heavily for a number of days prior
to the shooting of O'Connell and un-
doubtedly was in a very ugly state of
mind and temper. The Southerners were
in general very courteous, both to offi-
cers and men. They opened thelr houses
to us and Ve us many very cordial at-
tentions. do not think the verdict in
?}:ls case will meet with general approval

ere.

“Of course nothing could justify the
action of the men of the Fifteenth in
seeking to avenge thelr comrade’s death
in the manner the{ did. At the same
time the results show that they were
not far off in their claim that if the
murderer was to be punished they would

G. C. Smith, under
the firm name of Smith & Beutner, and
bought out the firm for which he had
worked for for cver a decade. He con-
tinued in the liquor business until 1895,
when he sold out and moved to Proctor
Knott, where he opened a hotel, which
he conducted until the time he was ap-
pointed executive agent by Gov. Lind.

IS A FUGITIVE FROM
JUSTICE

MOTHER'S SUIT THROWN OUT

Judge Jaggard’s Order of Friday
Became Effective Yesterday Aft-
ernoon, and Both the Plaintift
and her Counsel Al".i in Apparent
Contempt of (}o-rt—&‘»-e Talk of
Disbarment Proceedings. -

The twenty-four hour limit prescribed
by Judge Jaggard, in which lttle Freddy
Briggs was to be returned to his father,
expired at 2:45 o'clock yesterday after-
noon, without anything being heard frem

-the mother and her attorney, R. J. Pow-

ell, who took possesgion of the child by
force. The result, according to the order
iesued last Friday by Judge Jaggard, is
to throw out the complaint filed by Mrs.
Amy Briggs in her suit for a divorce
from her husband, Frank W. Briggs, and
the latter’s cross bill will have a clear
track when the case comes up for hear-
ing at the October term of court. In the
meanwhile Attorney Horn, acting for Mr.
Briggs, will lay the state of affairs before
the court, and find out if Judge Jaggard
will permit hig orders to be ignored.

Mrs. Briggs was born in Hallock and
i1s 21 years old. Her husband, Frank
Briges, is 26 years old, and an employe of
the Transfer Railway company at a sal-
ary of $65 per month. The couple were
marriéd at Mankato In October, 1895,

Mrs. Briggs sued for a divorce on the
alleged ground of cruelty.. She says in
her complaint that her husband was in
the habit of assaulting her and calling
her names, so that she was twice com-
pelled to leave him. Furthermore, she
alleges that he took her to live with his
father and mothar, with whom she could
not get along. She asks for the custody
of her son, Freddy, aged 2% years, and
for temporary alimony.

The defendant, In his answer, charges
bis wife with being profane, bad tem-
pered and cruel, both to himself and the
child. He, too, asked for a divorce. o

The matter was brought into court and
Judge Jaggard ordered th¢ allowance of
temporary alimony and gave the child to
the father, to be turned over to the
mother five days before the divorce trial.
The case was set for last Wednesday.
On the preceding Saturday, the mother
and her attorney, R. J. Powell, secured
forcible possession of the little one. On
a hearing on an order to show cause why
the child should not continue in the cus-
tody of the father, held last Thursday,
the court ordered the child brought back,
adjudged Mrs. Briggs in contempt, and
stopped her allowance of $10 per month
as temporary alimony, as punishment,
and furthermore ordered that the plain-
tiff's complaint in the divorce case be
thrown out unless the child was produced
within 24 hours from the service of the
order. The case was continued until the
October term of court,

Walking into the reception room, he
lounged about for & moment and then
proceeded up stairs to the dressing room.
Here he walted until Mr. Tremly came in
and then began disrobing, as though to
don a gymnasium suit. He removed his
clothing slowly, however, giving Mr.
Tremly a chance to get into his gymna-
sium suit and out into the “gym" before
he was more than half disrobed. Having
seen Mr. Tremly stow away his watch
and clothing, which promised money
booty, he quickly went to work on
the locker. With a screwdriver he
removed the lock and pried open the
door. Then the thief appropriated every-
thing of value he found, which' consisted
of the watch, chain and cash. His next
move was to put on his discarded cloth-
ing and stroll -out of the building. The
theft was discovered when Mr. Tremly
came from his exercise, but no trace of
the thief could then be found.
