Upon entering the hall the sir knights
were seated in a triangle in the center,
the officers being on the platform, which
was banked with palms and potted plants.
On each side was draped a great Ameri-
can flag. The band took seats to the
left.

James Robertson officlated as chancel-
lor commander, and opened the meeting
in ritualistic form. e was down on the
programme for the introductory address,
but contented himself with simply stating
the object of the meeting, and reading
the names of the deceased members of
the soclety whom it was proposed to hon-
or.

To undo
his work, to restore the physical, men-
tal, spiritual harmony of the race, to
make man. what he is fitted for and in-
tended to be is the plan of Jesus Christ.”

COPPER MINE SOLD.

" Detroit Company Takes Seven Hun-
dred Acres in Black Hills.

DEADWOOD, 8. D., June 11.—The Brit-
ish-American Gold and Copper Mining
Company of Detroit, Mich., has just com-
pleted the purchase of over 700 acres of
copper ground in Pennington county, on
the Burlington & Missouri River rail-
way. It Is considered the largest copper
transfer ever made in the Black Hills,
and there are few copper mining com-
vanies in the world with so large an acre-
age of copper yielding grounds.

It has been known for a number of
vears that copper ore existed in this dis-
trict, but there has been little interest
taken in copper ore in the Hills until the
recent rise in the price of that metal. The
copper estate of the  British-American
company extends for over & mile and a
half along -two prominent outcroppings
of copper conglomerate ore with veins
or verticals ranging from 40 to 400 feet in
width.

The Black Hills Copper company has
been working for some time on eleven
claims joining on the south end of the
ground and from several places on the
copper verticals. Assays have been ob-
tained as high as 70 per cent. One car-
load of the copper ore was recently sent
to the Chicago Copper Refining company,
which returned an average of 16.31 per
cent values for the shipment.

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis, June 11.~
(Special.)—Next Saturday a special meet.
ing of the stockholders of the North Wis
consin Copper Mining company will be
held in this city. Secretary Woodivard
of the company, will submit a proposai
for the sale of the mine. This is under-
stood to be one step In the direction of
the purchase of several of the Douglas
county copper properties by a syn-
dicate of Bostom copper speculators and
capitalists.

JUDICIAL REFORM NEEDED

Writ of Habeas Corpus to Be Estab-

. Change In the Status of the Cab
"Drivers’ Strike—Arms Found.

HAVANA, June 11.—Some weeks ago
dispatches were published in the .local.
.papers purperting-to ¢ome from Santiago
“de Cuba,- announcing "that the Cubans
there had absolutely refused to accept
the American gratuity. These messages
were chlefly fabricated by officers of the
lJate Cuban army in this city, who two
_nights before had appeared in the cafe of
the Hotel Inglaterra. The consul of a
foreign. power, who understands Spanish,
sat at a table adjoining the one used by
the'Cuban officers in question and heard
every word of the messages as finally

. agreed upon, Including the corrections in

the several drafts and the details of the
plan for forwarding the matter to San-
tiago and having it telegraphed from
that point te Havana as if sent by a
Cuban official. The plan was executed
according to programmie.

Senor Federico Mora, fiscal of the su-
preme ccurt, and former civil governor of
‘Havana, says that one of the first dutles
of the court will be to abelish the objec-
tionable practice of incommunicado &nd
to establish the writ of habeas corpus. It
is the opinlon of most Cubans, judging
from their conversation with Americans,
that a judicial committee should be ap-
pointed to do away with all the objec-
tionable laws of the late regime.. Ac-
cording to the present law any Spaniard
engaging in business in the islands has
commercial advantages in respect to tax-
ation and cother matters over Americans
and all other foreigners. This is especial-
ly the ease with large corporations.

Senor Perfecto Lacoste, the mayor, of-
fered the cab owners police protection if
they would supply new drivers to take
the places of those out on strike. About
seventy men were engaged, but they did
not put in an appearance this morning
for work and consequently the situation
today was practically unchanged. Pre-
sumably the new men feared the regular
drivers.

Domingo Bossi, chief of detectives iIn
Matanzas province, went last week into
the province of Puerto Principe, having
been informed that many arms were
stored In various parts of the province.
After a fruitless search among the small
towns and isolated houses, he found ves-
terday 50,000 cartridges and 400 rifies, prin-
cipaily Mausers, concealed under the
ruins of a deserted farm house near the
trocha in the vicinity of Placesas. The
arms evidently belonged to Spanish vol-
unteers, who have sold large quantities.

Thousands of the young fry.thus liber-
ated fall prey to larger fish, but millions
of them escape death in various forms
and grow to maturity. - There is no doubt
that bad the fish commission not under-
taken' the artificial propagation of shad
it would have beén‘ exterminated long
ago. The figures of the &nnual catch
show this very conclustyely. In the year
1880, prior to which time but little work
of this. character ‘had been done, the
catch of shad in the United States was
18,000,000 pounds, and in the years imme-
diately succeeding 1880 unti] 1885, when
the first resuits of artificial propagation
became noticeable, the supply of these
fish had decreased to such an cxtent that
it was feared they would be exhausted
for commercial purposes. In’ 1888 the
catch had increased to 85,000,000 pounds,
and In 189, the last year for which there
Is accurate data, the catch was 50,000,000
pounds, or, in round . numbers, 13,000,000
fish, as against a lttle over 5,000,000 in
1 increase of over 150 per cent.

The value of the -shad fishery to the
fishermen in 1880 was ©$995,000, in 1896 it
amounted to $1,650,000.,, The commission
expended during the fiscal year 1896-37
$15,000, and in the following year $16,000,
in. the propagation and distribution of
this species. At an“average annual ex-
penditure of $15,000 per annum since 1880
the total expended:in the propagation of
shad during sixteen years would amount
to $240,000. As a consequence of a greater
abundance of the fish -the cost has been.
materially lessened; but even at the price
actually recelved the Increaged 33,000,000
pounds was worth$5049,000 or $809,000
more than has been  expended by the

| TERRIBLE FAMINE 18 RAGING AT
THE HEADWATERS OF STEW-
. ART RIVER

up

Native Girl Killed by Orders of the
" Mgdicine Man of the Tribe—
Troops Sent to the Scene to Take
These Guilty of the Crime Into
Custody—Miners . Are” Suffering
‘From Seurvy. . :

VICTORIA, B. C., June 11,—The Indians
living in the neighborhood of the. upper
waters of. the Stewart river are in a
most deplorable condition. A terrible
famine prevalls in that district and the
unfortunate natives have already been
decimated for lack of food. Conditions
have been growing rapidly worse in this
respect, and three miners who have just
reached here from the country say, that
pitiable scenes are belng enacted among
the starving Indians. They are now al-
most entirely without food of any kind
and are literally perishing In large num-
bers.

80 hopeless is the situation that in a
single small Indian village no less than
thirty persons died from hunger just
previous to the departure of the prospect-
ors for this port. The miners who are au-
thority for these statements declare that
unless abundant supplies are immediately
dispatched to the relief of these famish-
ing and desperate people their practical
extermination is inevitable.

The miners also told a shocking story
of the killing of an Indlan girl by a medi-
cine man at the instance of the chief of
the tribe to which the maiden belonged.
According to the story the girl was made
a victim of a savage ceremony, directed
by the medicine man under the orders of
the chief. -

Her barbarous death was for the purpose
of propitiating the Great Spirit who had
sent’ the famine, by offering up of a liv-
ing sacrifice.

Troops were sent to the scene to arrest
the murderers and bring those guilty of
the crime to justice if they have not al-
ready paid the penalty by the slower proc-
esg of starvation.

Scurvy is prevalent among the miners
on the Stewart and Zelwin rivers, and
three deaths have resulted. Rich gold de-
posits have been found on the upper
Stewart.

TORY EASY

BLOW THAT WON THE FIGHT

Jeﬂrleo_' Says Tommy Ryan Con-
ceived It—Very Few Sports Favor
Sharkey to Defeat the California

_ Bollermaker =— Bill Brady and
Tom O’Rourke, the Rival Mana-
gers, Hotly Discuss a Match.

NEW YORK, June 11.—"It feels bully to
be a champion, Tommy,"”

Then the brand-new champlon slugger
of the entire world, James J. Jeffries,
raised up in bed yesterday afternoon and
looked at his hands. They were puffed
and swollen. There was a nasty-looking
cut over the right eye, which had been
carefully courtplastered. [t waa i:3) snd
the champion was hungry. He rose and
dressed himself in the blue s2rge suit and
rel sweater whith he wore at the ring-
sde.

Down stairs a great crowd was walting
in the barroom of the Vanderbilt hotel
and another crowd was out on the street,
ready to howl. Billy Delaney was al-
ready at the breakfast tab'e.

“Jeff 18 a big kid,” he sald; “‘there is no
indication of the swelled head about him.
He 18 not a drinking man and will be
champlion for a lorg time to comae.”

Just then Jeffries and Ryan entered the
barroom. There was a sensation.

‘‘Hooray,” shieked the fat sports.
‘““Wow, you bet he's a daisy,” howled the
lean. The small boys whooped and a
crowd of girls peered through the door-
way with awe.

JEFFRIES CRACKS A JOKE.

The champion smiled a swollen smile, as
though his jaw was sore. He rolled up
to the bar in an elephantine way and or-
dered a “Tommy Ryan punch.” The bLar-
keeper looked puzzled and so did Ryan.

“Why,” sald the champion, *‘It's the
punch I settled Fitzsimmons with. Ryan
invented 1t.”

Jeffries ate everything he could lay his
fingers on.
“How do I feel?”’ he said. “I feel as

though I could do it all over again right
now.”

Of course everybody laughed, because
it is the proper caper to laugh when a
great pugilistic champion says anything.
Meantime the crowd was rapidly increas-
ing. Everybody wanted- to see Jeffries,
the new champion, the man who settled
the fate of Fitz and who wants to go
right on fighting for the mere love of it.

Jeffries finished what was probably the
most gigantic breakfast ever tackled by
a pugilist, thereby indicating ‘a seund
solar plexus and-an unconquerable stom-
s,ch: Men drifted in by twos and threes
to shake the big man's hand and offer
him libations of wine and pugilistic
frankincense. He has not the gruffness
of the mighty John L. He felt too good
to be gruff. When he was not shaking
hands with others he would pause in his
breakfast to shake hands with himself.

After the meal had been concluded
Matt Clive, the hotel proprietor, having
an eye for business, brought the cham-
plon into the barroom. Then there was a
football rush that swamped the bartend-
ers.

Three carriages
drove to the door and the pugilistic party,
amld much hand-shaking and felicitation,
rattled away to the Pennsylvania station.
They took the early train for Philadel-
phia, where the champion appeared last
night.

SHARKEY'S CHANCE HELD SLIM.

Jt 1s a notable fact that a week before

the battle Jeffries was billed as champion
of the world in seven different cities,
where he will appear.
. It was the general opinion among those
who saw the fight that it was the great-
est heavywelight battle that ever took
place. It was a revelation of the most
modérn tricks in the. sclence of pugilism.
Jeffries had been trained agalnst Fitz's
right hand. He had been taught to
¢rouch under to avoid it. By this
method he won the battle.

Those who had bet on Jeffries were
overjoyed. In all the haunts of sporting
men nothing else was talked of. Wake-
ly’s saloon, at Forty-seventh street and
Sixth avenue, was crowded from morning
until night with men who held repeated
post-mortems on the fight. At Corbett's
place there was another jam.

There were but few men who seemed to
think that Sharkey would have any
chance whatever with the new champion.
Many persons seemed to think better of
Maher than of the stocky sallor. They
claimed that he would have less trouble

ADOBE HOUSES. :

They May Be Bulilt at a Cost of From
$5 to $5,000.
Kangas City Star.

The average adobe house Is not an at-
tractive dwelling, for it is the kind of
house which is easy for the poorest Mexi-
can to acquire at the expense only of a
certain amount of labor, but there are
adobes which are architectually  beau-
tiful, modern in their fittings, and. the
cost of whick: 1s only limited by the purs-
es of their owners.

The adobe brick is about 14 inches long,
three inches thick and eight inches wide.
It is made of clay and drled in the h(_-t
sun. This is all the baking it gets ana it
is enough for the purpose intended. A
house is bullt quickly with them and as
the usual adobe consists merely of four
stralght walls, it requires no skilled labor.
Upon the walls are placed heavy rafters
and on these rafters a roof of thatch or
tiles is laid without much rezard to reku-
laritv. The only idea is to have it shed
rain. It is rather an advantage to allow
the free circulation of air under the eaves
of a house bullt in the Southwest.

From the appearance of the adobe hut
of the Southwest it would seem difficult
to attempt anything pretentious with
these rough, sun-dried brick, but as they
are cheap and easy construction material,
a great deal has been dene with them.
The adobe hut and the adobe houcse .are
two verv different locking objects. One
costs perhaps $ to build and the other
$5,000. One is a hovel and the other a
comfortable, even luxurious, modern
home. Tn th2 latter the outer surface of
the surn-dried brick is coated with mor-
tar. Adobe would not do for an extreme-
ly rainy country as the constant storms
would finally eat Into the walls and un-
dermine the roof, but In any country
where the rainfall is less than twenty-
five inches a year there is no danger.

Those adobe houses are ccol In summer
and warm In winter, and, when pnroperly
finished inside, are asd satisfactory as a
kiln-dried brick or store house could be.
The first use of the adobe brick was due
to necessity, for there is no lumber or
butlding stone In some places in the
Southwest. It may also have suegzested
ihe sod house of the prairie. It has preb-
ably been In use ever since the first land-
inz party on the American continent
looked about for material from which to
construct some tempaorary shelter,
