HINT TO THE GOVERNOR.

Telegram Sent to Mr. Scofleld That
Will Set Him Thinking

NEW RICHMOND, Wis., June 17.—Con-

siderable criticism has in a quiet way
been le.veled at Gov. Scofield here, as
practically nothing has been do .c for
the cyclone sufferers outside of the gen-
erous help which has come from the Twin
Cities and several of the towns in tins
vicinity. If it had not been f;;r the
prompt action of the commercial borJiei
of St. Paul Tuesday serious hardship
would have resulted, as the Wisconsin
officials do not seem to appreciate th •
situation here. It is not that any o c
here wants to dictate to the governor
as to what he should do, but the
gency of the situation appeals to all, as
there are a half thousand homeless peo-
ple who sere to be permanently hous d.
Yesterday the following wire was sant
to GoV. Scofield:

"Unless physically unable for God and
humanity's sake come here and see for
yourself the terrible evidences of cyclonic
power. Don't hesitate another train; the
presence of our governor is demanded
here. —"Dr. C. W. Eppley."

Now the best peop'e of the city be-
lieve that it is up' to Gov. Scolield to
take action to assist the sufferfrs. WhM \u25a0

it is not known by the Globe whether
this telegram was sent by Dr. Eppky
at the instance of the sufferers or on his
own responsibility, it expresses the ftn-

timent of nearly every one on the c m-

One new patient, Patrick Cal-
li.han, was received at St. Josephs hos-
piial. He is suffering from a compound
fracture of the leg, and is said to be
not dangerously hurt.

John Barnet, among the most seriously
injured, is in a precarious condition at
St. Joseph's hospital. He sustained a
dangerous fracture of the skull, which
necessitated an operation soon after he
reached the hospital. It was necessary
ytfterday to perform a second operation,
and the patient's condition is critical.

The chances for the recovery of C. P.
Gcrdcnier, at the City hospital, are no
better than for the la=st several days. Hiespine was badly injured and he had sev-
eral ribs fractured. The injury to thespine renders his case extremely doubt-
ful.

The authorities at St. Luke's hospital
said-last evening that all patients were
improving and would probably recover.
