Third Time, and "Was Lying; Un-
conscious .at the Bottom of Fif-

teen Feet of Water.

Le Claire Had Gone Down for the

Charles Le Clair, a painter, livingIn th*

rear of 47 West Fairfield avenue, owes his
life to John-Rhinehart; a resident of the
upper West side- levee. -.With a splendid

exhibition of courage, Rhlnehart plunged

Into the river with his clothing on, and,
diving to the bottom in fifteen feet of
water, brought Le. Clair's unconscious
form to the surface and swam with him

to the shore. The brave rescue was wit-
nessed by half a hundred people, who
had quickly gathered on the river bank
at the news of 'Le Clair's supposed
drowning, and when Rhlnehart, almost e»
hausted by his efforts to save his friend,
was about to give up the struggle, near
the shore, several men waded into the
current and pulled him, 'with Le Clair,

to the bank. .;

Le Clair's narrow escape from death
happened shortly after. 4 o'clock. .In
company with Rhlnehart and. several
other companions he went up the river
to the island, near Yoerg's brewery, to .
go. in bathing... Le Clair was the first
one In - the . water. He dove out Into
deep water... and coming to the surface
took several" strong strokes that threw '
him Into a current eddying about a point

of the island. Suddenly he was seen
to throw up his hands and sink. Rhlne-
hart, who had .not yet started to un-
dress," saw his' friend go down., Le
Clair did not again rise to the surface.
Realizing that his friend had been seized
with a cramp and strangled into uncon-
sciousness with • the -muddy - water,
Rhlnehart plunged bravely Into the river
and swam to Le Clair's rescue. - Marking
the spot where Le Clair disappeared
Rhlnehart paused a moment for a long
breath and then dove beneath the water.
He was out of sight a long time, it
seemed to people on the shore, and fear
was expressed' that . both Le Clair and
Rhlnehart were drowned. But in a mo-
ment a head bobbed up several yards
below where Rhlnehart had dived. -It
was Rhlnehart, • and he was struggling
with an object about which his left arm

The watchers saw the object was Le
Clair's body. Down under fifteen feet of
water Rhlnehart found his friend lying on
the sandy bottom. With an almost super-
human effort he wound one arm around
Le Clair and forced his way to the sur-
face. His strength was well nigh gone
with this task accomplished, but he swam
desperately toward the shore, dragging Le
Clair with him. When near . the bank
willing hands were stretched out to
Rhlnehart and pulled him and his burden
to safety.

When Le Clair was laid upon the bank
it was feared that he was dead, but half
a dozen men went to work resuscitating
him, and after nearly half an hour were
rewarded with signs ofr returning con-
sciousness. Le Clair "was finally able to
sit up, but was too weak to walk. He
was carried to his home and had so far
revived last evening as to be almost en-
tirely free from the.effects of his closecall to death. Rhlnehart quickly recover-
ed from his exertions in behalf of his
friend, and modestly accepted the com-
mendation of those who witnessed his
courageous act.

BEATS THE MAGICIANS.
Apple Trees Blotwom and Bear Fruit

'.According to the Washington corre-
spondent of the Boston Transcript the
department of • agriculture has taken
steps toward acquiring the right to use a
recent' invention, a kind of mutascope
camera, designed for a kind of picture-
making never attempted hitherto.
, For .example, the contrivance is set up
in front of a stalk of corn just sprout-
ing, and takes a photograph of It,every

• hour for six months, the exposure being
made at such Intervals by a peculiar au-
tomatic attachment. -.-Subsequently the
film;ribbon, on . which these pictures are
.recorded is put into a magic lantern of
-the; ordinary sort and.run off at the rate
i "thirty a " second, thus . giving to the
spectators in five minutes a view on the
screen of a corn plant growing «out of
the earth, putting forth leaves, develop-
ing tassel and silk, exhibiting the ripened
ears arid finally decaying. : _
.", Anchor this new style of camera in an
open space; attach to It a wire, and It
will make an exposure every two hours
from the beginning to the end Of the
year. The result will be a ribbon of the
seasons, and in five minutes the specta-
tors, sea ted-In a theater will have an op-
portunity to behold all the succeeding
phenomena of the year. At first the
ground will be seen covered with snow,
which will vanish as the first vegetation

''makes' its appearance. The trees will
put forth -leaves with visible rapidity In
sight of the audience, and. when at last
they fall and ,the landscape has assumed
its former "dreary aspect the white man-
tle of Jack y Frost will be spread again
over the land.

One of the most interesting of the pho-
tographs made up to date with this novel
apparatus represents an apple tree, which
is seen In a few twinklings to display Its
new foliage, .put forth buds and blos-
soms and ripen Its fruit. Equally nota-
ble is a picture of a sunflower, snap shots
of which were taken every minute from
sunrise to sunset of a day. When the
ribbon. Is run off at the rate of thirty
photos a second one sees the flower turn
on its stem steadily,' always keeping its

: face toward the solar orb. . It should be
mentioned, by the way, that the views
do not jump about in the way that is
so annoyingly familiar, but are perfectly
stationary, owing to the fact that each
"snap" - registers perfectly with the ones
preceding and following. .

SAVED HALF.
Steamer "Wrecked. Cut In I Two and

... - a New Bow Built.
Boston Globe.

A remarkable feat In marine architec-
ture has been acomplished at Wallssend-
on-Tyne. Last autumn the steamer Mil-
waukee, one of the largest cargo vessels
afloat, owned by Messrs. Elder, Demp-
ster & Co., of Liverpool, ran ashore on
the "scaurs" of Cruden, a line of half-
hidden reefs' on the Aberdeenshire coast.
The divers' who were sent down reported
that there was a rock thirty feet'long
and eight feet In height standing through
the "bottom of the :vessel in the main
hold. :' -->7^' \u25a0'\u25a0 :.'?'\u25a0'*'• ":"::-v:\u25a0:•->*
5 In these circumstances the idea of sav-
ing: the whole ship was at once aban-
doned, and It was determined to cut the
vessel at the after end of the main hatch,
the bulkheads in the stern division of
\u25a0the steamer being undamaged, no water
having reached the engines. The meth-
od resorted to for severing the vessel was
the application of successive charges of
dynamite, but so excellent was the quali-
ty of the steel that no less than 140
pounds of dynamite was required to
burst the plates asunder. .

Eventually \u25a0 the • after portion of the
huge steamer was detached - and safely
floated, thus preserving the engines and
boilers and leaving 160 feet of the forward
section on the rocks. v

The salvage half of the Milwaukee was
towed to the Tyrie and docked the orig-
inal builders of the vessel were intrusted
with, the rebuilding of the forward and
missing portion. This work has been
completed with great expedition. Such a
feat stands without parallel in the his-
tory of the sea..\u25a0'..,

Vessels have been cut In two and
lengthened amidships, but th- re Is no In-
stance on record of half a steamer being
saved from a wreck and then converted
into a hew boat by the rebuilding of the
missing portion. '. '"-•''
