There was a brief : and spasmodic period
of liquidation in Federal Steel and Ameri-
can Steel and Wire in the opening deal-
ings, but professional bear party took ad-
vantage of this to make a drive against
the whole market. But the brief dura-
tion of the decline, and the firm resist-ance offered by prices ac the low points,
warned the bears of the futility of an
effort to break the whole market. They,
therefore,' took their profits on the de
cline of yesterday and this morning, by
buying stocks at the low level. There was
some organized buying of the Flower
group of. specialties, not only In support
of Federal Steel, but | for the long ac
count in Brooklyn Transit, People's Gas
and other;specialties. The action of the
wheat market promised some buying of
grangers also. The continued weakness
In face of the information of poor crops
in Russia, made the conclusion unavoid-
able that , supplies of American wheat
were believed to be forthcoming by those
best able to judge. Aside from this the
market was narrow and professional, and
could not be said to represent anything
more than the covering of short contracts
by yesterday's bears.

The opening In both Federal Steel and
Steel and Wire was wide, 5,000 shares
of the former selling a drop of 1% to, 3
