showed a very large attendance at the
council, even better than in former years.

The morning session of the council open-
ed with prayer by Rev. R. P. Carlson, of
Rock Dell, after which the secretary,
Rev. J. C. Jenssen, gave his annual re-
port. The document was largely statis-
tical in nature and showed that during
the year over 10,000 children have bheen
baptized into the church. The churches
belenging to the denomination number
721, but the pastors of the United church
served a large number of congregations
not formally admitled to the church. This
brought the total number of congrega-
tions «up to 1,080, The total number of
communicant members is 225,605.

The treasurer’'s ‘report showed the as-
‘sets of the denomination at $220,104, which
is considered a low estimate. During the
year the 600 congregations con‘ributing to
the receipts for running expenses gave
the $13,769.58 used during the year, and
enough in addition to leave a balance of
$2,636,97. During the year, bequests ag-
gregating $1,769.59 were made, and the in-
terest on the endowment fund was $7,600.

Contrary to expectation, the election of
officers brought no contests. The old offi-
cers were re-elected with but one excep-
tion, and in almost every instance receiv-
ed a unanimous vote. The balloting oc-
cupied but a few minutes and the elec-
tion was an exceptionally quiet one. The
officers chosen are Rev. G. Hoyme, Eau
Claire, president; Rev. T. H. Dahl,
Stoughton, Wis, vice president; ¥on. Lars
Swenson, Minneapolis, treasurer; Rev. J.
C. Jenssen, Austin, secretary.

In behalf of the Augsburg Publishing
ccmpany, an organization under the con-
trol of the denomination, Lars Swenson
reported that during the year the receipts
from the sale of books was $34,559.48. The
total receipts from all branches aggregat-
ed $53,658.42, On this amount the house
made a profit for the year of $6,716.72. The
circulation of the papers published by the
house during the year averaged 15,000 for
the Luthersk Bornblad, Lutherianen, 11,-
000, and Young Christian, 2,000. On the
latter sheet the publishing house had lost
about $2,000 in five years and a recom-
mendation was made that its publication
be discontinued and the publication of an
English Sunday school paper substituted.

As president of the United Church sem-
inary, Rev. M. O. Boeckman read an an-
nual report. He stated that the seminary
was In a prosperous condition, having
doubled its attendance in five years. The
theclogical students numbered fifty-five
for the year and those in other branches
137. He recommended that the council
provide the institution with better facili-
ties for the study of physics and suggest-
ed improvements along other lines which
are much needed.

By far the maost interesting report
given at yesterday’s sesslon was that of
President Hoyme, reviewing the past
vear’'s work. His remarks were prefaced
with ageneral summary of the church
work of the year, after which the subject
was tretaed in detall. President Hoyme
stated that he heartlly congratulated the
denomination on the successful issue of
the famous ' Augsburg seminary con-
troversy, the nightmare of the church
for many years, and while. he was still
firmly convinced that the United church
stood in the right of the question apd
was entitled to the full ownership of the
real estate of the seminary as well as
the endowment fund, that being the part
surrendered on the adjustment of the
difference, he endorsed the arrangement
which had been made and was extremely
gratified that the bone of contention of
many yeras had been removed.

Treating of the relation of the different
congregations, he saw encouraging signs
in the growth of the bond of fellowship
between the different churches, and in
the fact that many congregational dif-
ferences, caused by the Augsburg con-
troversy, were being successfully ad-
Justed. During the course of the year,
thirty-two church buildings had been de-
dicated and district meetings had been
held in many localities. Since the last
council, two clergymen had died, Rev,
A. M. Lunde, A. C. Baum and I. Daeh-
lin, had been ordained to the ministry
during the year, and the committee ap-
pointed to revise the list of the clergy,
had expunged the names of the ministers
who had sided with the Free church.

The work of the divinity school had
been satisfactory In every respect. Eigh-
teen young men had passed theological
examinations and the attendance at the
Madigon, Minn. normal school had been
gratifying. - 8t. Olaf college at North-
fleld was mentioned as one of the insti-
tutions of the denomination which is do-
ing noble service. !

The report also gave considerable at-
tentlon to the question of the location of
the new seminary and the president was
inclined to think that Northfleld pre-
sented claims which deserved careful
consideration. He advocated careful
consideration of the question and thought
that in case a heavy majority could not
“be secured in the council when the ques-
-tlon is proposed, that it should go over

SUPREME COURT SAYS ONLY
NORSEMEN CAN BE HELD FOR
“NORMANNA’S” DEBTS

Those Who Were Admitted to the
Soclety in Violation of Its Char-
ter Did Not Become Legally Iden-
tified With It.

The stockholders of the defunct Nor-
manna Soclety of Minneapolls, who are
not Norwegians,
debts of the corporation. Chief Justice
Start, in a decision handed down in the
supreme court yesterday, unraveled the
Normanna society controversy, and de-
cided that defendents in the action were
not lable for the debts of the corpora-
tion In as much as they were ineligible
for membership. The order of the lower

court is modified. The syllabus is as fol-

lows:

Syllabus—1. The right to membership
in a corporation may be restricted by ex-

press provision of its charter, although

2. Theé defendants subscribed and pald
for stock and accepted certificates there-
for in a corporation which, by its char-
ter, restricted the right to hold stock
therein to persons.of a certain national-
%ty to which the defendants did not be-
ong.

The corporation accepted them as
stockholders, ‘and without objection from
them they appeared as stockholders on
the books of the corporation for three
years, when the corporation became in-
solvent. In the meantime debts were
contracted by the organization which ars
unpaid. Held, that the defendants are
estopped as against creditors to assert
that they are not stockholders because
they were not in fact eligible to mem-
bership in the corporation. Judgment
modified. —Start, C. J.

In the case of Smith & Forster against
the Columbia National Bank of Minne-
apolis the court holds that $14 per day 13
an exorbitant fee for a collector's serv-
ices. Forster & Smith were given for
collection an account of $3,000 against the
Walla Walla Wine company, and, after
charging up fees in the case, $14 per day
was charged by Mr, Smith for his serv-
ices. The findings of the lower court are
reversed and a new trial granted. The
syllabus is as follows:

James Forster and Edward Smith, co-
partners as Forster & BSmith, respon-
dents, vs. The Columbia National Bank
and J. B. Atwater, as recelver, etc.,
appellants.

Syllabus—Evidence considered and held
that the award of damages herein is
grossly excessive. Order reversed and a
new trial granted.

is not usurious are sustained by the evi-
dence.

8. The affidavit of title required by
General Statutes 1894, section 5296, to be
made by a third party when he claims
property levied upon by the sheriff, is
sufficient if it falrly Informs the of-
ficer of the general nature of the title or
.claim of the party to the property. The
affidavit served in this case was sufficlent.
Order and judgment affirmed.

reopens the matter of the McQueen es-
tate, which has figured in the courts for
years. The plaintiff, Mowry, sues to re-
cover $6,351.51, alleged to be due from the
estate.

John McQueen, according to the com-
plaint, dled intestate in South Carolina,
Aug. 21, 1867, leaving a widow, Sarah H.
McQueen, and three sons. The estate
was valued at about $25,000, and there
were llabilities, part of them In Judg-
ments, to the amount of $40,000. The es-
tate Included a large amount of real es-
tate at Superior, Wis., and at Prairie du
Chien. Letters of administration wers
granted to the widow in South Calolina,
under $10,000 bonds. At the time of Mec.
Queen’'s death the Wisconsin property
was unimproved wild land and without
value. All the South Carolina property
was converted into money in 1870, but the
proceeds were not actually realized until
1876. In 1869 the creditors began to insist
upon the sale of the Wisconsin property,
but a referee advised a delay. Finally,
however, in 1885, license to sell was ob-
tained from the court. In 1887, acting
for the widow and sons, Ira W. Burhans
sold the property at Superior to Rufus C.
Jefferson and James Kasson, of Jefferson
& Kasson, for $15,000, the alleged under-
standing being that Burhans was after-
wards to resell, taking 50 per cent for his
commission,

Burhans effected the sale and recovered
$23,564.02, after long-drawn out litigation.
Now the plaintiff claims that the whole
transaction was wrong, and asks that the
deed to Jefferson be set aslde; that Jef-
ferson & Kasson be adjudged to be trus-
tees of the remalning property; that the
defendants be adjudged to have no title,
and that a receiver be appointed to take
charge of the money received for proper-
ty sold.
