Sir Thomas Lipion, who was In high
spirits, was asked, a question regarding
the prospects of the yacht and sald:

“We have engaged, to win back the
America’s cup. \\'gibgye fairly extended
ourselves, and if we are beaten all I can
say {8 honor to the yaght which is better
than Shamrock.” , .

Willlam Fife Jr., designer of the Sham-
rock, remarked: ‘‘Brains and all that
careful thought and knowledge of naval
architecture can put into the yacht are
there. Every man of us expects that with
a fair field we shall give a tight race to
our American opponents. The Shamrock
goes around to SBouthampton tomorrow,or
Wednesday, for just these little arrange-
ments that a racing experience gives and
we hope she will land the cup.”

Lady Russell christened the yacht with
the customary bottle of champagne. As
the Shamrock reachgd midstream, from
the slips, a barge collided with her, strik-
ing the yacht's bow above the water line
and making a big dent. There was a
great cry when the Shamrock was struck,
and especially from members of the Lip«
ton party, whe wituessed the launch from
the river. But it was soon ascertained
that the damage done was slight, and the
yecht was towed foward the Southwest
India. Hundreds eof whistles .and horns
made a tremendous. din.

After the ceremony the guests repaired
to the marquee, where refreshments were
served. Herbert Gladstone, standing in the
center of the marquee, and holding up a
champagne glass, proposed the health of
Sir Thomas Lipton.

CARRIED OFF THF HONORS IN THE
BOAT RACES AT POUGH~
KEEPSIE, N. Y,

FRESHMAN - RACE: EXCITING

Four-Oared Event Was Too Easy
for Penn-ylvun‘ln to Make It as
“Interesting as the Freshman
Event Proved—Time Made in the
Events Not Record-Breaking, but
Good, Coensidering Circumstances

" POUGHKEEPSIE, N. Y., June 26.—The
four-oared race over the two-mile course
today was won by Pennsylvania. Time,
11:12. Cornell second, time 11:14 3-5. Time
of first mile:
nell, 5:33. Strokes, half mile, Cornell 36;
Pennsylvania 34; mile, Cornell 85; Penn-
sylvania 34; mile and a haif, Cornell 33;
Pennsylvanla 34; second mile, Pennsyl-
vania 36; Cornell 34.

The freshman elght-oared race between
Pennsylvania, Cornell and Columbia, over
the two-mile eourse, was won by Cor-
nell. Time, 9:55; Columbia second, one
and a quarter boat lengths behind Cor-
nell. Time, 10 minutes. Pennsylvanta
third, three and a quarter boat lengths
behind Columbia. Time, 10:10. Strokes,
half mile, Cornell 34; Columbia 32; Penn-
sylvania 35; mile, Cornell 34; Columbia
33; Pennsylvania 34; one mile and a half,
Cornell 35; Columbia 33; Pennsylvania 34;
Two miles, Cornell 36; Columbia 34; Penn-
sylvania 36.

ed crews of Cornell and Pennsylvania _

took the water together, but the Penn-
sylvania stroke started at 33 while the
Cernell stroke was only 36. The Pennsyl-
vania stroke, while not as pretty as Cor-
nell, had much more go in it, and be-
fore the boats had gone ten lengths the
Quakers had shoved their boat’s nose
ahead of the Ithacans. Cornell had drop-
ped down to the Courtney stroke of 33 to
the minute, and although inch by inch
the Quakers’ boat shoved to the front,
they never increased during the mile. The
enthusiastic rooters on the train kept
hoping the Cornelllans would let out the
stroke as they neared the end and shake
the Quakers up, but the latter gained by
inches, and the Pennsylvania boat had
gained nearly a foot by the time the mile
was reached. Cornell endeavored to re-
duce the lead, but every time the Quak-
ers responded and maintained the lead of
a boat’s length, which they had when
they reached the bridge.

ACCIDENT AVERTED.

Tt was here that a collision was immi-
nent. Both crews had steered badly at
the start, angling in toward the shore, but
had straightened out and gave promise
of runihg a straight course. Just as
they reached the shadow of the bridge,
and when Pennsylvania had secured a
lead of almost a length, the ferry ‘boat
crossed the river and left a heavy swell.
The Pennsylvania bow oarsman, who was
doing the steering, either turned towards
center or lost his bearings, for that shell
turned almost directly towards Cornell,
and to avoid a seemingly probable colli-
sion the Cornell boat was turned away.
A3 quick as a flash Pennsylvania straight-
enec¢ out again, and when they cleared
the great abutment it was seen they had
a lead over Cornell of fully one and a
quarter lengths, there being clear water
between the boats. -

From this point to the finish there was
little material change, unless it may have
been near the end, when Cornell hit the
stroke up to 36 and proceeded to close up
the gap. But the Quakers, who had been
rowing one and a half to two strokes per
minute faster than the Ithacans all
through, seeing the Corneil men were
sprinting, increased the stroke to 38 and
crcesed the line winner by one and a half
Iengths, in  11:08 4-5, according to tha
watches of the several experts upon the
press ecar. Mr. Fortmeyer, the official
titnekeeper on the referee’'s boat, made it
11:09, but the official time as given out by
the college regents was 11:12. Cornell fin-
ished, according to the same officials, in
11:14 3-5. )

FRESHMAN RACE EXCITING.

The freshmam race, which was started
very promptly after the four-oared fin-
ished, was one of the closest and most
exciting seen on the river for years, the
Columbia crew giving the Cornell crew
a sharp and pratiy fight for first place,
and making phenomenal time, considering
the slowness of their stroke. At the
sound of the pistol the crews got away
in a bunch, but ot the settling down of
the stroke to the crews' usual style, it
was seen that Ccrnell had poked the
point of the nose of her shell a few inches
in front. For the first half mile the
struggle was so exciting that spectators
rose on the press car and In the observa-
tion train and cheered for each crew,
Cornell was rowing a long, sweeping
stroke of thirty-four, while Pennsylvania
was rowing thirty-five. Columbia was
rowing a phenomenally long stroke, thir.
ty-two, the wonder of all the experts on
the race, for the boat went along almost
as fast as the Cornell boat. Close to.
gether the three boats hung, but there
was something about the way the Cornell
boat seemed to glide over the water that
made Pennsylvania and Columbia hang
heads down.

When the boats reached the half mile
Cornell was half a length out of the
bunch. Columbia set out to gain and
there was cheering when the nose of the
boat crept up. But the Cornell crew in-
creased its stroke to thirty-four. Colum-
bia aiso hit its up to thirty-three, but the
boat began to lose after the mile was
passed and soon after Cornell had a lead
of a clear length. Pennsylvania, in the
meantime, steering erratic at the mile
mark, went out of the course. In this
way she lost ground, and then the crew
pulled a strong stroke and did it cleanly,
vet they dropped behind rapidly, the nose
of their boat being a boat length behind.

The race, after the middle point, was
between Cornell and Columblia, with some
chance for Columbia if they worked hard.
Just after crossing that point the Penn-
sylvania boat seemed to lose power, and
dropped rapidly astern as the Columbia
stroke hit it up to thirty-four In an en.

to those who watched that there was a
lot of reserve force in the Cornells, and
they could hold the Columbia boat where
they pleased. Columbia went away from
Pennsylvania, although the latter were
rowing a stroke of thirty-six to the
former's thirty-four.

Amid the tooting of whistles and the
cheers of the Cornell contingent the boats
crossed the finish line, Cornell leading
with a boat and a quarter length to spare,
and Pennsylvania following Columbia
three boat lengths behind.

The time of Cornell was 9:55, not so
good as that made by Yale, in 1897, of 9:18
on the same course.

NOTES OF THE RACES.

The races were witnessed today by a
larger crowd of spectators than had been
expected.

The observation train of forty cars was
thinly peopled, although eight or ten cars
were packed tight with college partisans
who had secured cars for themselves.

Coach Courtney, of Cornell, who has the
reputation of never seeing his crews row
through a race, would have broken that
rule today and followed the shells on his
launch, if that vessel had not met with
an accident which made it impossible to
go out. But he climbed out on the rocky
ledge that jets out at Crummell Bow,
and with his glass watched the start
and the progress of the shells down the
river. =

Coach McConville, of Wisconsin, walch-
ed the races from the observation train.
Speaking of the freshmen he said that if
the work of the youngsters was any
criterion by which to judge the ‘varsities,
he had no fear of either Columbia or
Pennsylvania in tomorrow’'s contest.

The scene at Cornell's quarters after
the freshman race was an inspiring ome.
The boys crowded about Courtuey, cheer-
ing frantically. ‘“Charlle, you're the
stuff,’”” they cried. They banged him
upon the back, threw their arms about
him and kissed him on the cheeks, their
cries forming a perfect babel. Tears came
to Courtney’s eyes, but his face fairly
beamed with delight. ““You're good boys,”
he said, ‘“‘and you deserve big credit.”

After the freshman race both the Col-
umbia and Wisconsin 'varsity crews took
hard pulls. The water was then as
smooth as a placid lake. McConville and
Peet, coaches of the respective crews,
both expressed the hope that similar
water would favor the 'varsity race to-
morrow evening.

E. O. Spililman, captain of last year's
Corneil ’varsity, who has been out
through Wisconsin lately, said that the
people of that state expected great things

felt out there Columbia would find herself
at the tail end of the procession, and
that the real struggle would be between
Cornell and Wisconsin. Mr. Spillman add-
ed that he thought this year's Cornell
'varsity inferior to those of '97 and '98.
The Wisconsin crew have many well-
wishers among the people who are to
witness the races. A few Wisconsin
alumnl arrived last evening, prominent
among whom were J. L. Fosher, the
graduate manager of athletics In the Wis-
consin university; E. A. Evans, president
of the Athletic association, and N. 8.
Curtis, vice president of the Wisconsin
navy.
