TWO LARGE AUDIENCES ENJOYED
THE “FASHION-PLATE” CIR-
CUS YESTERDAY

RAIN PROVED NO DRAWBACK

There Was Plenty to Occupy the
Attention of Young and 0ld Alike,
and the Programmes Were Ex-

cellent—Rough Riders Made a
Huge Hit With the Patriotic
Crowds.

Everyone who had a child or could
borrow one went to the circus yesterday
afternoon, and a great many péople went
anyway. As a result the capaclous tent
that covered the Walter L. Main masto-
don three-ringed ecircus was crowded
both in the afternoon and evening. There
was just enough rain to add a touch of
realism to the performance, but not
enough to spoil the general enjoyment.
As usual the pink lemonade and peanuts
were in evidence and the sideshow man
reaped a harvest, but the interest reach-
ed its climax in the great processional
entree foreshadowing all the good things
that were to come.

Horace Webb gave a series of blood-
curdling performances on the revolving
trapeze, while at the ring at the other
end the three La Petit brothers indulged
in graceful and difficult evolutions on the
aerial bars. Then came a display espe-
cially calculated to please the little floks
in James McElroy's sagacious troupe of
trained ponies, a drove of educated pigs
and Joseph Borrls' trained goats. Fol-
lowing the anlmals was a tournament of
champion leapers, gentlemen in pink
tights, who turned tremendous single and
double somersaults over pyramids of ele-
phants, camels and horses, apparently
without any effort at all.

Miss Maud de Alma exhibited her
trained pigeons and divided the interest
with Miss Royal's skillful trick tandem
driving and ‘“Canandagua,”” the pony
that rode around on the backs of two
horses, apparently enjoying the situa-
tion. To add to the general happiness
Mr. Kerslake balance himself on his head
on a trapeze and performed other won-
derful and surprising feats that the
Werntz trio tried in‘vain to imitate in
another ring. Jerry Alton, to keep things
lively, performed upside down on a
swinging bar, while everyone applauded.

The sixty-three trained horses, every
one a performer of surprising merit, oc-
cupied the center of the stage and were
succeeded by an exhibition of scientific
boxing by the Deldameads, who were
burlesqued in another ring by a couple
of enterprising and pugnacious -clowns.
After them came equestriennes, comical
clowns, contortionists and the Werntz

family of six members, whose remarka- ]

ble gymnastic feats raised a ripple of
excitement among the impressionable
audience. Three wire acts came next on
the programme, to be succeeded by a
seires of mid-air performances, a bur-
lesque on “‘Trilby’" and a most realistic
organ grinder and “monk."” The trained
mule, “Cyrano de Bergerae,” vied with
the twin mules, “Jack” and “Jill,"” and
then were followed by a burlesque on
Sousa's band by the Main Clown band.
After more acrobatic and equestrian spe-
cialties came the races that succeeded In
interesting everybody to the highest
pitch. The congress of rough riders came
in for a round of “applause as the
wedther-beaten and war-scarred heroes
performed their evolutions in the ring,
and a man made an unsuccessful attempt
to race against a horse. Although the
runner was distanced the race was ex-
citing and opened the way for the chil-
dren’s pony steeplechase, in which mon-
key jockeys piloted the little horses
around the track. Afterwards a riderless
horse, raced with another ridden by a
jockey in bright colored attire, and the
champion jumping horse, Geneva,:leaped
over an assortment of hurdles.

The flat race, run by.horses ridden by
ladies and gentlemen riders proved very
exciting, and the four-horse chariot race
brought the large audienceé to its feet.

This was the last number on the regu-
lar programme, but nearly éverybody
stayed to the after-show, of which the
features were minstrels and a grand
cake walk that proved to be a most
laughable and enjoyable affair. Alto-

Quite a sensation ‘developed during the
trial of Franklin C.-Bishop, on the charge
of conducting ¥ dalsorderly houss at &4
Wabasha street, In the police court yes-
terday, when Patrolman Christfan, from
the witness stdnd, iaccused former City
Prosecutor  Hall, who s conducting
Bishop's defense, with having frequented
the alleged resort in question. Attorney
Hall turned pale with anger at the ofil-
eer's imputation, and began a stinging
denunciation of the . witness. With
trembling lips, he could scarcely find
words for his invective, and finally
brought up short with the announcement
that Patrolman- Christlan would ‘hear
from him later with regard to the charge
made.

The denouement came while Attorney
Hall was cross-examining the witness.
Officer Christlan had stated on direct ex-
amination that Bishop conducted a place
of notorious evil repute, where, witness
asserted, prostitutes and lewd persons
visited forimmoral purposes. Atorney Hall
sought to impeach his testimony.

“How do you know this is an evil re-
sert?’ asked Mr. Hall. ‘“Who visits the
place? Do you know any one who goes
there?"

“I do,” replied the witness.

“Who?" thundered Mr. Hall.

“You do,”  retorted Officer Christian.
“You go there yourself, sometimes.’”

Mr. Hall looked at the witness in aston-
ishment for a moment. Rising to his feet,
he walked toward the witness stand and,
shaking his fist almost in Officer Chris-
tlan’s face, he blazed forth:

“Your name is Christian, is it not? Yes,
Christlan; that s it, but what a farcical
misnomer. I go‘there, do I? Well, yes,
I go there and ‘l‘;xa‘\'re,, been there. You go
there too. You  have been to the place
yourself. What takes you there?”

‘‘Business,” answered the witness.

At the concluslon of the testimony for
the prosecuting, Attorney Hall' moved for
dismissal on the ground that the com-
plaint was defective, in that it did not- al-
lege Bishop’s place a general disturbance
to the public. In the midst of his argu-
ment Judge Hine continued the case un-
til 2 o’clock this afterncon. The case is
being tried before a jury of seven mem-
bers. ol 5 -

Bishop was tried a week ago on the
charge of selling liquer without a license
and the jury disagreed. He claims to be
a palmist and lives at 548 Wabasha street.
Under the new police regulation he was
ordered to pay a fine for renting furnished
rooms .and refused, to do se, on the
ground that he conducted a respectable
house. Police officers in disguise visited
his place, and as’a vesult Bishop was ar-_

WOULD BE A JUBILEE

S
If the Church Could Burn a Mort-
Zage on Its Semi-Centennial.

A meeting of representatives of the
trustees and the  congregation of the
First Presbyterian church, Grotto street
and Lincoln avenue, was held last night
in the church parlors for the purpese of
considering means of lifting a mortgage
of $6,000, which 1s still outstanding on the
church building, before Sept. 26, at which
time the church will celebrate its fif-
tieth anniversary and hold a jubilee ses-
sion. The meeting was well attended,
and church finances and the question of
lifting the mortgage were thoroughly
discussed. Plans for the liquidation of
the amounts outstanding were made, and
considerable headway. towards the com-
pletion of the work reported.

The First Preshytérian church was or-
ganized in 1849, and if§ first church build-
ing was located  on, fayette avenue.
In 1890 it was dege: 3d advisable by the
trustees to moveﬁ: a_location on the hill,
and the present site, was chosen_  and a
church erected at a;cost of $20,000. A
mortgage to cover the cost of erection,
in the sum of 009, was placed with
the board of church grection of the da-
nomination. Sincg the dedication of the
edifice, approximately $7,000 has been
raised and applied on,the mortgage. Of
this sum the Ho g{ Hope church con-
tributed $3,500 and;the First Presbyterian
church a similar amount. There is still
outstanding $5,000 of,the original mort-
gage, with accumiilated Interest amount-
ing to $1,000. : ’

At the meeting last night, it was re-
ported that the Ladles’ soclety, with the
Ladies’ Aid soclety and Christian En-
deavor socleties of the church, had
pledged to raise 830 towards liquidating
the mortgage. One of the trustees im-
mediately announced a pledge of another

$500 and a fellow member of the church |

added his pledge for $300. It was reported
that there is at present In sight about
$1,300. It was decided by vote to commu-

nicate with the board: of church erection |

and request that the,church be relieved |

ANGELL  STEPS  OUT

EXECUTIVE CLERK QUITS TO AC-
CEPT A POSITION UNDER THE
CHEROKEE COMMISSION

TAMS BIXBY NEEDED HIM

One of the Famillar Faces at the
Capitol Will Be Gone After To-
morrow, After Years eof Official
Service—The Big Chilef From Red
Wing Lured Him Away to the
Indian Territory.

After tomorrow the familtar -face of
William H. Angell will not' be in its-ac-
customed place behind the big flat-topped
desk in the governor’s outer chamber. It
is seventeen years s'mce the Angellio
countenance first looked up there, and it
i3 seventeen years since the round An-
gellic  black stub penmanship began to
adorn notarial commissions and other
official papers of the proletariat.

Hubbard, McGill, Merriam, Nelson,
Clough, Lind, in turn sat in the inner
room and decreed the fate of tearful
wives whese husbands had murdered men
or stolen horses, but  yet William, as
every one about the capitol learned to
call him, hung on. Even the shaking of
the party base beneath the Republican
machine did not jar from his rocker the
urbane executive clerk who knows the
blue book as he does his spelling lesson
and recites the roster of official patronage
like one of his youngsters might dally
with the multiplication table.

But it hasn’'t been the same old smile
with William, since Jan. 1. One at a time
he was called upon to sign papers that
meant the official death of one and then
another of his old time compatriots. Men
who had been sitting on state boards un-
til the slivers had almost unseated them,
found the unseatiag finished by Gov. Lind
and Willlam was, as the last sclon of a
waning race, the last of the Republicans.

He could have stayed, for he had never
been an offensive partisan. He never
even had to carry his own precinct, for
he lived up in the Seventh, where it
couldn't go but one way. Willilam just
tended to the gubernatorial detail from |
early dawn till late at night, and never
tipped anything off to the outside world.
That was Willlam’s long suit. Even a
new administration bent on turning out
its predecessors with an orthodox Jack-~
scnian policy could but stand in awe of
this virtue. Here, indeed, was a man of
mark.

It came perhaps of long assoclation
with that other beau ideal of sphinxlike
imperturbability and mysterious com-
placency, Tams Bixby, Bixby has secrets
such as the box of Pandora never could
have held. It was supposed that when
Tams went out of the executive depart-
ment he left his administrative secrets
behind. Many thought they would like
to blow the safe in the governor's office
and discover the essence of the Bixbyan
finesse in politics. But it would have been
futile. Bixby had not struck his simoon-
fed sands of Oklahoma before he had
begun “winnowing new secrets. Ultimate-
ly he got so many he had to have An-
gell. So he touched the wire. “William,"
he said, ‘“I've got a good thing here at
Muskogee."" William was puzzled,
Should he leave the state administration
to new hands, clericaly? Should he still
stand under the gun, regardless’ of party
differences, and help to guide the good
ship Minnesota clear of the shoals of exe-
cutive dishonor, or should he acept the
honor that was thus thrust upon him and
take hold of the new duty of. guiding the
five tribes from the darkness of bar-
barism into the broad light of modern*
civilization and political freedom, as’ ex-
emplified in the gigantic genius of the
Red Wing statesman, Bixby. There wwas
but one answer. The state had enjoyed
for seventeen years the fruits of his labor.
Should the five tribes be left in somnolent
ignorance of half life’s joys? No. So
Willlam accepted the new place, and Gov.
Lind bade him Godspeed, but now mot
without the assurance that he might have
stayed through the present administra-
tion if he wished”

“I will go Friday,” sald Mr. Angell yes-
terday. *“I shall have a clerical position
in the office of the Cherokee commission
at Muskogee. I do not know exactly
what the duties are, but it s a position
worth, in my judgment, going to take.' 1
had my choice of going or staying here.
I will leave my family here for a few
months, till after the summer months, at
least.”

Eugene Rice, of Owatonna, a Demo-
crat, will succeed Mr. Angell tomorrow.

T0 ABOLISH “EXAMS™

HOW THE AVERAGE SCHOOL PUe
PIL WILL GLORY IN
GOV. LIND

OFFICIAL ATTACK IS MADR

Present Hxamination System Does
Not Find Favor With the Gov-
ernor, and a Formal Proposition
Is Made to the State High School
Board Looking to Its Aboll.
tion,

The state high school board,: at the
capitel yesterday, discussed at some
iength its trying financial problems, but
without taking definite action, but the
most important matter considered, per-
haps, was a suggestion made at the in-
stance ‘of Gov. LInd by Siate Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction Lewlis to
correct the evil of examinations as they
are now conducted in the high schools.

Briefly stated, the plan of Gov. Lind
Is to make the educational system of the
state complete and coatinuous, just as
now, from the graded schools, and even
the kindergartens, through 'the high
schools to the university, but it i{s his be-
lief that there is an educational weakness
in the examination system. The fear that
they will not pass tends to nervousness,
and sometimes permanent disorders, on
the part of the pupils, and also to an un-
evenness in development, as the energles
of the student are spent, not in the ac-
quisities and assimlation of the facts
learned, but in mere effort to hold the
subject matter in the mind until the ex-
amination has been passed. Under the
plan prepared, the high schools would be
required to maintain a certain standard,
and whether they reached this standard
or not should be ascertained, not by ex-
aminations of the pupils so much as by
the examination of the expert inspector,
who, seeing the work in the classes, could
judge whether or not the school was
properly fulfilling its mission. If, then,
it is, the assumption would be inherent in
the state educational system that one
who had kept up with the class work
throughout the course would be prepared
to enter the university without the ex-
amination, and the, high school diploma
now required of the applicant for entrance
at Minneapolis.

The plan was referred to a special com-
mittee consisting of President Northrop,
of  the university, and Superintendent
Lewis to work out the details.

Another matter that is puzzling the

.board is the shortage in the fund ap-

propriated by the legislature for distribu-
tion among the high schools reaching a
specified standard. The amount appro-
priated is about 12 schools short of the
amount necessary to give to each of the
schools which has qualified the allotted
$300. The problem that confronts the
board is which schools tu eave out. There
is a considerable sentiment Iin the board
that those schools which have only re-
cently qualified and have not yet shared
in the benefits of the state appropria-
tion, should recetve first attention, and
part of the schools that have been well
treated be left out until such time as
the money can be provided for them.

Another plan out of the difficulty which
has been proposed is to raise the sandard
of efficlency, and thus cut down the num-
ber of schools qualifying, although the
has been proposed'is to raise the standard
as to the feasibility of this plan.
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
