MENAGE IS AT HOME

RETURNS AFTER SIX YEARS OF
EXILE TO FACE PENDING
INDICTMENTS

Louis F. Menage returned to Minneap-
olis yesterday morning and surrendered
himself to the local authorities to an-
swer to three indictments returned
against him after his flight, six years
ago. During his absence Mr. Menage has
been in Guatemala and Mexico. Accom-
panied by his wife and daughter, Mr.
Menage left Mexico City on Thursday.
He entered the United States by way of
San Antonio, coming north via St. Louis,
arriving in Minneapolis yesterday morn-
ing.

For the present Mr. and Mrs. Menage
will be with Mr. and Mrs. W. G. Crocker,
1821 Dupont avenue south, relatives of
theirs.

Immediately upon his arrival in Min-
neapolis Mr. Menage proceeded to the
office of C. J. Bartleson, in the Guaranty
building, and then, accompanied by Bar-
tleson and Mr. Hale, went before Judge
Elliott in chambers, and was immediate-
ly arraigned on the three charges which
have now stood against him for nearly
six years. He pleaded not guilty to
each charge, was bound over for trial
at the September term of court, under
$10,000 bond, and then retired with his at-
torney.

The whole proceeding was of the most
formal character. Mr. Menage presented
hignself in Judge Elliott’'s court room
about 9:30 o'clock. After shaking hands
with a number of friends who happened
to be present, including M. B. Coon and
Ralph Whelan, he stepped to the judge’'s
desk to listen to the reading of the in-
dictments by Deputy Court Clerk Royce.

THREE INDICTMENTS.

There were three rather long indict-
ments. The first to be read was that
under ‘which William S. Streeter, vice
president of the Guaranty Loan company
while Menage was president, was tried.
It charged grand larceny in the first de-
gree for the allged apropriation .of $270,-
322.77, and was somewhat long. At the
conclusion of the reading, in response to
Mr. Royce's question, “You have heard
the reading of the indictment, what is
your plea” he replied quietly but firmly,
“Not guilty.” The same proceeding was
gone through with in connection with
each of the other indictments, one of
which charged the theft of exactly the
same amount as above, and the other the
theft of over $700,000.

As he entered his plea of not guilty in
each case his attorney stated that the
plea was entered with the understanding
that a demurrer might be interposed later
should the defendant see fit to do so. It
was aranged that such .demurrers
should be entered, if at all, before Aug.
1, it being ordered that the cases should
not be tried until the September term of
court, as stated above.

Bail was fixed at $10,000 on the first in-
dictment, and no bond was required in
the other two cases. A bond was imme-
diately submitted and approved, - the
bondsmen being Amanda A. Menage,
Charles Morse, Jonathan H. Pond and
Jaohn M. Norris, and Mr. Pond qualifying
for $10,000 and the others for $5,000 each.

Mr. Bartleson anounced that Mr. Men-
age would have other counsel. -

For the state Colunty Attorney Reed
and Assistant County Attorney Hutchin-
son were present. Mr. Reed has not yet
had time to examine carefully the status
of the cases, or to determine the possi-
bilitles of obtaining a conviction. A
number of the witnesses who appeareéed in
the Streeter trial and before the grand
jury in the Menage examination are dead,
others have left the state and the where-
abouts of others are unknown.

MR. MENAGE'S VIEWS.

In discussing his flight Mr. Menage said:

‘‘Leaving Minneapolis may be consider-
ed by many as the mistake of my career.
Possibly it was. But it saved my life.
I hope that it will' eventually result in
liquidating every dolla~ of my indebted-
Less.

“The years of terrible mental strain
through which 1 passed just previous to
leaving Minneapolis had made of me a
physical and mental wreck. The crash
came—unexpected, as crashes always
come—and I was driven almost insane. A
few more weeks of the awful strain would
have killed me. Rest and oblivion were all
that I thought of when 1 left.

“It was necessary to throw off the bur-
dens which were-crushing me. To bear
them longer meant nothing less than
death. I threw them off at the cost of my
Freputation. Life is sweet. My ambitions
are great, and I can hardly say that I
regret the course I followed.

“The idea that I—or any officer of the
Guaranty Loan company—embezzled a
dollar is entirely erroneous. The large
sums of money were lost in unfortunate
business transactions. They were lost in
We suffered great depre-

and securities.

“I left Minneapolis June 6, they tell me,
but T do not remember the date, and in
May I was in New York. I arranged for
loans amounting to over $1,000,000. . The
funds would have carried us through the
year, given us a chance to realize on our
securities, to have held our property, and
eventually to have met all our obliga-
tions and made large profits. But the
panic swept over the country. Business
was paralyzed. Of the $1,000,000 negotiated
we could not get a cent. The disaster
crippled us. The crash followed. I sur-
vived with my life, and that is all.

“I have but little idea what the future
has in store for me, but of one thing I
am sure—idleness will not be my lot. Dur-
ing the next twenty years I expect to be
as active as T have been during the past
twenty. It would be impossible for a man
to return to his old home after six years’
of absence, and financially involved to the
extent of $1,500,000, and be able to tell
definitely what his future business course
will be. I am only sure that I will do
something. I do not hope to make only
a living, but I hope to pay every dollar
that I owe.

“Tt was reported that I had absconded
with a large amount of money. The plain
fact of the matter is that I had little
more than enough to get me into Mexico
and keep my family alive until I could
turn my hand to something. When I
boarded the train which took me out of
Minneapolis I had just $900 with me. That
was all T saved out of the wreck.

‘“Without wishing to indulge in any
sickly sentimentality, I wish it understood
that I have come back to Minneapolis to
commence life anew. When we decided to
come back to this country my wife and I
made up our minds that no city offered
me a better chance to redeem myself than
Minneapolis, and after all the kind words
and assurances of assistance that I have
recelved from old friends I am sure of it.

STORY OF THE CASE.

The collapse of the Gudranty Loan com-
pany, which resulted in the indictments
against Mr. Menage, came May 17, 1893,
upon an order of the district court for
appointment of a recelver at the request
of Goodnow & Lawther, creditors of th
company to the extent of only $371. The
day. before the appointment of the Min-

neapolis Trust company as receiver on the
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above date, the company confessed judg-
ment in a sult begun by one of the
other fuel companies for $213.01.

The Guaranty Loan at the time of the
collapse, was carrying over $3,000,000 in
short time commercial paper which it had
guaranted. In addition v this it had out-
standing $2,841,300 in lon% time debenture
bonds. This made nearly $5,500,000 for
which the company was responsible. Ef-
forts to secure money by pledging avall-
able qsse_t& in order to tide over the
crisis had been futile.

In the meantime Mr. Menage has taken
flight, though his absence was not at once
discovered. His whereabouts could not
be learned for a long time, but he was
finally traced to Guatemala, where an ef-
fort to arrest him failed. Later he went
to Mexico, where he has since resided.

The receiver, after an examination, re-
ported to the court that of the more than
$3,000,000 short time paper all but $644,000
was “straw’” and absolutely worthless.
The proceeds of $1,000,000 of it, guaranteed
by Menage himself, had been passed to
Menage's credit on the books of the com-
rany, according to the recelver's report
of 1885; the proceeds of the balance had
been passed to ‘‘Menage and Streeter,
trustees” . and other concerns in which
they were interested. The development
of these facts, together with the suspen-
sion of other flnancial concerns execited
the peoble.

In October, 1893, two indictments were
returned charging Menage and Willlam
S. Streeter, the vice president of the com-
pany, with grand larceny in the first de-
gree, one for the alleged appropriation of
$723,280.79 and the other for the alleged ap-
propriation of $270,322.77. Menage could
not be found. Streeter, who made no at-
tempt to evade trial, was arrested, and
in May, 1894, trled on the second indict-
ment, the case resulting in a disagree-
ment. In October, apparently because the
indictment under which Streeter was tried
was looked upon as defective, a new
indictment was returned charging both
men with the appropriation of the sec-
ond amount given. Streeter was placed
on trial under this in November and
again there was a disagreement, and in
December all of the cases as to Streeter
were nolled. They still stood against
Mnage, however, and stand against him
today.

TRUST SECURES MILLS,

Six Owned by the Consolidated Com-
pany to Be Sold Soon.

The United States Milling company,
pcpularly known as the flour trust, is
now certain to acquire a much larger
interest in Minneapolis milling properties
than has heretofore been thought possi-
ble. Messrs. A. C. Loremg, J. B. Glfillan
and John Martin, who hold a majority
of the stock of the Northwestern Con-
solidated Milling company, have agreed
to sell to Thomas MclIntyre, president
of the trust, the six smaller mills in this
city, now leased to the Consolidated Mill-
ing company. The annual meeting takes
plece Friday and the deal will be con-
summated at that time. The figure is un-
derstood to be in the immediate neighbor-
hood of $1,800,000.

There has been a sharp advance in the
stock within the past week. Insiders
have paid 60 cents for stock which three
or four months ago brought less than
4 cents. The capacity of the six mills
is 11,000 barrels daily. The company is
capitalized at $2,250,000, of which a million
is In preferred stock, and is the third in
size and importance of the Minneapolis
companies. The trust now has a total
Minneapolis capitality of 14,000 barrels
daily, while outside of the trust, in this
city, are the Pillsbury-Washburn and
‘Washburn-Crosby companies, aggregating
over 35,000 barrels capacity.

FAST TROLLEY SERVICE.

Minneapolis Council Committee In
Favor of the New Ordinance.

A delegation of Second and Sixth ward
residents appeared yesterday afternoon
before the Minneapolis council committee
on rallroads to protest against the pro-
posed interurban express service. Abaut
seventy-five citizens were in attendance
as a result of the mass meeting at Oak
street wigwam. In a general way ths
protests ‘were based on a fear that the
introduetion of through cars would cause
deterioration of the local service and on
the claim that the running of the fast
cars would be hazardous.

Ald. Lelghton after the discussion closed
moved that the ordinance be amended so
as to require the through cars to stop at
Oak street. Nothing was said about re-
quiring them to take on or let off pas-
sengers at his point. The amendment was
adopted.

Ald. Main then moved that the ord-
inance as amended be recommended to
pass and the motion prevailed.

New Board Members.

Mayor Gray has filled the vacancies on
the Minneapolis board of corrections and
charities, caused by the expiration of the
terms of W. J. Dean and J. H. Martin.
The appointees are George E. Nord, own-
er of the Riverside Milk company, and
Prof. J. G. Moore, of the state univer-
sity. The new members will take the'r
places as members of the board at a s-e-
cial meeting to be held Saturday after-
noon at 4 o'clock. Some of the early
business of the new board will be the ap-

ointment of a city physician to succeed
Er. Weston; a superintendent of the poor
to succeed O. . King, and a superin-
tendent of the city workhouse to suc-
ceed John M. Meloy.

New Plans Discussed.

Thomas Lowry visited the Minneapolis
chamber of commerce yesterday and pre-
sented the latest plans for the new build-
ing before the board of directors. No ac-
tion of any sort was taken by the cham-
ber on the matter of the building, and the
plans were merely informally discussed.

SIOT IN THE BACK

HOW TWO NEGROES WERE KILL-
ED IN THE RACE RIOTS IN
CENTRAL ALABAMA

MORE TROUBLE IS EXPECTED

Negroes Refuse to Return to Work,
and Are Going About Armed—
Coroner Says It Is Impossible to
Get at the Men Who Did the
Shooting—Mines Closed Down for
Lack of Men to Work Them.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala.,, June 28.—Th2
deputies ‘have the situation in hand at
Cardiff and Blosburg, where the bloody
race riots occurred, yesterday afternoon,
although the negro miners refuse to work,
and continue to carry arms. Sherift
O’Brien says that he has no right to dis-
arm them, and with few exceptions they
are prepared for any sort of trouble. An
additional force of men has been placed
on duty, for fear of an outbreak during
the night.

A coroner’s jury held an inquest over
the remains of Eli Ellis and Adam Sam-
uels, today. A physician’s sworn testi-
mony was to the efifect that both negroes
were shot in the back. Ellis' body was
p:ierced with twenty-five buckshot, from
a double-barrelled shotgun, and Samuels
was killed with a Winchester rifle.

The postmaster at Blossburg testified
that shortly before the Kkilling he heard
Eilis talking to a crowd of his com-
panions in regard to a speech made to
them by the sheriff, who said that if the
negroes would disarm they would be
given protection. Ellis told tnem this
was all a lie, and he declared that he
would not return to work until his Win-
chester had been emptied.

Shortly after this two white miners,
one armed with a Winchester and the
otker with a shot gun, were seen walking
down the road to the gin town. Ellis left
shortly after them. It was but a few
minutes when shots were heard. Ellis
was found lying on his face in the road,
and his body was beaten by a drenching
rzin for several hours.

Adam Samuels was killed while going to
succor Ellis. When he was within seven-
ty-five yards of the prostrate body ot
Ellis, a Winchester ball brought him
down. Two negroes then ran to Samuels
assistance. He 10ld them ke had been
shot-by white men. They stopped to pick
bim up, and while in a crouching posi-
tion they were fired on. The negroes then
fled In every direction, and the three
bleeding negroes were left in the road
for an hour.

A white man, with a shot gun, met a
crowd of miners farther down the road.
“I have killed the meanest negro in
Blossburg. L.ook out for my family,
boys,” he sald. He has not been seen
vet.

E it is said that among the negroes that

the white men who did the shooting wers
secreted in a box car, on the railroad
track, near the dirt road.

A phisiclan testified that the shooting
was done at close range.

The coroner, just in from Blossburg,
says it is Impossible to get at the guilty
parties. He says that both sides are sul-
len, and he predicts further trouble. The
mines have almost closed down for want
of laborers.
