HE DIED IN THE KLONDIKE

JOHN G. JOHNSON, FORMERLY
ST. PAUL FIREMAN, DIED
PROSPECTING

A

He Died at His Clalm on Haggart's
Creek Three Months Ago—Friends
Here Are Notifled—Leaves a Wite
and Three Children,

Assistant Chlef Irvine, of the fire de-
partment, who also holds the position of
secrotary of the St. Paul Fire Depart-
ment Rellef association, was notified by
letter yesterday of the death of John G.
Johnson In the Klondike.

Johnson formerly resided in St, Paul,
and has a wife and three children living
at South Western avenue. He became a
member of the St. Paul fire department
Dec. 13, 1882, and continued in the service
until July 15, 1863, being captain of Engine
Company No. 4, when he lelt the city to
take the position of chief of the fire de-
partment at Colorado Springs, Col. He
held the position at Colorado Springs for
over two years, until there was a change
in the city administration, and then re-
turned to St. Paul.

In November, 1885, he became a member
of the Insurance patrol corps and was
shortly afterward promoted as captain
of the company. This position he held
when in February, 1888, he resigned and
left for the Klondike in company with
Peter McStay and Joe Barney and half
a dozen other residents of the city.  Me-
Stay resigned as captain of Engine Com-
pany No, 4, and Barney also resigned his
pesition in the department to join with
Johnson In the search for gold,

The letter received yestereday from Mo-
Stay stated that Johnson dled ‘March 24
last, at the mouth of Haggart creek, and
was burled two days later. The letter
Is dated at Haggart Creek, May 13, and
relates the experience of McStay, Barney,
Olaf Ekdahl and Johnson from the time
the quartette left Dawson City Aug. 2§,
1898, until the death of Johnson.

The party arrived at Haggart Creek
Oct. 4, and four days later Johnson was
taken sick with a sore leg. Miners in the
sectlon pronounced the disease scurvy
and an effort was made to have Johnson
taken back to Dawson. The rlver, how-
ever, had become frozen over, and as it
was 200 miles overland it was Impossible
to move him. In January Johnson ap-
peared much improved and Feb. 15 he
was moved from Murphy's gulch, where
the party had located a claim, to Hag-
gart's Creek, at the mouth of the Mec-
Question river. Here he was given treat-
ment and medicine by Dr. Snyder, for-
merly of St. Paul, but he falled rapidly
and dled March 24,

Mrs, Johnson will recefve $500 from the
benefit fund of the St. Paul Firemens' Re-
lief assoclation, of whichk her husband
was a member. Johnson was forty-one
years of age.

There has been & great deal of exag-
geration In the dispatches announcing the
arrest of George W. Jenks and Charles
H. Teoter at Boston on a charge of is-
sulng fraudulent certificates of stock in
the Occldental Mining Company of 8t
Paul, according to A, 8. Morton, presi-
dent of the company, who lives at 439
Portland avenue. The report sald the
men were capturad at the United States
hotel on the spectile oharge of ‘embesaling
$250 worth of certificates, and the repres
sentative of the company who Investls
gated the matter stated that milllons of
dollars worth of the certificates had been
slgned and many thousands of dollara
worth sold and (he funda dlvertad to the
personal accounts of the prisoners,

“The Occldental Mining company 1a not
a Golconda," sald Prestdent Morton last
evening. I do not know anything about
the ciroumstances of the arrest except
what 15 stated In the preas veports, but 1
do know that the matter has been greatly
exaggerated,  Our mines are located owt
In Montana with the general offloes hera
In 8t Paul,  Our capltalisation la only
L0008, We had heard soma time ago
that there were iervegulavities at the
Bastorn end of the lue, and & represens
tative of the company was sent down o
vestigate. They were comparatively
small matters.  When I hear from our
reprosantatives I will be better avquaimted
with the olreumstances,

“HowevRE 1t 18 all foollehness to state
that ‘milltons of dollare worth of the cer
tifcaten have been fxaved and thousands
of dollars worth floated,’ So far as we
Know the fraudulont fasue fs very small,
Both of the men arrested are Minne-
apolis men, and the man Jenks had ne
connection whatever with the company,
Teover s merely a stookholder and was
not in the Kast ax the acoredited agent of
the company.*

LNENAN  LOSES WIS LIFR

JOHN NICHOLSON FALLS A
TANCE OF TWERNTY
rEer

DIN-

Strikes on His Head and Dies With-
out Galning Consclonsness — Ree
celved & Shook From a Feed Wire
Which Caased His Fall,

John Nicholson, a llneman !n the em-
ploy of the Northwestern Telephone com-
pany, recelved a revere shoek from a
feed wire and felli from one of the com-
pany's poles at the corner of West Sev-
enth and Walnut streets yesterday at
1:20, striking on hiz head on the pavement
twenty feet below., His skull was frac.
tured and from the injurles which he re.
celved he dled later at St. Luke's hos-
pital,

The pole from which tha llnoman foll
stands beside another pole belonging to
the street railway company and used to
carry feeders to the trolley wires of the
West Seventh street line.  On the side of
the telephone company’s po'es were iron
steps, against one of which a feed wire
of the street railway company touched.
The action of the wind rubbed it back
and forth and wore off the insulation 'in
such a manner that the live wire toucheq
the iron step. When the llneman climbed
the pole yesterday afternocon he grasped
the step against which the live wire
touched In order to pull himself up. A
current of 480 volts was discharged
through his body. The shock loosened
his hold and rendered him unconscious.
He fell headlong to the ground, striking
on the ,back of his head and on the
shoulders.

He was picked up almost at once, but
the force of his fall and the shock which
he had reteived was so severe that he
did not regain consclousness even under
the efforts put forth to revive him. The
central station patrol was called and he
was taken to St. Luke's hospital, whare
a physiclan took charge of the case.
Gvery possible effort was put forth to
save his life, but the man did not regain
consciousness for an instant, and gradu-
ally sank, dying at 6 o’clock. He has a
brother, M. D. Nicholson, who is em-
ployed at the Great Northern general of-
fices, and an uncle living in St. Paul.
The physiclan in whose charge the In-
jured man was states that he received a
severe fracture of the skull and bruises
about the shoulders. He did not appear
to have been burned by the current, even
at the high voltage which the feed wire
carried,

The deceased Ilvel in Canada before
coming to St. Paul. He has been in the
employ of the Northwestern ®elephone
company as a lineman for flve months.
He boarded at the Lafayette hotel on
Minnesota street, and though habitually
exceptionally reserved, was a general fa-
vorite. The pole from which he fell has
been the cause of several such acecldents.
A lineman in the employ of the company
slipped and fell from the same pole about
two months ago. He is still In the hos-
pital as a result of his Injuries. Tha
remains of Mr. Nichol!son will be taken
in charge by relatives and he will be
buried in St. Paul.

WOULD TAKE THEM DOWN,

Telephone Wires and FPoles in the
Seventh Ward.

The assembly committee on streets rec-
ommended for passage yesterday a reso-
lution directing all telephone and tele-
graph poles and wires In the Seventh
ward, east of Dale street, to be removed.

Assemblyman Thompson was opposed to
the resolution on the ground that it
might injure the Mississlppi Valley Tel-
ephone company and prevent the opera-
tion of the new system, by requiring the
company to build condults on the hill
He took the ground that, while it was all
right to beautify the streets In the Sev-
enth ward, the thing should not be done
at the expense of the new telephone com-
pany.

Assemblyman Kirke denied that there
was any purpose other than to prevent
the Northwestern Telephone company
from spoiling the paved streets on the
hill, and particularly in the district east
of Dale street, with unsightly poles and
wires. When the Mississipp! Valley com-
pany was ready to do business in the
ward Mr. Kirke sald he would vote for
the company having a right to erect poles
in alleys, but not-on the streets.

1397 and 1898,

Here the state offered In  evidenoce
amended articles of incorporation of the
Onder of Minnehaha, which were after-
wards withdrawn, The witness sald he
Rnew nothing about the changed articles.
Then the county attorney produced a rec-
ord book that Dr. Ginner Indentificd as
contalning the minutes of a moeting of
the board of directors held on May 1,
897, which was offered in evidence as
showing when Swanstrom was elected to
the office of supremae secretary. The wit-
ness testifted that he had beem contin-
ued as president through November, al-
though most of the officers were changed
wat that time. Swanstrom had continued
LUS gecretaryiand treasurer during 1807 and
JIN08,  The record of policy hoitders also
showed the holders of pollcles in the Min-
nehaha Mutual Life .association .as well
‘as In the Order of Minnehaha.

“The new certificates gave the soclety
six months’ lee way,” saild the witness.

Then the book was produced and iden-
tified and Dr. Ginner testiflad that it
.contained the names of all policy holders
of new certificates, the entries being in
red Ink and under the 1898 charter.

“We made an assessment every two
months,” continued the witness. All the
calls were numbered consecutively, They
had tried issulng small policies but It was
not a success before I was elected In May,
1587, . The call for January, 1898, was No.
15, and ‘the policy book shaws the pay-
ments made on calls. During 1888 Swan
strom and myself received the assess-
.ments, although sometimes Miss Moore
did. We gave postal card receipts which
were marked with a rubber stamp in my
possession and that of Swanstrom. Gran-
ville Fales was a member in 1898 and the
Order of Minnehaha made its first state-
ment to the.insurance commissioner in
1897,

Dr. Ginner was still on the stand when
court adjourned until 9 a, m. today.

BRAUN GOT A VERDICT.

Northern Pacific Assessed $200 for
Ejecting His Son.

The jury in the case of John Braun
against the Northern Pacific Railway
company, which was on trlal yesterday
before Judge Kelly In dlstrict court, last
evening returned a verdict awarding the
plaintift $200,

Braun sued to recover $2,000 as damages
for being ejected from one of the de-
fendant's trains. He alleged that on Aug.
5 he had purchased, in Cleveland, O., for
$109, tickets for ‘the transportation of
"himself, his wife, four children and two
other persons from Cleveland to Hebron,
N. D. The tickets were purchased from
the officlals of the New York, Chicago &
St. Louis Rallway company, and included
transportation over the Northern Pacifle
from St. Paul to Hebron. He was told
that no tickets would be needed for the
children, the eldest of whom was a boy of
eight.

Everything went well on the trip until
the Northern Pacific train pulled out of
St. Paul. The conductor demanded fare
for thesoldest boy, and when it was not
forthcoming ejected the lad from the train
at a small station near Minneapolls. The
plaintiff jumped off the train as It started
away, and was left stranded, so that -he
was compelled to lodge two nights at a
ipolice station, and when he finally reach-
ed Hebron, found that the job he was
going to get, had been taken.

In defense the road admitted that the
youngster had been ejected, but alleged
‘that no road or person had authority to
guarantee transportation over the Great
Northern to an eight-year-old boy.

IN THE DIVORCE COURT.

May Abb Gets a Decree—Two Cases
Partially Heard.

Judge Bunn yesterday ordered findings
for the plaintiff in the action brought by
May Abb for a divorce from her husband,
Roman Abb, on the ground of desertion.
Mrs. Abb told the court that she was
twenty-six years old, and her hlusband
six years older. They had been married
on Aug. 15, 18%4, and after a little over two
months of matrimony Roman tired of his
experience and left without leaving his
address. 5

Judge Jaggard partlally heard two ai-
vorce cases, and both were continued un-
til Monday to allow additional testimony
to be secured. Harry M. Suhrs asked for
a separation from Minnle Suhrs, to whom
he was married on June 23, 1883, at Lake
City. They have three children, but de-
spite these home ties Suhrs told the court
that his wife, who is thirty, three years
yvounger than himself,  had deserted him
in March, 1897, without any reason for
