CASE, TESTIFIES

TALKS WITH THE DEFENDANT

Gave Different Explanations at
Different Times About the Blood
Stains on the Coat and the
Scratches on the Back of His

Hand—Mixed L'p on Hln Father's
Watch.

BUFFALO, Minn., July 3.—While the
evidence against Joe Boxell, charged with
the murder of his father, is largely cir-
cumstantial so far the fact that he had
a motive for the crime has been shown,
and the blood spots upon his coat, worn
the night of the crime, and the scratches
uron his hands, supposed to have been
received at that time, have been estab-
lished by a number of witnesses.

Aleck McVeety, a detective, who has
worked on the case since the murder,
was the first witness called today. Ar-
riving at the scene of the murder Sun-
day morning, he saw an ax covered with
blood by the elm tree. In a conversation,
Joe said that his father had made a will,
and had intended to change it, but he
had not, as he did not go into an at-
torney's; of! cc wh Je in ".oward Lake the
day before. Joe said he was to have the
forty acres.

Witness corroborated the testimony of
previous witnesses as the track leading

from the lake to the Boxell homestead.
He also examined the meadow and the
plowed ground back of the stables and
noticed the bloody coat. He found the
track on the plowed ground evidently
made by a person running north in the
direction of Joe's home. He compared by
accurate measurements this track with
the tracks leading from the lake. They
were the same size. All the tracks were
fresh and had been made by about a
No. 8 shoe.

He noticed the duck coat as the one
he had taken from Mr. Farrell's field. He
had examined it while it was lying on
the harrow in the field. It had been
washed, but he noticed that flies had
gathered on the spots. They appeared to
be blood spots. He chased the flies away
with a straw and they always returned
to the same place. He asked Joe to let
him take the coat. Joe objected. Joe said
that the detective could not tell that there
had been blood on the coat, as it had
been freshly washed. Joe saw the wit- \
ness that evening in Howard Lake and
asked him for the coat. Joe said he got j
the coat from a man who had worked
for Dave Workman, and that the fellow
had got it bloody while butchering there.

A few weeks later witness asked Joe
about the scratches on the back of his j
hand. Joe said he got scratched two j
weeks before the murder. He said a cow i
kicked him while he was milking. Joe
had told the witness the morning follow-
ing the murder that he got them while
grubbing for Lem Ferrill. When a wit-
ness told Joe that experts could tell the
difference between human blood and other
kinds, Joe said:

"If they find any blood on my coat it
will be because I have the nose-bleed fre-
quently and had wiped the blood on my
sleeves."

The witness went with the constable to
Joe's house between 10 and 11 o'clock at
night, and Joe was arrested. Joe accused
the witness of stealing his coat. Witness
told Joe he ought not to feel hard to-
wards him as his wife had told so many
different stories about it.

Joe then asked what his wife had told j
him. Witness said Joe's wife had told

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GOLF GAMES STARTED
FIFTH ANNUAL TOURNAMENT OF

THIS UNITED STATES GOLF AS-
SOCIATION BEGINS

PROMINENT GOLFERS PRESENT

Nlnety-Elgrht of the One Hundred
and Twelve Entries Start—Some
Beautiful Golf Played Despite

Unfavorable Wont her—Day's Re-
sults Rather Favored Eastern
Players.

ONWENTSIA CLUB HOUSE, Lake
Forest, 111., July 3.—The fifth annual
tournament of the United States Golf as-
sociation was begun today over tho
eighteen-hole course of the Onwentsia
Golf club, thirty miles north of Chicago.
Nearly every golfer of prominence in the
country was present when Secretary Wil-
liam Bage Jerr, of the association, called
the first pair for the qualifying round, at
7:30 a. m. this morning. The pretty club
house, the little stand at the first teeing
ground and the ropes stretched across
the green in front of the home hole were
thronged with admirers of the game,
who liberally applauded the players as
they started in their long week's struggle
for the much-coveted amateur golf cham-
pionship and as they came up the hill at
the finish.

The course was ideal for high-class
golf during the morning, but about 1
o'clock a hard rain commenced to fall
and kept up without intermission until
the last player had finished the course.
This made it decidedly uncomfortable for
the golfers, but it did not apparently in-
terfere with their playing, for many con-
testants who made high scroes during
the morning reduced them sufficiently In
their afternoon play to bring them with-
in the qualifying limit.

The number of starters was large,
ninety-eight of the 112 entries going over
the course, and this fact made some de-
lay unavoidable. Some time before the
last players had finished their morning's
play the players had been started out
again for the final round, and from 7:30
in the morning until late in the afternoon
there was an uninterrupted procession of
golfers trudging over the three-milecourse.

In spite of the unfavorable conditions
under which the golfers labored during
the afternoon, some beautiful golf was
played, and, judging from the form dis-
played by many of the contestants who
qualified today, the struggle for the
championship will be a close one. This
is shown by the fact that scores over 187
failed to qualify, while as low as 168 was
made.

C. B. Donald, the Chicago golf expert,
won the gold medal wtih honor of the
lowest score in the qualifying round. His
score of 168 was made by almost perfect
golf, his putting being accurate to an un-
usual degree, while his long drives were
in nearly every case placed perfectly.

John Reid Jr., of St. Andrew's, the In-
tercollegiate champion, won the silver
medal, wtih a score of 170. There was a
three-cornered tie for third honors, W. J.
Travis, of the Oakland Golf club; D. N.Forgan, of Onwentsai, and F. Douglass
of the Fairfield Golf club, the present
amateur champoin, all making the thirty-
six holes in 173.

The result of the whole day's playing
rather favored the Eastern golfers, as
out of the thirty-two who qualified twen-
ty-two were from the Atlantic coast andPennsylvania and Ohio clubs.

The real struggle will commence to-morrow, when the thirty-two who quali-
fied will start off in the match play, and
from then until Saturday the struggle
is expected to result in a class of golf
that will be worth going a long distance
to see.

The score of McDonald and Reid made
them many friends, and from their play
today they will undoubtedly cut a large
figure in the champolnship.
