Puy began rail-

roading when seventeen years old in the
\u25a0 employ of an M., K. &T. construction

crew. He continued with the road for

some rime, then became superintendent

of the Tloga road, now a part of the

Erie lines, and later accepted a position

with the Great Western. He is but forty

years of age.' and is favorably known as

an enterprising and efficient official.

His new position will entail the control

of one of the most Important divisions of

the Lackawanna system, Including the
terminals at Jersey City. The Morris &

Kssex suburban trains will also come un-

der the new superintendent's control.

These carry the heaviest business out of

*New York city of any lines, with the ex-

• ception of the New Haven & Hartford

- » trains. Mr. Dv Puy succeeds E. G. Rus-

sell] who becomes general superintend-

ent. He was formerly connected with

the Great Western in St. Paul, and in

that capacity became well acquainted

with Mr. Dv Puy.

The resignation of the general super-

intendent came unexpectedly, resulting

from an unlooked for offer from the

Lackawanna. The Great Western ac-

cepted the resignation, and at once cabled
Master Mechanic Lyon, now in England

on a summer trip, offering him a posi-

tion succeeding Mr. Dv Puy.

States circuit court ©f appeals today held
the lessees for about 11,500,000 i« bridges
and bettrments In the Cincinnati South-
ern railway controversy.

In addition to sustaining Judge Taft's
former orders regarding the mortgages of
the Clover Leaf, order in the case of
Charles Hamlin against that railroad
was modified so as to permit preferred
stockholders to purchase the railroad,
subject to a lien of present creditors, or
of such as may be so constituted in the
suit of Stout and Purdy. The case of this
railroad company against the Continen-
tal Trust company was affirmed.

In the ease of the Illinois Central rail-
roH.] against Reeve Jones, for damages,
the lower court's decision was affirmed.

In the case of the International Trust
company, trustees of the bondholders of
the Cleveland, Canton & Southern Rail-
way vs. The Townsend Company, the de-
cision was reversed.

ST. PAH, AND HAVANA.

They Are Brought flower by a Re-
pent Traffic Alliance.

The I'-altimore & Ohio has completed
a close traffic alliance with the Southern
railway, giving the latter a port at Bal-
timore, western connections to Chicago
and establishing a direct route from
northern and western points to the West
Indies. The move was made in anticipa-

tion of a heavy freight business to and
from the United States' new Cuban terri-
tory. The agreement between the two
roads is said to have been under consid-
eration for some time, awaiting the com-
pletion of arrangements, whereby the
Baltimore & Ohio has just come into
control of the Florida Central & Penin-
sula. Doth reads will now have direct
connections with Tampa, completing a
direct route from northern and western
points to Cuba. The movement on the
part of the Baltimore & Ohio is of in-
terest inasmuch as it will afford the
Great Northern facilities for connection
with the West Indies, giving a route f'.^m
coast to coast and to Cuba. President
Hill, of th*> Great Northern, is interested
to some extent in the Baltimore & Ohio
and the latter road is friendly to the in-
terests of the Great Northern.

WESTERN LINES TO MEET.

Important Matter* to Be Conwldered
at Chicago Conference.

CHICAGO, July 5.—A special meeting
of the Western Passenger association
will be held here tomorrow to consider
the ratification of the revised agreement
aad rules of the association which have
already been approved by the executive
officers. The question of additional mem-
bership in the association will also be
tuken and the Chicago, Great Western.
Wisconsin Central and Minneapolis and
St. I.ouis roads are expected to start
whether or not they are ready to join
the reorganized association. The asso-
ciation will also be called upon to elect
a new executive committee. The Union
Pacific today agreed to join the asso-
ciation lines in their understanding upon
the military rates, thus preventing
threatened rate troubles over, the trans-
portation of troops from the oast.

Behind the failure of the Pioneer Press
company to bid on a contract for printing
stamps for the internal revenue depart-
ment this next fiscal year, and the subse-
quent award of the contract for both Min-
neapolis and St. Paul to the Northkcstern
Lithographing & Printing company, of
'.his city, there is an interesting story. It
(a claimed that heavy printing interests In
Chicago and the East persuaded the com-
mibisoner of internal revenue to approve
a regulation intended to oppress and har-
ass the smaller concerns then holding
priming contracts. Whether this be so
or not, the regulation in question occas-
ioned the withdrawal of the Pioneer Press
from the field.

It has been the custom in the past for
the Pioneer Press to print stamps in St.
Paul, with two men from Minneapolis to
count and guard the sheets as they came
off the presses, while the Northwestern
Lithographing company performed the
same ottlce in Minneapolis, under the in-
spection of two St. Paul agents, who
checked off the work as fast as it was
finished.

The regulation in question required that
the number of men should be increased to
three. One man could have performed
the labor, but the two were Insisted on to
avoid the danger of mistakes.

The third mas was to be paid by the
contractors, and it was suspected that
this was in the interest of Chicago and
New York printing houses to drive others
out of the stamo field.

commissioner of internal revenue reap-
pointed as die keepers F. H. Barnard
and Capt. J. H. Sandberg, of Minneapolis,
who had been inspecting the work in th<>
Pioneer Press plant, while John F. Selb
and W. H. Farnham, of this city, were
Inspecting the Minneapolis work under a

CHARGE NOT PROVEN
JUDGE LEWIS TAKES THE SWAN-

STROM CASE OUT OF Til
JURY'S HANDS

OTHEE INDICTMENTS WAIT

They Are Continued to (he October

Term—Court Goea at Length Into
a. Dlf»cu«ston of the Failure of
the Prosecution to Prove the

. Charge tut Drawn In the Bill of

Indictment.

Judge Lewis yesterday in the district
court directed a verdict for the defendant
In the case of the state versus Deputy
County Treasurer Andrew P. Swanstrom.
charged with grand larceny in connec-
tion with the defunct Order of Mlnne-
haha, of which he was supreme secretary
and treasurer. The defendant's eyes
filled with tears as the court reviewed
the circumstances of the case in ruling
on. a motion for the direction of a ver.
diet. He was immediately surrounded
by his friends, who were anxious to ex-
tend their congratulations, but first he
shook hands warmly with his attorneys,
W. H. McDonald, T. J .McDermott and
John H. Ives.

"It ought never to have been tried,"
said Mr. Swanstrom impressively.

There are two other indictments
standing against Swanstrom, one of
which was found for the purpose of
correcting an error in the first bill, and
the other for perjury in making a fa!so
return of the condition of the company
to the insurance commissioner. His
counsel urged that the perjury indict-
ment be immediately disposed of, but
the court ruled that the matter must gi
over until the October term.

In his review of the case fn addressing
the jury the court said:

The state charges this defendant with
the crime of grand larceny. Under the
law in this state a person who, as an
officer or servant of a corporation, re-
ceives the money or funds o: ihe cor-
poration, in discharging the dudes of his
office, and appropriates th<» money to 1113
own use, with the intent to deprive tho
corporation of the benefit of that money.
steal.s the money and is guilty of larceny.
The state in this case has charged this
defendant with having stolen under saoh
circumstances somt 1600 from the Order
of Mlnnehaha.

On the trial thus far in the case the
state has offered evidence tending to
show that this defendant received same
seventy dollars, which does not appear to
have been entered upon the books. For
the purposes of this motion it must be
admitted that the defendant, at the time
of receiving this money, was the acting
secr^ lury and treasurer of the Order of
Minnehaha. It is the claim of the de-
fense that at this time this Order of
Minnehaha is owing the defendant some
$500 for back salary, which aas not yet
been paid. It appears in evidence that
on or about the lirst day of November,
3SJ>7, the Order of the Minnehaha passed
a resolution wherein they accepted the
resignation of this man from the office
of secretary and treasurer, and acknowl-
edged an indebtedness to this defendant
of some $500 for services. It also appears
that subsequent to that time this de-
fendant continued to act as "acting-"
secretary and treasurer of the corpora-
tion; and for the purposes of this mo-
tion it must be admitted that he was
secretary and treasurer, of this corpora-
tion. It also appears that subsequent
to that time and about the Ist of Janu-
ary this defendant made an affidavit
to the state insurance commissioner, .in
connection with Mr. Ginner, wherein he
said that the corporation owed nothing
tv its employes on-account of salary; and
by reason of this affidavit subsequent to
the passing of the resolution, wherein
the institution admitted that it owed
him $525 or $500, or whatever the amount
is, for the purposes of this motion the
court will hold at this time the Order
of Minnehaha was not owing this de-
fendant anything whatever on account of
salary.

That brings us to the question whether
or not a person noting as secretary and
treasurer of a corporation, as this man
was at the time he received this money,
this money having lawfully been paid
into his hands as secretary and treasurer,
whether or not the simple showing that
he received the money under those cir-
cumstances Is a sufficient showing that
he has converted and appropriated it to
his own use, wlth*the Intention of steal-
Ing It from the Order of Minnehaha.

In this connection it has been shown
by the state that while he received some
seventy-odd dollars, which do not appear
to be entered upon the books, the stato
has also shown that this man reported
to Mr. Ginner that he had received some
$48, and asked that it be charged to his
account, leaving a balance of some $22,
perhaps, which is entirely unaccounted
for, so far as the purposes of this mo-
tion are concerned, except it appears by
Mr. Ginner that other memoranda were
left upon his desk, showing certain col-
lections, the amounts of which he does
not remember. So the question comes
down to this point, whether or not the
mere receiving of money by a person
authorized to receive It, and his neglect
to enter the same upon the books of the
company, it being shown at this time that
Mr. Ginner himself made all the entries
in all those bonks subsequent to the Ist
of January, 189S, and it being shown that
Ginner made all the entries in those
books at the time when it was claimed
that this man received this money,
whether that can be considered as an ap-
propriation of the funds to the use of this
man who received the money, to such an
extent that he may be held as having
stolen it. It is true the state has shown
that this man, with Ginner, had acres*
to the books, and that either of them
could have made the entries in the
books at this time, but it is also shown
as a fact that Ginner did make the en-
tiles in the books, whatever entries were
made, and the Question In this case is
this: Whether or not this man,, having
lawfully received this money and re-
ceipted for it—whether or not his failure
to insist that it be entered in the books
is a sufficient proof that he took this
money and appropriated it and used it
for his own benefit, with the Intent of
depriving the Order of Minnehaha of Its
benefit or use.

The court is convinced that there is no
proof here which would sustain a verdict
that this defendant was guilty of the
crime charged. If there is any proof that
would sustain a verdict, it is the duty of
the court to submit the case to the jury;
if there is no such proof it is equally the
duty of the court to take the case away
from the jury.. The court is firmly con-
vinced that there is no question which
can properly be submitted to the jury
upon the facts in this case. The mere
fact that the defendant failed to make
entries in a book, in the absence of any
showing that he used the money for his
own purposes, is not proof that he in-
tended to convert this property to his
own use, and did convert it to his own
use.

Vnder these circumstance*, gentlemen
of the jury, it becomes my duty to direct
you at this time to return a verdict of
not guilty against this defendant of the
crime charged.
