NORTHERN PACIFIC OFFICIALS
‘RETURN FROM A CONFERENCE
AT WINNIPEG

WILL TAP THE SASKATCHEWAN

New Branch Westward From Port-
age la Prairie Appears to Be<nnv
Imminent Posulblllt'y of the Im-
medinate Future — Application of
New York Ideas to the General
Office Etiquette.

President Mullen and-: Vice President
Hannaford, of the Northern Paciflc, re-
turned yesterday forenoon from Winni-
peg, where on the preceding two days,
a conference was held between the presi-
dent of the northern coast line and mem-
bers of the cabinet, with a view of com-
ing to an understanding regarding the
provosed extension by the Northern Pa-
cific of a branch westward from Portage,
The dominion government has been in-
clined to favor the Canadian Pacific's
interests and has rot taken kindly to the
proposal of the Northern Pacific to par-
rallel the former's line, and the Mani-
toba and Northwestern, and during the
past few weeks, many overtures have
passed between the officials of the road
and the Canadian government. Mr. Mel-
len’s visit to Winnipeg has satisfactorily
settled the differences heretofore exist-
ing and the Northern Pacific has gained
a victory.

During President Mellen's visit in the
East. he was met by representatives of
the McKensie interests and a conference
held in New York. He was requested to
enter an agreemeaat to allow the McKen-+
sie interests to build the road west from
Portage and control it. This attempt to
defeat the Northern Pacific’'s plans was
unsuccessful. and Mr. Mellen refused .to
consider such a proposition. It is now
understood that the Canadian Pacific
backed the McKenzie faction, and that in
case the road were constructed by them
it would in fact be operated and main-
tained by the Canadian_ system, though
nominally under different control.

The returning officials express them-
selves as satisfied with the result of the
conferences. Vice President Hannaford
was seen yesterday, but stated that he
had nothing to say directly concerning tls
results of the conference, as he was in
Winnipeg merely in an advisory capacity.
He stated that President Mellen had al-
lowed himself to be interviewed by the
Winnipeg press, and had stated that he
considered the progress of the negotia-
tions between the Northern Pacific and
the government perfectly satisfactory.

Nothing is announced yet regarding the
future plans of the Northern Paclific in
cennection with the Portage branch. It
will parallel the main line of the Cana-
dian Pacific and will give entrance to one
of the finest wheat belts in Canada. The
new branch will lead directly to the Sas-
katchewan valley. one of the garden
spots of that section of the country,
which will be the center of population in
Canada inside of ten years. The only
statement regarding the work on the new
road obtainable yesterday was that it
would be commenced immediately. The
outcome of the negotiations is consid-
ered a decisive victory for the Northern
Pacific. as the Canadian Pacific . has
fought its attempt to gain control of the
extension from the flrst.

An effort was made yesterday to in-
terview President Mellen on the subject,
but notwithstanding his usual friendli-
ness to the press, it was unsuccessful.
President Mellen occupies a holy of holies
on the second floor of the general office,
entrancé to which is only obtainable
through an outer office. where a Cerberus
in the person of one Percy S. Corbett, a
New York importaticn, maintains watch
and ward. It appeared that an invisible
trocha had been drawn between the terra
an@ the president’s -inner sanc-
tum. retary Corbett wag, at his_desk,
and when a request was. preferred that
the press representative's.name be car-
ried to the president and a request for
three minutes’ questioning forwarded,
Jooked up with a charmingly obnoxious
grin and asked. with such an air as only
a, failroad sperpumerarv knows how to
h.\.rlln’lt‘l

“What's vour-business with the presi-
dent?"

A blank refusal to grant even the
small courtesy asked followed, and after
a seven-minuie argument. the captain of
the guard called a slave and asked him
to tell the president that a newspaper
man waited. As the messenger reached
the sacred door, however, he was called
back and the information was thrown at
the reporter that the president would not
be at liberty for an hour at least, prob-
ably not for a week. and, he devoutly
hoped, inferentially, not for many years.
No interview was had.

MR. PLOUGH DENIES IT.

of the Probable Absorption

of the Duluth.

Report

The report from New York to the ef-
fect that the Great Northern would ab-
sorb the St. Paul & Duluth, met a second
denial vesterday from officials of the
former road. Vice President Plough, of
the latter, denies the truth of the rumor
and brands it as a repetition of the story
which has been current ever since the
completion of the KEastern Minnésota.
Northern Pacific officials are much in
earnest in the reports and one of them
said yvesterday that such a move would
be energetically opposed by that system.
The Northerr. Pacific could not afford to
hava the Great Northern secure the 2d-
vantages which the absorption would
give, since the present conditicns at the
head of the iake are none too easily bal-

anced. In speaking of the report yester-

day a Northern Pacific officlal said:
“Such a mowe could not be made, T

think, since there Is a law providing

against the absorption of parallel roads.
I remember it in connection wlth‘re-
ports which were current at one time,
when thz Great Northern was supposed
to be negotiating for the control of the
Northern Pacific.”

BIG DEAL ON.

Numored Merging of Southern and
1. & N. Systems.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., July 6.—We have
it from an apparently reliable source that
negotiations have heen in progress for
several months looking toward a consoli-
dation of the Southern and the Louis-
ville & Nashville into one great ,road
svstem. The controlling interests of the
“.'v.':y roads expect to have matters .in
shape te bring about the consolidation in
the early fall. o

Samuel Spencer, president of the South-
ern, is now in Europe, but is expected
back in a few weeks, &nd the best
opirion is that the consolidation is prob-
able soon after hls return. )

It is known that since these negotia-
tions were begun several months ago,
that the Southern and Louisville & Nash-
ville have mutuvally interested in many
developments in the South. and have
worked jointly toward many common
ends. While no official announcement
will be made until the consolidation is
thoroughly effected, it is at this time
even beyond the probable stage.

SPLENDID SHOWING.

Small Number of Railway Receiver-
ships in 1899,

CHICAGO, July 6.—The Railway Age
tomorrow will say: *“The first half of
1899 is happily distinguished by showing
a smaller number of railways placed in
the hands of receivers than any six
months since railway insolvencies began.
Only one road of any importance confess-
ed bankruptey in the period, the four
others completing the record being small
loeal enterprises—two of these belonging
to private corporations. The following
is the list: Alexander & Rich Mountain
(Va.); Kansas City, Pittsburg & Gulf;
Tacoma & Columbia river, Licking,K Val-
ley, Silverton. The total bonded debt of
these roads is $22,755,000; the total capital
stock $24,361,000.

‘“The Silverton railroad is a short Col-
orado mining road.of only.local Interest.
The Alexander & Rich Mountain and
Licking Valley are both short logging
roads, owned by lgmber companies, and
do not belong in a list of railways doing
business as common carriers. The Ta-
coma & Columbia river road presents a
legitimate enterprise, contemplating a
line of 145 miles long, from Tacoma,
Wash., to the Dalles, Or., of which, how-
ever, only fifteen and one-half miles
are completed. The recelvership means
merely the fallure from lack of capital
of an ambitious project, which, if car-
ried out, might or might not have proved
successful. It is not the failure of a
railway in practical operation.”

Wisconsin Central Sale.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., July 6.—Receivers
Howard Morris*and Henry F. Whitcomb,
of the Wisconsin Central lines, together
with fwecial Master Frank M. Hoyt and
representatives of New York and Boston
interests left Milwaukee today to attend
the sale of the Wisconsin Central prop-
erty at Eau Claire tomorrow, at 10 o’clocY:.
The New York interests are represented
by George Coppell, the chairman of the
reorganization committee that has
brought about the new order of things
and that will buy the road. Boston in-
terests are represented by Attorney Louis
D. Brandeis. After the sale, the party
will go to St. Paul and then return to
Milwaukee. The United States elrcuit
court will probably be asked to confirm
the sale on Saturday. Those interested
about future plans will say nothing until
after the sale, though it is believed H. .
Whitcomb will be the new executive head.

Brake-Beam Vagrants.

A meeting of the western trunk lines
has been called to meet in Chicago, July
11, to consider request for reductions in
potato freight rates from northwestern
points.

The Great Northern coast train was re-
ported ten hours late yesterday afternoon,
on account of the condition of the tracks
over the western divisions.

The railway and warehouse commission
will inspect the two narrow gauge
branches of the Milwaukee from Wabasha
to Zumbrota and from Reno to Preston,
early in September. The inspection is
with a view to requesting the company to
lay track of standard gauge, as required
by the state law.

New Wisconsin Railway.

OSHKOSH, Wis., July 6.—Articles of in-
corporation for the Oshkosh-Stevens
Point railway were filed today. The cap-
ital stock is $150,000 and the incorpora-
tors are A. L. Thompson, Col. H. B. Har-
schaw and A. E. Thompson. The compa-
ny will build an air line between Stevens
Point and Oshkosh, thus, with the North-
western lines, making a_ shorter route
from Chicago to Ashland by about seven-
ty miles. The right of way has been sur-
veyed, and “dirt will fly,” it is claimed,
in a week or two.

Railway Trainmen About to Move.

EHICAGO, July 6.—A committee repres
senting the 35,000 members of the-Brother-
hood of Railway Trainmen wag in the
city during the day getting informatien,
with a view to the removal of the head-
quarters of the order from Peoria. A
meeting will be held at Peoria on Aug. 7,
to decide whether the headquarters are
to be changed to Chicago or some other
city.

Bound for Lake McDonald.

W. M. Lowry, general agent of the
Great Northern at Chicago, yesterday
brought into the city a special car carry-
ing a party of twenty-three Illinois people
bound for Lake McDonald in Montana.
The party left on the coast train.

Divided the Party Up.

The Chicago lines met in a conference
vesterday forenoon and appointed Her-
man Brown, city agent of the Wisconsin
Central as jcint agent to apportion to the
different roads, a party of seventy Itallan
laborers who-arrived in the city yesterday
from the west, bound to Chicago.

Freight Men Did Little.

CHICAGO, July 6.—Presidents and ex-
ecutive officers of the Central Freight as-
sociation roads gathered here in force to-
day to riscuss ways and means for im-
proving the present demoralized freight
rate situation. Beyond appointing two
committees to deal with grailn rates the
meeting accomplished little.

Corn Rate Hearing Postponed.

CHICAGO, July 6.—The state raflroad
and warehouse commission met here to-
day to hear applications for the reduction
of corn rates, Owing to the absence of
important witnesses, however, the hear-
ing was postponed until Aug. 30.

SEATTLE, Wash, July 6.—The two

today, when the steamer City of Topeka
arrived from the north. Miners from
Dawsvn walked down the gang plank
trembling under the weight of the gold
dust they carried. Miners from Copper
river followed, staggering from weak-
ness and disease, contracted in the terri-
ble north. The Xlondikers wore new
suits. Those from Copper river were still
in the blanket clothes they wore when
they left civilization, and nearly every
one had a roll of blankets under his arm.
One poor Copper river miner from New
York landed without a cent. A banker,
hearing of his plight, purchased for him
a ticket across the continent, with a
sleeping car coupon, and fitted him out
for new clothes. The Topeka also
brought details of the drowning of four
men at Five Finger rapids. They were:
L. Green, Seattle; H. Mohlin, Whitby
Island, Wash.; H. Dingley, Victoria, B.
C.; Willam Hoffman, Whitby Island,
Wash. £

The Copper river passengers number
fourteen. They say the government re-
lief party, sent by Capt. Abercrombie into
the interior, did a great deal of good, and
doubtless saved many lives. Abercrom-
ble Is some distance up the Copper river
valley, working on the main road to the
Yukon. Purser R. C. Jones says that the
Klondikers on the Topeka placed in his
care about $200,000 in gold dust.
