SAVINGS BANK OF ST. PAUL IS

CLOSED BY THE PUBLIC

RECEIVER TO BE ASKED FOR

The Intttttntion Holds Over n Mill-

ion Dollars in Deposits, and Wiw

Considered Entirely Sotand—Some

of Us Real Estate Securities Are

of Doubtful Worth—Expenses Are

Said to Haver Exceeded Revenue.

Publij Examiner Pope and his deputies

took charge of the Savings Bank of St.
Paul late yesterday afternoon in the in-

terest of the depositors and other credit-
ors of the institution. The announcement
will no doubt be received with surprise
by the public. Public Examiner Pope fol-
lows his action with the statement that
the other savings banks of the city have
been thoroughly examined and found to
be solvent.

The condition of the Savings Bank of
St. Paul has been receiving the attention
of state officials at intervals since the
first of the year, and final action only de-
layed in the hope that some arrangement
might be made whereby the bank could
continue business, and at the same time
fully protect the depositors. This was
found to be impracticable and Gov. Llnd
yesterday directed Gen. Pope to take pos-
session of the assets, and requested At-
torney General Douglas to make applica-
tion for a receiver.

Gen. Pope last night, for the informa-
tion of the public, made the following
statement to the Globe:

State of Minnesota, Office of Public Ex-
aminer—To the Public: After a careful
examination and consideration it has
been determined, in the interest of the
savings depositors of the Savings Bank of
St. Paul, that the superintendent of banks
should take possession of the books, rec-
ords and assets of every description of
said bank and held the same pending an
application to the district court of Ram-
sey county for a receiver.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT.

In this connection and to allay unneces-
sary anxiety I desire to say for public in-
formation that this department has re-
cently made a careful examination of
each and every savings bank in this city,
and, with the single exception above not-
ed, has found each and every one to be
solvent and fully able to carry out all
their obligations to depositors and other
creditors.

It is yet too early in the Jay to antici-
pate the amount which the creditors will
get out of the assets of the bank, as it is
difficult to estimate just how much will
be derived from the enforced liquidation.
The bank carries on its books something
over a million dollars in deposits, and a
gcod deal of the real estate property is
considered as doubtful security.

Several examinations have been made
of the condition of the bank and a rough
draft of the condition of the concern at
the close of business yesterday gives the
following result:

UNDER INVESTIGATION.

Gen. Pope met the officers of the bank
yesterday afternoon shortly before 6
o'clock in President Prendergast's office
and announced that the affairs of the
bank would be taken care of, and Deputy
Compton took charge of the books. The
officers of the bank present were T. A.
Prendergast, president; John S. Prince,
vice president, and E. J. Meier, cashier.

Regarding the affairs of the bank Gen.
Pope said last evening: "Three very care-
ful examinations were made; the lirst pre-
liminary inquiry was made during Janu-
ary, another on Feb. 11, and the last com-
plete investigation was made April 22.
Following the examination a very careful
appraisal of all the property owned by
the bank and mortgages given to the
bank was made, and since then a great
deal of time and consideration spent to
see if there was any way to avoid a re-
ceivership, but the legitimale expenses
were found in excess of the revenue $2,000
yearly for several years until the last
dividend period. May 30 this year. Inter-
est since then was paid to depositors to
'the extent of between $12,000 and $14,000,
while not a penny was being earned since.

"Aside from this large amounts were
loaned on Inadequate real^ estate securi-
ties, necessitating their Taking real es-
tate to the amount of about $400,000. The
mortgages which they hold are largely
of the same class as those which the
bank foreclosed and now carried as real
estate. The $185,000 of loans and dis-
counts includes many apparently worth-
less pieces of paper.

"The bank was capitalized with a capi-
tal of $100,000, and under the provisions of
the law of 1867, under which the bank was
incorporated, it essayed to do a commer-
cial and savings bank business. Its ex-
perience has demonstrated the inherent
unsoundness of such a plan."

As soon as the proper papers can be
prepared Attorney General Douglas will
make application to the district court for
a receiver.

The officers of the bank did not take
kindlyto the action of the bank examiner
and expressed themselves with some
spirit when It was announced that the
institution would have to go into liquida-
tion. Eight years ago, according to the
various statements which have been
made from time to time, the bank wag
over $50,000 to the good.

ITS HISTORY.
The Savings Bank of St. Paul was

originally the Minnesota Savings asso-
ciation, which was organized in 1867. Its
officers were H. H. Sibley, president;
John S. Prince, secretary and treasurer.
There were three other members of the
association — Gen. W. R. Marshall,
Charles' Mcllrath and Lorenzo Ellis. It
was reorganized in March, 1573, and its
name was changed to the Savings Bank
of St. Paul. The bank opened for busi-
ness April 1, 1873, the officers being W.
R. Marshall, president; Henry Saalgard]
vice president; John S. Prince, cashier
Mr. Saalgard resigned in 18S2, since which
date Edward J. Meier has been cashier.
The bank was formerly located at thecorner of Fifth and Jackson street, but
a few years ago It removed to its present
quarters at Sixth and Cedar streets. On
the death of President John S. Prince,
four years ago, Thomas A- Prendergast'
vice president of the Institution, was
chosen president, which position he nowholds. John S. Prince Jr. Is vice presi-
dent, and Edward J. Meier Is cashier.
The trustees are, according to the city
directory. John S. Prince, Thomas A
Prendergast. John A. Stees, John Caul-

field, Edward J. Meier, J. C. Prendergast

and William Hamm.

TICKET BROKERS STIRRING

THEY MAY TEST THE VALIDITYOF
THE NEW LICENSE OR-

DINANCE

It Is Not Likely That Any Arrests
Have Had a Chance to Confer in
the Matter.

A special meeting has been called by

the local ticket brokers' association to
consider the action of License Inspector
Mclntyre, In serving notice that here-
after the city will a better en-
forcement of the ordinance requiring
brokers and steamship agents to take out
licenses for the sale of tickets in the
sums of $150 and $100, respectively. The
question will be discussed and some de-
cision arrived at regarding the advisa-
bility of testing the legality of the ordi-
nance.

Inspector Mclntyre went up and down
the line on Third street yesterday, armed
with an opinion from the assistant cor-
poration attorney, and notified the
brokers that steps were being taken to-
wards an enforcement of the city ordi-
nance. By a state law passed in 1596, the
business of ticket scalping, as it applies
to points within the state, was declared
illegal. Many of the brokers are of the
opinion that the enforcement of the law
and the city ordinance would be bene-
ficial, but the inspector will wait until
the local association takes action before
taking compulsory measures. An en-
forcement of the license ordinance will
mean the closing of several brokers' of-
fices. The assistant corporation attor-
ney's opinion is as folows:

"I am of the opinion that these ordi-
nances are valid and still in force, and
that it is your duty to see that they are
enforced.

"With reference to the question as to
just what agents come within the scope
of the provisions of the two ordinances I
have to .suggest that in all probability
the regularly appointed agents of any
railroad company in this city are not
within the purview of the ordinances.
You will see by reference the ordinance
cites that the council has attempted to
license only 'ticket brokers' and 'steam-
ship agents,' no provision being made
with reference to 'ticket agents' and
•emigrant agents.' The distinction made
in the charter itself between ticket
brokers and ticket agents must be borne
in mind. Probably the only agents com-
ing within the scope of the provisions
of the ordinance first cited are thosecommonly knownu as 'scalpers;' theremay, however, be others.

"Undoubtedly steamship agents,whether
engaged in the sale of tickets or simply
engaged In obtaining passengers for their
respective steamship lines, or acting as
agents for those lines In any capacity,
are required by the ordinance last cited
to take out a license."

Budd Reeve Explains It* Signif-

icance and TeXTs What It Means
to Have the president of the
Great Northern Got Up and Deliver

The heartiest invi^tion ever extended
to any man In the' Northwest has been
given to James"X'THH, president of the
Great Northern railway,- Over 250 farmers
and business men have united in an in-
vitation asking Aim-rfo be present Mon-
day, the 10th day of July, at the Chau-
tauqua assembly now in session on the
shores of Devil's lake, known as farmers'
day, to address ttse producers on the
line of his road. While Mr. Hill is not
attending summer piciilcs In any part of
the country, and seldom finds time for
recreation, yet he has accepted this in-
vitation. The invitation sets forth that
the interests of tlt^ producer and trans-
porter are one and" inseparable. It rec-
ognizes the fact expressed by Mr. Hill, at
the interstate grain grower's conven-
tion, that without the producer, railroads
would not have anything to carry. That
without the farmerimade the money first
the railroads could 'not get it.

In addition to this Mr. Hill Impressed
the grain growers that after the farmer
had plowed his ground, selected his seed,
bought his machinery, paid for his twine,
cut his harvest and" put it in hla bin.
that it did not help him or amount to
much without a market calling for that
which he had- produced. This, every
farmer recognized as a plain fact, and
threw up his hat. Mr. Hill pointed out
that the interests of the farmer lay along
the channel of extended commerce, and
the opening up of new markets^ That
the United States should supply the Phil-
ippines. China and Japan. That high-
ways of commerce should run West
around the world as well as East, and
that the West should not be used entire-
ly for a backdoor. That where there is
a supply, a demand should be created
to consume thaf"snpphy, or production is
a waste of time. That more people
should be reached fo"; consume American
products. Mr. HiTl fs :not only a believer
and advocate in opening up the Orient
to support American industries, but he
stated to the grain growers, that if he
was five years younger he would under-
take alone to connect the far East with
the West by placing a line of boats
on the Pacific ocean, and thus produce a
market for everything produced in tho
West. He also out at the same
time that the danger confronting the
American people :was the over capitaliza-
tion of trusts, and h,ow completely con-
gress was dominated'by trust Influence
to prevent the individual from operating.

Since this speech fkiAners and producers
who have been in the habit of looking
at Mr. Hill as a grasping monopolist are
now loud in praise of his expressions,
and the work he wants to do, and are
embracing him as their friend, and look-
ing to him as a deliverer. His appear-
ance at Devil's Lake will be more than
a passing event at a common, gathering,
it will be one more step towards .the
commercial independence of the West.

Mr. Bill has taken possession of the
Northwestern country without firing a
gun.

ABUSE OF THE SMITH BABY
THAT IS THE NUB OF THE TESTI-

MONY IN THE MURRAY
CRUELTY CASE

Mrs. Lottie Folonis and the Mother
of the Infant Told the Court of
Incidents That They Thought
"Were Cruel.

The municipal court was occupied yes-
terday with the case of the stato against
Mrs. Bridget Murray, 700 Lee avenue,
charged by the Humane society with
cruelty to children left in her care. The
circumstances connected with the prose-
cution of the woman were given pre-
viously in the Globe.

Attorney Foote appeared for the de-
fendant, and City Prosecutor Arnold for
the state.' Several witnesses were called
and the case was continued over the ses-
sion. Mrs. Lottie Polonis, of Silver Lake,
Minn., was the principal witness for the
prosecution. She came to St. Paul in
May, and lived at the Murray house,
awaiting admission to the city hospital.
She testified that Mrs. Murray had
abused Ernest Smith, a 4-months-old
child, and had taken Harry McDonald,
another infant, and put him in a tub of
hot water. She did not know how hot
the water was, but testified that the child
was very red when taken out. She cor-
roborated In detail her previous state-
ments, and told her story with much
frankness and clearness. Mrs. Rose
Smith was the second witness called, and
testified that she had seen Mrs. Murray
slap her child and otherwise misuse him.
She did not think her baby had been
properly cared for while at the Murray
place, and testified that when she took
it out, after being notified by Agent
Moak, it was pale and sickly and appar-
ently not in good health.

Both witnesses were given a severe
cross-examination by the defendant's at-
torney.

Mrs. Mary Homers, livingnext door to
the Murray house, was put on the stand.
She is a Polish woman, and spoke
through an interpreter. Her evidence
was not direct, and consisted mainly
in reports which had reached her ears
through the neighbors. The examination
of the witnesses continued until 6 o'clock,
when the case was continued. Mrs. Mur-
ray has not yet been put on the stand.

Reports to the State Commissioner
Show nn luorea.se In Jlusi :i.sh.

The amount of -insurance written during
the last year in Minnesota shows a grati-
fying increase over the precediing an-
nual period. Insurance Commissioner
O'Shaughnessy has compiled some figures
which indicate that a great deal of build-
ing is going on, and the volume of mer-
chandise business in Minnesota has pro-
portionately increased.

The figures represent the receipts of the
Insurance department for the first five
months of the year, ending May 31.

The total for these months in 1899 Is
$175,872.77, as against $168,209.25 for the cor-
responding period in IS9B.

The receipts are for premiums, taxes,
license fees and brokers' licenses, and
naturally the first three months of the
year are the heaviest.

January, 1599, shows receipts amounting
to $30,131.19, or more than double those
for January, 1898, when they were $H,-
--954.32. February overreached the corre-
sponding month of 1898 by over $35,000.
The receipts for that month in 1898 were
$50,610.02, while for February, 1599, they
were 585,843.00.

In March the 1898 receipts were heavier
than those for 1599, showing that the
companies were more prompt in paying
after their big business of 1898 than they
were after that of 1897.

CAPT. WHEELER DEAD
GENERAL TRAVELING AGENT OF

THE OMAHA PASSED AWAY
AT IIXX I\so.\

IT WAS MOST UNEXPECTED

Stroke of Puralyslc* Was the Caun«
—Body Will Be Brought to St.
Paul folr Interment — Deceased
Served With Credit in the Cav-
alry Daring the Civil and Indian
Wars.

A telegram was received yesterday fore-
noon from General Passenger Agent
Teasdale, of the Omaha, announcing the
sudden death of Capt. W. M. Wheeler,
general traveling agent of the road, at
Dickinson, N. D., early yesterday morn-
ing, from paralysis. The telegram occa-
sioned the deepest regret in railroad cir-
cles and was utterly unexpected, as Capt.
Wheeler was in the city only a few days
ago, apparently in the best of health.

Wednesday night Capt. Wheeler left
St. Paul on a trip to Miles City, Mont.
He was at that time in the best of health
and spirits to all appearances, and had
not indicated in any way even the slight-
est physical ailment. While returning
Thursday night he was taken sick on the
train and on his arival at Dickinson was
taken from his berth and placed In a ho-
tel. A physician was summoned and an
examination of the patient showed that
he suffered from paralysis. Every effort
to save bis life was made, but he sank
rapidly, dying at an early hour yester-
day.

On receipt of the telegram announcing
the death, Mr. Teasdale assumed the sad
duty of Imparting the news to Mrs.Wheel-
er, at the family home, 983 Hague ave-
nue. Owing to the suddenness of the at-
tack, no notification of her husband's ill-
ness had been received, and Mrs. Wheel-
er was utterly overwhelmed with the
news. Arrangements were made yester-'
clay to return the body to St. Paul, where
It will be burled.

Capt. Wheeler was one of the most
widely known railroad men In the West.
His connection with the Omaha date?
back many years, and it was his pride
for years that he knew more peopie by
name throughout the Western states than
any other official in the Western railroad
service. He was a man of robust health
and unusual geniality, and extremely
popular. His death removes one of the
most efficient members of the Omaha's
service and causes universal regret.

During the civil war Mr. Wheeler was
made a captain of the Eighth cavalry
of the regular army. After the war hewas in a number of Indian fights, and
was twice wounded by the Apaches. He
remained in the army until he married
in the later '70s, and then went into the
wholesale grocery business at Galena,
111. In 18S4 he entered the employ of the
Omaha road. After serving as traveling
passenger agent until 1696, he was, ap-
pointed commercial agent at HelenaTwilh
special charge of the liva stock business
in Montana. Last fall h& was promoted
to general traveling agent, with entire
control of the live stock business of thecompany.
