But if in all the tenets of. orthodoxy,
that of heat and hell, of Beelzebub arid
brimstone, Is true, then may the faithful
feel assured that when Umpire Haskell
is fully paid. Ban Johnson will not draw
the last check.

When a base ball player, failing to stop
a ball thrown at him, dives at the pass-
ing base runners' ankles, and, sezing him,
holds him until the outfielders can back
up third base and get the ball, some peo-
pie might deem the act an interference
not consistent with the playing of the
game on a fair and gentlemanly basis.
In Puyallup, possibly, or where the falls
of Snohomish snort their contempt for
the curious but worthless crags about
them, mayhap in the untutored frontier
settlements of Bechuanaland, this
would not be considered a violation
of base ball etiquette. Ifso, let the im-
migration committees of these promising
localities do their duty by Haskell.

And when this palpable Interference de.
prives the team at bat of the run that
would have won the game, is it not time
for the righteous wrath of the enthusias-
tic fan to rise and condemn an alleged
arbiter whose dialogues seem dearer to
him than his duties?

It was because of Hasseil, let it be
said, that the Saints were compelled to
play eleven innings at Lexington park
yesterday.

Champlon'n Play Was >'ot Up to Hi«!i
Standard, bat Admirers Confident
He Can Do Better—Travis Played

a Brilliant Game, bat Lack Wu

In Seml-Flnals.

ONWENTSIA GOLF CLUB COURSE,
Chicago, 111., July 7.—The golf cham-
pionship for 1899 will be won by an East-
ern man. H. M. Harriman, the Meadow-
brooke club man, of Hempslead, L. 1.,
tmd the present champion, Kindlay S."
Douglas, won the semi-tinals in the am-
ateur golf tournament at Onwent-
Kia today and tomorrow will meet
in the deciding struggle for the
championship. It will be a Scotch
golfer against a native American. Har-
riman, who formerly played football
and base ball at Princeton, won so im-
pressively today from his opponent,
Charles B. Macdonald, and displayed such
good form in every phase of the game,
that tonight many golfers who have fol-
lowed the play of the two men throughout
the week are of the opinion that Doug-

las will be pressed harder in tomorrow's
game than in any he has had during the
present week, and will have to be at his
best to retain the championship. The gen-
eral belief is that the game will not be
won by more than two or three holes by
either man.

Macdonald's defeat by Harriman re-
moved the last Westerner from the list
of contestants. This game, because on
it depended whether or not a Westerner
would contest in the finals, proved a lode-
stone to the enthusiasts who came out to
view the final struggle, and an unusually
large gallery closely followed the play,
both during the morning and afternoon.

Macdonald's work was a decided disap-
pointment to his friends. He did well
during the first nine holes in the morn-
ing, but coming in he fell down badly on
his iron work, losing several holes by
poor putting that he should have won, or
at least halved. Harriman played consist-
ent golf throughout. His drives all day
were longer than Macdonald's, though
perhaps not enough so to materially affect
the result. It was on his putting and
short iron work that he excelled, and thi3
finallywon the game.

Champion Douglas had an unexpected-
lyhard struggle to win from C. P. Travis.
These two met last year in the semi-
iinals, Douglas securing a decisive vic-
tory. Today, however, although Douglas
finished the first eighteen holes four up,
the game was not decided unt.il the thir-
ty-fifthhole had been negotiated. Travis

played a beautiful game against the heavy
odds, and although the champion was
dcrmie five at the thirty-second tee, Trav-
is, by some of the prettiest approach
shots and puts seen during the tourna-
ment, won the next three holes. Douglas
halved the thirty-fifth, however, and the
match was over. Douglas, apparently
confident in his ability to win out, played
carelessly coming in, and to this fact was
partly due the closeness of the score.

Findlay S. Douglas, D. R. Forgan and
W. J. Travis, who tied at 173 for the
bronze medal in the qualifying round
Monday, will play off their tie tomorrow
afternoon after the championship game is
over. Nine holes will be played, the low-
est medal score winning.

Play for the first eighteen holes com-
menced at 10:30 this morning, Douglas
and Travis starting out first. They were
followed a few moments later by Mac-
donald and Harriman.

In the semi-final match between Cham-
pion Findlay S. Douglas and Travis, at
the end of the ninth hole Douglas was 2
up on Travis.

At the end of the first nine holes be-
tween Macdonald and Harriman, the
score was all square. Both did splendid
work in driving and putting.

A strong north wind was blowing when
play commenced, and long drives were
difficult. Macdonald's ball went out of
bounds on his approach to the first, and
his third was topped. He overputted on
his fifth, and Harriman holed it in five
on an eight-foot put.

Harriman drove in the trees for the
second, and Macdonald, by a beautiful
approach for a fifteen-foot put, holed it
in three. All square.

Harriman's sliced approach to the third
was lost In the long grass, and the hole
went to Macdonald. Macdonald 1 up.

but Mac was equally unfortunate. Har-
rlman lofted out poorly, but Mac over-
putted and the holo was halved in six.
